On October 15, 2015, Los Angeles County Office of Education filed a motion to
dismiss it as a party to this action. The motion was not supported by any authenticated
evidence. Student did not file a response.

Although OAH will grant motions to dismiss allegations that are facially outside of
OAH jurisdiction (e.g., civil rights claims, section 504 claims, enforcement of settlement
agreements, incorrect parties, etc.), special education law does not provide for a summary
judgment procedure. Here, LACOE contends that it is not a proper party to Student’s claims
because of a Memorandum of Understanding between LACOE and Soledad Enrichment
Action. LACOE attached an unauthenticated copy of the Memorandum of Understanding to
its motion.

LACOE’s motion is not limited to matters that are facially outside of OAH
jurisdiction, but instead seeks a ruling on the merits requiring factual findings by the hearing
officer. Accordingly, the motion is denied. All dates currently set in this matter are
confirmed.
