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Letter from the Executive Officer

The 2005/2006 Fiscal Year presented a significant milestone
in the history of California school funding. At the March
2006 meeting of the State Allocation Board (SAB), new
construction funds were apportioned to house the one
millionth pupil since the inception of the School Facility
Program (SFP) in 1998! Remarkably, over $23 billion has been
apportioned for the construction and modernization of
school facilities throughout the state in a mere eight years.

This year also saw the end of the modernization funds
provided by Proposition 55. The Proposition provided

$2.25 billion for modernization which was exhausted in
April 2006. The Office of Public School Construction (OPSC)
will continue to accept and process modernization funding
requests and the approved applications will be placed on
an unfunded list for possible funding at a later date should
funds become available.

The Emergency Repair Program (ERP) marked its first full
year in operation this Fiscal Year. Launched in 2004/2005, the
ERP received $201 million in funding from the General Fund
in order to reimburse local educational agencies for the
costs of repairing situations that pose a health and safety
threat to the students and staff at eligible school sites. OPSC
staff promoted this important program by conducting
workshops and extensive outreach around the State. Over
$3.4 million was apportioned to 26 school districts.

Staff continued its commitment to efficiently disburse bond
funds to school districts, processing $3.32 billion in new
construction and modernization applications during this
fiscal year.

Under the SFP, $1.93 billion was apportioned for new
construction funding, representing new classrooms for
approximately 120,000 pupils. An additional $1.39 billion
was apportioned for modernization projects, equating to
upgraded facilities for approximately 278,350 pupils. The
OPSC continues to process applications and distribute the
remaining bond funds to meet the needs of California’s
ever-growing enrollment. To meet this challenge, the OPSC
maintains an active Outreach Program to help school
districts fund their facility needs and provide on-going
assistance and consulting services to educate, plan, prepare
and streamline existing processes.

The OPSC is constantly monitoring and seeking to improve
the school construction programs administered by the

SAB and respond to legislative mandate. To this end, an Ad
Hoc Committee (Committee) was formed to review the
adequacy of the SFP grants. The Committee was assembled
with representatives from the Department of Finance, the
California Department of Education, school districts, and
other interested stakeholders. The Committee continues to
investigate two critical issues: one, the equivalence of the SFP
new construction base grant amount to the funds provided
under the prior Lease-Purchase Program when the State
converted programs in 1998; and two, whether the current
grants are sufficient to build a complete new school today.

Additionally, the SAB adopted the Phase-Out Plan (Plan)
for the State Relocatable Classroom Program (SRCP). The
SRCP was originally designed to meet classroom needs for
those districts impacted by excessive growth or unforeseen
classroom emergencies. The SAB recognized that the
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increasing size of the SRCP and the general condition of
an aging fleet posed a potentially untenable situation.
The plan outlined a process for immediate disposal

of all State Relocatable Classrooms, permitting school
districts and other entities to purchase the relocatables.

As of December 1, 2005, applications to lease relocatable
classrooms from the State were no longer being accepted.

Several important programmatic changes were incorporated
into the SFP to better serve our constituent school districts.
Regulatory changes brought about by Assembly Bill (AB) 491,
Chapter 710, Statutes of 2005 (Goldberg) provided eligible
school districts the option to generate new construction
eligibility by using an alternative enrollment projection
methodology. This presents another opportunity for school
districts to relieve overcrowding. Staff also developed a pilot
program for the purposes of constructing or reconfiguring
existing high schools into new small high schools, as
directed by AB 1465, Chapter 894, Statutes of 2004 (Chan).
Small high schools have been found to have many benefits
resulting in increased success of the pupils in attendance.

