
Applying for Seismic Mitigation Program Funding (STA)

The Office of Public School Construction will provide guidance on the process for qualifying, applying and receiving funding 
for the School Facility Program’s (SFP) Seismic Mitigation Program. 
 
The Seismic Mitigation Program (SMP) is a subset of the SFP’s Facility Hardship program that provides for the seismic 
repair, reconstruction, or replacement of the “most vulnerable” school facilities. As of the January 12, 2013 State Allocation 
Board meeting there is approximately $178.5 million remaining in SMP bond authority. 
 
 
 
Applying for Overcrowded Relief Grant Program Funding (STA)

The Office of Public School Construction will provide guidance on the process for qualifying, applying and receiving funding 
for the School Facility Program’s (SFP) Overcrowded Relief Grant Program. 
 
The Overcrowding Relief Grant (ORG) Program enables districts to reduce the number of portable classrooms on 
overcrowded school sites and replace them with permanent classrooms. The application filing deadlines for the twelfth ORG 
funding rounds is Wednesday, July 31, 2013.  The Office of Public School Construction is currently processing funding 
applications for the eleventh ORG round. Preliminarily, school districts have requested approximately $50 million. There will 
be approximately $50 million that will be remaining for the twelfth cycle.
