 This Resolution of the State Allocation Board (hereafter referred to as the “Board”) is applicable to the 
appropriate sections of the Education Code and is described and filed in the office of the Executive Officer and will be 
made available to all interested parties as the Resolution pertains to the documents attached hereto.  Said 
documents were acted upon by the Board at its meeting on July 22, 2009. 
 
 WHEREAS, the Board has previously approved or determined to be approvable a number of projects for 
construction or modernization eligibility of facilities for school districts and is making apportionments and/or unfunded 
approvals for the grant amounts for projects that meet the Board’s criteria for the apportionment of grants pursuant to 
Education Code Sections 17072.10 or 17074.10 or Board Regulations 1859.81.1 or 1859.83; 
 
 WHEREAS, Treasury Regulations Section 1.150-2 require the State (on whose behalf the Board is acting) 
to declare its reasonable intent to provide grant funding to school districts, in accordance with Board policy and law, 
for costs of the projects with proceeds of State bonds; 
 
 NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED: 
 


1. This Resolution is adopted by the Board for the purposes of establishing compliance with Treasury 
Regulations Section 1.150-2 and this Resolution does not bind the Board to make any additional 
apportionment or bind the State to incur any indebtedness. 


 
2. The Board anticipates that some or all of the school districts listed on the list of “Projects” referred 


to in this Resolution will pay certain capital expenditures in connection with some or all of the 
project’s cost prior to the issuance of bonds by the State to pay for the grants for the projects.  The 
reimbursement of such costs is consistent with the State’s budgetary and financial circumstances, 
and in accordance with Board policy, as no other funds or accounts of the State have been 
budgeted or are available to pay the costs of the projects on either a short-term or a long-term 
basis. 


 
3. The Board, acting on behalf of the State, hereby declares that it is the State’s official intent to use 


proceeds of general obligation bonds that may become available for such purpose, consistent with 
the requirements of law that are in effect at the time the funds are available, to provide grants, in 
accordance with applicable, laws and regulations. 


 
4. This Resolution shall be continuously available for inspection by the general public during normal 


business hours at the offices of the Board at 1130 K Street, Suite 400, Sacramento, California, 
commencing within one week after the date of enactment of this Resolution. 


 
5. Any eligibility determination does not constitute a commitment of future funding by the Board.

PURPOSE OF REPORT 
 


To adjust the baseline eligibility for new construction and modernization projects under the  
Leroy F. Greene School Facilities Act of 1998. 
 


DESCRIPTION 
 


The districts listed on Attachment A have received eligibility approval for new construction.  There 
has been a change in their baseline in accordance with the California Code of Regulations relating 
to the Leroy F. Greene School Facilities Act of 1998, Section 1859.51. 
 
The districts listed on Attachment B have received eligibility approval for modernization.  There has 
been a change in their baseline in accordance with the California Code of Regulations relating to 
the Leroy F. Greene School Facilities Act of 1998, Section 1859.61. 


 
RECOMMENDATIONS 
 


1. Approve an adjustment to the new construction eligibility baseline determination as shown on 
Attachment A. 


 
2. Approve an adjustment to the modernization eligibility baseline determination as shown on    


Attachment B. 
 
3. Provide that this approval of adjusted eligibility determination does not constitute a commitment for

SCHOOL FACILITY PROGRAM UNFUNDED APPROVALS 
 
PURPOSE OF REPORT 


To present to the State Allocation Board (SAB) a list of School Facility Program (SFP) applications for unfunded 
approval. 


DESCRIPTION 


At the March 11, 2009 SAB meeting, the Board requested that Staff continue to process applications to the SAB for 
unfunded approval, up to the bonding authority.  The Attachment reflects the fifth list of applications being 
presented for unfunded approval, including SFP modernization and new construction projects in date order of a 
complete application being received by the Office of Public School Construction.  The list also includes amended 
items and health and safety facility hardship applications for funding that have been processed and are ready for 
approval regardless of received date.  The unfunded approval of the applications as reflected on the Attachment 
will not constitute a guarantee of future funding.  
 


AUTHORITY 


Regulation Section 1859.2 defines an Unfunded List as an information list of unfunded projects. 


SFP Regulation Section 1859.95 states:  


“When the Board has no funds to apportion …, the Board will also accept and process applications for 
apportionment for purposes of developing an Unfunded List based on the date the application is ready for 
Apportionment, with the exception of New Construction funding applications that utilize eligibility generated by 
the Alternative Enrollment Projection.   


An application for funding included on an Unfunded List is eligible for reimbursement subject to adjustments in 
the New Construction Grants amount pursuant to Section 1859.77.”

The District received an adjusted grant School Facility Program (SFP) Type II Joint-Use  Reconfiguration 
apportionment on July 25, 2007, for the Cayucos Elementary School.  Pursuant to SFP Regulation Section 
1859.105(a)(1-4), the District was required to show that it had met substantial progress on this project by 
April 3, 2009.   


 
The SFP regulations require that Districts which receive an adjusted grant approval must demonstrate that substantial 
progress has been made on the project within 18 months of receiving the fund release.

This is a multi-phased project consisting of classrooms and multipurpose buildings. The District is using some of the 
buildings while under construction.

SEISMIC MITIGATION PROGRAM  


 
PURPOSE OF REPORT 
 


To present options for proposed regulatory amendments in order to promote participation in the Seismic Mitigation 
Program.  
 


DESCRIPTION 
 


At the March 25, 2009 State Allocation Board (SAB) meeting, Staff presented a report discussing options to promote 
the participation in the School Facility Program (SFP) Seismic Mitigation Program (Seismic).  The report provided a 
historical perspective on the Field Act and the passage of Assembly Bill (AB) 300 (Corbett, Statutes of 1999), which 
required the Division of the State Architect (DSA) to prepare a report on the seismic safety of public school facilities in 
California.  The AB 300 report entitled, “Seismic Safety Inventory of California Public Schools” identified 7,537 buildings 
that may not perform well in earthquakes.  These buildings require detailed seismic evaluation to determine if they can 
meet life-safety performance requirements.  However, some of the buildings identified in the AB 300 report have 
already been rehabilitated, replaced, demolished, or are no longer used for students and teachers.  As a result of 
concerns arising from the AB 300 report, Proposition 1D provided $1.9 billion for new construction of school facilities 
and up to 10.5 percent of that amount (or $199.5 million) for seismic repair, reconstruction, or replacement of the “most 
vulnerable” school facilities.   
 
In considering the report, the SAB requested Staff to meet with the DSA, the Department of Finance (DOF), and the 
Seismic Safety Commission (SSC) and to report back with proposed regulations that promote the allocation of funds for 
Seismic.  Staff prepared a report for the June 2009 SAB meeting that presented proposed regulatory amendments to 
revise the definition of “most vulnerable” facilities as required by Education Code (EC) Section 17075.10(a).  Staff 
proposed both to lower the ground shaking intensity (GSI) factor requirement and/or to add new building structure types 
into the definition.  The proposed regulatory changes, if approved, would allow additional facilities to be eligible for 
Seismic funding.   
 
Staff’s June 2009 report also included options for the SAB’s consideration to initiate and maintain an unfunded list of 
projects.  Options include (a) initiating an unfunded list up to the SAB’s current bonding authority, or (b) initiating an 
unfunded list up to and beyond the SAB’s current bonding authority.   
 
At the June 2009 SAB meeting, the SAB requested that Staff add the following information into the report for discussion 
at the July 2009 SAB meeting: 
 


 Determine whether SFP Regulation Section 1859.82(a)(1), which requires the construction contracts for 
Seismic projects to be signed on or after May 20, 2006, may be revised to allow the Newhall Elementary 
School District (Newhall) to receive reimbursement for Seismic projects. 


 
 Determine whether an additional building structure type should become eligible for funding to allow a facility at 


the Piedmont City Unified School District (Piedmont) to receive Seismic funding.  
 


 Determine whether regulations may be revised to allow districts to receive supplemental funding for interim 
housing and seismic evaluations and to estimate the funding impact to the State.

STAFF COMMENTS 


 
Determining a Methodology for Amending the Definition of “Most Vulnerable Category 2 Buildings” 
 
In implementing the Seismic Mitigation Program, the criteria below were approved in regulation at the September 2007 
SAB meeting, based on input from the DSA, the SSC, and the SAB Implementation Committee.  In order to qualify for 
Seismic funding, the facility: 
 


1. Must be one of the following “Category 2” construction types- Concrete Moment Frame (C1), Precast/Tilt-up 
Concrete Shear Wall with Flexible Roof (PC1A),  Precast Concrete Frame and Roofs with Concrete Shear 
Walls (PC2), or Unreinforced Masonry Bearing Wall Buildings (URM); 


2. Must be located in a zone where the GSI factor (or short period spectral acceleration) is 1.70g or more based 
on the United States Geological Survey National Seismic Hazard maps; 


3. Must be designed for occupancy by students and staff; and, 
4. Must have an accompanying structural engineer’s report identifying the building deficiencies and reasoning 


for concluding that the building has a potential for catastrophic collapse. 
 


Using the above criteria, the original estimate of facilities likely to be eligible was 77.  The Office of Public School 
Construction (OPSC) and the DSA have since conducted extensive outreach, and it has been determined that many of 
the buildings identified have either been rehabilitated, replaced, demolished, or are no longer used for students and 
teachers, and that 25 of the 77 facilities remain eligible.  This includes four districts that have submitted applications to 
the DSA for review, one of which received an unfunded approval at the June 2009 SAB meeting. 
 
Staff met with the DSA and the DOF on April 2, April 14, and May 8, 2009.  The purpose of these meetings was to 
determine a methodology for amending the GSI factor requirement that would allow additional facilities to qualify for 
funding consideration.  (The GSI factor provides a measure of the relative probability of a given critical level of 
earthquake ground motion from one location to another.  In simple terms, higher values equal higher risk.)  On June 1, 
2009, Staff invited the SSC to attend a meeting with the DSA to determine the next most vulnerable “Category 2” 
building structure types in addition to already eligible for Seismic funding.  In response to the SAB’s inquiries at the 
June 2009 meeting, Staff met with the DSA and the DOF on July 6, 2009 to discuss issues related to the Newhall 
Elementary School District and the Piedmont City Unified School District. 
 
The methodology selected during these meetings allows additional facilities to become eligible for funding, but also 
addresses concerns that setting the criteria too low could (a) divert funds from the “most vulnerable” facilities to less 
vulnerable facilities, and (b) leave many projects unfunded and expose school districts and the State to liability. 
 
Estimated Average Cost to the State Per Square Foot 
 
The OPSC, DSA, and the DOF determined a methodology for estimating the cost to the State for additional projects 
that would become eligible for funding if the program criteria were changed.  Many unknown factors will vary the cost to 
the State, and therefore the analysis performed was based on a set of assumptions.  Staff used the following 
assumptions in an attempt to approximate the cost per square foot for each Seismic project: 


 
1. Approximately 75 percent of the Seismic projects will qualify for replacement of the facilities, while 25 percent 


of the projects will only qualify to rehabilitate the existing facilities1;

1 If a project qualifies for replacement facilities under the facility hardship program, but the school district requests to rehabilitate the 
existing facility rather than replace it, the SAB has historically allowed the school district to rehabilitate the facility.  However, the maximum 
funding provided could not exceed the replacement value, and no additional funds would be provided if the rehabilitation exceeded that 
amount. 
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Estimated Average Cost to the State Per Square Foot (cont.) 
 
2. Based on the total number of financial hardship districts in the State, 18 percent of the projects will be 


financial hardship and therefore the State will pay 100 percent of the eligible project costs; 
3. Ancillary costs are eligible for Seismic funding and are included in the grants provided; and, 
4. All code triggered costs are eligible for Seismic funding, including work required by the Federal Americans 


with Disabilities Act or by the DSA handicapped access or fire code requirements. 
  


For projects that qualify for replacement of the facilities, the estimated average cost to the State per square foot was 
calculated using the 2009 Current Replacement Cost (CRC).  An additional 35 percent was added for site development.  
(The same methodology is used when Facility Hardship grants are approximated for SAB conceptual approval.)  It is 
important to note that Seismic does not always provide grants to replace the total square footage of an existing building.  
Under the provisions of the program, grants are limited based on the minimum essential facility square footage 
calculation listed in SFP Regulation Section 1859.82.   
 
If the cost to mitigate the facility is less than 50 percent of the replacement value based on the 2009 CRC, projects only 
qualify for rehabilitation funding.  The estimated average cost per square foot was calculated assuming the cost per 
square foot is approximately 50 percent of the CRC to replace the building.  
 
