2009 CHARTER SCHOOL FACILITIES PROGRAM FILING ROUND CLOSEQUT

PURPOSE OF REPORT

To make a recommendation to the State Allocation Board (Board) regarding the close out of the 2009 Charter
School Facilities Program (CSFP) Filing Round.

DESCRIPTION

Board action is required to close out the 2009 CSFP Filing Round, as well as to reallocate bonding authority that returned
to the program within eight months of the awarding of the unfunded Preliminary Charter School Apportionments.

AUTHORITY

Education Code (EC) Sections 17078.52 through 17078.66 and 17180.5 established the CSFP and the 2002,
2004, and 2006 Charter School Facility Accounts.

Pursuant to School Facility Program (SFP) Regulation Section 1859.164, all funds approved as a preliminary
apportionment are to be transferred to the Restricted Charter School Fund and any funds not approved as
preliminary apportionments are to be transferred to the Unrestricted Charter School Fund.

Pursuant to SFP Regulation Section 1859.166 and 1859.166.1, a time limit and a potential time extension are
provided for the conversion of a preliminary apportionment to a final apportionment. These sections further
provide that any preliminary charter school apportionments not converted will be rescinded and the funding
reserved for the project will be placed back in the Unrestricted Charter School Fund.

BACKGROUND

At its May 2010 meeting, the Board awarded unfunded Preliminary Charter School Apportionments to 13
applications totaling $80.7 million. The Board also took action to hold the filing round open for a period of eight
months in the event that bonding authority returned to the CSFP. If bonding authority were to return to either the
Propositions 47 or 1D Charter School Facility Accounts, it was to be allocated to the next project on the list and
continue down until bonding authority was once again exhausted. Over the course of the eight months, $41.2
million returned to Proposition 1D Charter School Facility Account. This was added to the unallocated $0.8
million left over from the previous round, leaving $42.0 million to continue awarding unfunded Preliminary
Charter School Apportionments.

STAFF ANALYSIS / STATEMENTS

The amount of bonding authority that returned to the program prior to the eight month time limit allowed the
Office of Public School Construction (OPSC) to offer full unfunded Preliminary Charter School Apportionments to
the next two projects in line per the CSFP funding matrix. The Ocean Charter School accepted the award in the
amount of $19.9 million and has received an updated financial soundness determination from the California
School Finance Authority (CSFA). The funding shell for this project is attached.

After providing an unfunded Preliminary Apportionment for the Ocean Charter School, there is approximately
$22.1 million in bonding authority remaining. The next project in line was offered an unfunded Preliminary
Apportionment. Initially, the offer was accepted, but after recent conversations with the applicant, the offer has
ultimately been declined. Both the OPSC and the CSFA are working with the next applicants on the list in order
to provide unfunded Preliminary Apportionments up to the remaining bonding authority.

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RECOMMENDATIONS

1.

Approve an unfunded Preliminary Apportionment for the Ocean Charter School in the amount of $19.9
million.

Provide that the Ocean Charter School convert the project to a Final Apportionment within four years or as
provided in Regulation Section 1859.166.1 once the Board has the available funds and takes action to
convert the unfunded Preliminary Charter School Apportionment to a Preliminary Charter School
Apportionment.

Declare the 2009 CSFP Filing Round closed, with the exception of $22.1 million to be set aside for the
Board to continue awarding unfunded Preliminary Apportionments once the appropriate awardees are
identified.

Direct staff to present unfunded Preliminary Apportionments awarded via the $22.1 million remaining as
consent items to a future Board meeting.

Direct staff to return all of the remaining applications unfunded once the remainder of the bonding authority
has been allocated.

BOARD ACTION

In considering this Item, the State Allocation Board approved the staff's recommendations, which included, but is
not limited to, the following:

1) an unfunded approval for the Los Angeles Unified School District, Ocean Charter School, in the amount
of $19,925,488;

2) declared that the 2009 Charter School Facilities Program filing round is closed, with the exception of
$22.1 million to be set aside for the Board to continue awarding unfunded Preliminary Apportionments
once the appropriate awardees are identified; and

3) directed staff to present unfunded Preliminary Apportionments awarded via the remaining $22.1 million
as consent items to a future State Allocation Board meeting.

STATE ALLOCATION BOARD SUB-COMMITTEE ON RULES AND PROCEDURES

PURPOSE OF REPORT

To present clarifications to the State Allocation Board (Board) Sub-Committee on Rules and Procedures
(Committee) recommendations regarding Appeals processing.

DESCRIPTION

The report is to present the recommendations of the Committee and clarification requested at the March Board
meeting regarding the adoption of a uniform policy and procedure for processing Appeals to the Board.

AUTHORITY

Currently, the Board does not have a formalized policy or set guidelines related to the review, processing and
presentation of appeal items to the Board.

Based on a 1995 item presented to the Board, legal counsel opined regarding the processing of appeal indicated
that it is within the authority of the Board to establish priorities for addressing agenda items and conducting
meetings.