The OPSC is also working diligently in anticipation of changes
presented by new legislation. AB 127, Chapter 35, Statutes of
2005 (Nunez/Perata), signed by Governor Schwarzenegger
on May 20, 2006, established the Kindergarten-University
Public Education Facilities Bond Act of 2006 (Act). The Act
provides $10.416 billion in bonds for educational facilities, of
which $7.329 billion is earmarked for kindergarten through
twelfth grade projects, to be placed before the voters on the
November 2006 ballot as Proposition 1b. The law modifies
certain SFP program features, adds several new programs
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and requires that emergency regulations be adopted. Major
changes and amendments to the SFP regulations as a result
of the Act include:

» Grant Increases;

» Charter School Program changes;

» High Performance Incentive Grants (Resource
Conservation Measures);

» Seismic Mitigation;

» Career Technical Education Facilities Program;

» Overcrowding Relief Grants; and

» Additional funding to continue New Construction,
Modernization, Small High School, and
Joint-Use Programs

[tis an honor to present this report, as it is apparent that
the OPSC has had another successful year and continues to
fulfill its role in providing educational facilities for California.
These achievements allow us to confidently look forward
to launching our programs into the next fiscal year with
positive expectations. It has been, and will continue to be

a privilege to work in the arena of providing quality school
facilities for our growing State.

Mission Statement

As staff to the State Allocation Boara
(SAB), the Office of Public Schoo
Construction (OPSCQ) facilitates the
processing of school applications and
makes funding available to qualifying
school districts. These actions enable
school districts to modernize and build
safe and adequate school facilities for
their children in an expeditious and cost

effective manner.

The Office of Public School Construction’s Role

The OPSC is responsible for providing the staff assistance
necessary to carry out the law, regulations, policies and
programs of the SAB.

The primary function of the OPSC is to administer the
monetary resources which are available to the SAB from
various sources, including general obligation bonds approved
by the voters of California. In fulfilling its responsibility, the
SAB s called upon to make funding apportionments.

The OPSC also advises the SAB on policy issues, legislative
implementation, and the utilization of bond funds. In addition
to this advisory role and carrying out the mandates of the
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SAB, the OPSC is called upon to develop regulations and to
ensure the efficiency of apportionments and other processes
associated with SAB approval. At the direction of the SAB,
OPSC staff processes applications, prepares and distributes
handbooks and other informational materials to assist school
districts with the application processes for different programs.
The OPSC also monitors school facilities legislation, performs
onsite inspections and conducts or participates in training
and other school facilities seminars—all in an effort to ensure
that all school housing needs are met. A wide variety of
information (including regulations, guidebooks and forms
for the programs administered by the OPSC) is available on
the Internet at http//www.opsc.dgs.ca.gov.

Generally, the SAB meets every fourth Wednesday of the
month. This meeting is the principal monthly meeting of the
SAB, wherein its membership is called upon to make funding
allocations for construction, modernization, emergency
repairs, and deferred maintenance. The SAB must also make
decisions regarding contested staff recommendations and
issues requiring considerable review and discussion. The SAB
adopts regulations and policies which set the parameters
for such programs as the SFP, the Deferred Maintenance
Program (DMP), ERP and others. The SAB may call a meeting
for other days of the month. All SAB meetings are open to
the public and often have a large number of attendees that
are interested in issues before the Board.

School Facility Program

Legislation passed in 1998 which established the SFP

for new construction and modernization of K-12 public
school facilities. This program provides the district with
greater independence and flexibility in how it actually
spends its State funds and places additional responsibility
on the school district to oversee its projects. Each district
is required to contribute to the funding of its projects
provided the district is financially able. New construction
projects require a dollar-for-dollar (i.e., 50/50) district
matching share requirement. Modernization projects
require a 40 percent (i.e, 60/40) district matching share.
Districts that are unable to provide local funding may be
eligible for additional State funding for their share of the
project. State funds for the SFP (new construction and
modernization) are currently from the Proposition 55 Bond
Measure passed in March 2004; however, in the future State
funding may be derived from any funding source made
available to the SAB. A district is able to file separately for
an eligibility determination and funding application with
the completion of as few as four forms for the SFP. It is the
goal of the OPSC to process applications for eligibility and
funding grants that are deemed to be complete within
90 days for submittal to the SAB. These applications are
presented chronologically for SAB approval.