For projects that qualify for replacement, the estimated average cost to the State per square foot equals $243.  For 
projects that qualify for rehabilitation, the estimated average cost to the State per square foot equals $90.  To estimate 
the expected cost per square foot for each project, the OPSC used both of these figures to calculate a blended rate of 
$204.50 per square foot.  These costs seem to be consistent with two of the projects received to date, which consist of 
a $7.3 million replacement project and an estimated $5 million retrofit. 
 
Amending Program Criteria to Fund Additional Building Types 
 
The Hazards United States (HAZUS) is a risk assessment software program developed and distributed by the Federal 
Emergency Management Agency.  It is a Geographic Information Systems based program that analyzes potential 
losses from many natural disasters including earthquakes.  The DSA reviewed the HAZUS equivalent structural fragility 
tables that provide the peak ground acceleration that would cause a high probability of complete damage for various 
types of structural systems.  HAZUS also provides tables for the collapse probability of various structural systems when 
subjected to high ground acceleration.  The DSA then ranked the buildings taking into account both collapse probability 
and total economic loss.  The HAZUS results were that the precast building types (all grouped together) were the most 
vulnerable.  The non-ductile concrete frames type buildings were the next most vulnerable, and last were the other 
Category 2 buildings (including concrete and masonry shear wall buildings).  The DSA presented the HAZUS results 
and requested input from a working group that included the SSC and structural engineers from the field.  Their input 
confirmed the HAZUS results. 
 
In conclusion, the HAZUS program and field professionals both recommended that non-ductile concrete frame buildings 
and the precast buildings were the most vulnerable Category 2 buildings.  The chart below lists the Category 2 building 
types that were recommended to be considered the most vulnerable.

This building type is a subset of C1 building type and is currently considered eligible for Seismic funding.  
However, the regulations may be revised to provide clarity to school districts. 


 
 Amending Program Criteria to Decrease the GSI Factor Requirement 
 


The DSA and members of the working group of field professionals noted that lowering the GSI factor requirement to 
expand the number of facilities in the chart that may receive funding is preferable to adding the other Category 2 
buildings that are not listed here (including concrete and masonry shear wall buildings). 


 
The DSA has compiled a list of facilities from the AB 300 report that may be eligible for Seismic funding including the 
additional Category 2 building structure types in the chart as well as facilities that would become potentially eligible in 
GSI zones lower than 1.70g.  The chart below illustrates the estimated number of facilities and total square footage that 
would potentially become eligible, and the estimated cost to the State based on the known data set and the 
assumptions stated.

 Amending Program Criteria to Decrease the GSI Factor Requirement (cont.) 


 
Using all the stated assumptions, it appears that as additional facilities become eligible, the program retains its statutory 
focus on the most vulnerable facilities, and the $199.5 million may be sufficient to fund additional projects.  Based on 
the above analysis, the Board may select to either (1) add the additional building structure types and to lower the GSI to 
1.68g, (2) add the additional building structure types but do not change GSI factor requirement, or (3) lower the GSI to 
1.65g but do not change the eligible building structure types.   


 
 Reverting Seismic Funds to the New Construction Account 


 
The SAB took action in January 2008 to formally set aside the $199.5 million available to fund Seismic projects as a 
subaccount in the New Construction fund.  If the SAB wished to provide a catalyst to encourage applications for 
Seismic retrofitting or replacement, these funds could revert to the main New Construction account at a date declared 
by the SAB.  For example, the SAB could declare that any funding remaining on July 1, 2010 could revert to the main 
New Construction account. 
 


 Newhall Elementary School District 
 


At the May 27, 2009 SAB meeting, the Superintendent from Newhall addressed the SAB requesting special 
consideration to receive Seismic reimbursement funding for projects where construction contracts were signed prior to 
May 20, 2006.  AB 127 (Proposition 1D)(Nunez/Perata), Statutes of 2006, created the Seismic program and was signed 
in to law on May 20, 2006.  As an urgency statute, it therefore became effective on that date.  Currently, SFP 
Regulation Section 1859.82(a)(1) requires that all contracts for construction must be signed on or after May 20, 2006 in 
order projects to be eligible for Seismic funding.  This is consistent with the implementation of other new SFP programs, 
where the date the Governor signed the bill into law is used as a cut-off date.   
 
Amending the starting date would be inconsistent with how new programs have been implemented in the past.  In 
addition, there are legal concerns that as funds become low, the practice of retroactively applying funds could be 
challenged.  AB 127 (Nunez/Perata), Statutes of 2006, which established the Seismic Mitigation Program did not 
specifically state it was meant to have retroactive application.  In addition, to reimburse school districts for Seismic 
projects already complete would divert funds from replacing or retrofitting buildings that have a potential for catastrophic 
collapse. 
 
The OPSC met with the DSA and the DOF on July 6, 2009 to discuss (a) a starting date that may be used other than 
May 20, 2006, and (b) the potential impact to the Seismic Program.  The following issues were raised: 
 


 Newhall has suggested to use the date of the DSA mass mailer for AB 300 that was sent to school districts in 
January 2003.  However, this date does not appear to be legally defensible.   


 
 The DSA stated that in the past letters were regularly mailed to school districts if seismic issues were 


discovered during the review of an application.  School districts that performed seismic mitigation because of 
these letters may also request to change the date to allow their projects to be reimbursed on the same 
grounds as Newhall. 


 
 One of the key policy issues to be considered is whether the Seismic funds should be used to maximize the 


number of facilities that are eligible for Seismic retrofitting in order to keep California’s schoolchildren safe.  To 
retroactively fund projects would divert funds from this purpose.

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 Newhall Elementary School District (cont.) 
 


 The DSA ran a keyword search to identify projects known to include seismic retrofitting since August 27, 1998.  
(This date was arbitrarily selected because it was the date that the SFP was signed into law by the Governor.)  
Only projects with some sort of seismic notation could be identified.  The search produced 392 projects noted 
to include seismic work in the scope of the project.  This list is imprecise.  The DSA estimated that 25 locally 
funded projects have had seismic work completed for facilities located in GSI zones of 1.70g and higher.  The 
estimated hard construction costs for these projects is approximately $34 million with estimated soft costs 
totaling $14 million for a total of $48 million.  The DSA also estimated that 8 locally funded projects have had 
seismic work completed for facilities located in GSI zones of 1.65 and higher.  Should the SAB lower the GSI 
factor requirement to 1.65g, the estimated hard construction costs for these projects is approximately $37 
million with estimated soft costs totaling $15 million for a total of $52 million.  This is our best effort to analyze 
and quantify the impact of moving the date, but it cannot capture all of the facilities that have had seismic 
retrofit.  There are likely facilities that would become eligible for funding that are not included on this list.  In 
addition, this list does not include the facilities that would become eligible if the GSI factor requirement is 
lowered. 


 
 The EC states that the funds are to be used to repair, reconstruct, or replace the most vulnerable facilities.  


Facilities where seismic work has been completed are no longer vulnerable, and therefore do not meet the 
definition. 


 
 There is no way to determine the number of facilities that met the Seismic criteria but were demolished and 


taken out of service or replaced.  To change the starting date may allow districts to build new facilities to 
replace buildings that were demolished.   


 
The OPSC and the DOF held a conference call with Newhall.  While reviewing the projects for Newhall, it was 
discovered that one of the two projects received a Full and Final apportionment in the SFP Modernization Program.  To 
fund the same project in the Seismic Mitigation would fund the same project twice and would violate EC Section 
17070.63, which states that the State’s funding provided shall constitute the full and final contribution to the project, and 
that the District Representative must certify that the grant amount would be sufficient to complete the project. 
 


Piedmont City Unified School District 
 
At the June 24, 2009 SAB meeting, the SAB requested whether an additional building structure type can become 
eligible for funding to allow a facility at Piedmont to receive Seismic funding.  Staff discussed the issue with the DSA.  
The DSA has been working to determine whether the facility would be eligible under the current or the proposed 
regulations.  While the south wing of classrooms meets the criteria in current regulation, the east wing is a Concrete 
Shear Wall Flexible Diaphragm (C2A), which is not a part of the current or proposed regulations. 
 
Based on the research completed in conjunction with the SSC (described in this report), which included the HAZUS 
study as well as input from field practitioners, the C2A building type was not determined to be the most vulnerable.  To 
amend the program criteria to fund this facility would divert funding from the “most vulnerable” facilities to less 
vulnerable facilities.   
 
The DSA has compiled a list of C2A facilities from the AB 300 report that may be eligible for Seismic funding should this 
structure type become eligible for funding.  The OPSC has used this list to approximate the expected cost to the State, 
based on the known data set and using the assumptions stated.    The chart below indicates the expected costs to the 
State for GSI factors of 1.70g and higher, and 1.65g and higher (at the time of this report, 1.68g and higher was not yet 
completed.)

Depending on the option selected, adding the C2A building type would exceed available funding.  


 
Additional Funding for Interim Housing and Structural Engineer’s Reports 
 
At the March 25, 2009 SAB meeting, Staff provided an item to facilitate discussion for providing supplemental grants for 
interim housing and for structural engineering reports.   
  
During the completion of Seismic projects, the needs of the displaced students must be served.  Districts meet interim 
housing needs either by using portable classrooms, increasing utilization or repurposing non-affected facilities at school 
sites, or redirecting students to alternative school sites.   
 
The SFP does not provide specific additional funding for interim housing expenses under any program – modernization, 
facility hardship, etc. – where students are displaced.  (However, these costs are allowable expenses – meaning that 
the State grants and local matching funds can be expended to provide interim housing.)  The program accommodates 
Financial Hardship districts by allowing these districts to reserve local funds to meet interim housing needs rather than 
the district contributing these funds to reduce Financial Hardship funding from the State.      
 
The SFP also does not provide specific additional funding for facility assessments such structural engineer’s reports.  
(Again, these costs are allowable expenses – meaning that they count as legitimate project costs.) 
 
In addition to the overall framework of the SFP, the statute enacting the Seismic Mitigation Program specifically 
enumerates three purposes for the funds – to repair, reconstruct, or replace the most vulnerable school facilities.  The 
statute does not authorize a specific grant for interim housing or for structural engineer’s reports.  According to SAB 
Legal Counsel, implementing a specific grant for interim housing and for structural engineer’s reports would require 
legislation. 


 
Legislative Counsel has provided an oral opinion contrary to SAB Counsel’s opinion.  As an oral opinion, there is no 
written analysis for SAB Counsel to review and consider.

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Additional Funding for Interim Housing and Structural Engineer’s Reports (cont.) 
 
Staff has determined a methodology for estimating the cost to the State per square foot of project for interim housing 
and structural engineer’s reports if the program criteria were to be changed.  Many unknown factors will vary the cost to 
the State, and therefore the analysis performed was based on a set of assumptions.  Staff used the following 
assumptions in an attempt to approximate the cost per square foot: 


 
1. Each seismic project will receive funding for one building evaluation; 
2. One-half of impacted square footage is used for classroom or toilet space, and interim housing funding will 


only be provided for classroom and toilet space; 
3. Estimate that the average seismic mitigation project will require interim housing for two years; 
4. Based on the total number of financial hardship districts in the State, 18 percent of the projects will be 


financial hardship and therefore the State will pay 100 percent of the eligible project costs; 
5. The cost of an annual unit for classroom (960 square feet) and toilet interim housing is $32,298, based on a 


calculation according to SFP Regulation Section 1859.81. 
 


Based on the set assumptions, the estimated cost to the State for interim housing $19.84 per square foot.  The 
estimated cost to the State for structural engineer’s reports equals $1.15 per square foot. 


 
The chart below illustrates the estimated number of facilities that could potentially become eligible, and the estimated 
cost to the State based on the known data set and the assumptions stated should additional grants for interim housing 
and structural engineer’s reports be included with the project apportionments.

It should be noted that in February 2009, the SSC awarded $200,000 to the OPSC to conduct a pilot program to 
provide funding for structural engineers’ reports for school facilities that meet all of the Seismic criteria.  The intent of 
this pilot program will be to ascertain the seismic vulnerability of certain K-12 school buildings that may be at risk during 
a seismic event and to develop a more systematic and cost-effective approach to determine the seismic safety status of 
school facilities.

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Unfunded List 
 
SAB members expressed concerns at the March 25, 2009 SAB meeting regarding the generation of an unfunded list 
when the bonding authority for the Seismic Program has been exhausted.  Specifically, there was a question of whether 
assembling a list of facilities that have been determined to be subject to catastrophic collapse in a seismic event may 
expose districts and the State to liability.  In addition, eligibility for seismic funding in future bonds may change, leaving 
projects on the unfunded list ineligible for funding.    
 
At the request of the SAB, Staff has reviewed existing regulatory language and now believes that amendments are not 
necessary to initiate a list of unfunded projects for Seismic.  It appears that the language in SFP Regulation Section 
1859.95 is sufficiently broad to enable the SAB to direct Staff to compile a list of unfunded projects.  In addition, the 
SAB would need to determine whether the unfunded list should include only those applications up to the existing 
bonding authority, or to include applications beyond the existing bonding authority.  It is important to note that an 
unfunded list does not constitute a guarantee or commitment of future State funding. 