BACKGROUND

On February 14, 2011, the Committee met to discuss three issues: an adoption of a uniform policy to handle
items up for reconsideration at the Board, the adoption of a uniform policy and procedure for handling Appeals to
the Board and procedure for offering other legal solutions besides a finding of Material Inaccuracy. The
reconsideration item was discussed by the Committee, but is not yet ready for presentation to the full Board.

The Material Inaccuracy item was discussed briefly and it was decided by the Committee that the issue would be
referred to the Board Sub-Committee on Audits.

The policy and procedure for handling Appeals was presented at the March Board meeting. Concerns were
raised over the section of the staff report relating to a request for postponement of the hearing of the Appeal,
and particularly in regard to this language: “An approval or disapproval shall be communicated in writing to the
party seeking postponement no later than 5 working days before the hearing.” Board members expressed
concerns that, in light of the fact that Board items are published 5 working days prior to the Board hearing, this
language could preclude districts from requesting a postponement in order to have time to address issues raised
in the item.

The Board decided to postpone this item and requested that staff clarify the language in question.

COMMITTEE RECOMMENDATIONS

Filing an Appeal

Upon reaching a disagreement with the Office of Public School Construction (OPSC) on an item, the school
district must file a School District Appeal Request (Form SAB 189) to begin the formalized appeal process.
The Form shall be filed with the OPSC. The Form should state the basis or bases for the appeal and any
relevant information for resolving the dispute.

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Request for Postponement — See Staff Comments for Clarification Options

Timeline for processing an appeal

Timeline for processing a policy appeal: 90 days — 120 days. In the event the appeal is dealing with a health
and safety issue, the appeal shall take precedence and be processed to the Board within 60-90 days.
Within 5 working days of receiving the appeal the analyst will send an acknowledgement letter informing the
school district OPSC has received the appeal, has begun processing it, and the date the item will be
[placed] on the SAB workload, but no later than 120 days from receipt of a Form SAB 189. A copy of this
letter shall go to the Assistant Executive Officer (AEO) and the Chair of the Board.

Appeals Processing Timeline — See Staff Comments

“Direct OPSC to develop a timeline to be used for processing all appeals, which allows for communication with
the District prior to presentation at the Board, and allows for transparency and objectivity. OPSC shall bring
back the timeline for processing and communication with the District that meets the 90-120 day timeline for
Board adoption at the next regularly scheduled meeting.”

STAFF COMMENTS

Staff has prepared the options to clarify the “request for postponement” and a timeline for processing appeals for
the Board to consider.

Request for Postponement

Request Submittal

Option 1- include a time limit for request for postoonement

The school district or the OPSC may submit a request for postponement at any time up to 2 working days after
the Board item is published. The request shall be in written form addressed to the Chair and Vice Chair of the
Board and shall include a statement of the reasons supporting postponement.

Or
Option 2 - no time limit for request for postponement
A request for postponement by the school district or the OSPC may be submitted at any time prior to the Board
meeting. The request shall be in written form addressed to the Chair and Vice Chair of the Board and shall
include a statement of the reasons supporting postponement.

Chair/Vice Chair Response

An approval or disapproval shall be communicated in writing to the school district no later than 5 working days
before the hearing. If the postponement request is received within 5 working days of the hearing, the approval or
disapproval shall be communicated as soon as possible prior to the hearing. If the request for postponement is
approved, a new notice of hearing shall be mailed to the school district no later than 15 days before the new
hearing date.

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Appeals Processing Timeline
e OPSC receives the Form SAB 189 from District.

o  Within 5 business days
OPSC staff sends letter to the school district acknowledging receipt and informing the district of date
that item will be placed on SAB workload.

o  Within 40 days
OPSC staff, Executive Officer (EQ), AEO and other relevant personnel shall meet with the school
district.

e Within 60 days
Initial OPSC staff recommendation on appeal is provided to AEO and EO.

o  Within 65 days
AEOQ and EO have 5 days after receiving initial OPSC staff recommendation to review, edit and finalize
the recommendation.

e Within 70 days
OPSC staff mails a letter to the school district with the final recommendation.

o Within 80 days
The District shall inform OPSC staff in writing if they agree with the recommendation or wish to move
forward to have the item heard at the Board.

o Appeal is scheduled to be heard at next regular Board meeting — thus having the hearing within 120 days.
See the Attachment for a visual presentation of the timeline.

RECOMMENDATIONS

1. Seek direction from the full Board regarding the Committee’s recommendations for the appeals
procedure.

2. Seek direction from the Board regarding the request for postponement.
3. Adopt the OPSC proposed Appeals Processing Timeline.
BOARD ACTION

In considering this Item, the State Allocation Board approved staff's Option #2, which provides that a Request for
Postponement by the school district or the OPSC may be submitted at any time prior to the Board meeting. The
request shall be in written form addressed to the Chair and Vice-Chair of the Board and shall include a
statement of the reasons supporting postponement. Further, the Board approved that the first Request for
Postponement would automatically be granted with additional requests to be responded to by the Chair/Vice-
Chair. The Chair/Vice-Chair will communicate a response of the approval or disapproval in writing to the school
district no later than two working days from receipt of the request. However, if the Request for Postponement is
received the week of the Board meeting, the approval or disapproval shall be verbally communicated. The State
Allocation Board also approved the Appeals Processing Timeline, which allows for transparency, objectivity,
consistency and enhanced communication between school districts and the OPSC in processing appeals.