New Construction Grant

Eligibility for a 50/50 State funding grant is based on a
district’s need to house pupils. Education Code Section
17072.10 establishes grants per-unhoused-pupil for new
construction projects that is adjusted each year. As of
January 2006, the new construction grants are:

» $7,082 for each elementary school pupil
» $7,490 for each middle school pupil
» $9,805 for each high school pupil

Education Code Section 17072.10 authorized the SAB to
adopt regulations establishing a grant for each special
education pupil included in an approved project for
new construction funding. As of January 2006, the new
construction funding is as follows:

» $22,572 for each pupil that is a Severely Disabled
Individual with Exceptional Needs

» $15,096 for each pupil that is a Non-Severely Disabled
Individual with Exceptional Needs

These grants are intended to provide the State’s share

(i.e., 50 percent) for all necessary project costs which
include, but are not limited to, funding for design, the
construction of the building, general-site development,
education technology, energy efficiency components, tests,
inspections, and furniture/equipment. In addition, funding is
available for site acquisition, remediation, and development
(utilities, off-site and service site development).
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Modernization Grant

Eligibility for a 60/40 percent State funding grant is based
on a district’s need to house pupils in an existing safe,
well-maintained, and modern facility. In order to qualify

for modernization, a permanent school facility must be

a minimum of 25 years old. The qualifying age factor for
relocatable buildings is at least 20 years old. Education Code
Section 17074.10 establishes a grant per pupil housed in
buildings to be modernized . These grants are adjusted each
year. As of January 2006, the modernization grants are:

» $3,059 for each elementary school pupil
» $3,236 for each middle school pupil
» $4,236 for each high school pupil

Education Code Section 17074.10 authorized the SAB to
adopt regulations establishing a grant for each special
education pupil included in an approved project for
modernization funding. The grants are adjusted each year,
and as of January 2006 are:

» $9,746 for each pupil that is a Severely Disabled
Individual with Exceptional Needs

» $6,521 for each pupil that is a Non-Severely Disabled
Individual with Exceptional Needs

The modernization grant is intended to provide the State’s
share (i.e,, 60 percent) for all necessary project costs.

The SAB annually (in January) adjusts the new construction
and modernization grants to reflect construction cost
changes as set forth in the statewide cost index for

Class B construction as determined by the SAB. (The new
construction and modernization apportionments made
during the last fiscal year are listed on the following chart.)

Joint-Use Program

Senate Bill 15, Chapter 587, Statutes of 2003 (Alpert)
amended the Joint-Use Program under the SFP. Fifty million
dollars was made available in Proposition 47 and partly
apportioned in July 2003 for joint-use projects, and another
$50 million dollars was made available for apportionment
due to Proposition 55 passing in March 2004.

The Joint-Use Program allows a school district to utilize
funds from a joint-use partner to build a joint-use project
the district would not otherwise be able to build due to
lack of financial resources. There are two types of joint-use
projects that the district may apply for, which are referred to
as Type land Type Il.

Typel: AType | Joint-Use Project is part of a new construction
project that proposes to increase the size and/or create extra
cost beyond that necessary for school use, of the:

» multipurpose room

» gymnasium

» library

» childcare facility

» teacher education facility

Type ll: AType Il Joint-Use Project allows for the construction
of new joint-use facilities, the reconfiguration of existing
school buildings, and/or to provide for the following:

» multipurpose room

» gymnasium

» library

» childcare facility

» teacher education facility

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Critically Overcrowded School Facilities Program

The Critically Overcrowded School (COS) Program was
established under Assembly Bill 16, Chapter 33, Statutes

of 2002 (Hertzberg) within the SFP, for the construction

of K—12 school facilities. It permits school districts with
critically overcrowded school facilities, as determined by
the California Department of Education (CDE), to apply for
a preliminary apportionment for new construction projects
to relieve overcrowding in advance of meeting all of the
SFP program requirements. The COS Program’s preliminary
apportionment supplements the new construction
provisions of the SFP and serves only as a reservation of
funds for future State assistance in the form of grants. A
preliminary apportionment for a COS project must be
converted within a four-year period to a final adjusted
grant apportionment meeting all the SFP new construction
criteria required for such an apportionment. A single one-
year extension may be granted.