 
Program Barriers 
 
At the June 24, 2009 SAB meeting, the SAB requested Staff to report back on the potential program barriers preventing 
districts that may be currently eligible from obtaining Seismic funding.  The OPSC Staff has contacted all potentially 
eligible districts and is waiting for their reply.  Based on the preliminary information collected by the OPSC and the DSA, 
it appears that the most common reason districts are not applying is insufficient local matching funds.  Some of the 
school districts, however, stated they were planning to apply, and that they were trying to coordinate the Seismic project 
alongside with their modernization projects. 
 


AUTHORITY 
 


Seismic Mitigation Program Criteria 
 
EC Section 17075.10(a) states: “A school district may apply for hardship assistance in cases of extraordinary 
circumstances.  Extraordinary circumstances may include, but are not limited to, the need to repair, reconstruct, or 
replace the most vulnerable school facilities that are a Category 2 building, as defined in the report submitted pursuant 
to Section 17317, determined by the department to pose an unacceptable risk of injury to its occupants in the event of a 
seismic event.” 


 
SFP Regulation Section 1859.2. states: “Most Vulnerable Category 2 Buildings,” as defined by the DSA, means the 
building is located where the short period spectral acceleration is 1.70g or more based on the 2002 United States 
Geological Survey National Seismic Hazard Maps adjusted for site class factors; the building is designed for occupancy 
by students and staff; the building type is either C1 – Concrete Moment Frame, PC1A – Precast/Tilt-up Concrete Shear 
Wall with Flexible Roof, PC2 – Precast Concrete Frame and Roofs with Concrete Shear Walls, or URM – Unreinforced 
Masonry Bearing Wall Buildings; and a structural report is provided by a structural engineer that demonstrates the 
lateral force-resisting system of the building does not meet collapse prevention performance objectives and the specific 
deficiencies and reasoning for concluding that the building has a potential for catastrophic collapse. 
 
SFP Regulation Section 1859.82(a) states: The total available funding for seismic mitigation related and ancillary costs 
for the Most Vulnerable Category 2 Buildings is $199.5 million for projects where the construction contract was 
executed on or after May 20, 2006, and the project funding provided shall be for the minimum work necessary to obtain 
DSA approval. 
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AUTHORITY (cont.) 


 
SFP Full and Final Apportionments 
 
EC Section 17070.63(a) states: “The total funding provided under this chapter shall constitute the state's full and final 
contribution to the project and for eligibility for state facilities funding represented by the number of unhoused pupils for 
which the school district is receiving the state grant.  As a condition of receipt of funds, a school district shall certify that 
the grant amount, combined with local funds, shall be sufficient to complete the school construction project for which 
the grant is intended. 
 


OPTIONS 
 
Amending Program Criteria  
 
The following options are presented for the Board’s consideration: 
 
1a.  Add New Building Structure Types/Lower the GSI Factor to 1.68g. 


Estimated Cost to the State: Up to $167.2 million 


Authorize Staff to file emergency regulations with the Office of Administrative Law (OAL) that will add the following 
building types to the list of eligible Category 2 buildings: C3A, PC1, PC2, PC2A, and C1B and that will lower the 
GSI factor requirement to 1.68g. 
Pro: 
 Adding the building structure types and lowering the GSI will enable additional facilities to qualify for funding 


consideration. 
 Based on the above analysis, it appears that the $199.5 million available may be sufficient to fund the known 


eligible facilities. 
 The option is recommended by the DSA based on a detailed analysis performed in conjunction with the SSC 


and verified by a field practitioners group. 
Con: 
 Adding additional building structure types and lowering the GSI factor requirement may divert funds from the 


“most vulnerable” facilities to less vulnerable facilities. 
Action Needed by the SAB: 
 Adopt the proposed Regulations shown on the Attachment. 
 Authorize Staff to file the proposed Regulations with the OAL. 


 
1b.  Add New Building Structure Types/Lower the GSI Factor to 1.68g/Revert Seismic Funds to New 
       Construction Account After Given Length of Time. 


Estimated Cost to the State: Up to $167.2 million 
Authorize Staff to file emergency regulations with the Office of Administrative Law (OAL) that will add the following 
building types to the list of eligible Category 2 buildings: C3A, PC1, PC2, PC2A, and C1B and that will lower the 
GSI factor requirement to 1.68g.  Revert the remaining Seismic funds to the main New Construction account at a 
date declared by the SAB. 
Pro: 
 Adding the building structure types and lowering the GSI will enable additional facilities to qualify for funding 


consideration. 
 Based on the above analysis, it appears that the $199.5 million available may be sufficient to fund the known 


eligible facilities. 
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OPTIONS (cont.) 


 
Amending Program Criteria (cont.) 


 
Con: 
 Adding additional building structure types and lowering the GSI factor requirement may divert funds from the 


“most vulnerable” facilities to less vulnerable facilities. 
Action Needed by the SAB: 
 Adopt the proposed Regulations shown on the Attachment. 
 Authorize Staff to file the proposed Regulations with the OAL. 


 
2. Add New Building Structure Types and Develop a Process to Incrementally Reduce the GSI Factor Over 


Time. 
Estimated Cost to the State: Up to $156.9 million Plus an Amount to Be Determined at a Later Time. 
Authorize Staff to file emergency regulations with the Office of Administrative Law (OAL) that will: 1)add the 
following building types to the list of eligible Category 2 buildings: C3A, PC1, PC2, PC2A, and C1B, 
and 2) establish a process for incrementally reducing the GSI factor in six month intervals that would also represent 
finite periods of eligibility for qualifying facilities.  Districts that choose not to apply within the six month period in 
which their facility would qualify, would be asked to verify that they have no need for Seismic Repair Program 
funding during their period of eligibility. 
Pro: 
 Adding the building structure types noted above, while maintaining the existing GSI of 1.70 initially, would 


allow more facilities to qualify for funding while ensuring that facilities located in areas with the most severe 
ground shaking intensity are given the first opportunity for funding. 


 By incrementally reducing the GSI in six month intervals, and by linking those intervals with periods of 
eligibility, the State would be able to provide multiple rounds or opportunities for funding across a potentially 
greater number of districts.  This would allow the State to better gauge local interest in the program, and also 
the scope or magnitude of facilities that need to be addressed based on local priorities.  


 The addition of the building types noted above is recommended by the DSA based on a detailed analysis 
performed in conjunction with the SSC and verified by a field practitioners group. 


Con: 
 The incremental adjustments to the GSI, and the related specified periods of eligibility, could extend the 


timeframe for allocating all available Seismic Repair Program funding. 
Action Needed by the SAB: 
 Adopt the proposed Regulations shown on the Attachment. 
 Authorize Staff to file the proposed Regulations with the OAL. 


 
3.   Add New Building Structure Types Only. 


Estimated Cost to the State: Up to $156.9 million 
Authorize Staff to file emergency regulations with the OAL that will add the following building types to the list of 
eligible Category 2 buildings: C3A, PC1, PC2, PC2A, and C1B but will not lower the GSI factor requirement. 
Pro:   
 Adding the additional building types will enable additional facilities to qualify for funding consideration.   
 Based on the above analysis, it appears that the $199.5 million available may be sufficient to fund the known 


eligible facilities. 
 This option is based on a detailed analysis performed by the DSA and confirmed by the field practitioners 


group. 
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OPTIONS (cont.) 
 


Amending Program Criteria (cont.) 
 
 Con: 


 Adding additional building structure types may divert funds from the “most vulnerable” facilities to less 
vulnerable facilities. 


Action Needed by the SAB: 
 Adopt the proposed Regulations shown on the Attachment. 
 Authorize Staff to file the proposed Regulations with the OAL. 


 
4. Lower the GSI Factor to 1.65g Only. 


Estimated Cost to the State: Up to $125.5 million 
Authorize Staff to file emergency regulations with the OAL that will lower the GSI factor to 1.65g, but will not allow 
additional Category 2 building types to become eligible for Seismic funding. 
Pro:   
 Lowering the GSI factor will enable additional facilities to qualify for funding consideration.   
 Based on the above analysis, it appears that the $199.5 million available may be sufficient to fund the known 


eligible facilities. 
 Con: 


 Based on input from the DSA and the participating field practitioners, it was recommended to add the 
additional building structure types before lowering the GSI factor requirement. 


 Setting the GSI factor at too low a level may divert funds from the “most vulnerable” facilities to less 
vulnerable facilities. 


 Setting the GSI factor at too low a level may leave many projects unfunded and expose school districts and 
the State to liability. 


Action Needed by the SAB: 
 Adopt the proposed Regulations shown on the Attachment. 
 Authorize Staff to file the proposed Regulations with the OAL. 


 
5.   Change the Starting Date from May 20, 2006 to an Earlier Date. 


Estimated Cost to the State: Increases costs by up to $100 million for any of the above options.  
Authorize Staff to file emergency regulations with the OAL that will change the starting date of May 20, 2006 to an 
earlier date.   
Pro:   
 Would reimburse districts for seismic work that was already completed. 
Con: 
 Would be providing Seismic funds to facilities that are no longer defined as the “most vulnerable”, as required 


by the EC. 
 Would be inconsistent with how new programs have been implemented in the past.  Legislation that created 


the Seismic Program did not specifically state that it was meant to have retroactive application.   
 Changing to a different date may be legally challenged by districts if funds are diverted from funding the most 


vulnerable Category 2 facilities. 
 Choosing a legally defensible date would be difficult.   
 There is no way to determine the number of facilities that were unsafe due to seismic issues and were 


therefore demolished, and would subsequently qualify for replacement. 
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OPTIONS (cont.) 
 


Amending Program Criteria (cont.) 
 
Con (cont.) 
 Seismic funds may be used to reimburse projects that had partial seismic retrofit work completed (or work not 


completed to current code) and therefore the facility is still unsafe in the event of an earthquake. 
 Changing the starting date will divert funds from the “most vulnerable” facilities to facilities that have already 


been replaced or retrofitted. 
Action Needed by the SAB: 
 Choose a new starting date for Seismic Mitigation projects. 
 Direct Staff to draft proposed Regulations for adoption at a future SAB meeting. 


 
6.  Add the New Building Structure Types- Include the C2A Building Structure Type 


Estimated costs to the State: Increases Cost up to $163.0 million for any of the above options. 
Authorize Staff to file emergency regulations with the OAL that will add the C2A building structure type to the list 
of “most vulnerable” Category 2 buildings. 
Pro:   
 Would allow districts with the C2A building type to qualify for funding consideration. 
Con: 
 Based on the HAZUS study performed by the DSA, and input from field practitioners and  the SSC, this would 


divert funding from the “most vulnerable” category 2 buildings to fund less vulnerable facilities. 
 Adding the C2A building structure type may divert funds from the “most vulnerable” facilities to less 


vulnerable facilities. 
 Adding the C2A building structure type may leave many projects unfunded and expose school districts and 


the State to liability. 
Action Needed by the SAB: 
 Amend and approve the proposed Regulations presented on the Attachment to include the C2A Building 


Structure Type  
 Authorize Staff to file the proposed Regulations with the OAL. 


 


7.   Authorize a Supplemental Grant for Interim Housing and Structural Engineer’s Reports 
Estimated Cost to the State: Increases Cost by up to $14.4 million for any of the above options.  
Authorize Staff to file emergency regulations with the OAL that will allow districts to receive a supplemental grant 
for interim housing and for structural engineer’s reports. 
Pro:   
 Would assist districts in executing seismic mitigation projects. 
Con: 
 Implementing this approach would require legislation.  The EC states that the hardship funding is only to 


repair, reconstruct, or replace the most vulnerable school facilities. 
 Adding this funding may leave projects unfunded and exposed to liability. 
Action Needed by the SAB: 
 Direct Staff to draft proposed legislation.

8. Approve an Alternative Set of Criteria than Outlined Above

 Will enable additional facilities to qualify for funding consideration.   
Con: 
 Setting criteria at too low a level may divert funds from the “most vulnerable” facilities to less vulnerable 


facilities. 
 Setting criteria at too low a level may leave many projects unfunded and exposed to liability. 
Action Needed by the SAB: 
 Direct Staff to draft proposed Regulations for adoption at a future SAB meeting. 


 


9. Take no action. 
 


Unfunded List 
 


The following options are presented for the Board’s consideration:  
 


1.  Unfunded List Up to Bonding Authority 
Authorize Staff to initiate an unfunded list up to the SAB’s current bonding authority. 
Pro:   
 An unfunded list provides assurances to school districts that projects may qualify for funding 
 If funding becomes available in the future, such as in a future bond, districts could reapply for funding.  If the 


criteria for funding is changed, districts would be required to meet the new criteria before receiving SAB 
approval that their project qualifies for seismic funding. 