Said
documents were acted upon by the Board at its meeting on April 27, 2011.

WHEREAS, the Board has previously approved or determined to be approvable a number of projects for
construction or modernization eligibility of facilities for school districts and is making apportionments and/or unfunded
approvals for the grant amounts for projects that meet the Board’s criteria for the apportionment of grants pursuant to
Education Code Sections 17072.10 or 17074.10 or Board Regulations 1859.81.1 or 1859.83;

WHEREAS, Treasury Regulations Section 1.150-2 require the State (on whose behalf the Board is acting)
to declare its reasonable intent to provide grant funding to school districts, in accordance with Board policy and law,
for costs of the projects with proceeds of State bonds;

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED:

1. This Resolution is adopted by the Board for the purposes of establishing compliance with Treasury
Regulations Section 1.150-2, and this Resolution does not bind the Board to make any additional
apportionment, or bind the State to incur any indebtedness.

2. The Board anticipates that some or all of the school districts listed on the list of “Projects” referred
to in this Resolution will pay certain capital expenditures in connection with some or all of the
project costs prior to the issuance of bonds by the State to pay for the grants for the projects. The
reimbursement of such costs is consistent with the State’s budgetary and financial circumstances,
and in accordance with Board policy, as no other funds or accounts of the State have been
budgeted or are available to pay the costs of the projects on either a short-term or a long-term
basis.

3. The Board, acting on behalf of the State, hereby declares that it is the State’s official intent to use
proceeds of general obligation bonds that may become available for such purpose, consistent with
the requirements of law that are in effect at the time the funds are available, to provide grants in
accordance with applicable laws and regulations.

4, This Resolution shall be continuously available for inspection by the general public during normal
business hours at the offices of the Board at 707 3¢ Street, West Sacramento, California,
commencing within one week after the date of enactment of this Resolution.

5. Any eligibility determination does not constitute a commitment of future funding by the Board.

SCHOOL FACILITY PROGRAM UNFUNDED APPROVALS

PURPOSE OF REPORT

To present to the State Allocation Board (SAB) a list of School Facility Program (SFP) applications for unfunded
approval.

DESCRIPTION

At the January 2011 SAB meeting, the Board elected to provide an increase adjustment of 4.28 percent to projects
on the Unfunded Approvals List beginning with projects approved with a March 2010 SAB approval date. The
projects listed on the Attachment are reflective of the 4.28 percent increase adjustment.

AUTHORITY
Regulation Section 1859.2 defines an Unfunded List as an information list of unfunded projects.
SFP Regulation Section 1859.95 states:

“When the Board has no funds to apportion ..., the Board will also accept and process applications for
apportionment for purposes of developing an Unfunded List based on the date the application is ready for
Apportionment, with the exception of New Construction funding applications that utilize eligibility generated by the
Alternative Enroliment Projection.

An application for funding included on an Unfunded List is eligible for reimbursement subject to adjustments in the
New Construction Grants amount pursuant to Section 1859.77.”

BACKGROUND

At the March 11, 2009 SAB meeting, the Board requested that Staff continue to process applications to the SAB for
unfunded approval, up to the bonding authority. The Attachment reflects applications being presented for unfunded
approval, including SFP modernization and new construction projects in date order of a complete application being
received by the Office of Public School Construction (OPSC). The list also includes amended items and health and
safety facility hardship applications for funding that have been processed and are ready for approval regardless of
received date. The unfunded approval of the applications as reflected on the Attachment will not constitute a
guarantee of future funding.

RECOMMENDATIONS

1. Approve the SFP applications as presented on the Attachment.

2. Provide that these unfunded approvals do not constitute a guarantee of future funding.

PURPOSE OF REPORT

To present the District’s request to demonstrate under other evidence that substantial progress has been made.
BACKGROUND

The Fullerton Joint Union High School District received a School Facility Program (SFP) Career Technical Education
(CTE) grant apportionment on March 26, 2008, for the Sonora High School. Pursuant to SFP Regulation Section
1859.105(a)(1-4), the District was required to show that it had met substantial progress on this project by

February 26, 2011.

The SFP regulations require that Districts which receive an adjusted grant approval must demonstrate that
substantial progress has been made on the project within 18 months of receiving the fund release. Evidence of
substantial progress can be demonstrated by showing any of the following:

1. Atleast 75 percent of all site development work that is necessary prior to building construction activity is
complete.