The SAB adopted regulatory changes to the COS Program
in March 2005, which provided additional methods for
justifying project eligibility in order to convert preliminary
apportionments into final apportionments for qualifying
school districts that received a preliminary apportionment
in 2003. In January 2006 the SAB adopted additional
amendments to the SFP Regulations which allowed this
alternative eligibility justification to be used by qualifying
school districts that received a preliminary apportionment
in 2004. In 2005-2006, there have been three COS projects
which have converted to a final apportionment and have
requested $43,716,239 in funds to be released.

Energy Conservation Program

Propositions 47 and 55 provided $20 million each for

the increased costs for the design and construction of
project components associated with school facility energy
efficiency. Eligible new construction and modernization
projects may obtain this additional funding for projects that
exceed non-residential energy efficiency standards.

Proposition 47 allocated $14.2 million for new construction
and $5.8 million for modernization. Proposition 55 allocated
$14 million for new construction and $6 million for
modernization. Eligible components include conservation,
load reduction techniques, peak-load shifting and other
energy conservation methods that meet emerging
technological criteria.

As of the April 2006 SAB meeting, modernization funds were
exhausted with the exception of $5.9 million designated

for supplemental energy funding from Propositions 47

and 55. Since the SAB is unable to fund modernization
projects until a future bond is passed, the funds set aside for
modernization energy purposes cannot be utilized. There
remains, however, an ongoing need for new construction
energy efficiency grants.

To address this situation, the OPSC presented regulatory
revisions that would allow the re-designation of energy
funds from the modernization energy account to the

new construction energy account. The SAB approved

the proposed regulations at the April 2006 SAB and the
regulations were submitted to the Office of Administrative
Law (OAL). Regulation Section 1859.70.1 authorizes the

SAB to make a finding that if the funds are not needed for
energy efficiency, the SAB shall transfer back to the original
funding source(s).

Charter School Facility Program

The Charter School Facilities Program (CSFP), which was
created by Assembly Bill (AB) 14 and modified by Senate

Bill (SB) 15, allows charter schools that provide site based
instruction to access State facility funding directly or
through the school district where the charter school

is physically located in order to acquire a preliminary
apportionment. In 2002, Proposition 47 provided $100
million and in March 2004, Proposition 55 allocated $300
million more for the construction of charter school facilities.

The first funding cycle for the $100 million provided by
Proposition 47 apportioned six projects throughout the
State. The six projects apportioned are projected to house
2,651 students upon completion. Due in part to the changes
made by SB 15 designed to maximize the number of
projects funded, the second funding round for the $300
million made available by Proposition 55 provided an
apportionment for 28 projects. The 28 projects funded in
the second round are projected to house 9,452 students
upon completion.

In this past fiscal year the first conversion application

was received and processed to the SAB for a high

school project in the Los Angeles area, converting a
preliminary apportionment under Proposition 55 to a final
apportionment. In addition, over $10.9 million dollars in
advanced fund releases for design costs have been released
to the recipients of the Proposition 55 apportionments.
Finally, four projects originally apportioned have been
rescinded due primarily to the use of other funding sources
more suitable for each project’s particular needs.

All funds available for the CSFP program were exhausted
with the second funding cycle. Additional filing periods may



be established in the future based on money remitted to

the State in the form of lease payments, projects that fail to
convert to final apportionments, or if new funding is set aside
for charter schools in future school facility bond measures.

Additional detailed information about the last CSFP funding
round can be found in the Charter School Facility Funding
Joint Report to the Legislature, July 2005. This report prepared
by the OPSC and the CSFA, and accepted by the SAB in June
of 2005, highlights changes made to the program based on
SB 15, describes the funding processes used to determine
financial soundness and to fund projects, and suggests areas
for changes or improvement in methods used to provide
facilities funding for the State’s charter schools. A copy of this
report can be found online at http://www.legi.dgs.ca.gov/
Publications/2005LegislativeReports.htm.