Con: 
 Establishing an unfunded list may cause districts to misconstrue the list as a guarantee of future State 


funding.  Districts with qualifying projects would have no assurances that the projects qualify for funding. 
 Assembling a list of facilities that have been determined to be subject to catastrophic collapse in a seismic 


event may expose districts and the State to liability.  
Action Needed by the SAB: 
 Direct Staff to initiate an unfunded list as specified above. 


 


2. Unfunded List Beyond Bonding Authority 
Authorize Staff to initiate an unfunded list up to and beyond the SAB’s current bonding authority. 
Pro:   
 An unfunded list provides assurances to school districts that projects may qualify for funding 
Con: 
 Establishing an unfunded list may cause districts to misconstrue the list as a guarantee of future State 


funding.  Districts with qualifying projects would have no assurances that the projects qualify for funding. 
 Assembling a list of facilities that have been determined to be subject to catastrophic collapse in a seismic 


event may expose districts and the State to liability.  
 Eligibility for seismic funding in future bonds may change – leaving projects on the unfunded list ineligible for 


future funding.   
Action Needed by the SAB: 
 Direct Staff to initiate an unfunded list as specified above. 


 


RECOMMENDATION 
 


Staff recommends adoption of Option 1a for amending the program criteria and adoption of Option 1 for initiating 
an unfunded list. 142

Section 1859.2  Definitions. 
 
For the purpose of these regulations, the terms set forth below shall have the following meanings, subject to the 
provisions of the Act: 
…. 
“Most Vulnerable Category 2 Buildings,” as defined by the DSA, means the building is located where the short period 
spectral acceleration is 1.70 1.68g or more based on the 2002 United States Geological Survey National Seismic 
Hazard Maps adjusted for site class factors; the building is designed for occupancy by students and staff; the

Subject: Status of Earthquake Early Warning in California 


 
Background: 
 
At its April meeting, the State Allocation Board (Board) requested the Division of the State 
Architect to provide it with an update on the status of earthquake early warning in California.  
The State Architect requested the Seismic Safety Commission to look into this issue and 
provide some background material for the Board. To best address this question, I will focus 
on the world’s most advanced warning system currently operating in Japan, and then discuss 
the status of a proposed federally supported early warning system for California.  I will also 
briefly cover private sector early warning efforts in California to date.   
 
Dr. Richard Allen from the U.C. Berkeley Seismological Laboratory and Dr. Egill Hauksson 
from the California Institute of Technology recently attended a conference in Kobe, Japan.  
The purpose of this conference was to demonstrate how the Japanese Earthquake Early 
Warning System operates and how the warnings are transmitted to the public.  They are also 
familiar with the California Integrated Seismic Network (Network).  I have included their input 
on these two subjects into this memo.  
 
The Early Warning Concept 
 
Earthquake early warning is based on the fact that all earthquakes produce a series of 
different types of shock waves, which travel at different speeds and carry different amounts of 
energy.  The fastest wave and the first to arrive are called “Primary” (or P waves).  These 
travel about twice as fast as the next fastest wave and rarely cause any damage.  The next 
wave to arrive are called “Shear” waves (or S waves) followed by Love and Rayleigh waves, 
which cause most of the damage from earthquakes.  
 
Since the P waves arrive first, they can provide an advance notice of the heavy shaking to 
follow.  The warning time is about 1 second for every 5 miles of distance to the hypocenter of 
the earthquake.  This amount of warning can give automated systems plenty of time to 
respond and, depending on the distance to the hypocenter, enough time for people to react.  
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Earthquake Early Warning Outside the United States  
 
Various government supported early warning systems have been deployed in foreign 
countries.  These countries include:  Japan, Mexico, Turkey, Taiwan, and Romania. 
Countries now developing some form of early warning system include Iceland, Switzerland, 
Italy, Greece, Egypt and India.  No country or even statewide early warning system exists in 
the United States.  California is considering developing a federal/state sponsored early 
warning system that would make use of its existing seismic monitoring networks.  
Commercial (private industry developed) stand alone early warning locations have been 
established at locations throughout the state.  
 
The most advanced earthquake early warning system deployed to date is located in Japan.  
Today, every citizen in Japan can receive an advanced alert of earthquake ground shaking 
from the Japan Meteorological Agency.  A network of 1000 seismic instruments rapidly 
detects earthquakes and predicts the intensity of ground shaking that will result.  Alerts are 
transmitted via the internet, satellite, and the wireless networks to cell phone users, to 
desktop computers, and to automated control systems that stop trains, place sensitive 
equipment in a safe mode and isolate hazards while the public takes cover.  Warning times 
range from seconds to tens of seconds.  Not everyone gets a warning for all earthquakes, but 
many people get warnings for most earthquakes.   
 
Attachments A, B, C and D are examples of how the Japanese government explains the 
operational aspects of the earthquake early warning system and what to do when a warning 
is issued to their citizens.   
 
Implementation of the publically operated system in Japan has led to rapid growth of private 
enterprise providing enhancements to the system for specific users.  These include 
consulting firms advising on effective use of the information, companies selling devices to 
receive the alert and warn the public, and companies developing systems to both transmit the 
public warning and enhance it by making the warning faster and more accurate.  The 
investment in the public Network will therefore also stimulate the private sector and provide 
yet more jobs while improving public safety.  
 
Status of Earthquake Early Warning in California 
 
In 2001 state, federal, and university partners came together to form the Network to provide 
statewide coordinated real-time earthquake information.  The Network has become a very 
successful collaboration of public and private institutions that leverages financial support from 
multiple sources to operate seismic networks across the State (www.CISN.org).  These 
include Caltech, UC Berkeley, CalEMA, the California Geological Survey (CGS) and the US 
Geological Survey (USGS).  In addition, more than 15 other entities contribute data to the 
network.  The Network currently operates more than 381 real-time seismic stations 
throughout the State (Attachment E).   
 
For decades, the Network and its predecessors have harnessed the intellectual capital of 
seismologists and engineers across the State to provide a real-time earthquake information 
system including rapid earthquake locations, magnitudes and maps showing the distribution 
of ground shaking (“ShakeMaps”).  In addition, the Network provides all data to the research 
community, stimulating development of new earthquake information products, including 
earthquake early warning, as well as providing for state-of-the-art understanding of the 
impacts of earthquakes and predictability of earthquakes.  
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With appropriate additional funding, the State will have a state-of-the-art public earthquake 
early warning information system that will include the complete range of time sensitive 
products: 
 


(1) Earthquake Early Warning alerts for users, who will protect themselves just 
before onset of  strong shaking 


(2) Accurate earthquake notifications, including location and magnitude, to alert 
emergency responders 


(3) Maps of measured ground shaking (ShakeMap), for impact assessment, 
response,  and State/Federal resource needs 


(4) Configuration of the fault that broke in the earthquake, to identify the fault that 
caused the quake 


(5) Notifications of aftershocks and likelihood of major damaging aftershocks, to aid 
in the response and recovery effort 


(6) Forecasts of significant ground motions in the next 24 hours, to protect search 
and rescue crews 


(7) Long-term seismicity monitoring and notification, to assess the long term 
earthquake hazard 


(8) Accurate measurements of ground shaking for both earthquake engineering and 
seismological research, to facilitate more cost-effective engineering, and studies 
of earthquake effects and predictability 


 
Over the last three years methodologies for providing earthquake early warning have been 
tested by the Network.  They have successfully detected earthquakes and predicted the 
ground-shaking intensity before it was felt.  Leveraging federal support through the USGS, 
the Network is now poised to add an earthquake early warning component to its capabilities.   
This component will serve the safety and mitigation needs of the proposed high-speed rail 
system and help improve safety in schools, hospitals as well as multiple other communities 
statewide. 
 
Typically, warning times will be a few to a few tens of seconds prior to peak ground shaking.  
While likely to be "worst-case" scenarios in their effects on major metropolitan areas, the 
“best-case” earthquakes for a warning in California are a southward rupture on the northern 
San Andreas fault initiating near the Mendocino Triple Junction and propagating through the 
San Francisco Bay Area, or a northward propagating rupture on the southern San Andreas 
initiating near the Salton Trough and propagating past the Los Angeles Metropolitan Region.  
These scenarios represent two of the most damaging earthquakes due to size and directivity 
towards metropolitan areas.  In each of these cases warnings of up to one minute might be 
available before shaking starts in the metropolitan areas.  Warning times will always be a 
minimum at the epicenter and increase with distance from the epicenter.  As a matter of 
principle, warning systems that use networks of instruments will have a “blind-zone” around 
the epicenter where no warning is available after peak shaking has occurred.  The single 
station detection and alert approach, referred to as the “on-site” method, can achieve a 
significant reduction of the blind zone radius 
 
Private sector companies have developed and deployed stand alone or “on site” earthquake 
early warning instruments in California for as long as ten years...   These instruments have 
been utilized by users/clients and are designed to meet a specific need (shut down or 
activate equipment, provide an audible alert) at a specific location.  Some examples of 
California users who have already deployed or are in the process of installing private sector 
early warning technology include:  
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Fire Stations 
A Hospital 
Two Private Schools 
A National Laboratory 
Worldwide Headquarters of a Major Corporation 
A Local Government 
A Transit Agency 
A Regional Airport Authority 


 
Earthquake Early Warning Legislation in California 
 
AB 928 (Blakeslee) is a two year bill that would require the High-Speed Rail Authority to 
develop an earthquake early warning system and coordinate development of that system 
with the California Emergency Management Agency, the Department of Education, and the 
Public Utilities Commission.  The bill would require the earthquake early warning system to 
be designed to protect the lives of high-speed train passengers and schoolchildren, and 
protect critical infrastructure in this state by providing advanced earthquake warning and by 
enabling recipients time to take preventive measure seconds before strong earthquake 
shaking arrives.  
 
Due to the State’s current fiscal crisis, this bill will most likely be reconsidered next January.   
 
Earthquake Early Warning and the American Recovery and Reinvestment Act of 2009 
 
The Seismic Safety Commission staff has been working with the representatives of Network 
and the Governor’s California Federal Economic Stimulus Task Force members to develop a 
draft concept proposal to apply for federal stimulus funds to develop an Earthquake Early 
Warning System for California.  A partnership consisting of federal and state government, 
California universities, and private industry would use the stimulus dollars to develop a “state 
of the art” warning system and create many jobs in the private sector.  The Japanese early 
warning model has already demonstrated its value by improving public safety and stimulating 
the private sector by creating much needed small business jobs throughout the entire 
country.   
 
California has already invested millions of dollars in the development and maintenance of 
CISN.  The time is right to leverage these dollars to gain federal support to develop a “state of 
the art”  Earthquake Early Warning System that will reduce the earthquake risk to the people 
and property for all those who live in California.

STATUS OF EMERGENCY REPAIR PROGRAM FUNDING 


 


PURPOSE OF REPORT 
 


To update the Board on the status of the Emergency Repair Program (ERP). 
 


BACKGROUND 
 


The ERP, implemented under settlement legislation in the case Williams vs. California, is set up to provide up to 
$800 million to cover 100 percent of project costs for Local Educational Agencies (LEA) to address facility 
related emergency health and safety conditions at eligible schools.  Chaptered legislation altered the program to 
allow school districts to receive advance funding to undertake repairs in addition to receiving reimbursement for 
completed repairs.  This change resulted in a dramatic influx of funding requests beginning in the fall of 2007.   
 


AUTHORITY 
 


 Education Code Section 17592.73 states: 
 


   (a) There is hereby established in the State Treasury the School Facilities Emergency Repair Account. The 
State Allocation Board shall administer the account. 
   (b) (1) Commencing with the 2005-06 fiscal year, an amount of moneys shall be transferred in the annual 
Budget Act from the Proposition 98 Reversion Account to the School Facilities Emergency Repair Account, 
equaling 50 percent of the unappropriated balance of the Proposition 98 Reversion Account or one hundred 
million dollars ($100,000,000), whichever amount is greater. Moneys transferred pursuant to this subdivision 
shall be used for the purpose of addressing emergency facilities needs pursuant to Section 17592.72. 
   (2) Notwithstanding paragraph (1), for the 2008-09 fiscal year, the amount of money to be transferred from the 
Proposition 98 Reversion Account to the School Facilities Emergency Repair Account pursuant to paragraph (1) 
shall not exceed one hundred one million dollars ($101,000,000). 
   (3) Notwithstanding paragraph (1), for the 2009-10 fiscal year, the amount of money to be transferred from the 
Proposition 98 Reversion Account to the School Facilities Emergency Repair Account pursuant to paragraph (1) 
shall be zero. 
   (c) The Legislature may transfer to the School Facilities Emergency Repair Account other one-time 
Proposition 98 funds, except funds specified pursuant to Section 41207. Donations by private entities shall be 
deposited in the account and, for tax purposes, be treated as otherwise provided by law. 
   (d) Funds shall be transferred pursuant to this section until a total of eight hundred million dollars 
($800,000,000) has been disbursed from the School Facilities Emergency Repair Account. 