2. Atleast 90 percent of the building construction activities are under contract, unless the building construction
activities are delayed as a result of necessary site development work.

3. All construction activities are at least 50 percent complete.

4, Other evidence satisfactory to the State Allocation Board (SAB) of circumstances beyond the control of the
district that precludes substantial progress being met.

This is a CTE modernization project for Transportation-Vehicle Maintenance. The project consists of modifying and
adding classroom area seating for 25-30 students, removal of lockers and repositioning of electrical outlets to create
more space, replacement of a 40-year old compressor to ensure safety and improve energy efficiency, removal of
an unsafe in-ground dynamometer rollers and replacing four leaking hydraulic hoists. The District has completed
$153,953 of work for the project which amounts to 40 percent of the total grant. The majority of remaining work for
this project still needs to be bid out and involves building a ramp conforming to ADA compliance. The delay in
bidding the rest of the project has been due to the close proximity of work to the agriculture farm and diesel CTE
project that is still pending for State funding. The work needs to be done in conjunction with the agricultural
farm/diesel project; otherwise, when the ADA ramp is put in, it would have to be torn out to do the work required for
the agricultural farm/diesel project. To maintain the educational program for the agriculture students, the District will
not be able to start the agricultural farm/diesel project until the summer. The District anticipates both the vehicle
maintenance and agricultural farm/diesel project to be completed by September 2011.

PURPOSE OF REPORT

To present two school district requests to deposit proceeds from the sale of a school site property, which
was purchased with district funds, into each school district’s General Fund.

DESCRIPTION

The school districts listed on the Attachment are requesting State Allocation Board

approval for the transfer of site sale proceeds into each school district's General Fund for one-time
expenditures. The school districts request this approval under the authority of Education Code (EC) Section
17463.71.

AUTHORITY

EC Section 17463.7 authorizes the use of site sale proceeds for one-time expenditures as long as the costs
are not related to a school district's on-going operations. EC Section 17463.7 provides that a school district
can deposit proceeds from the sale of surplus property into the General Fund for any one-time general fund
purpose. “One-time Expenditures” means costs paid by the general fund of a school district that are
nonrecurring in nature and do not commit the school district to incur costs in the future, and are exclusive of
Ongoing Expenditures.

EC Section 17463.7 eliminates the ten-year lockout from School Facility Program New Construction funding
imposed under EC Section 17462 if the surplus site was purchased with local funds.

BACKGROUND

Under EC Section 17463.7, school districts are ineligible for hardship funding under the Deferred
Maintenance Program for a period of five years after the proceeds are deposited into the General Fund. In
addition, a school district’s financial hardship assistance shall be reduced by an amount equal to that of a
school district’s one-time expenditure(s). A school district must certify the following:

that it has no major deferred maintenance needs;

that the site sale does not violate local bond restrictions; and

that the real property is not suitable to meet projected school construction needs for the next ten
years.

The school district must also present a plan to its School Board regarding the one-time expenditures and
explain why these expenditures will not result in on-going fiscal obligations for the school district.

SALE OF CHILDCARE, PRESCHOOL AND LATCHKEY FACILITIES

PURPOSE OF REPORT

To authorize applicant school districts/agencies to purchase Childcare, Preschool and Latchkey leased
facilities (Childcare) from the State Allocation Board (Board) under the amended Phase-Out Plan for the State
Relocatable Classroom Program (SRCP).

DESCRIPTION

The school districts listed on the Attachment have complied with all provisions of the Phase-Out Plan adopted
by the Board and amended to include Childcare facilities. The school districts that purchase the Childcare
facilities are responsible for all moving and set up costs.

Currently, there are 83 Childcare facilities available at 37 school districts. Included in this item are 21
Childcare facilities at 13 school districts. Should the Board approve this item, there will be 62 Childcare
facilities available for purchase.

AUTHORITY

Education Code Section 8277(h) reads in part “...if there is no longer a need for the relocatable facilities, the board

may dispose of them to public or private parties in the manner it deems to be in the best interests of the state.”

BACKGROUND

At the October 2005 meeting, the Board adopted a Phase-Out Plan for the SRCP. On February 28, 2007, the
Board amended the Phase-Out Plan to include relocatable facilities in the Childcare Programs.

The Childcare programs were created under Education Code Section 8477 et al. which required the California
Department of Education to fund the programs and required the Office of Public School Construction to
procure and administer the leases for the relocatable facilities. The facilities were leased to school
districts/agencies for one dollar per year. The Education Code also provided reimbursement funds to the
school districts/agencies for costs associated with moving the facilities. The facilities now range in age from
fourteen to twenty-four years of age and are at or nearing the end of their useful life and require repair or
disposal due to their age and/or condition. In addition, the funding for these programs has been depleted and
there are insufficient funds to move, repair or pay for reimbursement costs associated with moving the
facilities.