Williams Settlement Programs

Senate Bill (SB) 6, Chapter 899, Statutes of 2004 (Alpert),
became law on September 29, 2004 and established two
new programs: the School Facilities Needs Assessment
Grant Program (SFNAGP) and the Emergency Repair
Program (ERP). This bill was created as a result of the
settlement agreement in the case of Williams vs. California.

This legislation identified schools that would be eligible for
the SFNAGP and the ERP. which are those that were ranked
in deciles one, two, or three based on the 2003 Academic
Performance Index (API), and were newly constructed prior
to January 1, 2000. The list of schools was published by the

CDE and is available on the CDE Web site at www.cde.ca.gov.

School Facilities Needs Assessment Grant Program

SB 6 appropriated $25 million from the General Fund

to assess the condition of school facilities at eligible

sites. The SAB apportioned $22.8 million at the February
2005 meeting. Subsequently, Assembly Bill 831, Chapter

118, Statutes of 2005 (Committee on Education) made
modifications to the list of eligible schools by revising the
criteria for identifying schools ranked in deciles one to
three on the 2003 API. The modification resulted in adding
one school to the list of eligible schools, which required an
additional apportionment of $7,510 approved by the SAB at
the April 2006 meeting. SB 512, Chapter 677, Statutes of 2005
(Committee on Education) made further modifications to
the list of eligible schools by providing clarifying language
that county-operated schools are to be excluded from the
list of schools, and therefore, were not required to perform
a needs assessment of school facilities. As a result the
apportionments made to the county offices of education
were rescinded.

SAB/OPSC 2005/2006 ANNUAL REPORT

Each Local Educational Agency (LEA) received a minimum
grant amount of $7,500 or $10 per pupil for each eligible
school to complete a one-time needs assessment. The
funds were provided for each LEA to hire an independent
inspector to perform the assessment. The assessment
included a facility inventory, the estimated costs for five
years to maintain functionality, the remaining life of major
building systems, and a list of necessary repairs at each site.

LEAs were to complete the assessment for each eligible
school and submit the information to OPSC via an on-line
submittal program by January 1, 2006. The majority of the
assessments have been submitted and LEAs will be required
to account for the expenditure of the SFNAGP funds by
January 1, 2007. The submitted assessments can now be
viewed on the OPSC Web site at www.opsc.ca.gov.

Emergency Repair Program

The SAB was initially provided with $5 million from the
General Fund to launch the ERP and an additional $201
million for the 2005/2006 fiscal year. Funds will be made
available for subsequent fiscal years annually through the
Budget Act and the program will operate until $8oo million
has been apportioned.

This program provides funding to reimburse LEAs for the
cost of repairing building systems or structural components
that pose a health and safety threat to students and staff

at eligible school sites. As a reimbursement program,

LEAs must complete and make payment for the repair or
replacement costs prior to submitting a request for funding.
In addition to the application, the LEA must include
sufficient documentation to substantiate the health and

25
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safety threat. Statute provides a list of projects that will be
eligible for reimbursement under the program. For example,
non-functioning air-conditioning systems, electrical power

failure, gas leaks, etc.

The regulations for this program became effective on May
31,2005. The OPSC has conducted several workshops and
provided extensive outreach to LEAs in order to assist them
in requesting ERP funding. In addition, the OPSC has begun
accepting Pre-Assessment Requests, which allow LEAs to
determine if their projects qualify for funding prior to having
to complete the projects. The OPSC has apportioned $3.4
million for ERP projects as of June 30, 2006, identified by

district on the following chart.

their projects during the 2005/2006 fiscal year.
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Deferred Maintenance Program