 


STAFF COMMENTS 
 


To date, the program has received $338 million – including $50 million in 2008-09 fiscal year – of which $317.5 
million has been allocated to eligible projects.  An additional $51 million from the 2008-09 fiscal year 
appropriation, once available through the Proposition 98 Reversion Account, will be provided.  This will bring the 
funding level to nearly half of the $800 million committed to the program through the Williams settlement 
legislation. 
 


The OPSC will continue processing applications and present to the SAB for apportionment (or unfunded 
approval, when funds are not available) until $800 million is provided to eligible applications.  The table below 
summarizes the current status of the ERP participation and funding.

With a quorum present, Tom Sheehy, Chair, called the meeting to order at 4:07 p.m. 
 
 
PRIOR MINUTES 
 
Mr. Juan Mireles, representing the SAB staff, presented the May minutes for the Boards’ review 
and approval.  The Chair addressed Mr. Mireles regarding a revision made to the May minutes.  Mr. 
Mireles directed the Board to the revision on page four, where clarifying language had been added 
regarding a Board Member’s comments on the Murrieta Valley Unified School District’s appeal.  
 


(Rev. 1)
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With no other comments needing to be addressed on the minutes, the Chair opened the floor to 
public comment. 
 
Public Comment 
 
Mr. Tom Duffy, representing the Coalition for Adequate School Housing (CASH) organization, 
requested that a hold be put on the May Minutes being adopted.  He went on to state that the 
May Minutes refer to comments being made by “Board Member” instead of identifying the 
individual Board Member making comment. There were no objections by the Board on the May 
minutes being held over until the issue presented by Mr. Duffy could be resolved. 
 
Further comment was made by the Chair and confirmed by Mr. Mireles regarding transcripts of 
the State Allocation Board meeting being posted as early as July to the OPSC Web Site. 
 
 
EXECUTIVE OFFICER’S STATEMENT 
 
Ms. Lisa Silverman, Chief of Fiscal Services, informed the Board of the following: 
 
Seismic Funding Update 
 
San Ramon Valley High School has submitted the first application for Seismic Funding.  This 
request is to replace the gym facility which qualifies as a Most Vulnerable Category, Type 2 
Building.  It was recommended the Board approve this unfunded approval. 
 
Status of Funds 
 
At the February and March 2009 SAB meeting, staff was requested to identify projects that were 
waiting for funding that had a Labor Compliance Component.  Staff identified 30 projects with new 
construction unfunded approvals with a worth of approximately $118 million that will be 
redesignated from Prop 1D to Prop 47. 
 
High Performance Outreach 
 
At the May 2009 SAB Meeting, staff was requested to provide increased outreach for the High 
Performance (HP) Funding.  Staff met with representatives from Senator Hancock’s office, the 
Leadership in Energy and Environmental Design, and the Collaborative for High Performance 
Schools.  The nature of the discussion revolved around HP Grants, trying to incorporate HP Design 
into the construction, and green design construction elements that have little to no additional costs.  
A follow-up meeting was scheduled for the following week.  Currently there remains $88 Million in 
funding. 
 
Charter School Facilities Program 
 
As a result of the May 2009 SAB meeting, July 1, 2009 will start the new filing round for Charter 
Schools.  OPSC in conjunction with the School Facilities Finance Authority and the California 
Department of Education will provide outreach workshops to assist Charter Schools to complete the 
necessary forms.  Three workshops have been scheduled, the first two in Los Angeles and San 
Diego respectively and a follow up workshop in Sacramento being webcasted. 
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EXECUTIVE OFFICER’S STATEMENT (cont.) 
 
Chair Tom Sheehy asked if there was a sense that additional applications would be turned in with 
$88 million remaining in available HP funding.  Ms. Silverman responded by stating the discussion 
centered on educating school districts on the criteria for eligibility and further outreach. 
 
Mr. Harvey asked whether there was any discussion of obstacles preventing school districts from 
building High Performance Schools.  Mr. Mireles responded that there were some concerns that the 
grants aren’t enough to make changes to the design of the project and that regulation changes may 
be in order. 
 
Public Comment  
 
Mr. Bill Savidge, representing CASH, expressed concerns regarding the cost of consultant fees 
being greater than that of the grant increase.  Kathleen Moore questioned Mr. Savidge about 
schools seeking a CHPS standard and whether that would have to be submitted as well, which was 
confirmed by Mr. Savidge.  Senator Hancock questioned Mr. Savidge regarding the consultant fees 
and as to whether some of the consultant fees couldn’t be absorbed in the initial architect’s design 
and also whether too much information was required to make the grant cost effective.  Mr. Savidge 
agreed that that was a part of the problem as well as the grant level not being high enough to 
support the program.  Senator Hancock went on to ask for a report on this topic.  
 
CONSENT ITEMS 
 
Senator Wyland commented on the adequacy of the Career Technical Education Facilities 
Program (CTEFP) and the schools being funded.  He stated that he would like the CDE to 
provide to the SAB members the plan by which the CDE approves for these types of projects.  He 
further stated that he was interested in what the costs are and how they vary from application to 
application and district to district.  Ms. Moore responded that the CDE is responsible for reporting 
on what each CTEFP component is doing in each school district CTEFP project.  In considering 
this item, the Board approved the consent calendar as presented. 
 
FINANCIAL REPORTS 
 
Status of Funds 
 
Ms. Lisa Silverman, representing the SAB staff, presented the items to the Board.  Although the 
Board accepted the Status of Funds reports as presented, Assembly Member Brownley and 
Senator Wyland asked for clarification regarding the listing of Proposition 1D and Build America 
Bonds.  The Chair and Ms. Silverman addressed the questions as presented and it was 
recommended and agreed that inviting Ms. Laura Chick, Inspector General over the American 
Recovery Reinvestment Act of 2009 stimulus funds (Build America Bonds), to the next Board 
Meeting to address this and like questions would be prudent.

School Facility Program Inactive Preliminary Apportionments 
 
Ms. Barbara Kampmeinert, representing the SAB staff, presented this item regarding Critically 
Overcrowded Schools and Charter Schools to the Board.  The Fiscal Crisis Emergency Regulations 
for Critically Overcrowded and Charter School projects became effective, April 22, 2009 allowing 
the Board to make a finding that eligible projects are “Inactive Apportionments.”  Districts and 
charter schools would not be required to proceed with their projects during a time when the Board 
could not provide the earlier stages of funding, such as a separate site apportionment for 
environmental hardship, design, or site acquisition. 
 
Ms. Kampmeinert recommended the Board declare the projects listed on the attachments as 
Inactive Preliminary Apportionments and Inactive Preliminary Charter School Apportionments 
until further Board action. 
 
Ms. Kathleen Moore asked whether this captured all projects or if there would be more projects 
coming forward.  Ms. Kampmeinert stated that all project have been captured with this one item.  
Ms. Moore went on to state she would be voting affirmatively in favor of this item but would 
abstain from the Elk Grove individual item.  With no further questions or comments, the Board 
approved the staff’s recommendations.

REGULATIONS 
 
Seismic Mitigation Program 
 
This item was postponed until the July 2009 SAB meeting at the request of the Board.  However, 
the Board did allow public comments on this issue. 
 
Public Comment 
 
Mr. Duffy, representing CASH, suggested that when the regulations are written that some 
authority for discretion be given to the State Architect when reviewing these projects.  He went on 
to ask that Districts receive unfunded approval for these projects.  Mr. Lyle Smoot, representing 
LAUSD, encouraged the Board to extend the criteria of eligibility to allow more Districts to qualify 
for funding. 
 
REPORTS 
 
New Construction Grant Adjustment Methodology 
 
Ms. Masha Lutsuk, representing the SAB staff, presented this item to the Board.  In an attempt to 
develop a sound approach to analyzing construction cost data gathered by the Office of Public 
School Construction (OPSC), Staff presented a proposed methodology to stakeholders to gather 
input and provide transparency to the process.  The process engaged through three 
Implementation Committee meetings.  Ms. Lutsuk described analytical approaches, data issues, 
feedback from stakeholders, and that there does not appear to be consensus on the final 
approach to the issue of AB 127 grant adjustments.  Staff’s proposal is to begin the analysis with 
the comparison of State grants vs. construction cost for all projects with useable reported data 
and then to present findings by sub-groups of main project categories. 
 
Staff believes that the proposed methodology should be applied to the first set of construction 
data that is now available. Even with apparent challenges in the data gathering process, this 
project cost information is valuable in that it provides project information that was not readily 
available before and allows for a general conclusion on the relationship between State grants and 
project costs. In the future, the analysis can be further refined as the data gathering process 
improves.  Staff proposes to conduct data analysis based on the methodology presented to the 
Implementation Committee and present findings to the SAB at the July 2009 meeting. 
 
The Chair made comment that this item was not ready for a vote and that more work would need 
to be done.   
 
Public Comment 
 
Mr. Duffy, representing CASH, gave comment that he would like to continue to work with OPSC 
in developing this item and that he has vital information to share to help this item move forward.  
The Chair agreed and encouraged continued dialogue between CASH and OPSC.  Senator 
Lowenthal put forward an idea to contact an outside source, specifically the authors of The 
Complex and Multi-Faceted Nature of School Construction Costs and ask their advice on our 
Methodology.  The Chair directed Mr. Mireles to initiate a meeting.  Mr. Lyle Smoot, representing 
LAUSD made a final comment that requested the data being collected by OPSC be more 
transparent.  The Chair agreed and directed Mr. Mireles to work with LAUSD to address some of 
their concerns. 
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MISCELLANEUS 
 
Before continuing into Closed Session, the Chair recognized Mr. Henry Nanjo, Assistant Chief 
Counsel, who thanked the Board for the opportunity to provide Legal counsel.  Mr. Nanjo went on 
to introduce Theresa Boron-Irwin, Senior Staff Counsel Specialist, as the new State Allocation 
Board legal counsel.

Assembly Member Torlakson presented a Joint Legislative Resolution commending Ms. Lori L. 
Morgan on her career and civic accomplishments during her 24-year tenure at the OPSC.  The 
Board thanked Ms. Morgan for her dedication and wished her much success in future endeavors. 
 
In addition, the Chair introduced Ms. Laura Chick, who was appointed by the Governor as 
Inspector General over the American Recovery Reinvestment Act of 2009 stimulus funds (Build 
America Bonds), and who will be working closely with the SAB/OPSC/DOF on the accountability 
of these bond funds.

PRIOR MINUTES 
 
A motion was made, and carried, to approve the Minutes for the March 25 and April 22, 2009 SAB 
meetings.  Assembly Member Brownley asked that the April 22, 2009 SAB meeting Minutes be 
amended to reflect that she briefly attended that meeting and, therefore, abstained from voting on 
the April 22, 2009 SAB Minutes. 
 
 
EXECUTIVE OFFICER’S STATEMENT 
 
The Executive Officer informed the Board of the following: 
 
Build America Bonds 
 
The School Facility Program (SFP) received $1.439 billion from the April Build America Bond sale 
as follows: 
 
   $422.3 million for Proposition 47 
   $428.5 million for Proposition 55 
   $587.7 million for Proposition 1D 
 
TOTAL from March and April sales: $1.98 billion. 
 
The SFP has received more funding than any other infrastructure program from these two bond 
sales (the next largest was Caltrans with $1.26 billion). 
 
The Executive Officer also informed the Board that the $548 million available for Proposition 1D 
from the sale of bonds that occurred in March is included in the $1.98 billion. 
 
Fund Release Update 
 
At the April 2009 SAB meeting, staff was requested to provide an update of the status of fund 
releases.  The OPSC is processing fund release requests totaling approximately $548 million from 
the March bond sale.  Eighty-one of 85 school districts have already received or will soon receive 
their funds from the State Controller’s Office.  To date, staff has not identified any school districts 
that were unable to recertify because of construction contract cancellations.

*Of these, three re-certifications are in process, nine do not require certification, one is withdrawn, 
  and one is outstanding. 
 
Although this information was provided in the Executive Officer’s statement, the Chair asked the 
OPSC to include a standing report regarding the Status of Funds Released in the agenda through 
the end of the year.  This report will assist the SAB in knowing how much funds have been released 
to school districts on a monthly basis. 
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EXECUTIVE OFFICER’S STATEMENT (cont.) 
 