STAFF ANALYSIS/STATEMENTS

The Phase-Out Plan outlines a process for immediate disposal of all Childcare facilities and permits school
districts/agencies to purchase the relocatable facilities for one dollar. Since the inception of the programs,

districts/agencies have only been charged one dollar to lease the relocatable facilities and the cost to administer the
programs was previously subsidized by the State. Staff recommends the sale of 21 Childcare facilities as shown on

the Attachment.
RECOMMENDATION

Approve the sale of 21 Childcare facilities as shown on the Attachment.

PURPOSE OF REPORT

To present the District’s request for the State Allocation Board (SAB) to grant a refund of the 2006/07
Fiscal Year Unused Site Assessment fees.

DESCRIPTION

The District was assessed unused site fees in the amount of $6,161 for the 2006/07 Fiscal Year at the
December 12, 2007 SAB meeting. The fee was deducted from the District’s State School Fund
apportionment during the months of February through May 2008. Records show that this property was
acquired in 2002 and should not have been assessed a fee until the 2010/11 Fiscal Year. Therefore, the
District is entitled to a refund of the unused site assessment fees that were assessed in the 2006/07
Fiscal Year.

PURPOSE OF REPORT

To present a listing of Emergency Repair Program (ERP) applications to be considered for an unfunded
approval.

DESCRIPTION

The Local Educational Agencies (LEAs) listed on the Attachment have submitted a Grant Request (Form
SAB 61-03) for ERP funding. The applications have been reviewed by Staff and it has been determined
that the applications meet the regulations and requirements of the ERP.

The Attachment includes 91 grant requests, designated by “g” for projects that are not completed and/or
for which the funds have not been fully expended. It also includes 15 reimbursement requests,
designated by “e-r” as the projects are fully completed and paid for by the LEA. These reimbursement
projects also include submittals of the Expenditure Reports (Form SAB 61-04) by the LEA in addition to
the Form SAB 61-03.

ERP Regulation Section 1859.322 requires the Board to make apportionments on a monthly basis and
provides for an unfunded list to be generated when there is insufficient funding in any given month. The
ERP currently has no funds available. Therefore, all projects are placed on the Unfunded List.

ERP Regulations further stipulate that when funds become available, projects on the Unfunded List will be
apportioned in the order of date received. Once all ERP funds have been depleted, any applications
remaining on the Unfunded List will be returned to the LEA, and the Unfunded List shall be dissolved.

RECOMMENDATIONS

1. Approve the applications listed on the Attachment for inclusion on the ERP Unfunded List with a “SAB
Unfunded Approval” date of April 27, 2011.

2. Provide that these unfunded approvals do not constitute a guarantee of future funding.

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UPDATE ON FUND RELEASES FOR JANUARY AND FEBRUARY PRIORITY IN FUNDING
APPORTIONMENTS

Of the 26 apportionments (totaling approximately $107.6 million, including the 2011 CCl increase) made in
January, the OPSC has received 19 out of 19 fund release requests and have automatically released funds
for all seven auto releases for site/design only applications. To date, we have released approximately $85.2
million and expect to release the remaining funds soon. This translates to a 100 percent success rate for
the January Priority in Funding roundl!

Of the 20 apportionments (totaling approximately $87.9 million) made in February, the OPSC has received
12 fund release requests totaling $77.6 million. So far, we have released approximately $76.2 million
including auto releases for design only applications. The last day to submit a fund release for February PIF
items is May 23, 2011.

SEISMIC MITIGATION PROGRAM (SMP) UPDATE

The Board established Subcommittee on Seismic Mitigation held its first meeting on April 12, 2011 and its
second meeting yesterday. An update on both meetings will be provided as part of the reports section of
this agenda.

STATE AGENCY JOINT WORKSHOP

The OPSC, the California Department of Education (CDE), and the Division of the State Architect (DSA)
hosted a State Agencies’ Joint Workshop on March 24, 2011. This workshop represented the first in a series
of quarterly external workshops to be hosted jointly by the OPSC, the DSA, and the CDE. Presentation
topics included CDE Plan and Site Approval, Requirements under Title 5, CDE’s Role in the School Facility
Program, DSA Intake and Plan Approval, and OPSC Remaining Bond Authority and Funding Opportunities.
A total of 54 participants attended the workshop and 45 participants watched the webcast live. The archived
webcast, all materials, and a survey for feedback are available on the OPSC’s website.

NEW OUTREACH TEAM AT OPSC

In an effort to provide more focused and customized customer service, the OPSC has formed a new
Outreach and Training Team. Currently the team is in the midst of presenting a series of webinar
presentations aimed at providing an in depth understanding of the various programs offered through OPSC
and includes sections discussing program requirements as well as step by step tutorials for filling out
eligibility and funding forms. The current webinar series is running each Monday through May 16, 2011 and
will be archived for viewing on the OPSC website.

In addition to the webinar series, the Outreach and Training Team will be reaching out to school districts to
offer no cost assistance tailored to the individual needs of each district. This assistance can also be
requested at any time by contacting the OPSC.