The DMP provides funds on a dollar-for-dollar matching
basis for the purpose of assisting school districts with
expenditures for major repair or replacement of existing
school building components. This program assists districts
in meeting needs that do not fall within the normal
requirements of the modernization program. Typically, the
DMP includes repair or replacement of plumbing, heating,
air conditioning, electrical systems, roofing, interior and
exterior painting, floor systems and other maintenance
projects authorized by Education Code 17582 and approved
by the SAB. The SAB is authorized to apportion to school
districts an amount based on a district’s average daily
attendance, revenue limit, and budget. Each district must
have an approved Five Year Deferred Maintenance Plan
that identifies the district’s deferred maintenance needs.
Within the DMP, a district may receive an Extreme Hardship
Grant, which provides funding for specific health and safety
projects that need to be completed within one year. If the
district meets the criteria for an apportionment, the State
will fund up to 100 percent of the eligible costs above

the district’s annual match of the deferred maintenance
hardship project up to a maximum of $1 million, and

50 percent of all costs above $1 million.

Funding for the DMP comes from the State General

Fund, excess repayments relating to the old State School
Building Aid Program (1952 law), and unused site revenue.
In December 2005, the SAB approved the deferred
maintenance apportionments for the 2004/2005 fiscal year
in the amount of $284.4 million*, as shown on the following
pages. Of this apportionment, approximately $21.2 million
was for deferred maintenance extreme hardship requests
and $263.2 million was reserved for basic deferred
maintenance requests. As a result, for the 2004/2005

fiscal year, the SAB was able to fund 100 percent of the
district’s matching funds for eligible deferred maintenance
projects. Looking ahead, the Governor’s Budget provides

$269.9 million for the 2006/2007 fiscal year.

Restroom Maintenance

In January 2004, the OPSC established the California Public
School Restroom Complaint Hotline to comply with Senate
Bill 892, Chapter 909, Statutes of 2003 (Murray). This bill
became effective on January 1, 2004 and contains provisions
relating to the sufficiency and availability of restroom facilities
in all public schools. The complaint line serves as a means to
report restroom conditions that are in violation of the law.

*Funding for the DMP is one year in arrears.

SB 892 also strongly encourages school districts to properly
maintain their restroom facilities or risk losing eligibility for
receiving State matching deferred maintenance funds if
they are found to be in violation of the law as determined
by the SAB.

Concerned parties may file a complaint by completing
and returning a Restroom Maintenance Complaint, Form
SAB 892. The form is accessible on the OPSC Web site at
www.opsc.dgs.ca.gov or can be requested by calling the
California Public School Restroom Complaint Hotline,
toll free at 1.866.869.5063.

PROGRAMS ADMINISTERED BY THE OFFICE OF PUBLIC SCHOOL CONSTRUCTION

State Relocatable Classroom Program

On October 26, 2005, the SAB adopted a plan to phase

out the State Relocatable Classroom Program (SRCP). A
report was presented for the SAB's consideration due to

the increasing size of the SRCP and the general condition

of an aging fleet. The plan outlines a process for immediate
disposal of all State Relocatable Classrooms and permits
school districts and other entities to purchase the relocatable
classrooms. Effective December 1, 2005, the SAB no longer
accepts new applications to lease relocatable classrooms.

At its meeting on April 26, 2006, the SAB adopted an
amendment to the phase out plan that allows school
districts to purchase relocatable classrooms with minimal
impact to its new construction baseline eligibility. The
following table illustrates the purchase price and pupil
grants to be charged:

Classrooms is expected to occur in the beginning of the
next fiscal year.

Unused Site Program

The Unused Site Program became Law in 1974 and requires
that districts and county superintendent of schools are
subject to a fee for district properties that are not used for
school purposes after a specific period of time.

The provisions of this program are governed by the
Education Code Sections 17219 through 17224. The revenue
derived from this program assists in the funding of deferred
maintenance projects. In addition, the SAB has adopted
regulations set forth in Title 2, Subgroup 10, California Code
of Regulations, commencing with Sections 1864.1 through
1864.10, for the administration of this program.

The following chart depicts, by county, the estimated fees
assessed for unused sites.