Mr. Harvey asked a question concerning shovel-ready projects and whether the OPSC has a 
process that ensures that these types of projects cannot come into the OPSC for funding since 
shovel-ready projects certify that they are funded with local dollars.  The Executive Officer 
responded that the OPSC has project tracking numbers.  Mr. Harvey indicated that perhaps a 
process needs to be developed with the Division of the State Architect (DSA).  The Chair asked that 
an analysis be developed and the DSA and the OPSC work with Mr. Harvey. 
 
Public Comment 
 
Mr. Tom Duffy, representing the Coalition for Adequate School Housing (CASH) organization, 
addressed the Board and stated that the CASH organization does not support the shovel-ready 
projects proposal.  He indicated that this system of funding is unfair and has inconsistencies in its 
process.  The Chair asked that the CASH organization work with Mr. Harvey, the DSA and the 
OPSC in developing the analysis as noted above. 
 
 
High Performance Incentive Letter Update 
 
On May 19, 2009, the OPSC e-mailed a letter to all school districts encouraging the use of the High 
Performance Incentive Grant Program.  There is approximately $88.7 million remaining in available 
funding for qualifying schools.  The letter contained links to the OPSC and DSA Web sites, 
including the DSA Grid Neutral guidebook, Leadership in Energy and Environmental Design 
(LEED), and Collaborative for High Performance Schools (CHPS).  The May issue of the Building 
Blocks publication will also contain information on High Performance opportunities. 
 
On May 11, 2009, another letter on Grid Neutral Schools was sent to school superintendents 
throughout California. 
 
In an effort to maximize energy conservation, including the State’s dire water situation, Senator 
Hancock asked that a more assertive measure be taken and that staff work with the Implementation 
Committee and submit a letter to all school districts that convey specific recommendations (such as 
low-flow toilets being incorporated into the planning portion of projects) to help conserve energy, 
water and whatever else can be conserved.  Ms. Jeannie Oropeza, representing the DOF, 
responded to this request and stated to proceed with caution and not mandate conservation efforts 
or the State might otherwise have to pay for those efforts.  The Chair asked that Senator Hancock, 
the OPSC, and the DOF work together on the letter but prior to sending the letter to school districts, 
circulate the letter for the SAB to review. 
 
In addition, Senator Hancock asked how does the Seismic and the High Performance funding get 
divided?  The Executive Officer responded that the funding is set aside in the bonds for both 
programs. 
 
Electronic Delivery of Agenda 
 
In an effort to be green and streamline operations in the OPSC, staff is offering school districts the 
option to receive electronic delivery of the Board books.  School districts will be contacted by staff in 
the near future to see if they wish to take advantage of this service. 
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EXECUTIVE OFFICER’S STATEMENT (cont.) 
 
The OPSC currently uses 30 cases of paper monthly to produce the Board books.  By going to e-
books, the OPSC reduces paper usage, postage costs, and staff time.  School districts will have 
immediate access to get just the materials they want faster, better, cheaper.  The OPSC 
encourages subscribers to get this information free instead of paying $300 for an annual 
subscription. 
 
CONSENT ITEMS 
 
In considering this item, the Board approved the consent calendar as presented. 
 
 
FINANCIAL REPORTS 
 
Status of Funds 
 
Ms. Lisa Silverman, representing the SAB staff, presented the item to the Board.  Although the 
Board accepted the Status of Funds report as presented, Ms. Moore asked how the transfer of 
$700 million to the New Construction category was reflected in the Status of Funds.   The 
Executive Officer responded that the dollars would be moved on an as-needed basis to avoid 
arbitrage issues.  The Board requested that staff reflect the movement of the $700 million to the 
appropriate category and not note it as a footnote. 
   
Financial Needs of the State Relocatable Classroom Program 
 
In considering this item, the Board approved the staff’s recommendations. 
 
 
SPECIAL CONSENT ITEMS 
 
Facility Inspection Tool 
 
Ms. Masha Lutsuk, representing the SAB staff, presented the item to the Board and requested 
that the effective date of the Facility Inspection Tool (FIT) be July 1, 2009.  This date represents 
the beginning of a new fiscal year and would ensure adequate time for Local Educational 
Agencies to begin to utilize this document.  In considering this item, the Board approved the 
staff’s recommendation, which was Option #1:  Adopt the proposed revisions to the FIT.  Ms. 
Moore also noted that Mr. Brooks Allen, representing the American Civil Liberties Union, 
submitted a letter in support of the FIT. 
 
 
SPECIALS/APPEALS 
 
Murrieta Valley Unified/Riverside   50/75200-00-010 
 
In considering this item, the Board approved the staff’s recommendations.  Senator Lowenthal 
stated that in this particular case there is no material inaccuracy not because the District returned 
the funding, but that the costs were based on estimated costs and not actual costs.  He further 
indicated that that may not always be the case; therefore, the Board needs to address the 
Material Inaccuracy policy.  It was also indicated by Senator Lowenthal that the Implementation 
Committee review the 60 percent commensurate issue. 
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SPECIALS/APPEALS (cont.) 
 
Aspire Public Schools/Los Angeles   54/64733-00-054 
 
Mr. Juan Mireles and Ms. Barbara Kampmeinert, representing the SAB staff, presented this item 
to the Board.  The following individuals addressed the Board in support of the Aspire Public 
School’s request:

 Mr. Colin Miller, representing the California Charter Schools Association. 


 
Ms. Moore asked for clarification from Aspire that the funding reduction would be in line with the 
site acquisition costs and not the size of the site.  Mr. Robitaille responded that the site 
acquisition costs would be reduced, not the site size.  In considering this item, the Board 
approved Option #1, which reduces the preliminary apportionment for the AMLA project 
(application number 54/64733-00-055) from $32,181,496 to $21,195,282 and approves an 
unfunded preliminary apportionment for the Clarendon project (application number 54/64733-00-
054) in the amount of $31,073,722. 
 
Distribution of Remaining Proposition 1D and 47 Charter School Funds 
 
Mr. Juan Mireles and Ms. Barbara Kampmeinert, representing the SAB staff, presented this item 
to the Board.  Mr. Colin Miller, representing the Charter Schools Association, addressed the 
Board in support of Option #3.  Staff pointed out to the Board that under Option 3: 1) the charter 
school information is outdated; 2) the charter schools must go through a financial soundness test 
that is conducted through the California School Finance Authority (CSFA); 3) no new applicants 
could compete; and 4) that the Charter School Program is very competitive.  The Board engaged 
in a discussion surrounding Option #3 and a motion was made to adopt Option #3, which would 
allow for the continuance of funding using the original Proposition 1D list.  The Chair requested a 
roll-call vote and the motion failed per the following votes:

This item was postponed to the June 2009 SAB meeting at the request of the Board. 
 
State Allocation Board Mercy Clause 
 
The Executive Officer presented this item to the Board.  Senator Hancock suggested referring 
this item to the Rules and Procedures sub-committee for further review with regard to “substantial 
compliance.”  Assembly Member Torlakson questioned if this would leave the SAB open to 
litigation and indicated that staff look at narrowly drafted changes to statute regarding specific 
situations.  The Chair expressed a concern regarding the issue of bond validations and whether 
or not the Attorney General’s Office would think it problematic.  Mr. Tom Duffy, representing the 
CASH organization, addressed the Board in support of this item going to the sub-committee.  He 
also suggested that a second level of review be obtained; that the position of Assistant Executive 
Officer acts independent of the OPSC and that position could be the second level of review or 
even make the determination. 
 
The Chair stated that he was happy with the Rules and Procedures sub-committee that Senator  
Lowenthal put forward and that this particular sub-committee will help the Board operate more 
efficiently.  Assembly Member Brownley commented that some issues require longer 
deliberations because perhaps all the members of the Board are not present and they wish to 
provide input, that smaller issues do require time, focus, etc., and to remember that the SAB is an 
appeals board.  The SAB’s legal counsel informed the Board that there are general parameters 
defining the scope of authority of administrative bodies like the SAB.  He stated that the SAB has 
limited powers and that actions in excess of the powers conferred are invalid and void.  
Therefore, every action of the SAB, to be valid, must be based on a power either expressly or 
impliedly conferred by the Constitution or statute.  Any action of the SAB in excess of those 
powers is void.  Ms. Moore wanted to ensure that the appeal process is clear and concise for 
school districts to follow, and indicated that the State Board of Education, which has the specific 
statutory authority to waive certain regulations and sections of the Education Code, cannot waive 
matters pertaining to the SAB.  In considering this item, the Board agreed to:  1) send this item to 
the Rules and Procedures sub-committee to seek recommendations on procedures regarding 
appeals, substantial compliance, and Mr. Duffy’s suggestion as noted above to see if it has any 
merit; and 2) request staff to provide a quarterly update on appeals. 
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REGULATIONS 
 
Seismic Mitigation Program 
 
This item was postponed until the June 2009 SAB meeting at the request of the Board.  However, 
the Board did allow public comments on this issue. 
 
The following individuals provided public comment to the Board: 
 


 Mr. Mark Winger, Superintendent of the Newhall School District; 
 Mr. Bill Savidge, representing the West Contra Costa Unified School District; 
 Mr. Terry Tao, representing Andelson, Atkinson law firm; and 
 Mr. Tom Duffy, representing the CASH organization. 


 
Mr. Winger informed the Board that he has already retrofitted school buildings prior to the 
enactment of the Seismic Mitigation Program.  He asked the Board to look at the effective date of 
this Program so he would be able to seek reimbursement for the school buildings that were on 
the AB 300 list.  He firmly believes that the AB 300 list was the trigger and that his District’s legal 
counsel opinion states that the SAB can set the effective date for the Program.  The Chair asked 
Mr. Winger if he had done research on this issue and Mr. Winger replied that he had.  The Chair 
asked that Mr. Winger work with the DOF, the DSA, and the OPSC on an analysis that included 
the number of districts (the universe) and a fiscal impact on the cost to the State and report back 
to the SAB in the near future.  Ms. Jeannie Oropeza, representing the DOF, asked if the SAB 
would want to look at the complete picture, meaning expand the date to include building types.  
Ms. Moore asked why would the DOF provide the fiscal impact and not the OPSC?  The Chair 
responded that the DOF needs to provide the fiscal impact and reassured Ms. Moore that the 
OPSC and the DOF are working in concert on that issue.  Assembly Member Brownley indicated 
that there are plenty of school districts responding to the upgrade of their facilities and that 
funding is not coming out of the seismic set aside. 
 
Mr. Savidge indicated that the District is investing in its facilities and requested that the DSA and 
the OPSC expand the building types.  He also stated that the District currently has a project that 
has earthquake/landslide problems and perhaps that the landslide issue be included in the 
review.  Mr. Harvey suggested that perhaps a future bond issue would have a robust amount of 
funding set aside for seismic projects. 
 
Because of the lateness of the SAB meeting, the Board asked if Mr. Tao would be providing 
public comments at the June 2009 SAB meeting regarding the seismic issue.  He stated that he 
would and wanted the Board to know that the Morongo Unified School District has a project with a 
2.2 ground shaking intensity.  Again, the Board reiterated that staff would be looking at the 
building type categories. 
 
Mr. Duffy thanked the Board for this item and stated that he believed the item could go further.  
He invited the OPSC, the DSA, and the Seismic Safety Commission to have a dialogue on what 
could really work (i.e., establish a pipeline up to the $199.5 million and beyond; pipeline for future 
bonds).  He also stated that everyone needs to get together to ensure that there is a full and 
thorough understanding.  The Chair stated that there might be push back from the Administration 
beyond the $199.5 million due to the State’s current financial condition.  The Chair also reminded 
the need for continued transparency especially since the State Architect has the authority to bring 
forth recommendations and asked that the DOF stay within the $199.5 million set aside for 
seismic.  In addition, the Chair stated that the OPSC and the DOF will work together and look at 
processes, constraints, etc. 
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REGULATIONS (cont.) 
 
Seismic Mitigation Program (cont.) 
 
Finally, Ms. Moore stated to not put safety behind the numbers; rather, put the safety behind the 
policy. 
 
Implementation of Senate Bill 1556 
 
In considering this item, the Board approved the staff’s recommendations. 
 