PRIOR MINUTES

A motion was made, and carried, to approve the Minutes for the February 2011 SAB meeting. However,
Senator Hancock requested that her interpretation of the Chair's comments (Ms. Jeannie Oropeza) from the
January 2011 SAB meeting be reflected for the record as follows:

“Acting Chair, Ms. Oropeza, requested the deferral of the election for the Chair and

Vice-Chair positions until the February SAB meeting when the new DOF designee
could be present.”

EXECUTIVE OFFICER'S STATEMENT

Update on Results of December Priority in Funding Apportionments

The OPSC was pleased to report on the final results of the December State apportionments made from the
October 2010 Priority Funding Round. Of the 442 projects that received an apportionment, totaling $1.437
billion, the OPSC received over $1.436 billion in fund release requests, representing 441 projects. The result
was a 99.93 percent success rate for the first phase of this priority funding round.
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EXECUTIVE OFFICER’'S STATEMENT (cont.)

Update on Fund Releases for January and February Priority in Funding Apportionments

Of the 26 State apportionments (totaling approximately $103.6 million) made in January 2011, the OPSC
received 12 fund release requests totaling approximately $100.8 million. To date, the OPSC released
approximately $64.7 million. As a reminder, the last day to submit a fund release for the January Priorities in
Funding items is April 26, 2011. Of the 20 State apportionments (totaling approximately $87.9 million) made in
February 2011, the OPSC received eight fund release requests totaling $74.3 million. So far, the OPSC
released approximately $71. 2 million, including automatic releases for design only applications. As a reminder,
the last day to submit a fund release for the February Priorities in Funding items is May 23, 2011.

Process to Receive Accelerated Funding After Natural Disasters

Last month (February), the Board requested information regarding the process of receiving accelerated funding
after a natural disaster. Districts that have a funding application in-house or on the unfunded approvals list, that
experience a natural disaster (earthquake, fire, flooding, etc.), must submit a School District Appeal Request
(Form SAB 189) to the OPSC. The request must include an overview of the natural disaster that occurred and
the rationale for why accelerated funding is hecessary. The request should also explain whether or not the work
in the accelerated project directly addresses the damage caused by the natural disaster or if it is to assist with
cash flow. Each request will be presented to the Board for consideration on a case-by-case basis.

In response to this topic, Mr. Harvey asked if the Form SAB 189 would be required if the Governor declares an
area a disaster area? The Acting Executive Officer responded that the Form SAB 189 would be required and
that it would be helpful if these particular emergencies (Governor declarations) were made part of the request so
the OPSC could determine the extent of the impact to the project.

Seismic Update

The OPSC highlighted that in this Agenda for Board consideration was a request for a conceptual approval for a
Seismic Mitigation Program project. The State share amount of this project was equal to approximately $14.3
million. Also included in this Agenda was an updated report on the Seismic Mitigation Program that provided
details about the seismic evaluations recently completed, the balance of funds remaining from the grant
provided by the California Seismic Safety Commission, and the progress of the technical program review
workshop that occurred earlier this month.

State Agencies Joint Workshop — March 24, 2011

The CDE, the Division of the State Architect (DSA), and the OPSC hosted the first in a series of quarterly Joint
Workshops on March 24, 2011 from 9am-1pm in the Ziggurat Auditorium at 707 Third Street, West Sacramento.
The workshop was an opportunity for the State agencies to engage with their customers and stakeholders on
topics of importance regarding the standard project approval process. As of March 22nd, 52 participants had
registered to attend the workshop in person, in addition to a number of participants who viewed the event via
webcast. Registration and webcast information was available on the OPSC'’s website.

The Acting Executive Officer informed the Board that the Priorities in School Construction Funding/Cash
Management Sub-Committee hearing was scheduled for Tuesday, April 12, 2011, beginning at 3:00 p.m. to 5:00
p.m. at a location to be determined. She noted the importance of providing stakeholders another opportunity to
provide input on the issues set for this venue.

CONSENT ITEMS

The Board approved the Consent calendar as presented, with the exception of the Lynwood Unified School
District consent item (page 56). Senator Lowenthal was concerned that the District was not in agreement with the
staff recommendations and asked that this item be pulled from the Agenda, the District be contacted, and the item
be agendized for the April 2011 SAB meeting. Ms. Moore recused herself from voting on the Elk Grove Unified
School District consent item only, but voted to approve all other consent items.
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FINANCIAL REPORTS

Status of Fund Releases

The Acting Executive Officer presented this item to the Board. Ms. Moore questioned that if districts did not
come in by the April and May deadlines, would the funds revert back to available cash in order to continue to
fund down the Unfunded List? The Acting Executive Officer responded that the funds would revert back to the
program and be made available for the next funding round. The Board accepted the Status of Fund Releases
report as presented.