 
REPORTS 
 
Department of Finance, Office of State Audits and Evaluations Report 
 
Mr. David Botelho and Ms. Mary Kelly, both representing the DOF, introduced this item to the 
Board.  There was substantial discussion surrounding this report.  Senator Lowenthal strongly 
objected to the report and stated that he personally rejects the report itself and would like the 
Board not to accept the report.  The Chair expressed concerns that if the Board were to take a 
formal adverse action on this report the wrong message would be sent to the taxpayers, who 
would otherwise support future bonds, and particularly since the SAB is the steward of those 
bond funds.  Further, the Chair stated that he disagreed with rejecting the report and that he 
wanted to put into the record the response letter from the DOF to the Superintendent of Public 
Instruction (SPI) as well as the Little Hoover Commission report, dated August 2007, which 
pointed out the same concerns as the Office of State Audits and Evaluations report.  Ms. Moore 
indicated that what is reflected in the report makes accusations of the lack of objectivity on the 
part of the SAB and the conflict of interest issue on the SPI’s delegate.  Yet Mr. Harvey pointed 
out that this report should serve as a reminder to the SAB, especially in this era of transparency 
that the Board should be aware of potential conflicts and potential overrides of control and not get 
stuck on terms that state potential and not fact.  After considerable discussion, a motion was 
made to not accept the report as it relates to the overriding controls and the lack of objectivity, or 
the role of the Board and the role of the SPI’s representative, but to refer the portions of the report 
that deal with the responsibility and authority and efficiencies to the Rules and Procedures sub-
committee to further review for implementation.  The Chair requested a roll-call vote and the 
motion carried per the following votes:

Department of Finance, Office of State Audits and Evaluations Report (cont.) 
 
Mr. Tom Duffy, representing the CASH organization, addressed the Board and stated that there is 
a lot of negativity in the report.  Mr. Duffy stated that this all began after a consulting group 
(Macias Consulting Group) was hired to come in and look at the cost of construction and during 
that time, was also asked to look at the financial hardship program.  He indicated that the CASH 
organization found the consulting group to be non-listeners and that the group did not understand 
construction issues so there was a natural difference in points of views.  He further stated that 
when the DOF review on the hardship program came about, the CASH organization did not really 
know what was going to happen but believed the report was only coming back on the hardship 
program.  The Chair asked how these comments relate to the matter at hand.  Mr. Duffy 
responded that it was germane to the review of what was happening in the OPSC and these 
really wimpy audit procedures that have been identified.  Mr. Duffy further responded that the 
CASH organization objects to this entire report and that there is a fundamental divide.  The Chair 
asked if that it is the CASH organization’s position that it objects to the entire report.  Mr. Duffy 
stated yes, the CASH organization does but it does not object to being transparent and in making 
sure that all are accountable.  The Chair responded to Mr. Duffy he may want to double-check 
with the CASH membership because they may not want to send a message to the general public 
that it does not support transparency and good controls for State bond funds.  Mr. Duffy stated 
that the CASH organization is in agreement that there needs to be transparency with the public 
because school districts get audited every year and those audits are done before a board and 
there are citizen oversight committees.  He further stated the CASH organization believes that 
there are issues that are not issues for school districts that come out of the Executive Order.  
Further, he indicated that the CASH organization believes that the Little Hoover Commission 
report regarding the SAB is a biased report as well.

At 6:40 p.m. and in accordance with Section 11126(a)(1), the Board convened into closed 
session for the purpose of discussing a matter relating to personnel.  The Chair asked staff and 
the SAB’s legal counsel to leave the closed session; therefore, there was no legal representation 
or guidance for the SAB. 
 
Upon conclusion of the closed session, the Board reconvened into open session at 6:48 p.m.  
The Chair announced that the Board unanimously appointed Ms. Susan Ronnback to the position 
of Assistant Executive Officer to the SAB on an interim basis (until August 2009). 
 
 
ADJOURNMENT 
 
There being no further business to come before the Board, the Chair adjourned the meeting at

SCHOOL FACILITY PROGRAM 
INACTIVE APPORTIONMENTS 


 


PURPOSE OF REPORT 
 


To present the School Facility Program (SFP) projects that qualify for the Board’s determination of inactive status 
due to the emergency regulations in response to the State’s fiscal crisis.  


 


DESCRIPTION 
 


On December 17, 2008, the Pooled Money Investment Board (PMIB) took action to temporarily halt disbursing 
cash from the State’s Pooled Money Investment Account for capital projects, including public school construction.  
This action places school districts that have received an apportionment, under Chapter 12.5 of the Education 
Code (EC) and approved by the State Allocation Board (SAB), in a difficult position to meet the 18-month time 
limit to qualify for a fund release as stipulated in EC Section 17076.10 and Regulation Section 1859.90.  In 
addition, other time limits associated with the submittal of the Division of the State Architect and the California 
Department of Education approved plans are impacted by the State’s fiscal crisis.   
 


AUTHORITY 
 


 SFP Regulation Section 1859.2 defines an Inactive Apportionment as “an apportionment made to a project, 
based on a finding by the SAB, that meets all of the following criteria:  1) received a SAB apportionment prior to 
December 17, 2008; 2) State bond funds have not been released for that apportionment; and, 3) the time limit 
under EC Section 17076.10(d) will expire on or after December 17, 2008.” 


 


 SFP Regulation Section 1859.90 states that “with the exception of an apportionment made pursuant to Sections 
1859.81.1(e) or 1859.81.2, or of an Inactive Apportionment subject to Section 1859.96, the Office of Public 
School Construction will release State funds that the Board has apportioned to the district after submittal, by the 
district, of the Form SAB 50-05, subject to the availability of financing provided by the PMIB for bond-funded 
projects.”   


 


 SFP Regulation Section 1859.96 states that “In the event of a fiscal emergency or crisis on the part of the State of 
California, the Board can make a finding that a project has an Inactive Apportionment.”   


 


STAFF COMMENTS 
 


The Board approved the Fiscal Crisis Emergency Regulations at the January 14, 2009 SAB meeting.  At the 
March 25, 2009 SAB meeting, the Board made a finding that a fiscal crisis exists.  The Fiscal Crisis Emergency 
Regulations were approved by the Office of Administrative Law on April 9, 2009, allowing the Board to make a 
finding that those projects that fit the criteria are “Inactive Apportionments.”  March and April bond sales provided 
nearly $2 billion to fund apportioned projects but this amount is short of the $2.4 billion apportioned prior to the 
funding freeze.  The attached listing contains 441 projects representing 743.8 million.  School districts with 
projects on the attached listing may submit a Fund Release Authorization at any time.  Once a fund release is 
provided, the project will return to active status and be subject to applicable timelines for substantial progress and 
expenditure reporting.

RECOMMENDATIONS FOR PRIOR BOND FUNDS AVAILABLE FOR TRANSFER 


 


PURPOSE OF REPORT 
 


To present a recommendation for the transfer of the available prior Lease-Purchase Program (LPP) bond funds.    
 


BACKGROUND 
 


At the October 2008 State Allocation Board (SAB) meeting, the Board was given a report that estimated approximately  
$6.6 million from prior bonds was available that could be transferred to any active program within the School Facility Program 
(SFP).  The Board requested Staff to report back with an update on the status of the various programs and potential uses into 
which those funds could be transferred. 


 
AUTHORITY 
 


Section 20 of Assembly Bill 127, Chapter 35, Statutes of 2006 (Pereta/Nunez) states: 
 
“(a) Up to twenty-one million dollars ($21,000,000) of any funds that are required to be made available for rehabilitation or 
construction of joint-use facilities for public schools and that result or are derived from the sale of bonds issued on or 
before January 1, 2006, shall be transferred to the State Allocation Board and may be apportioned by that board for the 
purposes of Article 10.6 (commencing with Section 17077.40) of Chapter 12.5 of Part 10 of the Education Code. 
 
(b) Any funds remaining after the transfer required under subdivision (a) that conform to the description set forth in that 
subdivision shall be transferred to the State Allocation Board and may be apportioned by that board for any of the purposes 
of Chapter 12.5 (commencing with Section 17070.10) of Part 10 of the Education Code.” [Emphasis added.] 
 


Although this section authorizes the transfer of prior bond funds that have previously been issued or sold for any  
Chapter 12.5 purposes, it does not authorize the sale of prior bonds, and the bond funds that have not been issued or sold 
cannot be transferred.   
 


STAFF COMMENTS 
        


Current law authorizes the Board to transfer available money to any active program within the SFP.  Due to expenses for 
bond administration costs (e.g., State Controller, State Treasurer, the Department of Education and the Department of 
Finance) since the October 2008 meeting, there is approximately $5.5 million remaining in prior bond funds that could be 
transferred and made available to other SFP programs. This is actual cash on hand.   
 


Prior to freeze, the Board apportioned $2.4 billion in State Apportionments. In March and April the State Treasurer’s Office 
received a disbursement of funds from General Obligation Bond sales that have provided nearly $2 billion in cash. However, 
this is a shortfall of over $440 million.   
 


As of July 9, 2009, we have $303.7 million that is available to release towards apportioned projects.

STAFF COMMENTS (cont.) 


 
These funds are available immediately to allow the State to provide fund releases for projects already apportioned by the 
Board. If funding is reserved for a specific program, two issues arise. The funds could become inaccessible for the 
foreseeable future and/or projects could be funded out of order. Either situation could potentially open the State to litigation. 
Staff recommends that the Board authorize Staff to transfer the funds as needed to the next projects eligible for fund 
releases. 
 
If the Board elects to reserve funds for any purpose, it is critical that districts understand that these estimates of funding 
would not constitute a commitment or obligation on behalf of the SAB, and those potential applicants would be solely 
responsible for any local decisions and investments. 
    


OPTIONS 
  


Option 1 – Transfer to next eligible project(s) that submit a fund release request. 
Authorize Staff to transfer $5.5 million in prior LPP bond funds, as needed, to release funds to the next apportioned 
eligible projects. 


Pro: 
 The funds are available immediately to allow fund releases for the State’s share of apportioned projects. 


Con: 
 Funds would not be dedicated to a specific project type. 


 
Option 2 – Reserve funds for Facility Hardship projects. 


Transfer $5.5 million in prior LPP bond funds to a reserve account within the SFP New Construction category to be used 
for Facility Hardship health and safety projects. 


Pros: 
 Guarantees that State funding is reserved for projects that have health and safety issues. 
 The funds are available immediately to allow funded apportionments and fund releases for the State’s share 


in the amount of $5,186,174 for four projects that currently have unfunded approvals from the SAB. 
Cons: 
 Limits the use of funds to specific project types. 
 May be considered “line jumping” by releasing funds to specific projects. 
 Potential for litigation for apportioning funds to projects out of order. 


 
Option 3 – Transfer to the Joint-Use Program and Transfer remainder to next eligible project. 


a. Transfer $0.8 million in prior LPP bond funds to the SFP Joint-Use category. 
b. Authorize Staff to transfer $4.7 million in prior LPP bond funds as needed to release funds to the next eligible 


projects. 
Pros: 
 Funds would be available to fully fund the State’s share of all eight Joint-Use projects. 
 The funds are available immediately to allow fund releases for the State’s share of previously apportioned 


projects. 
Cons: 
 Portion of funds are inaccessible for the foreseeable future until Joint-Use projects are apportioned. 
 Potential for litigation for apportioning funds to projects out of order. 
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OPTIONS (cont.) 
 


Option 4 – Transfer to another SFP program. 
Transfer $5.5 million in prior LPP bond funds to the New Construction, Modernization, Career Technical Education, 
Overcrowding Relief Grant, Charter School or the High Performance Schools Program. 


Pro: 
 Funds would be available to fund future projects in these programs. 


Cons: 
 May be considered “line jumping” by releasing funds to specific projects out of funding order. 
 Cash could be tied up for an unknown period of time until specific project types are apportioned.

SCHOOL FACILITY PROGRAM JOINT-USE PROJECTS 
 
 
PURPOSE OF REPORT 
 


To present requests for unfunded approvals under the Joint-Use Program.   
 
DESCRIPTION 
 


Under the Joint-Use Program, a joint-use project may consist of a multipurpose room, gymnasium, childcare 
facility, library, and/or teacher education facility beyond that necessary for school use.  A school district must 
partner with a local entity to build either a Type I or a Type II joint-use facility.   
 


 A Type I facility must be part of a qualifying School Facility Program (SFP) new construction project.  The 
proposed facility must include an increased square footage amount and/or increased eligible costs that 
are greater than that applied to a standard like-project under the SFP.   


 
 A Type II facility is created by constructing new school buildings and/or reconfiguring existing school 


buildings located at a school that does not have that type of facility or the existing facility is inadequate.   
 
A district may submit more than one application for each type of project; however, after its first application is placed 
on a funding priority list in date-received order, its subsequent applications are not placed on the priority for funding 
list until all other districts’ initial applications are placed on the list.  This allows all qualifying districts the opportunity 
to receive funding under the Joint-Use Program.  In addition, all Type I applications must be funded before any 
Type II applications receive funding.  Once the funds are exhausted, the unfunded projects are returned to the 
school districts since no unfunded list is maintained.  The school districts may reapply in subsequent filing periods 
when funds become available. 
 