Status of Funds

The Acting Executive Officer presented this item to the Board. Mr. Harvey commented on the importance of
providing outreach to school districts that may qualify for funding under the Overcrowding Relief Grant (ORG)
Program. The Acting Executive Officer replied that staff would highlight at the joint workshop the opportunities
available under the ORG and simultaneously stimulate interest when staff presents the series of Webinars, one
of which focuses on Funding Opportunities. The Board accepted the Status of Funds report as presented.

ACTION ITEMS
Cuyama Joint Unified/Santa Barbara 58/75010-00-001

Mr. Juan Mireles, representing the SAB staff, presented this item to the Board. A motion was made, and
carried, to approve the staff's recommendations, which included, but is not limited to, an unfunded approval in
the amount of $279,954 for a rehabilitation project to replace the well at the Cuyama Elementary School.

West Contra Costa Unified/Contra Costa 51/61796-02-001

Mr. Dave Zian, representing the SAB staff, presented this item to the Board. Mr. Zian gave a brief overview of
the issues surrounding the District’s request for conceptual approval for the replacement of the main building at
the Portola Middle School, pursuant to the Seismic Mitigation Program under the School Facility Program (SFP)
Facility Hardship regulations. Mr. Zian further indicated that the District was requesting to construct the
replacement Portola main building at the Castro Elementary School site, which is a district-owned site but a
closed school site. A motion was made, and carried, to approve the staff's recommendations, which included,
but is not limited to, the following: 1) abandonment and replacement of the existing main building at the Portola
Junior High School site; and 2) the construction of the replacement main building (from the Portola site) at the
Castro Elementary School site. The SAB also recognized that the District would not request site acquisition
funding for the Castro School site since it is a district-owned site. Further, this approval provides that if the
District sells the existing Portola Junior High School site, it is required to sell the site and facilities at fair market
value and remit 50 percent of the proceeds to the State.

Cash Management System
This item was withdrawn.
Seismic Mitigation Funding Program

Mr. Dave Zian, representing the SAB staff, presented this item to the Board. Mr. Zian outlined that the California
Seismic Safety Commission provided a grant in the amount of $200,000 to the OPSC to enter into contracts with
seismic engineering contractors for the development of a uniform seismic evaluation template. Seismic
engineering contractors were to use this uniform template out in the field to evaluate the ability of school districts
to qualify for participation in the Seismic Mitigation Program. The OPSC surveyed school districts that were on
a list developed by the DSA as most vulnerable. Of those surveyed, nine school districts underwent seismic
engineering evaluations using the new template. In those nine school districts, 20 buildings were potentially
eligible. The California Seismic Safety Commission met on March 10, 2011 where the OPSC reported the new
template findings and also reported that $77,000 remains unspent from the original $200,000 grant after all the
final billings have been paid.
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Seismic Mitigation Funding Program (cont.)

The OPSC sought approval from the California Seismic Safety Commission to retain the remaining funds for
future outreach as there may be other school buildings that could potentially be identified in the future. The
request was granted. It was also noted that the Seismic Mitigation Program workshop convened with
representatives from the Legislature, California Seismic Safety Commission, DSA, OPSC, Cal-EMA, and the
DOF, in which discussions included current methodology, determining seismic risks, and the California model
(the current Seismic Mitigation Program) vs. the Oregon model, which utilizes a Federal FEMA model numerical
rating. In considering this Item, the SAB acknowledged the report. A motion was made, and seconded, to
establish a new sub-committee, which will be known as the “Seismic Mitigation Sub-Committee.” The members
assigned to this new sub-Committee are: Scott Harvey, who will be the Chair, Assembly Member Joan
Buchanan, and Ms. Kathleen Moore. In addition, the SAB requested that final recommendations come back to
the full SAB in May 2011, relating to perhaps new building types and the lowering of the spectral response
acceleration threshold or the ground shaking intensity (currently set at 1.68 g).

State Allocation Board Rules and Procedures Sub-Committee

Ms. Barbara Kampmeinert, representing the SAB staff, presented this item to the Board. Ms. Kampmeinert
provided an overview of the general concept for the appeals process discussed at the February 2011 SAB
Rules and Procedures Sub-Committee hearing. It was stated that the Sub-Committee adopted Option #1, which
provided a general plan for the appeals process; the first step being that upon reaching this agreement with
OPSC, a district would submit the Form SAB 189 to formally start the appeals process. The timeline for appeals
to come before the Board would be 90 to 120 days unless the appeal was related to a health and safety issue in
which case the timeline would be shortened to 60 to 90 days. Also, within five working days of receiving the
appeal, the OPSC would respond in writing to the school district acknowledging receipt of the appeal and
providing the date that the item would be placed on the SAB three-month workload. Requests for postponement
may be made by the school district or the OPSC, but must be submitted in writing to the Chair and the Vice-
Chair of the SAB no later than five working days prior to the SAB meeting. In addition, the Sub-Committee
requested that an appeal timeline that fits within that 90 to 120 days be developed by the OPSC. Concerns
were raised by several Board members regarding requests for postponement being submitted in writing to the
Chair and the Vice-Chair no later than five working days prior to the SAB meeting. The main focus of the
concern was that this timeframe did not allow school districts time to review the Board item and submit a letter
requesting postponement five days prior to the SAB meeting. The Board requested staff review the language
and timeline for further clarity.