A local financial contribution towards the cost of the joint-use project must be at least equal to the State’s share 
(50/50).  If the school district has passed a local bond which specifies that such funds are to be used for that joint-
use project, then the school district may opt to provide up to the full 50 percent local share of eligible costs.  In lieu 
of local bond funding, the contribution made by the joint-use partner(s) must be no less than 25 percent of the 
eligible project costs.  The remaining local contribution may come from any other district source that would not 
otherwise be available to the State Allocation Board (SAB).  The State share of a joint-use project will be the lesser 
of either 50 percent of the eligible project costs or $1 million if the project is serving an elementary school, $1.5 
million if the project is serving a middle school, or $2 million if the project is serving a high school.  


 
AUTHORITY 


 
Education Code Section 17077.40 establishes the authority to fund joint-use projects to construct facilities. 
 
SFP Regulation Section 1859.126 states “If a Joint-Use Project cannot be fully apportioned because of the funding 
available, the district may either accept the available funding as the full and final apportionment for the project of 
refuse funding.  If funding is refused, the application will be returned to the district and the Board shall consider 
funding the next project eligible for an apportionment…”

STAFF COMMENTS 
 


Applications Received 
 
The SFP Joint-Use Program application filing period was June 1, 2008 through March 1, 2009 for projects to be 
considered for funding.  The Office of Public School Construction received eight applications of which eight have 
been determined to be qualified for SFP joint-use funding and are listed on the Attachment in priority order for 
funding consideration.   


 
Funding Availability  


 
As of the June 2009 SAB meeting, there is $3,603,223 from Proposition 47, $1,441,050  from Proposition 55, and 
$4,508,530 million from Proposition 1D, for a total of $9,552,803 available to fund joint-use projects.  After funding 
the first seven applications on the Attachment there is $1,244,916 remaining for the Lake Tahoe Unified School 
District’s Teacher Education Facility project.  The District has agreed to accept this partial unfunded approval 
amount as the final amount pursuant to SFP Regulation Section 1859.126. 


 
RECOMMENDATION 


 
Approve the unfunded approvals of $9,552,803 for the joint-use projects shown on the attachment with a partial 
unfunded approval of $1,244,916 for the Lake Tahoe Unified School District’s Teacher Education Facility project.

TRANSFER OF CRITICALLY OVERCROWDED SCHOOLS PROGRAM FUNDS 
 
PURPOSE OF REPORT 
 


To request to transfer available funds from the Proposition 47, 2002 Unrestricted Critically Overcrowded School 
(COS) Facilities Fund, to be used for School Facility Program (SFP) New Construction purposes. 


 
DESCRIPTION 
 


Qualifying school districts received COS preliminary apportionments in 2003 under Proposition 47.  These districts 
had up to five years to convert their COS projects to final apportionments.  According to Education Code (EC) 
Section 17078.30 and SFP Regulation Section 1859.154(c) any funds remaining in the COS Fund shall be 
transferred to the SFP New Construction Fund. 
 
At the March 25, 2009 SAB meeting, the Board authorized Staff to transfer $700 million of approximately $840.7 
million remaining in the 2002 Unrestricted COS Fund (Proposition 47) to the SFP New Construction Fund on an “as 
needed” basis. The Board requested Staff to bring back options for $140.7 million in funds that still remain in 
Proposition 47. 


 
Availability of Funds 
 
The Los Angeles Unified School District’s (LAUSD) COS project, Application Number 53/64733-00-024, was 
previously recorded as a split-funded project – part from Proposition 47 and part from Proposition 55. The funding 
certification provided to the State Treasurer’s Office (STO) to obtain funds from the April bond sale inaccurately 
noted this project as fully funded from Proposition 47.  The error was discovered while processing recent fund 
releases which resulted in a shortage of available bond proceeds in Proposition 55.  In order to release all funds to 
LAUSD, Staff reallocated $72.6 million from Proposition 47 that was intended to be funded from Proposition 55. 
 
Staff consulted with the STO, legal counsel, and the District to provide this administrative remedy.  The impact of this 
change reduces the reserve amount available for transfer in Proposition 47 from $140.7 million to $68.1 million and 
increases the amount in Proposition 55 from $871.3 million to $943.9 million. 
 


AUTHORITY 
 


EC Section 17078.30(a)(3) states that “All funds reserved for the purposes set forth in this article from the proceeds 
of state bonds approved by the voters at the November 5, 2002, statewide general election pursuant to a preliminary 
apportionment that are not included within a final apportionment within the timeframes permitted by Section 
17078.25 shall thereafter be available to the board for apportionment for any new construction purpose under any 
other article of this chapter.” 
 
Regulation Section 1859.104 requires SFP projects to be completed three years from the date of the final fund 
release for an elementary school project and four years form the date of the final fund release for a middle or high 
school project. 
 
Regulation Section 1859.106 provides for adjustments to the SFP grants for site, relocation costs, DTSC fees and 
hazardous waste removal costs. 
 
Regulation Section 1859.154(c) states that “Any funds remaining in the 2002 (or 2004, as appropriate) COS 
Facilities Account not needed for purposes of converting projects to a Final Apportionment shall be transferred to the 
SFP New Construction Account.” 
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STAFF COMMENTS 
 


At the March 25, 2009 SAB meeting representatives from the LAUSD informed the Board that LAUSD expected to 
have a need for approximately $100 million in hazardous waste removal grant increases.  The Board requested that 
LAUSD provide documentation to Staff to justify the need. The LAUSD submitted an estimate on July 2, 2009 to 
reserve $34.2 million in potential hazardous waste removal grant increases for 27 projects. 
 
Funding augmentations for hazardous waste removal are reviewed during the close-out audit and adjusted at that 
time. Funds for these augmentations come from available funds at the time of adjustment.  SFP Regulation limits 
increases to the hazardous waste removal grants to eligible expenditures and provides for reductions to the grant for 
funding beyond eligible expenditures.  Currently, the OPSC engages in a close-out audit approximately two years 
after a school district notifies the OPSC that a project is 100 percent complete or a school district reaches the 
regulatory three or four year time limit for completion of a project.  The LAUSD received fund releases for 10 of 27 
projects in late 2008 and in June and July 2009 for an additional 13 of those 27 projects.  Based on the fund release 
dates, the LAUSD is required to complete the last of these projects by July 2013; therefore, audits may not 
commence until approximately December 2013 - July 2015.  As a result, a majority of the $34.2 million (4.1percent of 
$830.1 received in State apportionments) will be reserved for up to six years until these expenditure audits are 
completed. 
 
New Construction funding is nearly depleted.  Reservation of COS funds from Proposition 47 will delay the 
availability of these funds for New Construction for up to six years. 
 


OPTIONS 
 


Option 1 – Transfer all funds to the New Construction Fund. 
Authorize the transfer of $68.1 million from the 2002 Unrestricted COS Fund to the SFP New Construction Fund on 
an “as needed” basis to fund New Construction projects. 


Pros: 
 Increases funding available for shovel-ready New Construction projects. 
 Delays the assessment of Level III Developer Fees. 


Con: 
 If there are no New Construction funds in 2015, the LAUSD could bear this additional cost. 


 


Option 2 – Reserve funds for hazardous waste removal. 
A. Authorize a reserve of $34.2 million in the 2002 Unrestricted COS Fund for projects eligible for grant 


augmentations for hazardous waste removal at close-out audit. 
 
B. Authorize the transfer of $33.9 million from the 2002 Unrestricted COS Fund to the SFP New Construction Fund 


on an “as needed” basis.  
Pro: 
 If there are no New Construction funds in 2015, this action ensures that these augmentations can be 


made. 
Cons: 
 Delays the availability of funding for shovel-ready New Construction projects. 
 The assessment of Level III Developer Fees may occur at an earlier date. 
 These funds would be inaccessible for up to six years.

NEW CONSTRUCTION GRANT ADJUSTMENT  
 


PURPOSE OF REPORT 
 


To present a progress report on the analysis to determine the new construction grant adjustments as required by 
Assembly Bill (AB) 127 [Chapter 35, Statues of 2006 (Nunez)].  


 


BACKGROUND 
 


AB 127 authorizes the State Allocation Board (SAB) to provide an adjustment to the per-unhoused-pupil grant 
amount in order to make the grants correspond to the costs of school construction.  The AB 127 adjustment may be 
either an increase, not to exceed six percent, or a decrease to the grant.  This adjustment is in addition to the 
annual adjustment based on a construction cost index.  
 


AUTHORITY 
 


Education Code (EC) Section 17072.10: 
  (a) The board shall determine the applicant's maximum total new construction grant eligibility by multiplying the 
number of unhoused pupils calculated pursuant to Article 3 (commencing with Section 17071.75) in each school district 
with an approved application for new construction, by the per-unhoused-pupil grant as follows: 
   (1) Five thousand two hundred dollars ($5,200) for elementary school pupils. 
   (2) Five thousand five hundred dollars ($5,500) for middle school pupils. 
   (3) Seven thousand two hundred dollars ($7,200) for high school pupils. 
   (b) The board shall annually adjust the per-unhoused-pupil apportionment to reflect construction cost changes, as 
set forth in the statewide cost index for class B construction as determined by the board. 
   (c) Any regulations adopted by the board prior to July 1, 2000, that adjust the amounts identified in this section for 
qualifying individuals with exceptional needs, as defined in Section 56026, as amended after July 1, 2000, in 
consideration of the recommendations provided pursuant to Section 17072.15, shall continue in effect.  
   (d) The board may establish a single supplemental per-unhoused-pupil grant in addition to the amounts specified 
in subdivision (a) based on the statewide average marginal difference in costs in instances where a project requires 
multilevel school facilities due to limited acreage.  The district's application shall demonstrate that a practical 
alternative site is not available. 
   (e) For a school district having an enrollment of 2,500 or less for the prior fiscal year, the board may approve a 
supplemental apportionment of up to seven thousand five hundred dollars ($7,500) for any new construction project 
assistance.  The amount of the supplemental apportionment authorized pursuant to this subdivision shall be 
adjusted in 2008 and every year thereafter by an amount equal to the percentage adjustment for class B 
construction. 
   (f) This section is operative January 1, 2008. 
 


EC Section 17072.11: 
  (a) All of the following shall apply on and after July 1, 2006: 
   (1) The per-unhoused-pupil grant eligibility determined under paragraphs (1) and (2) of subdivision (a) of Section 
17072.10 shall be increased by 7 percent. 
   (2)  The per-unhoused-pupil grant eligibility determined under paragraph (3) of subdivision (a) of Section 
17072.10 shall be increased by 4 percent. 
   (3) The board shall conduct an analysis of the relationship between the per-unhoused-pupil grant eligibility 
determined under this article and the per-pupil cost of new school construction for elementary, middle, and high 
school pupils.  
(b) On or after January 1, 2008, the board shall increase or decrease the per-unhoused-pupil grant eligibility 
determined pursuant to subdivision (a) by amounts it deems necessary to cause the grants to correspond to costs 
of new school construction, provided that the increase in any fiscal year pursuant to this section shall not exceed 
six percent.

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STAFF COMMENTS 
 


Staff addressed the Board at the June 2009 meeting to provide an update and discuss the challenges with 
developing a methodology for analyzing project information.  Per the Board’s request Staff is proceeding with the 
analysis as outlined in the discussion papers of the Implementation Committee meetings.  Several steps in this 
process are underway, such as sorting the data, categorizing project information, and developing descriptive 
statistics.  Staff is recording each step of the analysis in a report to be made available along with the summary 
recommendation to the SAB.   
 


As discussed earlier, the analysis will include a comparison of State funding level to the cost of construction for the 
overall data set as well as subsets of projects that may represent areas of policy interest, such as portable vs. 
permanent construction, new schools and additions to existing sites.  This analysis results in a time consuming 
process because the data must first be reviewed by projects in three main categories (elementary, middle and high 
schools) and then by subsets within the main categories.  However, it will provide the SAB with information, as 
complete as possible, on the vast variations in projects that receive funding for new construction. 
 


Since the June 2009 Board meeting, Staff met with a representative from the Coalition for Adequate School 
Housing (C.A.S.H.) and discussed the organization’s proposal regarding the analysis.  The C.A.S.H. representative 
reported following the steps similar to those proposed by Staff using a small sample (20 projects) of project data 
obtained from the OPSC.  The main difference in the approach, however, is the use of select project data for new 
school projects only vs. Staff’s proposal to review data for the larger sample of all projects funded by the SAB.   
 


Staff is not yet prepared to present a complete analysis to the SAB.  As previously mentioned, the delay in the 
recommendation does not yield an immediate impact on any projects as the Board is not able to make 
apportionments.  Once the Board makes a decision on grant adjustments and, at such time when it can begin 
making apportionments, all projects will be funded at the grant level in effect at that time, including any AB 127 
adjustments. 
 


Staff plans to present the completed report with recommendations at the August SAB meeting.  Once the report is 
released and prior to the meeting, Staff will hold an information session to answer any questions regarding the 
steps taken in the analysis.