Public Comments

e Mr. Tom Duffy, representing the Coalition for Adequate School Housing (CASH) organization, addressed
the Board in support of re-reviewing the timeline provided by staff to ensure school districts are given ample
time to respond to staff's position.

e Ms. Anna Ferrara, representing the County School Facilities Consortium, addressed the Board and asked
that an alternate form of delivering communications (i.e., electronic) be considered rather than the hard copy
mailing through the U.S. Postal Service, which may not always be the most reliable.

The Board put this item over for one month (to the April 2011 SAB meeting).

Additional Grant for General Site Development

Mr. Juan Mireles, representing the SAB staff, presented this item to the Board. Mr. Mireles provided a brief
synopsis of the general site development regulations. He stated that the regulations are currently going through
the public comment period and that the OPSC anticipates a decision in early May 2011 by the Office of
Administrative Law. He indicated that a time period is created, between January and May 2011, that the OPSC
may receive applications requesting the general site development grant. It was noted that staff provided three
options for the Board to consider: Option #1 — process applications without the general site development grant
and amend the projects after the regulations have become effective; Option #2 — request school districts to
withdraw and resubmit applications requesting the general site development grant once the regulations are in
effect; and Option #3 — hold any applications received until the regulations are in effect.
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Additional Grant for General Site Development (cont.)

A motion was made, and carried, to approve staff's Option #1, which would allow staff to process applications
without the general site development grant and bring the eligible projects back to the SAB to receive the
additional grant once the regulations have become effective.

Public Comment

Mr. Tom Duffy, representing the CASH organization, addressed the Board in support of staff's Option #1 and
requested that the Board agendize for discussion at a future SAB meeting to permanently include the general
site development grant allowance as part of the SFP.

STATE ALLOCATION BOARD SUB-COMMITTEE ON SEISMIC MITIGATION

PURPOSE OF REPORT

To present a summary of the Sub-Committee (Committee) on Seismic Mitigation discussion held on April 12,
2011.

DESCRIPTION

This item provides an update on the recent Committee discussion regarding the Seismic Mitigation Program
(SMP).

BACKGROUND

The State Allocation Board established the Committee on Seismic Mitigation at the March 2011 meeting. The
Committee members are Mr. Scott Harvey, Acting Director of General Services and Chair of the Committee,
Assembly Member Joan Buchanan and Ms. Kathleen Moore, Director of School Facilities Planning Division,
Department of Education.

SUMMARY OF COMMITTEE DISCUSSION

The Committee discussed previously identified barriers to accessing SMP funding, the status of the program and
a summary of current projects. The Committee considered options for promoting program participation,
including modifying eligibility requirements by lowering the short period spectral acceleration from 1.68g to 1.65¢g
and re-evaluating the previous list of potentially eligible buildings to ensure that all school campuses have been
identified. The Committee also discussed the option of transferring the SMP funding into a subset of the Facility

Hardship Program and potentially developing eligibility criteria for districts with hazardous buildings due to
seismic issues.

STAFF COMMENTS

The next Committee meeting is scheduled for Tuesday, April 26, 2011 from 3:30 to 5:00pm.

JOINT-USE FUND RELEASE STATUS REPORT

PURPOSE OF REPORT

To update the State Allocation Board (Board) on the status of fund release requests for recent School
Facility Program (SFP) Joint-Use apportionments.

DESCRIPTION

Per Board direction, this item provides the fund release status of five Joint-Use projects that were
apportioned at the October 6, 2010 Board meeting under the prior 18 month time limit to request a fund
release.

AUTHORITY

Section 1859.90 states, “...a district must submit the Form SAB 50-05, within 18 months of the
Apportionment of the SFP grant for the project or the entire New Construction Adjusted Grant,
Modernization Adjusted Grant or Type | or II, part of a qualifying SFP Modernization project, Joint-Use
Project apportionment shall be rescinded without further Board action, and the pupils housed in the project,
if applicable, will be added back to the district’s baseline eligibility....”

BACKGROUND

At the August 25, 2010 Board meeting, an item was presented regarding cash proceeds available for
apportionment. Of the $68.51 million available, the Board directed Staff to allocate $5 million dollars for
the Joint-Use Program.

At the October 6, 2010 Board meeting, the Board approved apportionments for five Joint-Use projects
totaling $6,799,848. The Board requested that Staff provide quarterly updates on the status of the fund
release liquidation for these projects.

At the January 26, 2011 Board meeting, Staff provided an update on the status of fund release liquidation
for the five projects. Lindsay Unified and Sacramento City Unified had submitted fund release requests for
three of the projects; 52/71993-00-001, 52/71993-00-002 and 52/67439-00-001. The remaining two districts
were in various stages of the bidding process and had anticipated submitting fund releases by late February
to early March.
