PURPOSE OF REPORT 
 


To request that the State Allocation Board (Board) make a finding that unforeseen circumstances exist with the site 
acquisition for the Los Angeles Unified School District’s (District) South Region High School #9 (site), and that the 
New Construction Additional Grant for Hazardous Waste Removal meets the Board’s criteria for unfunded approval. 


 
DESCRIPTION 


 
School Facility Program (SFP) Regulations limits funding that may be provided for allowable costs of hazardous 
materials/waste removal and/or remediation costs up to 150 percent of the appraised site value according to SFP 
Regulation Section 1859.74.1.  The limit may be exceeded with Board approval.  This site’s value is $36,760,516. 
Therefore, 150 percent of the site value is $55,140,774, which is the maximum hazardous materials/waste removal 
and/or remediation cost allowed without special Board approval. However, due to unforeseen circumstances, the 
District is requesting that the Board approve a total of $82,000,000 hazardous materials/waste removal costs of the 
site, which exceeds the cap by $26,859,226.  The 50 percent State share of the excess costs is $13,429,613. 
 


AUTHORITY 
 


SFP Regulation Section 1859.74.2 states: 
 
“With the exception of projects that received site acquisition funds under the LPP, the Board shall provide 
funding, in addition to any other funding authorized by these Regulations for the allowable costs of hazardous 
materials/waste removal and/or remediation costs. The allowable site costs shall not exceed 50 percent of one 
and one half times the value of an appraisal that conforms to Section 1859.74.1 for the costs in subsections (a), 
(a)(1) and (a)(2).... 
 
(a) The costs associated with the site acquisition and to implement the [Response Action] (RA) as determined 
necessary in the [Preliminary Environmental Assessment] (PEA) 
that has been approved by the Department of Toxic Substances Control (DTSC) subject to the following: 
(1) The costs for preparation of the RA. 
(2) The DTSC costs for review and oversight of the preparation and implementation of the RA. The costs may 
not include continuous operational and maintenance costs associated with the RA. 
… 
(d) The limitation of 50 percent of one and one half times the value of an appraisal for costs in subsections (a), 
(a)(1), and (a)(2) may be exceeded when the Board finds that unforeseen circumstances exist, and when both 
of the following exist: 
(1) CDE determines that the site is the best available site for meeting the educational and safety needs of the 
School District. 
(2) Substantiation that the costs are limited to the minimum required to complete the evaluation and RA 
approved by the DTSC.” 
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BACKGROUND 
 


The 35.2 acre site originally consisting of 35 parcels is currently owned by the District.  Historically, the site has been 
used for industrial and commercial operations including metal manufacturing, auto repair, chemical mixing, and 
pesticide formulation and testing.  The site was originally planned to contain an elementary school and high school.  
Various remediation cost estimates have been developed for the site, with the earliest remediation estimates 
prepared in 1990 ($3.5 to $5.1 million) based on very limited site investigation data.  A subsequent site investigation 
in 1997 resulted in remediation cost estimates totaling $4.6 million.  Based on that limited data, only certain parcels 
were determined to have required cleanup, and only very limited groundwater cleanup was assumed in these costs.  
Furthermore, the former Universal Cast Iron Company property (Parcel 22) was excluded from the 1997 evaluation.  
More recent investigations have identified significant soil, gas and groundwater contamination on this parcel.   
 
Subsequent DTSC involvement indicated these 1997 remediation estimates did not conform to DTSC standards. On 
May 20, 2003, the DTSC filed an imminent and substantial endangerment determination which stated that four of the 
site properties “pose an imminent and substantial endangerment to human health and the environment.” In response 
to these issues, the District embarked on a comprehensive site characterization process under DTSC oversight. 
This process involves identifying past and present land use, topography, hydrogeology (groundwater), surrounding 
land use, and chemicals of potential concern.  Recent investigations have identified significant soil, soil-gas, and 
groundwater contamination that were previously undetected.    
 
The chemicals of potential concern identified by a baseline human health risk assessment included volatile organic 
compounds (VOCs), semi-volatile organic compounds, polychlorinated biphenyls (PCBs) and metals.  These and 
other chemicals have proven to be in significantly higher concentrations than originally estimated in the 
Removal/Remedial Action Work plans previously completed.  Various remediation cost estimates have been 
prepared and refined over time as additional site characterization data were collected, thus resulting in the 
unforeseen circumstances.   
 
Although not all-inclusive, some specific examples of unforeseen circumstances are provided (See Attachment A 
“Summary of Remediation Cost Estimates” for additional detail.): 
 


1. Soil Contamination – Subsequent soil investigations conducted between 2005 and 2009, including a 
comprehensive soil Remedial Investigation (RI) work plan, identified numerous areas of soil contamination 
that previous investigations had not defined due to their limited nature.  For example, the volume of soil 
requiring removal in the RI work plan is estimated to be 42,000 cubic yards based on the current Remedial 
Action Plan (RAP), as approved by DTSC on June 15, 2010.  This volume of soil removal is the equivalent 
of 8.6 acres, one foot deep, significantly surpassing original estimates. 


 
2. Soil-gas – Site-wide soil-gas investigations performed under DTSC oversight determined that various areas 


of the site contained soil-gas VOCs at levels that would require cleanup.  Previous site characterization 
efforts only collected limited soil-gas data and the cleanup estimates did not evaluate the costs associated 
with mitigating vapor intrusion threats to future school structures. 


 
3. Groundwater Contamination – A significant groundwater contamination threat has been identified over 


time.  A site-wide Groundwater Monitoring Plan was prepared and submitted to the DTSC in 2003.  
Groundwater investigation work, which was performed in four primary phases between 2004 and 2008, 
identified a number of groundwater contaminant plumes that require significant cleanup. Early 
investigations did not identify these issues. 
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BACKGROUND (cont.) 
 


As discussed above, various remediation cost estimates have been prepared and refined for the site over time as additional site 
characterization data were collected.  The collection of insufficient site characterization data and the subsequent identification of 
additional soil, soil-gas, and groundwater contamination issues at the site have resulted in an increase in the remediation cost 
estimates compared to earlier estimates.   
 


STAFF COMMENTS 
 


The following three requirements must be met to exceed the limitation of 50 percent of one and one half times the value of an 
appraisal for costs pursuant to SFP Regulation Section 1859.74.2(d): 
 


A. The Board must find that unforeseen circumstances exist.  Such circumstances are described in the Background section 
above.   


 


B. The California Department of Education (CDE) must determine that the site is the best available site for meeting the 
educational and safety needs of the School District.  In a letter to the District dated November 19, 2008, the CDE 
determines that based on the information provided by the District, the site proposed for acquisition/use is the “best 
available alternative site” (Attachment B). 


 


C. The costs are limited to the minimum required to complete the evaluation and RAPs approved by the DTSC.  All 
investigative costs are limited to the actions DTSC requires to characterize the site.  Once the characterizations have been 
completed, DTSC requires risk assessments to determine the appropriate screening and cleanup levels.  The input 
parameters used in developing soil, soil-gas, and groundwater cleanup levels in the RAPs are defined in conjunction with 
the DTSC; therefore, the mitigation measures as defined in the RAPs represent the minimum amount of cleanup work that 
is required by DTSC. 


 


Without special Board approval, the maximum hazardous materials/waste removal and/or remediation costs are limited to the 150 
percent of the value of the site according to SFP Regulation Section 1859.74.1, which is $55,140,774. Due to unforeseen 
circumstances, the District is requesting a total of $82,000,000 for hazardous materials/waste removal costs, which exceeds the cap 
by $26,859,226 (50% State Share $13,429,613).  The additional costs require Board approval. Staff supports the District’s request 
to exceed the 150 percent cap for site acquisition costs related to hazardous materials/waste and /or remediation.

RECOMMENDATIONS 
 


1. Make a finding that unforeseen circumstances exist at the site for the District’s South Region High School #9 related to the 
hazardous materials/waste removal and/or remediation. 


 


2. Approve the District’s request for an unfunded approval for project 53/64733-00-420 including the additional amount of 
$13,429,613 (50 percent State share) for excess hazardous materials/waste removal and/or remediation costs in Attachment C.  


 


BOARD ACTION 
 


In considering this Item, the State Allocation Board (SAB) approved this item with the Consent portion of the agenda.  The SAB 
approved the staff’s recommendations, which the SAB:  1) made a finding that unforeseen circumstances existed at the site for 
the District’s South Region High School #9 related to the hazardous materials/waste removal and/or remediation; and 2) 
approved the District’s request for an unfunded approval for Project No. 53/64733-00-420, including the additional amount of 
$13,429,316 (50 percent State share) for excess hazardous materials/waste removal and/or remediation costs.

Section 1859.153(c).  The remaining $1,129,702 has not been released and is part of the unfunded amount of $63,262,366 under 
Authorized This Action. 


$10,479,685 of environmental hardship funding was released for South Region Middle School #4, 50/64733-00-141. The former middle school project
has been rescinded, and the environmental hardship funds are now part of this approval for South Region High School #9 because it encompasses
the entire site of the former middle school project. 


Due to the rescission of SFP Project Number 50/64733-00-141, the original pupil grants of 513 will be reduced by 342 pupil grants.   
Therefore, 171 K-6 pupils will be returned to the District's new construction eligibility baseline.

PURPOSE OF REPORT 


 
To clarify whether the San Joaquin County Office of Education’s (County Office) Financial Hardship savings can be 
applied to its Material Inaccuracy penalty. 


 
DESCRIPTION 


 
This is to clarify whether $79,529 of the County Office’s Financial Hardship savings can be applied to its $257,652 
Material Inaccuracy penalty, staff is providing an explanation of how the County Office’s Financial Hardship savings were 
calculated. Additionally, the related statutes and School Facility Program (SFP) Regulations are discussed. 


 
AUTHORITY 
 


Material Inaccuracy Penalties 
Education Code (EC) Section 17070.51(b) states that, “The board shall impose the following penalties if an 
apportionment and fund release has been made based upon information in the project application or related materials 
that constitutes a material inaccuracy.” 
 
EC Section 17070.51(b)(1) states that, “Pursuant to a repayment schedule approved by the board of no more than five 
years, the school district shall repay to the board…an amount proportionate to the additional funding received as a result 
of the material inaccuracy including interest.”  
 
Financial Hardship Savings 
SFP Regulation Section 1859.103 states that, “the State’s portion of any savings declared by the district or determined 
by the OPSC by audit must be used to reduce the SFP financial hardship grant of that project or other financial hardship 
projects within the district for a period of three years from the date the savings were declared by the district or 
determined by the OPSC audit. Any interest earned on a financial hardship project not expended on eligible project 
expenditures will be treated as savings and will be used to reduce the SFP financial hardship grant for that project.” 


 
BACKGROUND 
 


Prior Board Actions 
Consistent with past State Allocation Board (Board) actions, Financial Hardship savings have been returned in addition 
to Material Inaccuracy penalties. At the May 23, 2007 Board meeting, the Board found that the Clay Joint Elementary 
School District (District) had a Material Inaccuracy, and the Board assessed a statutory interest penalty. Similar to the 
County Office, the District had both a statutory Material Inaccuracy interest penalty and Financial Hardship savings. In 
the District’s case, none of the Financial Hardship savings were applied to the Material Inaccuracy penalty.

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BACKGROUND (cont.) 


 
As a result of the County Office’s written request and agreement to return Financial Hardship savings, the Board 
closed eight County Office projects and required the return of the Financial Hardship savings at its May 2011 meeting. 
Additionally, at its June 2011 meeting, the Board required the County Office to repay $257,652 as part of the County 
Office’s Material Inaccuracy penalties. These two independent actions require the County Office to return the full 
amount of its Financial Hardship savings and the full amount of its Material Inaccuracy penalty. On seven of the eight 
projects in question, the County Office has fully repaid its Financial Hardship savings. 


 
STAFF ANALYSIS/STATEMENTS 
 


Financial Hardship Savings Calculation 
To demonstrate how the County Office’s Financial Hardship savings were calculated, refer to the formula below. For 
more detail, Attachment A provides project-specific calculations. 
 


State Grant plus District Match plus Interest Earned less Eligible Project Expenditures equals Financial Hardship Savings  
 
Financial Hardship Savings (Interest Earned portion) 
As noted in the formula above, for any Financial Hardship project, interest earned is considered part of the total Financial 
Hardship savings. While in the County Office’s possession, the State’s bond funds earned $414,994 in interest, of which 
$79,529 was attributed to interest accrued during the premature fund release period (the time period between the false 
certification dates and the dates the County Office actually met the fund release requirements). See Attachment B for the 
County Office’s calculations.

Use of Financial Hardship Savings 
At its meeting on May 25, 2011, the Board closed these projects and required the return of Financial Hardship savings. 
Per SFP Regulation Section 1859.103, the County Office, and all Financial Hardship districts may choose one of two 
options regarding their Financial Hardship savings: 
 


1. Return the Financial Hardship savings to the State to reduce the Financial Hardship contribution on the 
project. 


2. Retain the project savings to reduce the State’s Financial Hardship contribution on a future project in the next 
three years. After the three year timeline, any savings remaining, including additional interest earned, must be 
returned to the State. 


 
In this case, the County Office chose Option 1 for seven of eight projects, and a combination of Option 1 and 2 for the 
eighth project. As a result of both of these two options, the return of Financial Hardship savings allows for an 
equivalent reduction in the State apportionment. If the County Office is allowed to apply some of or its entire Financial 
Hardship savings to its Material Inaccuracy penalty, the State apportionment would not be reduced by the appropriate

amount required in SFP Regulations. No other options for the use of Financial Hardship savings exist in statute or SFP 
Regulations. Therefore, there is no provision in regulation that allows Financial Hardship savings to apply to a Material 
Inaccuracy penalty. 
 
Material Inaccuracy Penalties 
The full amount ($257,652) of the Material Inaccuracy penalty was approved at the June 22, 2011 Board meeting. 
The Material Inaccuracy statutory interest penalty is required by EC Section 17070.51(b)(1). There is no provision in 
law that allows the Board to offset, reduce, or change the statutory interest penalty amount. The return of Financial 
Hardship savings (required by SFP Regulation Section 1859.103), is a separate and distinct requirement and cannot 
be applied to the penalty.  
 


RECOMMENDATION 
 


Take no action (this would affirm that the County Office is not permitted to apply any of its Financial Hardship savings 
to its Material Inaccuracy penalty) 
 


 
 
BOARD ACTION 
 


In considering this Item, a motion to review in light of the Attorney General’s opinion, the issue that has been referred to 
as the double dip for both the San Joaquin County Office of Education (COE) and the prior school district (Clay Joint) 
and bring it back to the SAB for action, was made, seconded, and it failed.  As a result of that outcome, staff’s 
recommendation was upheld which was to take no action (this would affirm that the San Joaquin COE is not permitted to 
apply any of its Financial Hardship savings to its Material Inaccuracy penalty).

DISBURSAL OF BOND SALE PROCEEDS UNUSED BY THE CHARTER SCHOOL FACILITIES PROGRAM 


 
PURPOSE OF REPORT 
 


To present options for the disbursal of unused bond sale proceeds within the Charter School Facilities Program (CSFP). 
 


DESCRIPTION 
 


Approximately $28.9 million in bond sale proceeds made available by the Board for purposes of providing advance 
fund releases for design and/or site acquisition to qualified CSFP projects remains unused at the conclusion of the 
two CSFP advance fund release filing rounds.  Staff is seeking direction on how to disburse the funds. 
 


AUTHORITY 
 
Education Code Section 17070.35(a) states, “In addition to all other powers and duties as are granted to the board by 
this chapter, other statutes, or the California Constitution, the board shall do all of the following: 
(1)  Adopt rules and regulations, pursuant to the rulemaking provisions of the Administrative Procedure Act, 


Chapter 3.5 (commencing with Section 11340) of Part 1 of Division 3 of Title 2 of the Government Code, for 
the administration of this chapter… 


(2)  Establish and publish any procedures and policies in connection with the administration of this chapter as it 
deems necessary….” 


 
BACKGROUND 
 


The Board has made bond sale proceeds available at various points in the past year for advance fund release requests 
for those with a Preliminary Charter School Apportionment.  The following is a brief timeline of Board decisions: 
 
 8/25/10 – The Board made $10 million available for CSFP advance fund release requests. 
 10/6/10 – The Board approved a 30-day filing period and a lottery among the applicants as the method to 


determine who would receive the funds.  Requests at the close of the 30-day filing period totaled $56 million.   
 12/15/10 – The Board made an additional $46 million available to honor all requests from the filing period.  
 12/15/10 – The Board also made an additional $50 million available to be disbursed via a second advance fund 


release-filing period. 
 5/25/11 – The Board approved the reservation of $73.5 million from future bond sale proceeds to cover 


remaining advances. 
 
The charter schools that participated in the first filing round were given a deadline of April 18, 2011 to submit a valid 
Fund Release Authorization (Form SAB 50-05).  Of the $56 million made available, $41.8 million in valid fund release 
requests were submitted, leaving approximately $14.2 million in bond sale proceeds unused.  
 
The charter schools that participated in the second filing round were given a deadline of July 6, 2011 to submit a valid 
Form SAB 50-05.  Of the $50.0 million available for the second filing round, $35.3 million in valid fund release 
requests were submitted, leaving an additional $14.7 million in bond sale proceeds unused.  Valid requests submitted 
for both rounds totaled $77.1 million.  The total amount of unused bond sale proceeds for both rounds is $28.9 
million, all of which is from Proposition 1D.

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STAFF ANALYSIS/STATEMENTS 
 


Since the deadlines for any charter school to request these bond sale proceeds have expired, the Board can disburse 
the $28.9 million at its discretion.  In doing so, the Board may wish to consider other circumstances relating to the 
CSFP.  All outstanding CSFP advance fund releases have been placed on the unfunded approvals list by order of the 
Preliminary Apportionment date.  At its May 2011 meeting, the Board approved a set aside of $73.5 million in future 
bond sale proceeds to meet the needs of all remaining CSFP advance fund releases on the unfunded approvals list 
at that time, including those who participated in the first advance fund release filing round but did not submit a valid 
Form SAB 50-05.  Per the Board’s action, the $73.5 million in future proceeds are to be made available for a six 
month time period during which a valid Form SAB 50-05 could be submitted for any and all CSFP advance fund 
releases. 


 
The $73.5 million does not include those from the second advance fund release filing round that did not submit a valid 
Form SAB 50-05, as that round did not close until July 6, 2011.  This figure also included estimates on un-awarded 
Preliminary Apportionments.  After reconciling previous estimates and adding the unused second round requests, the 
total remaining need for CSFP advance fund release requests is $94.2 million.  Depending on how the Board 
determines to disburse the current cash available, it may be prudent to consider setting aside additional future bond 
sale proceeds to meet the $20.7 million increase in advance fund release needs of the program.   


 
Setting aside future bond sale proceeds for all CSFP projects to access their respective advance fund release(s) will 
place CSFP projects back on par with other SFP projects in the competition for future bond sale proceeds.  This will 
also mean that the advance fund release process that existed prior to the fiscal crisis would again be available to 
CSFP participants.  The Board could decide to re-activate all Preliminary Charter School Apportionments and resume 
the statutory timelines at the conclusion of the six-month time period without any disadvantage to the applicants. 
 
Staff presents the following options for the disbursal of the $28.9 million in cash proceeds on hand:   


 
Option 1 – Make the cash available for other projects on the Unfunded Approvals list through the priority 
funding process 
 
Since the funding was made available to all Preliminary Charter School Apportionments and has not been requested 
for advance fund releases at this time, the Board could decide to use all of the proceeds to fund other SFP projects 
on the unfunded approvals list.  At its May 2011 meeting, the Board approved regulatory changes that establish bi-
annual 30 day certification filing periods during which projects on the Unfunded Approvals list (including CSFP 
advance fund releases) may request consideration to receive bond sale proceeds for their projects by certifying that 
they will submit a valid Form SAB 50-05 within 90 days of apportionment (CSFP advance fund releases for site 
acquisition have 180 days).  Per the proposed regulations, these certifications will be valid for six months and any 
bond sale proceeds, rescissions, return of savings, or any other cash returning to the SFP will be used to fund 
projects on the list.  Under this option, the $28.9 million in unused CSFP funds could be used in the same manner as 
rescission funds and fund the projects at the top of the list that submit a valid certification (including health an safety 
projects). 
 
If the Board were to choose this option and also opted to set aside future bond sale proceeds to cover all remaining 
CSFP advance fund release requests in the future, a separate action to set aside $20.7 million, in addition to the 
already approved $73.5 million, would be required. 
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STAFF ANALYSIS/STATEMENTS (continued) 
 


Option 2 – Apply the cash towards the future set aside of bond sale proceeds for CSFP advance fund releases 
 


At its May 2011 meeting, the Board approved the setting aside of $73.5 million in future bond sale proceeds to meet 
the needs of all remaining CSFP advance fund releases on the unfunded approvals list.  As stated above, the actual 
need is $94.2 million.  Since the $28.9 million had been previously reserved for the CSFP, the Board could decide to 
keep it reserved for the CSFP.  The funds would be available to be accessed immediately by submittal of a valid 
Form SAB 50-05 and would be available for a period of six months on a first come-first served basis.  Should the 
Board choose this option, it would only need to reserve $65.3 million in future bond sale proceeds to meet the 
remaining CSFP advance fund release need.   
 


This option makes funding more immediately available for CSFP advance fund releases; however, these proceeds 
were already recently available and have gone unused to date.  


 
Option 3 – Reserve the proceeds for CSFP construction projects 
 


In light of the fact that the funds were originally reserved for the CSFP, there is support from some stakeholders to 
use the $28.9 million to fund CSFP full funding applications that are on the unfunded approvals list.  There are four 
CSFP projects totaling $25.3 million currently on the unfunded approvals list.  All four have indicated that they would 
be able to submit a valid Form SAB 50-05 within 90 days of apportionment.  However, the bond source of the 
available proceeds is Proposition 1D.  While the project with the earliest unfunded approval date is a Proposition 1D 
project and would be fully funded, the project with the second earliest unfunded approval date is a Proposition 55 
project.  The project would either have to be passed over to fund the third and fourth CSFP projects on the unfunded 
list or the project would have to be allowed to switch bond sources from Proposition 55 to Proposition 1D.  
Unfortunately, the CSFP has only $3.7 million in remaining Proposition 1D bonding authority, and the project’s 
unfunded approval is approximately $7.1 million; therefore, only partial funding could be offered if the Board were to 
allow the bond source switch.    


 


Allowing this option and allowing the bond source switch of the Proposition 55 project would leave a balance of 
approximately $6.9 million in Proposition 1D proceeds that would be available for future CSFP full funding 
applications.  It is important to note that using the funds for these purposes, while keeping the proceeds within the 
CSFP, would result in passing over qualified projects from other SFP programs with earlier unfunded approval dates 
(including four health and safety projects totaling $1.6 million) that may be ready to submit a valid Form SAB 50-05. 


 


RECOMMENDATIONS 
 


1. Seek Board direction on how to disburse the $28.9 million in bond sale proceeds. 
 


2. Based on the Board’s action regarding Recommendation 1, seek Board direction as to whether to augment the 
previously approved set aside of $73.5 million in future bond sale proceeds by an additional $20.7 million to 
cover all possible future CSFP advance fund release needs.  


 


3. Declare that all Preliminary Charter School Apportionments for which advance funding is reserved will be re-
activated effective at the conclusion of the future six-month filing period (per prior Board direction this filing period 
will be established once additional proceeds are made available from the next bond sale). 


 


BOARD ACTION 
 


In considering this Item, the State Allocation Board (SAB) approved 1) staff’s Option #3, which would reserve the 
proceeds for the CSFP construction projects and the $6.9 million would remain with the CSFP; 2) Recommendation 
#2, which augmented the previously approved set aside of $73.5 million in future bond sale proceeds by an additional 
$20.7 million, for a total of $94.2 million, to cover all possible future CSFP advance fund release needs; and 3) 
Recommendation #3, which declared that all Preliminary Charter School Apportionments for which advance funding 
has been reserved would be reactivated effective at the conclusion of the future six-month filing period (per prior SAB 
direction, this filing period will be established once additional proceeds are made available from the next bond sale).

PURPOSE OF REPORT 
 


 To present the Fresno County Office of Education’s (COE) request to change the scope of its previously apportioned 
new construction project. 


 


DESCRIPTION 
 


The COE requests approval to change the scope of its new construction project to add a solar power generation 
system that was not included in the plans submitted with the original funding application that received an 
apportionment in December 2007. 


 


AUTHORITY 
 


Education Code (EC) Section 17070.63(a) states, “The total funding provided under this chapter shall constitute the 
state's full and final contribution to the project and for eligibility for state facilities funding represented by the number 
of unhoused pupils for which the school district is receiving the state grant. As a condition of receipt of funds, a 
school district shall certify that the grant amount, combined with local funds, shall be sufficient to complete the school 
construction project for which the grant is intended.” 


 


School Facility Program (SFP) Regulation Section 1859.103 states, “With the exception of savings attributable to a 
site apportionment made pursuant to Sections 1859.74.5 or 1859.81.2, the State’s portion of any savings declared by 
the district or determined by the [Office of Public School Construction] OPSC by audit must be used to reduce the 
SFP financial hardship grant of that project or other financial hardship projects within the district for a period of three 
years from the date the savings were declared by the district or determined by the OPSC audit.” 


 


BACKGROUND 
 


Between January 2005 and December 2007, the COE received an $8.9 million apportionment (100 percent State 
funded) to build a new community school with 12 portable classrooms, administrative facilities, kitchen/multi-purpose 
room area, a library, and restroom facilities. During the project, the COE decided to not construct a handicap-
accessible pool that was a deductive alternate in the originally approved plans. According to the COE’s appeal this 
decision was made due to “ongoing maintenance, liability issues, and the inability to use the pool in the cool season.” 
The Notice of Completion for this project was issued on April 9, 2009 and the school was occupied in 2009. Based on 
the COE’s most recent Expenditure Report (Form SAB 50-06) dated February 3, 2011, the project is 99 percent 
complete, and has expenditures totaling $7.7 million (the total State grant was $8.9 million). 
 


Prior Board Actions 
At the June 22, 2011 State Allocation Board (Board) meeting, the Board did not approve the Butte COE’s appeal to 
add additional scope (a library) to its new construction project. Similar to Fresno COE, Butte COE’s projects also 
received 100 percent State funding.

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STAFF ANALYSIS/STATEMENTS 
 


The project apportioned on December 12, 2007 consisted of 12 portable classrooms, administrative facilities, kitchen/multi-
purpose room area, a library, and restroom facilities. A solar power generation system was not originally included in the 
plans. Due to the removal of the handicap-accessible pool, the COE has approximately $0.5 million in residual funds, 
which it would like to use to add new scope to the project. 
 


The COE is not requesting any additional funds for this additional scope. The COE has received feedback from the 
California Department of Education (CDE) that CDE reviewed the project and found it remains consistent with the 
California Code of Regulations, Title 5. The COE has stated that receiving Division of the State Architect (DSA) approval 
should require minimal review because the additional scope includes structures that have already been pre-checked by 
DSA. 
 


 “Full and Final” Apportionment 
Staff reviewed the COE’s request and has found that, because the new scope was not part of the original project, adding it 
to the existing approval would expand the scope of the project in a way that is inconsistent with EC Section 17070.63(a). 
This Education Code section states that “the total funding provided under this chapter shall constitute the state's full and 
final contribution to the project.” 
 


Financial Hardship Savings 
This project was approved as a Financial Hardship project with 100 percent State funding. Currently, the SFP regulations 
do not allow Financial Hardship districts to retain the State’s share of savings, because the district does not contribute its 
full 50 percent matching share to the project. In the COE’s appeal, it states “as a result of exercising the deductive 
alternate and receiving a favorable bid, the [COE] … now has the funds within the approved grants already received for the 
project to complete the solar power generation system at the site.” In other words, without the addition of the new scope, 
this project is anticipated to generate savings, which are identified by the time the expenditure audit is complete. If returned 
to the State, the Financial Hardship savings could be used to fund other Board-approved projects. 
 


Additionally, the added project scope was not part of the original apportioned project. Approving the COE’s request would 
set a precedent that would substantially change the Financial Hardship program by allowing Financial Hardship districts to 
essentially retain the State’s share of project savings and potentially allow an unfair advantage to Financial Hardship 
districts. 


  


Other Funding Options 
The COE has another option for applying for State funding for the additional project scope. If the COE were to construct 
additional classrooms in the future, it may be possible to add the new scope as part of a future funding application. The 
COE currently has new construction eligibility available and its enrollment has increased in the last three years. As of July 
12, 2011, there is $249.2 million in remaining new construction bond authority. Staff encourages the COE to reapply soon. 
 


Based on the information presented, Staff has administratively denied the District’s request. 
 


BOARD OPTIONS 
 


1. Take no action, which would allow Staff’s administrative action to stand. 
 


2. Grant the District’s appeal. 
 
BOARD ACTION 
 


In considering this Item, the State Allocation Board (SAB) approved the District’s appeal which would allow the District to 
change the scope of its previously apportioned new construction project to include a solar power generation system.

PURPOSE OF REPORT 
 


To present the District’s request to include an Energy Efficiency grant in an unfunded approval for its 
Overcrowding Relief Grant (ORG) application.  


 
DESCRIPTION 
 


The District is requesting an ORG unfunded approval for Liggett Elementary which includes an additional 
grant that was denied during the application review process.  The District is requesting the Energy Efficiency 
grant totaling $91,120.  If approved, the Energy Efficiency Grant would trigger a Labor Compliance Program 
grant of $20,796.   


 
AUTHORITY 
 
 See Attachment B. 
 
BACKGROUND 
 


The District submitted a funding application as part of the seventh ORG funding cycle.  The application was received 
on January 31, 2011.  As part of the application review process it was determined the District was ineligible to 
receive Energy Efficiency funds. 
 
The Energy Efficiency grant is a supplemental allowance available to districts with projects that have increased costs 
associated with plan design and other project components for school facility energy efficiency. In order to receive the 
grant, facilities in the proposed new construction project must exceed the nonresidential building energy efficiency 
standards as specified in Title 24, Part 6 of the California Code of Regulations by 15 percent.  The percentage that a 
project exceeds the nonresidential building energy efficiency standards is verified by the Division of the State 
Architect (DSA).   
 
As part of the application the District submitted all of the necessary documentation required to be eligible for the 
Energy Efficiency grant.  However, Staff determined that the District is ineligible for the Energy Efficiency grant as the 
grant is a subset of Kindergarten-University Public Education Act of 2002 and 2004 (Propositions 47 and 55), while 
the ORG program was established in Kindergarten-University Public Education Act of 2006 (Proposition 1D).  
 
At the March 2010 meeting, the Board opened a one year filing period for districts to apply for remaining Energy 
Efficiency funding made available by cash returned to the program.  The one year filing period ended on April 1, 
2011.  With the exception of $100,000 reserved by Staff pending the outcome of this appeal, the remaining Energy 
Efficiency authority was transferred to the new construction program.  If the District is not awarded Energy Efficiency 
funds as part of this appeal, the reserved authority will be transferred to the new construction fund.  
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STAFF ANALYSIS/STATEMENTS 
 


District Position 
 
The District believes that they are eligible for the Energy Efficiency grant, as the regulations do not exclude ORG 
projects.  The District has also quoted Education Code (EC) Section 17079.20(c) which states, “The board shall 
require that applicant school districts comply with all of the same conditions otherwise required for new construction 
funding pursuant to this chapter.” The District interpretation of this section is that the ORG requires projects to 
comply with the same conditions as new construction projects and the District is eligible for Energy Efficiency funds 
as they are available to new construction projects.   
 
As part of the application submittal, the District complied with all of the conditions, per EC section 17079.20(c), 
required for Energy Efficiency and submitted the necessary DSA certification. 
 
It is the District’s position that the OPSC has a limited interpretation of EC sections 100620(e) and 100820(e) 
interpreting the word “inclusive” to mean “only” and “exclusively”.  The District believes there are alternate ways to 
interpret the EC.  The District references EC Section 2 which states, “The code establishes the law of this state 
respecting the subjects to which it relates, and its provisions and all proceedings under it are to be liberally 
construed, with a view to effect its objects and promote justice.”  
 
The District opines that sections (a) through (e) of the EC Sections 100620 and 100820 are eligible for Energy 
Efficiency funding as well as others that meet the technical and DSA certified qualifications for the Energy Efficiency 
program as stated in EC and regulation, without exclusion of the ORG projects. The District contends that when 
multiple interpretations are possible, the Board should choose the most permissive interpretation.  


 
Staff Position 
 
Statutory Limitations 
 
The EC stipulates that the Energy Efficiency grant allowance was provided in Propositions 47 and 55; however, 
Proposition 1D did not provide for this allowance.  Energy Efficiency grants were not continued through Proposition 
1D.  The grant is specifically tied to the funds and programs allocated through the Proposition 47 and 55 bond 
programs.  
 
In EC Section 100620 (e), it states that “From the total amounts set forth in paragraphs (1) to (6), inclusive, of 
subdivision (a), a total of no more than twenty million dollars ($20,000,000) shall be used for the costs of energy 
conservation adjustments authorized pursuant to Section 17077.35.”  Paragraphs one through six are the funding 
allotments for the New Construction, Facility Hardship, Modernization, Charter School, Joint-Use and Critically 
Overcrowded Schools (COS) programs.  This language indicates that the funds set aside for Energy Efficiency as 
part of Proposition 47 can be allotted specifically within the New Construction, Facility Hardship, Modernization, 
Charter School, Joint-Use and COS programs.  The Energy Efficiency grant is tied to the Proposition 55 funds for the 
specified types of projects. The language contained in Proposition 55 is similar to the language in Proposition 47.  
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STAFF ANALYSIS/STATEMENTS (cont.) 
 


Distinction Between the ORG and Other SFP Programs 
 


The ORG was established by Proposition 1D and provides a specialized program allowing districts to replace portable 
classrooms on overcrowded school sites with permanent classrooms.  The program provides unfunded approvals through 
a funding cycle system.  The ORG is a self contained program in which the district must apply for program eligibility which 
is completely isolated from all other forms of district eligibility (i.e. New Construction, Modernization, etc.).  The ORG is a 
program (created by Proposition 1D)  that is not in direct competition for bond authority with programs that have the ability 
to utilize funding from Propositions 47, 55, and 1D (New Construction, Modernization, etc.).  
 


ORG program applications must comply with the same conditions required of new construction projects in the submittal of 
a complete funding application.  Under the ORG program, districts are building new structures, thus these structures must 
be approved by the DSA, must meet the site acquisition requirements, and must meet any requirements imposed by all 
governing bodies involved in the oversight of school construction.  One main difference between the ORG and the new 
construction program is that the ORG program derives its eligibility from a specific formula separate from the new 
construction program.  Another is that the funding source is separate, as ORG projects do not vie for the same bond 
authority as traditional new construction projects. Since ORG projects do not draw down new construction eligibility, or 
compete for the same funding source, they are not the same as new construction projects and must obey the limitations 
imposed by that program and bond source.   
 


Legal Opinion 
 


Staff has received the following legal opinion from counsel:  “The ORG program was created through the passage of 
Kindergarten-University Public Education Act of 2006 (Proposition 1D), and ORG projects may only be funded with bond 
proceeds from that Bond Act that created the program. Energy Efficiency grants were created by Kindergarten-University 
Public Education Act of 2002 and 2004 (Propositions 47 & 55) and are available to projects funded from those Bond Acts 
but not for projects funded from Proposition 1D.” 


 


Other Factors 
 


If the District’s appeal is approved, the Board will need to provide an additional grant of approximately $20,796 for the 
Labor Compliance Program as the project will receive funding out of Proposition 47 or 55.  
 


Conclusion 
 


Staff supports the design and implementation of energy efficient measures in projects.  Unfortunately, there is no 
mechanism to allow the District to receive Energy Efficiency grants for an ORG project approved out of Proposition 1D, as 
is not allowed in the statute.  However, there is a mechanism for ORG projects to qualify for grants to support energy 
efficient measures via the High Performance Incentive Grant Program.  
 


Staff is unable to recommend the approval of the District’s appeal and has administratively denied the District’s request. 
 


BOARD OPTIONS 
 


1. Take no action, which would allow Staff’s administrative action to stand.  
2. Grant the District’s appeal.  


 


BOARD ACTION 
 


In considering this Item, the State Allocation Board (SAB) approved the funding application without the energy efficiency 
grant, which allowed the District to receive an unfunded approval in the amount of $2,809,349 for this project.  The SAB 
held over the energy efficiency discussion while a legal opinion from Legislative Counsel was being requested.

AUTHORITY 
 
Education Code (EC) Section 2 states, “The code establishes the law of this state respecting the subjects to 
which it relates, and its provisions and all proceedings under it are to be liberally construed, with a view to 
effect its objects and promote justice.” 
 
EC Section 17077.30 states, “(a) As part of the requirements for submission of an application to the State 
Allocation Board for funding pursuant to this chapter for any new construction or modernization project, the 
applicant school district may, at the time of submission of the final drawings to the Division of the State 
Architect, certify that an energy analysis and report has been prepared that sets forth the utility savings that 
would be generated if the facilities were designed, constructed, and equipped, with the energy efficiency 
and renewable technologies that would make the facilities exceed the minimum building energy-efficiency 
standards mandated for new public buildings pursuant to the latest edition of the California Building 
Standards Code through the use of energy efficiency and renewable energy technologies. 
(b) The energy analysis and report shall include a verifiable life-cycle cost analysis for each proposed 
energy conservation measure and renewable energy that may include, but need not be limited to, 
photovoltaic parking lot and security lighting, and solar swimming pool and domestic water heating, showing 
a return on investment of less than 15 years. 
(c) The cost of the energy analyses and reports shall not exceed: 
(1) Seven thousand five hundred dollars ($7,500) per project for elementary schools. 
(2) Ten thousand dollars ($10,000) per project for middle schools. 
(3) Fifteen thousand dollars ($15,000) per project for high schools. 
(d) An applicant school district may count the following funds or expenditures toward meeting the local 
matching funds requirement under this chapter: 
(1) The amount from any local sources actually expended on the project by the applicant school district for 
an energy audit. 
(2) The amount actually applied to the project from any incentive, grant, or rebate, received by the applicant 
school district from a program funded pursuant to Section 381 of the Public Utilities Code.” 
 
EC Section 17077.35 states, “(a) An applicant school district may include plan design and other project 
components that seek school facility energy efficiency approaching the ultimate goal of school facility energy 
self-sufficiency, and may seek a grant adjustment for the state's share of the increased costs associated 
with those components. 
(b) Energy efficiency components that are eligible for inclusion into a project pursuant to this section include, 
but are not limited to, conservation, load reduction technologies, peakload shifting, solar water heating 
technologies as described in subparagraph (A) of paragraph (2) of subdivision (b) of Section 25619 of the 
Public Resources Code and as rated and certified by the Solar Rating and Certification Corporation, the use 
of ground source temperatures for heating and cooling, photovoltaics, and technologies that meet the 
emerging technology eligibility criteria established by the State Energy Resources Conservation and 
Development Commission pursuant to Section 383.5 of the Public Utilities Code. A project that received 
funding from the renewable energy program administered by the State Energy Resources Conservation and 
Development Commission is not eligible for a grant adjustment under this section. 
(c) In order to be eligible for the grant adjustment pursuant to this section, the building proposed for the 
project, including the energy-efficiency and renewable energy measures utilized pursuant to this section, 
shall exceed the nonresidential building energy-efficiency standards specified in Part 6 (commencing with 
Section 100) of Title 24 of the California Code of Regulations by an amount not less than 15 percent for new 
construction projects and not less than 10 percent for modernization projects, and shall be shown to provide 
sufficient energy savings to return the cost of the initial investment in the project over a period not to exceed 
seven years. The applicant shall certify that the cost for the project exceeds the amount of funding otherwise 
available to the applicant under this chapter. 
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(d) The board shall provide an applicant for a new construction or modernization project with a grant 
adjustment to provide an increase not to exceed 5 percent of its state grants authorized by Sections 
17072.10 and 17074.10 for the state's share of costs associated with design and other plan components 
related to school facility energy efficiency as set forth in this article.”

EC Section 100820 (e) states, “From the total amounts set forth in paragraphs (1) to (4), inclusive, of 
subdivision (a), a total of no more than twenty million dollars ($20,000,000) shall be used for the costs of 
energy conservation adjustments authorized pursuant to Section 17077.35.” 
 
EC Section 101012 (a)(7) provides “the amount of one billion dollars shall be available for providing new 
construction funding to severely overcrowded schoolsites…” 
 
School Facility Program (SFP) Regulation Section 1859.70.1 states, “(a) The Board shall set aside $20 
million pursuant to Education Code Section 100620(e) and $20 million pursuant to Education Code Section 
100820(e) for energy conservation adjustments authorized by Education Code Section 17077.35. The $20 
million from each set aside shall be transferred to the Energy Efficiency Account from the following sources: 
(1) The funds made available by Education Code Section 100620(a)(1) and 100820(a)(1), as appropriate. 
(2) The funds made available by Education Code Section 100620(a)(2) and 100820(a)(2), as appropriate. 
(b) The funds from each set aside in (a) shall be apportioned for either of the following: 
(1) New Construction Additional Grants for Energy Efficiency authorized by Section 1859.71.3. 
(2) Modernization Additional Grants for Energy Efficiency authorized by Section 1859.78.5.  
 
SFP Regulation Section 1859.71.3 states, “(a) In addition to any other funding authorized by these 
Regulations, the Board shall provide the grant amounts identified in (b) if all the following are met: 
(1) The project includes energy efficiency components that conform to Subdivision (b) of Education Code 
Section 17077.35. 
(2) The average energy efficiency score of all the buildings in the project, as determined by EnergyPro 3.1 
or a similar computer program approved by the State Energy Resources Conservation and Development 
Commission, exceeds the nonresidential building energy efficiency standards specified in Part 6 of Title 24 
of the California Code of Regulations by at least 15 percent. 
(3) The DSA has reviewed the proposed project and concurs with the percentage of energy efficiency that 
exceeds the nonresidential building energy efficiency standards specified in Part 6 of Title 24 of the 
California Code of Regulations. 
(4) No portion of the project will be funded with funds made available from the Renewable Energy Program 
administered by the State Energy Resources Conservation and Development Commission. 
(5) There are funds remaining in the Energy Efficiency Fund as prescribed in Section 1859.70.1 to apportion 
some or the entire additional grant provided in (b). 
(b) An amount equal to the lesser of the following: 
(1) The New Construction Grant multiplied by one percent if the percentage of energy efficiency as 
concurred by the DSA in (a)(3) is 15 percent, or by one percent plus 0.04 percent for each 0.1 percent 
increment of increased energy efficiency up to 25 percent. The multiplier may not exceed five percent. 
(2) The funds available in the Energy Efficiency Account set aside for this Section. 
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If there are no funds remaining in the Energy Efficiency Account or the funds remaining in the Energy 
Efficiency Account are insufficient to fully fund the additional grant authorized in (b)(1), the district may either 
withdraw its application and resubmit it when additional funds are available in the Energy Efficiency Account 
or continue with the new construction project and accept a full and final apportionment without the additional 
grant authorized by (b)(1) or the lesser apportionment authorized by (b)(2).”

 WHEREAS, the Board has previously approved or determined to be approvable a number of projects for 
construction or modernization eligibility of facilities for school districts and is making apportionments and/or unfunded 
approvals for the grant amounts for projects that meet the Board’s criteria for the apportionment of grants pursuant to 
Education Code Sections 17072.10, 17078.52, 17078.70, 17079 or 17074.10 or Board Regulations 1859.81.1 or 
1859.83; 
 
 WHEREAS, Treasury Regulations Section 1.150-2 require the State (on whose behalf the Board is acting) 
to declare its reasonable intent to provide grant funding to school districts, in accordance with Board policy and law, 
for costs of the projects with proceeds of State bonds; 
 
 NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED: 
 


1. This Resolution is adopted by the Board for the purposes of establishing compliance with Treasury 
Regulations Section 1.150-2, and this Resolution does not bind the Board to make any additional 
apportionment, or bind the State to incur any indebtedness.  


 
2. The Board anticipates that some or all of the school districts listed on the list of “Projects” referred 


to in this Resolution will pay certain capital expenditures in connection with some or all of the 
project costs prior to the issuance of bonds by the State to pay for the grants for the projects.  The 
reimbursement of such costs is consistent with the State’s budgetary and financial circumstances, 
and in accordance with Board policy, as no other funds or accounts of the State have been 
budgeted or are available to pay the costs of the projects on either a short-term or a long-term 
basis. 


 
3. The Board, acting on behalf of the State, hereby declares that it is the State’s official intent to use 


proceeds of general obligation bonds that may become available for such purpose, consistent with 
the requirements of law that are in effect at the time the funds are available, to provide grants in 
accordance with applicable laws and regulations. 


 
4. This Resolution shall be continuously available for inspection by the general public during normal 


business hours at the offices of the Board at 707 3rd Street, West Sacramento, California, 
commencing within one week after the date of enactment of this Resolution. 


 
5. Any eligibility determination does not constitute a commitment of future funding by the Board.

PURPOSE OF REPORT 


To present to the State Allocation Board (SAB) a list of School Facility Program (SFP) applications for unfunded 
approval. 


DESCRIPTION 


At the January 2011 SAB meeting, the Board elected to provide an increase adjustment of 4.28 percent to projects 
on the Unfunded Approvals List beginning with projects approved with a March 2010 SAB approval date.  The 
projects listed on the Attachment are reflective of the 4.28 percent increase adjustment.   
 


AUTHORITY 
 
Regulation Section 1859.2 defines an Unfunded List as an information list of unfunded projects. 
 
SFP Regulation Section 1859.95 states:  
 
“When the Board has no funds to apportion …, the Board will also accept and process applications for 
apportionment for purposes of developing an Unfunded List based on the date the application is ready for 
Apportionment, with the exception of New Construction funding applications that utilize eligibility generated by the 
Alternative Enrollment Projection.   
 
An application for funding included on an Unfunded List is eligible for reimbursement subject to adjustments in the 
New Construction Grants amount pursuant to Section 1859.77.”  


 
BACKGROUND 
 


At the March 11, 2009 SAB meeting, the Board requested that Staff continue to process applications to the SAB for 
unfunded approval, up to the bonding authority.  The Attachment reflects applications being presented for unfunded 
approval, including SFP modernization and new construction projects in date order of a complete application being 
received by the Office of Public School Construction (OPSC).  The list also includes amended items and health and 
safety facility hardship applications for funding that have been processed and are ready for approval regardless of 
received date.  The unfunded approval of the applications as reflected on the Attachment will not constitute a 
guarantee of future funding.

PURPOSE OF REPORT 


 
To present Oakland Unity High School’s request to hold title to facilities related to its Charter School Facilities 
Program (CSFP) project, Office of Public School Construction (OPSC) application number 54/61259-09-001. 


 
DESCRIPTION 


 
In order for a charter school to hold title to the project facilities, it must submit a written request and the Board 
must determine that the request contains all the necessary information required by law, including why title is not 
held by either the school district or a local governmental entity. 
 


AUTHORITY 
 
Education Code (EC) Section 17078.63(a)(3)(A) lists the following as an option an applicant can submit 
regarding title to the facilities:   
 


“A request that the charter school be authorized to hold fee simple title to the subject property in trust for 
the benefit of the state public school system, on which a lien shall be recorded in favor of the board for the 
total amount of funds allocated pursuant to this article….The charter school shall include with the request 
a statement outlining the reasons why ownership of the project facilities is not vested with (the school 
district or local governmental entity).  Prior to releasing any project funds, the board shall make findings 
that the applicant has submitted all of the information required by this paragraph.” 
 


EC Section 17078.63(a)(3)(B) states that the chain of title must include a restrictive covenant requiring that the 
facilities be used for public school purposes and a remainder interest reverting to the local school district or the 
board in the event the district disclaims interest. 
 
School Facility Program Regulation Section 1859.172(a)(3) states the following: “The written request must 
include a statement justifying the reasons why ownership is not vested with (the school district or local 
governmental entity).  The written request must also include the statement: I certify, as the charter school 
representative, that the information reported in this document is true and correct.” 
 


BACKGROUND 
 
Prior to 2010, title to CSFP project facilities was required to be held by the school district in which the project 
was physically located.  The passage of Senate Bill 592 allowed for title to be held by the school district in which 
the project was located, the Charter School, or a local governmental entity.  The Charter School must submit a 
written request and the Board must determine that the request contains all the necessary information required by 
law, including why title is not held by either the school district or a local governmental entity. 


 
Additional security provisions required when a charter school holds title include the following: 
 A lien on the property on behalf of the Board 
 A restrictive covenant requiring that the facilities be used for public school purposes 
 A remainder interest reverting to the local school district or the Board in the event the district disclaims the 


interest 
 
The Charter School has not requested any advance fund releases or submitted a conversion application as the 
title issue must be resolved prior to the receipt of any State funding.

STAFF ANALYSIS / STATEMENTS 


 
The Charter School states that through meetings with the Oakland Unified School District, the District has 
indicated that it does not plan to hold title to the project facilities due to the fact the Charter School has the option 
to hold title.  The Charter School also states that it met with officials from the City of Oakland and that the City 
does not want to hold title due to liability issues and the extra workload involved. 
 
The request is included as an Attachment to this item, and appears to contain all of the information required by 
the EC.  Board approval of this request is contingent upon all of the security provisions being applied, as 
required by the EC.  If the charter school does not allow for the recording of the lien, restrictive covenant, or 
remainder interest, staff will present an item to a future Board meeting recommending revocation of the original 
finding.

(SRC’s) that were presented at the November 2010 State Allocation Board (SAB) meeting. 
 


DESCRIPTION 
 
The Operation Concentrate On You (Operation COY) was approved to purchase 2 SRC’s at the November 
2010 SAB meeting.  In a letter received by the Office of Public School Construction (OPSC), Operation COY 
informed Staff that they were no longer interested in purchasing OPSC building 34794 and 34799. 
 


AUTHORITY 
 


Education Code Section 17094 states, in part, “if there is no longer a need for any portable classrooms, the 
Board may dispose of them to public or private parties in any manner that it deems to be in the best interest 
of the state.” 
 
The Phase-Out Plan for the State Relocatable Classroom Program, adopted by the Board on 
October 26, 2005 states: 
 


“If it is determined that a Relocatable is not in good repair and that it is not able to be repaired in a 
cost effective manner, it may need to be demolished.  In this case, it will be necessary for the 
Executive Officer of the Board/OPSC or the Deputy Executive Officer of the OPSC to be granted 
the authority to approve the disposal of a Relocatable with a subsequent item to be sent to the 
Board.” 
 


BACKGROUND 
 


Operation COY was approved to purchase 2 SRC’s at the November 2010 Board.  On March 22, 2011 
Operation COY notified the OPSC that they are no longer interested in purchasing the 2 buildings originally 
approved. 
 


STAFF ANALYSIS 
 


Because Operation COY is no longer interested in purchasing these 2 SRC’s, the following building 
numbers should be rescinded:  34794 and 34799.

PURPOSE OF REPORT 
 
 To authorize the purchase of State Relocatable Classrooms from the State Allocation Board (SAB) under the 


previously approved Phase-Out Plan for the State Relocatable Classroom Program (SRCP). 
 
BACKGROUND 
 
 At the October 2005 meeting, the Board adopted a Phase-Out Plan for the SRCP.  The SRCP was originally 


designed to meet classroom needs for those districts impacted by excessive growth or unforeseen classroom 
emergencies.  The Phase-Out Plan was presented to the SAB due to the deteriorating condition of an aging 
fleet, increasing size, cost, and liability associated with maintaining the program.  The approved Phase-Out 
Plan outlined a process for immediate disposal of all State relocatable classrooms and permited school 
districts and other entities (Buyers) to purchase the relocatable classrooms. 


 
AUTHORITY 
 
 Education Code Section 17094 permits the Board to dispose of a State relocatable classroom to the public or 


private entity in any manner that it deems to be in the best interest of the State, if the Board deems there is no 
longer a need for the State relocatable classroom. 


 
Education Code Section 17089.2 permits the Board to accept payments in equal annual installments for an 
agreed upon term not to exceed nine years. 


 
DESCRIPTION 
 
 The Buyer listed on the Attachment has complied with all provisions of the Phase-Out Plan, adopted by the 


SAB, for the purchase of State relocatable classrooms.  The cost of the relocatable classroom will be 
determined based on the age of the relocatable classroom.  Buyers that purchase relocatable classrooms are 
responsible for all costs to move and set up the relocatable classrooms.  One Buyer is purchasing one 
relocatable classrooms using the cash option as shown on the Attachment.

PURPOSE OF REPORT 
 


 To authorize applicant school districts/agencies to purchase Childcare, Preschool and Latchkey leased 
facilities(Childcare) from the State Allocation Board (Board) under the amended Phase-Out Plan for the State 
Relocatable Classroom Program (SRCP). 


 


DESCRIPTION 
 


 The school districts listed on the Attachment have complied with all provisions of the Phase-Out Plan adopted 
by the Board and amended to include Childcare facilities.  The school districts that purchase the Childcare 
facilities are responsible for all moving and set up costs.   


  


Currently, there six Childcare facilities available at three school districts.  Included in this item are five 
Childcare facilities at two school districts.  Should the Board approve this item, there will be one Childcare 
facility available for purchase. 


 


AUTHORITY 
 


Education Code Section 8277(h) reads in part “…if there is no longer a need for the relocatable facilities, the board 
may dispose of them to public or private parties in the manner it deems to be in the best interests of the state.” 


 


BACKGROUND 
 


 At the October 2005 meeting, the Board adopted a Phase-Out Plan for the SRCP.  On February 28, 2007, the 
Board amended the Phase-Out Plan to include relocatable facilities in the Childcare Programs. 


 


The Childcare programs were created under Education Code Section 8477 et al. which required the California 
Department of Education to fund the programs and required the Office of Public School Construction to 
procure and administer the leases for the relocatable facilities.  The facilities were leased to school 
districts/agencies for one dollar per year.  The Education Code also provided reimbursement funds to the 
school districts/agencies for costs associated with moving the facilities.  The facilities now range in age from 
fourteen to twenty-four years of age and are at or nearing the end of their useful life and require repair or 
disposal due to their age and/or condition.  In addition, the funding for these programs has been depleted and 
there are insufficient funds to move, repair or pay for reimbursement costs associated with moving the 
facilities. 
 


STAFF ANALYSIS/STATEMENTS 
  


The Phase-Out Plan outlines a process for immediate disposal of all Childcare facilities and permits school 
districts/agencies to purchase the relocatable facilities for one dollar.  Since the inception of the programs, 
districts/agencies have only been charged one dollar to lease the relocatable facilities and the cost to administer the 
programs was previously subsidized by the State.  Staff recommends the sale of five Childcare facilities as shown on 
the Attachment.

PURPOSE OF REPORT: 
 
To present the District’s request for an exemption from the definition of "school buildings" for certain 
facilities used for independent study. 
 


DESCRIPTION 
 


The Fresno County Office of Education (FCOE) operates independent study programs at facilities that 
are not located at regular schoolsites and is requesting an exemption from the definition of "school 
buildings", as described in Education Code Section 17283, for that facility. 
 


SB 153 authorizes any school district or county office of education to request an exemption from the 
State Allocation Board for a building or structure or portion of a building or structure used for 
independent study from the definition of “school building”.  These buildings do not have to meet the Field 
Act requirements but must comply with local health and safety standards. 
 


The FCOE has certified that it has satisfied the legal requirements under Education Code (EC) Section 
17289 for the exemption. 
 


AUTHORITY 
 


Education Code Section 17283 states:  ”School Building” as used in this article means and includes any 
building used, or designed to be used, for elementary or secondary school purposes and constructed, 
reconstructed, altered, or added to, by the state or any city or city and county, or by any political 
subdivision or by any school district of any kind within the state, or by any regional occupational center 
or program created by or authorized to act by an agreement under joint exercise of power, or by the 
United States government, or any agency thereof.” 
 


Education Code Section 17289 states “In order to provide alternative, community-based educational 
opportunities through independent study, any school district or county office of education may request 
an exemption from the State Allocation Board for a building or structure, or portion of a building or 
structure, from the definition of “school buildings” within the meaning of Section 17283.  The exemptions 
may be granted for no longer than two years and exemptions are renewable.  An exemption may only be 
granted if the school district or county office of education demonstrates to the satisfaction of the State 
Allocation Board all of the following: 
(a)  The building or structure, or portion of building or structure, satisfies all of the following: 
(1) It is not located on a regular schoolsite. 
(2) It complies with all applicable local building standards and all relevant local health and safety 


standards in the community in which it is located. 
(3) It is used for independent study. 
(4) It serves fewer than 25 pupils enrolled in kindergarten or any of the grades 1 to 12, inclusive, at any 


one time in the building or structure, or in a portion of a building or structure where the remainder of 
the building or structure is not used for instructional purposes. 


 (b)  The use of the building or structure is critical to providing an effective alternative, community-based 
  program. 
 (c) The use of other buildings or structures that would meet seismic safety standards for school  
  facilities is not practical.”

EMERGENCY REPAIR PROGRAM FUNDING 
 
 


PURPOSE OF REPORT 
 


To present Emergency Repair Program (ERP) funding applications for apportionment. 
 
DISCRIPTION 
 


As of June 22, 2011, the State Allocation Board (SAB) had apportioned $342.9 million for 
funded projects and approved $456.5 million for unfunded projects. The Office of Public School 
Construction (OPSC) has received $11.6 million in savings returned from the previously funded 
ERP projects. This returned savings amount was used to process fully funded and prorated 
apportionments for the applications on the Unfunded List pursuant to ERP Regulations.  
 


AUTHORITY 
 


ERP Regulation Section 1859.322 requires the Board to make apportionments on a monthly 
basis and provides for an unfunded list to be generated when there is insufficient funding in any 
given month.  ERP Regulation Section 1859.322(b) further requires that if funding is insufficient 
in any given month: (1) Grants will be provided to each application on a prorated basis, with the 
balance placed in an Unfunded List unless the proration will result in funding less than 25 
percent of the eligible project costs. The proration shall be determined by dividing the total funds 
available by the total eligible costs of all applications ready for Apportionment, with the 
exception of the Grant Adjustments which will have all balances placed on an Unfunded List. 
ERP Regulations further stipulate that when funds become available, projects on the Unfunded 
List, which includes applications that have been funded with prorated amounts, will be 
apportioned funds in the order of date received.   
 


STAFF ANALYSIS / ATTACHMENTS 
 
Pursuant to the aforementioned ERP regulations, the following describes how the returned 
savings will be processed to fund applications from the Unfunded List, in the order date 
received:  
 
 The Attachment A (see attached) contains ten previously prorated projects for which the 


OPSC now has sufficient funds to make full apportionments (100 percent) for a total of 
$6,955,349. These applications had already received 50 percent of their approved amount at 
the September 23, 2009 SAB meeting and were placed on the top of the Unfunded list.  


 
 The Attachment B (see attached) contains nine applications for which the OPSC has sufficient 


funds to make full apportionments (100 percent) for a total of $3,636,318. These applications 
were the next applications in line to be fully funded.

 The Local Educational Agency (LEA) listed on the Attachment C (see attached) has 
submitted the required Expenditure Report (Form SAB 61-04) that indicates expenditures 
are verified to be higher than the ERP funded grant by $1,046 net of any interest earned on 
the reported funds. Additionally, the OPSC staff has reviewed the Forms SAB 61-04, and it 
has been determined that the expenditures and interest earned as reported by the LEA 
meets the requirements of the ERP Regulations. 


 
 The applications listed on Attachment D (see attached) are ready for partial 


apportionments. The total amount of eligible costs for these applications is $1,683,066. The 
cash balance available for ERP ($969,025) is insufficient to fund the full amount for this 
date, but can be prorated to fund 57 percent of the eligible project costs. The remaining 
unfunded portion of ($723,716) will be placed on top of the Unfunded List pursuant to ERP 
Regulations.  


 
RECOMMENDATIONS 
  


1. Apportion $10,591,667 in ERP funds for all projects listed on the Attachments A, B, and C  
from Fund 3082-000. 


 
2. Apportion $959,350 in ERP funds for the projects listed on Attachment D from Fund 3082-000. 


Approve the remaining unfunded approval amounts and provide that these projects will retain 
their original received date on the unfunded list. Provide that these unfunded approvals do not 
constitute a guarantee of future funding. 


   
3. Direct staff to continue to process ERP savings to the Board.  Once the OPSC has sufficient 


savings/cash/authority, the OPSC will process to the next appropriate Board as fully unfunded 
consent approvals.

EXECUTIVE OFFICER STATEMENT 
State Allocation Board Meeting, August 24, 2011 


 
PRIORITIES IN FUNDING REGULATIONS AND 30-DAY CERTIFICATION PERIOD 
 
At the May 25, 2011 State Allocation Board (SAB) meeting, the Board approved regulations to create two certification 
filing periods per year in order for projects on the Unfunded Approvals list to receive priority funding apportionments. The 
first 30-calendar day filing period began on July 27, 2011, the effective date of the regulations. Staff sent an email to all 
districts, charter schools, and local educational agencies notifying them of the regulation changes and the new 
certification period. The email included a link to certification instructions on the Office of Public School Construction 
(OPSC) website titled  Procedures for School Facility Program Funding. Certifications must be physically received by the 
OPSC on or before the close of the filing period on August 25, 2011.  
 
Earlier this week, Staff sent an additional reminder notice to all Districts via email regarding the certification filing round. 
Staff followed up with a telephone call to those Districts with an Unfunded Approval on the list to ensure that all Districts 
were informed of the opportunity to file.  
 
As of Tuesday, August 23, 2011, 152 districts have submitted certifications for 345 of 666 possible projects for 
approximately $934.2 million. 
 
Certifications for the first filing round will be valid until January 10, 2012. If a district’s project receives an apportionment, 
the district will have 90 days from the apportionment date to submit a Fund Release Authorization (Form SAB 50-05).  
 
SEISMIC MITIGATION PROGRAM PUBLIC MEETING 
 
The Division of the State Architect (DSA) will hold a public meeting to discuss proposed procedures and project 
requirements relating to DSA review and approval of projects seeking funding for the Seismic Mitigation Program. The 
proposed changes are outlined in DSA Procedure 08-03 which corresponds to program regulations adopted by the State 
Allocation Board on June 22, 2011. The meeting will be held on August 25, 2011 from 1:00 PM to 3:30 PM at the DSA 
Headquarters, 1102 Q Street, 5th Floor, Conference Room B, Sacramento, CA, 95811.  
 
Seismic Mitigation Program: DSA Review Meeting Agenda 08/25/11 (PDF - 610 KB) 
 
LABOR COMPLIANCE PROGRAM (LCP) GRANT REGULATIONS UPDATE 
 
Staff met with the Office of Administrative Law (OAL) regarding the LCP regulations.  The OAL informed Staff that the 
regulations exceed statutory authority and therefore are not approvable. Districts receiving grant approvals under 
Propositions 47 and 55 must have a Labor Compliance Program.  
 
APPEALS PROCESS UPDATE 
 
A public comment was received at the April 27, 2011 SAB meeting regarding project approval when a portion of a funding 
item is being appealed. From now on, when a project has an appeal component, if possible, the non-appeal portion will be 
presented for Board approval through the normal Consent Agenda. Then, the appeal portion will follow the recently 
adopted Appeals Processing Timeline. 
 
JOINT AGENCY WORKSHOP 
 
On Wednesday, July 13, 2011, the OPSC, the California Department of Education (CDE) and the DSA hosted the second 
in a series of quarterly workshops on the school construction process. Fifty-five participants attended the event in person, 
and 19 participants watched the live webcast.

With a quorum present, Mr. Pedro Reyes, Chair, called the meeting to order at 2:10 p.m.   
 
PRIOR MINUTES 
 
Assembly Member Hagman made a motion, and it was seconded, to approve the June 22, 2011 SAB meeting 
Minutes.  The Chair made a few corrections to the Minutes:  1) chronological sequence of events – when the 
SAB convenes into closed sessions, the sequencing of those events should be accurately reflected in the 
Minutes document; and 2) San Joaquin County Office of Education (COE) - clarification from the June 22, 2011 
SAB meeting as to whether the $79,000 that was interest earned in the district’s account could be applied to the 
Material Inaccuracy penalty of $257,652 and the response was yes, that response was incorrect.  The Chair 
stated that the interest earned on the account is due back to the account and the Material Inaccuracy penalty is 
a penalty for the early release of funds and that both are two distinct issues.  He further stated that Senator 
Lowenthal requested that an action item be presented at the next SAB meeting in order to have a full 
discussion.  The Chair asked Assembly Member Hagman if he would accept the corrections as part of his 
motion and Assembly Member Hagman replied he would accept the amendments.  The motion carried to 
approve the June 22, 2011 SAB meeting Minutes as amended.  However, Senator Runner abstained from 
voting on the Minutes since she was not in attendance at that meeting.

Project Information Worksheet (PIW) Data 
 
This month’s Financial Reports tab featured new reports developed with new construction project data taken 
directly from district submittals of the PIW.  This monthly feature provided the SAB with outcomes of school 
construction bond funds.  Data will be presented in a variety of ways and refreshed periodically.  In addition to 
providing monthly statistics, staff is also exploring ways to make the PIW data more accessible to the SAB and 
to the public.  This may include posting reports to the OPSC and the Governor’s Strategic Growth and Bond 
Accountability Websites. In the future, reports could be interactive with options to sort data in a variety of ways. 
 
In response to this topic, Mr. Harvey asked if the PIW data could be utilized for some of the other bond 
programs like modernization.  The Acting Executive Officer stated that it would be possible to expand and 
collect more information on the other bond programs.

APPEAL ITEMS 
 
Esparto Unified/Yolo   50/72686-00-001 
 
Mr. Juan Mireles, representing the SAB staff, presented this item to the Board.  Mr. Mireles highlighted that the 
District appeal request includes:  1) changing the unfunded approval from Proposition 47 funding to Proposition 
1D; 2) changing their unfunded approval date from March 15, 2011 to September 23, 2009; and 3) funding from 
Proposition 1D as soon as funding becomes available.  The District received an unfunded approval on 
September 23, 2009, for a total of $1.2 million (State share) to add facilities at the existing school site.  As part 
of the application submittal process, the District on two occasions checked the box stating that they would be 
initiating and enforcing a Labor Compliance Program (LCP).  Based on that certification, the application was 
matched with Proposition 47 funding in order to be able to give the District funds for those purposes.  The 
District participated in the Priorities in Funding round and, in order to do so, the District had to submit a 
certification acknowledging that failure to submit the Form SAB 50-05 (fund release request) within 90 days. If 
the certification was not submitted timely then the project would be rescinded without further Board action and 
that the project would revert to the bottom of the Unfunded List with a March 15, 2011 unfunded approval date.  
The SAB provided the District with a State apportionment, but because the District did not initiate and enforce 
an LCP, they were not able to meet the 90-day requirement of submitting a fund release request.  Mr. Mireles 
indicated that the SAB has previously approved switching fund sources for other school district projects.  Mr. 
Mireles explained that there are options provided in the Board item:  Option #1 would be to grant the District’s 
request to change the bond authority of the unfunded approval from Proposition 47 to Proposition 1D and 
approve the amended unfunded approval (Attachment C) and to deny the District’s request to change the 
unfunded approval date from March 15, 2011 to September 23, 2009, Option #2 would be to grant the District’s 
request to change bond authority of the unfunded approval from Proposition 47 to Proposition 1D and approve 
the amended unfunded approval (Attachment C) and to grant the District’s request to change the unfunded 
approval date from March 15, 2011 to September 23, 2009; and Option #3 would be to deny the District’s 
request to change the bond authority of the unfunded approval --- the bond authority would remain from 
Proposition 47 and deny the District’s request to change the unfunded approval date from March 15, 2011 to 
September 23, 2009.  Mr. Tim Brock, Assistant Superintendent for Business Services for the Esparto Unified 
School District, addressed the SAB in support of staff’s Option #1.  Mr. Cesar Diaz, Legislative Director, State 
Building and Construction Trades Council of California (SBCTC), addressed the SAB to support staff’s Option 
#1. He also raised a subsequent issue that the SAB direct staff to work with the Department of Industrial 
Relations and the SBCTC to ensure that the law should not be circumvented and send a direct message to 
school districts applying for state funds that they adhere to LCP requirements via bond requirements 
(Propositions 47 and 55). Assembly Member Hagman and Assembly Member Buchanan asked if there were 
any checks and balances to ensure that an LCP is in place.  The Acting Executive Officer stated that currently 
there are two mechanisms in place to put school districts on notice:  1) after-board letters to those school 
districts approved by the SAB with unfunded approvals/State apportionments and 2) verification of an LCP when 
requesting funds from that specific proposition.  A motion was made, and it was seconded, to approve the staff’s 
recommendation (Option #1).

The SAB directed the staff to bring back to the August SAB meeting suggested enhancements to the current 
mechanisms for notifying school districts of the LCP requirements and to inform them that they could be at risk.  
Mr. Harvey inquired about the status of the LCP regulations recently adopted by the SAB that provided a grace 
period.  Mr. Mireles responded that the OPSC met with the Office of Administrative Law and that there were 
some concerns about those regulations and the authority behind the regulations.  He further indicated that the 
OPSC continues to have those discussions and plans to bring back an item before the SAB for further 
discussion on those regulations.

Orange County Department of Education/Orange   50/10306-00-016 
 
Mr. Rick Asbell, representing the SAB staff, presented this item to the Board.  Mr. Asbell gave an overview of 
the Orange County Department of Education’s (OCDE) appeal, which was to close an SFP project to costs 
incurred and to recognize certain disallowed costs from an OPSC review as eligible expenditures.  He stated 
that in October 2005, the SAB approved a 100 percent State funded separate design grant for the project.  In 
June 2007, it was determined that the project did not meet substantial progress and the OCDE requested and 
was approved for an 18-month time extension for the project.  The OCDE was still unable to meet the 
requirements and requested to close the project to costs incurred in December of 2008.  After the OPSC’s 
project review was completed, the OPSC sent its finding.  The OCDE disagreed with the OPSC’s findings.  It 
was noted that at issue are three types of disallowed expenditures for this project:  1) legal fees for the purchase 
of a surplus school site from the Capistrano Unified School District; 2) custodial and janitorial-related services 
(maintenance, operational, and custodial costs are not allowable new construction expenditures pursuant to 
Education Code Section 17072.35); and 3) legal fees for the Request for Proposals and Qualification 
Assessment Selection of the Construction Manager.  
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APPEAL ITEMS (cont.) 
 
Orange County Department of Education/Orange    50/10306-00-016 (cont.) 
 
Assembly Member Hagman asked if there was a mechanism in place for getting the $1.5 million back from the 
OCDE in order to make those funds available to other projects.  The Acting Executive Officer responded that an 
accounting record is created for each individual project and that change could be instituted, but each project 
stands alone and has it own accounting record. Ms. Wendy Benkert, Assistant Superintendent for Business 
Services, and Ms. Andrea Sullivan, Director of Facilities and Maintenance and Operation for the OCDE, 
addressed the Board.  Ms. Benkert stated that the OCDE has been ready to return the $1.5 million and what is 
at stake is the $43,000.  She explained that certain expenditures had been improperly categorized during the 
audit and that these expenditures are all pre-construction services, which are eligible for funding.  Ms. Moore 
asked if the project had not been rescinded and been completed, would these costs be allowed?  Mr. Asbell 
replied that for Item #1 (legal fees) yes; Item #2 (custodial services) no --- there is no scenario in which this 
would be an allowable cost; and Item #3 yes, if the project had been perfected.  Ms. Moore made a motion to 
move Items #1 and #3 for approval.  Senator Lowenthal stated his support for the motion.  Assembly Member 
Buchanan indicated that the OCDE received 16 planning grants and, of those, only three went forward while the 
State spent money on the remaining 13 planning grants for the OCDE to look into finding sites and then no sites 
materialized.  She further stated that theoretically the OCDE should know how the program works in terms of 
what is covered as a site acquisition cost and what is covered under preconstruction or construction costs. Ms. 
Sullivan responded that related to the legal fees for site acquisition, in those processes, the OCDE included the 
same services and expenses that have been allowed previously.  As to the number of applications that were not 
able to move forward, Ms. Sullivan stated that the OCDE did not get support from the community. Mr. Matt 
Pettler, representing School Facility Consultants who works with the OCDE, addressed the SAB by clarifying 
that the first expenditure was related to the legal fees on the due diligence for planning for the site, which are 
expenditures that have been allowed in the past.  Regarding the second expenditure, Mr. Pettler explained that 
the OCDE was looking at a lease-lease back delivery and in those situations, a team is brought together in an 
effort to work on the planning process collectively. Part  of that was to bring in a construction manager to bring a 
construction perspective.  Assembly Member Buchanan asked why the OCDE was providing preconstruction 
services before they actually owned, held title, or an agreement to take title of a building.  Mr. Pettler responded 
that the OCDE, in good faith, was moving forward with the project and believed they were going to be able to 
secure the site.  Assembly Member Buchanan asked what services the construction contractor provided.  Ms. 
Sullivan stated that the construction manager helped establish lease-lease back agreements, negotiations, and 
would inform the OCDE of market conditions.  Assembly Member Buchanan suggested that for a future SAB 
meeting, an item be presented in order to discuss criteria for planning/pre-construction and construction 
especially when financial hardship dollars are limited and phase one of the projects has not been completed 
(owning the site).  Senator Hancock suggested that the SAB look into the issue of County Offices of Education 
(COE) automatically qualifying as financial hardship and asked if this action would be precedent setting.  The 
Chair commented that the SAB would need to address in the future.  Ms. Anna Ferrera, representing County 
School Facilities Consortium, addressed the Board in support of the OCDE’s appeal and expressed concerns 
that if these costs are disallowed in the future for the COEs, it would prevent the COEs from doing their due 
diligence and taking more funds than needed.  She further stated that not all COEs are financial hardship.

McCabe Union Elementary/Imperial    58/63180-00-001 
 
A motion was made, and carried, to approve the staff’s recommendations, which included, but was not limited 
to, the following: 1) approve the District’s request for conceptual approval for a rehabilitation project to upgrade 
its waste water treatment system at the McCabe Elementary (K-6) and Corfman Middle (7-8) School sites, 
pursuant to SFP Regulation Section 1859.83(e); 2) limit the total project cost for the rehabilitation excessive cost 
hardship project to $680,316 with a State share of $408,190; and 3) provide that the District must file a complete 
SFP modernization funding application for the rehabilitation project within 18 months of this approval, pursuant 
to SFP Regulation Section 1859.82(c). 
 
Additional Grant for General Site Development 
 
Mr. Juan Mireles, representing the SAB staff, presented this item to the Board.  He stated that as part of grant 
adequacy discussions in 2006, a preliminary analysis done by the Grant Adequacy Ad Hoc Committee 
concluded that a supplemental grant for the general site development might not have been considered in the 
per-pupil grant in Senate Bill 50 (Greene, Chapter 407, Statutes of 1998).  The SAB approved regulations to 
provide an additional grant for the general site development, which only applied to new construction projects 
with new schools or additions to existing sites where additional acreage is being acquired.  The regulations 
implementing this additional grant were effective beginning September 5, 2006 with a suspension date of “no 
later than January 1, 2008.”  Since then an extension has been approved by the SAB every year.  Senator 
Hancock made a motion, and it was seconded, to approve the staff’s recommendations to extend the general 
site development additional grant one year, until January 1, 2013.  There was much discussion on whether the 
regulations should be extended one year, three years, or five years.  Mr. Lyle Smoot, representing the Los 
Angeles Unified School District (LAUSD), addressed the Board and asked the SAB to make the regulations 
permanent.  Assembly Member Brownley asked what the rationale was for approving the regulations on a year-
to-year basis rather than making the regulations permanent.  Mr. Mireles responded that the original regulations 
were approved annually to give staff time to do a more full in-depth analysis of the new construction grant 
adjustment-funding model.  He indicated that reports have been presented to the SAB but none has been 
adopted.  A substitute motion was made, and seconded, to extend the general site development regulations for 
two years, until January 1, 2014.  The Chair called for a roll-call vote and the motion carried per the following 
votes:

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REPORTS, DISCUSSION, AND INFORMATION ITEMS 
 
Program Statistics – Project Information Worksheet Data 
 
Mr. Bryan O’Dell, representing the SAB staff, presented this item to the Board.  Mr. O’Dell highlighted that the 
Project Information Worksheet (PIW) collects summary information on new construction project expenditures 
and facility components.  It is submitted by school districts three times in the course of a new construction 
project:  1) at the time of fund release; 2) with the first annual expenditure report following the fund release; and 
3) with the final expenditure report when the project is complete.  Mr. O’Dell indicated that the OPSC hopes to 
post these charts and graphics on the OPSC Website with the ability for school districts to create interaction 
reports based on the Project Information Worksheet.  The Chair asked if these details could be drilled down to 
the County Level.  Mr. O’Dell replied that it could be done.  Ms. Moore raised a concerns regarding the 
instruments used to record and analyze the data and the protocols or checks and balances used to verify the 
data.  Mr. O’Dell stated that the data is electronic submitted by the school districts and then exported, unfiltered, 
into Excel. 
 
Ms. Moore asked that if the data is released into the public arena that there be a discussion at the SAB so that 
the SAB has a level of comfort of how that would operate.  Assembly Member Buchanan stated that although 
some school districts do not like filling out the form, when asking the public to approve significant amounts of 
bond dollars for school construction that this data adds a layer of accountability.  The Chair asked for public 
comment and the following individuals addressed the SAB. 
 


 Ms. Tova Corman, representing the Santa Ana Unified School District, stated her opposition to the PIW 
requirement stating limited resources and time allocations of staff.  She also raised concern over 
accuracies on numbers depending on what entity is recording the data. 


 
 Ms. Janet Dixon, Director of Planning and Development for the Riverside Unified School District, stated 


her opposition to the PIW requirement stating that the original purpose of the PIW was to gather 
information to inform the SAB as to whether an additional six percent grant increase would be granted 
every January; however, the PIW has never been used for this purpose. She further stated that 
completing the PIW is an impediment to requesting fund releases and asked the SAB to look at using 
some of the data that has already been submitted to the various agencies rather than using the PIW. 


 
 Mr. Lyle Smoot, representing the LAUSD, stated his opposition to the PIW requirement indicating that it 


is a contentious form with subjective information and that the requested information could be gleaned 
from existing forms.  He also indicated that the cost to complete the PIW equates to $1,500 per project. 


 
 Mr. Tom Duffy, representing the Coalition for Adequate School Housing organization, reminded the SAB 


of the Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) between the DGS, the OPSC, the DSA, and the CDE.  He 
stated that through the MOU and the information that the three agencies have in-house, one could look 
at that information and not have the burden placed on the school districts for one program (New 
Construction).  He further commented that the PIW is not an accurate document. 


 
Assembly Member Brownley commented that perhaps there is a mechanism by which the data can be collected 
and at the same time minimize the amount of time it takes school districts to collect it.  Assembly Member 
Brownley suggested looking into the efficiencies around collecting the data. 
 
Joint-Use Fund Release Status Quarterly Report 
 
The Acting Executive Officer presented this item to the Board and the Board acknowledged the report. 
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REPORTS, DISCUSSION, AND INFORMATION ITEMS (cont.) 
 
Status of School Facility Joint-Use Program Applications/Bond Authority 
 
Senator Hancock requested that staff bring back an item for the August SAB meeting identifying any additional 
funds from other accounts that could be used for the Joint-Use Program.  Ms. Moore stated that the CDE 
supports Senator Hancock’s request and that the Joint-Use Program is an important program particularly for 
communities.  Mr. George Phillips, Executive Director of the Alameda Boys and Girls Club, addressed the Board 
in support of Joint-Use projects and expressed his hopes that there will be available funding identified to fund 
the Joint-Use Program projects.  The SAB accepted the report.

NOTIFICATION TO DISTRICTS OF LABOR COMPLIANCE PROGRAM REQUIREMENTS 


 
PURPOSE OF REPORT 
 


To provide a summary of the steps taken to ensure districts are aware of Labor Compliance Program (LCP) requirements 
when participating in the School Facility Program (SFP) and to provide an outline of future steps to be implemented. 
 


DESCRIPTION 
 


At its July 12, 2011 meeting, the State Allocation Board (Board) requested that Staff review the steps it has taken to 
ensure that districts are aware of and meeting LCP requirements within their projects and analyze what additional 
steps could be taken in the future to ensure that the requirements are being met.  This item provides a summary of 
actions taken and those that will be implemented in the future. 
 


AUTHORITY 
 
Labor Code (LC) Section 1771.5 outlines the requirements of an LCP for projects subject to LC Section 1771.7. 
 
LC Section 1771.7(a)(1) states, “An awarding body that chooses to use funds derived from either the Kindergarten-
University Public Education Facilities Bond Act of 2002 (Proposition 47) or the Kindergarten-University Public 
Education Facilities Bond Act of 2004 (Proposition 55) for a public works project, shall initiate and enforce, or contract 
with a third party to initiate and enforce, a labor compliance program, as described in subdivision (b) of Section 
1771.5, with respect to that public works project.” 
 
LC Section 1771.7(d)(2)(B) states, “The State Allocation Board shall not release the funds described in subdivision 
(a) to an awarding body that is a school district until the State Allocation Board has received the written finding 
described in paragraph (1).” 
 
LC Section 1771.7(d)(2)(C) states, “If the State Allocation Board conducts a postaward audit procedure with respect 
to an award of the funds described in subdivision (a) to an awarding body that is a school district, the State Allocation 
Board shall verify, in the manner determined by that board, that the school district has complied with the requirements 
of this subdivision.” 


 
LC Section 1771.7(3)(e) states, “Notwithstanding Section 17070.63 of the Education Code (EC), for purposes of this 
act, the State Allocation Board shall increase the grant amounts as described in Chapter 12.5 (commencing with 
Section 17070.10) of Part 10 of Division 1 of Title 1 of the EC to accommodate the state's share of the increased costs 
of a new construction or modernization project due to the initiation and enforcement of the labor compliance program.” 
 
School Facility Program (SFP) Regulation Section 1859.71.4 states, “After determining all other funding authorized by 
these Regulations, the Board shall increase the per-unhoused-pupil grant amount by 50 percent of the following 
calculation for any project for which the district is required under LC Section 1771.7(a) and (b) to and initiate and 
enforce an LCP.” 


 
The Application for Funding (Form SAB 50-04), Section 23 includes the following District certification: “The district has 
or will initiate and enforce a Labor Compliance Program that has been approved by the Department of Industrial 
Relations (DIR), pursuant to Labor Code Section 1771.7, if the project is funded from Propositions 47 or 55 and the 
Notice to Proceed for the construction phase of the project is issued on or after April 1, 2003.” 
 
The Fund Release Authorization (Form SAB 50-05) includes the following District certification: “If required by Labor 
Code Section 1771.7, the district has initiated and will enforce a Labor Compliance Program that has been approved 
by the DIR.”

BACKGROUND 
 


Districts that receive SFP funding from either Propositions 47 or 55 are required to initiate and enforce an LCP.  
Districts certify to this when signing and submitting the Form SAB 50-04.  It is also one of the certifications made 
when signing and submitting the Form SAB 50-05.  Recently, some districts have not realized this requirement until 
the point of fund release and did not implement an LCP.  This has resulted in a few districts requesting that the Board 
authorize a bond source switch for their projects to Kindergarten-University Public Education Facilities Bond Act of 
2006 (Proposition 1D), which does not have the LCP requirement.  The Board has had the ability to authorize these 
bond source switches due to the availability of Proposition 1D authority up to this point.  However, Proposition 1D 
authority is nearly exhausted and the option to switch bond sources is not likely to be available for future projects that 
are not in compliance with LCP requirements.   
 
Failure to comply with LCP requirements renders the project ineligible for funding per the LC.  Staff has implemented 
several measures in an attempt to ensure compliance by all applicants.  The following is a list of the past actions 
taken by Staff to ensure district compliance: 
 
 15-Day Letter - The LCP requirement is addressed as part of the 15-day letter that districts receive when their full 


funding application is processed.  This letter is sent to a district if there are any issues with the application, any 
necessary changes, or any site acquisition or site development cost discrepancies.  If the project is scheduled to 
receive either Propositions 47 or 55 funding, the need to implement and enforce an LCP is reiterated in this 
letter. 


 Form SAB 50-05 – Since June 2006, districts have been required to provide verification of LCP compliance when 
submitting the Form SAB 50-05.  


 Funding Shell - Beginning with the June 2009 Board, each Board-approved funding shell receiving either 
Proposition 47 or 55 funding has contained a special condition reiterating that the district has certified that it will 
initiate and enforce an LCP, as shown in the Attachment.  


 Building Blocks - The LCP requirement was discussed in an article in the February 2011 edition of the publication 
Building Blocks. 


 Email Blast - On February 25, 2011, Staff sent an email to all districts explaining newly approved SFP 
Regulations that were in response to changes in the DIR regulations regarding LCP approval.  In this 
correspondence, recipients were also reminded of the LCP requirements for Proposition 47 and 55 projects.  
On May 4, 2011, Staff sent another email to all districts informing them of the latest developments regarding the 
DIR regulations.  In this correspondence, recipients were once again reminded of the LCP requirements for 
Proposition 47 and 55 projects. 


 Modified Funding Shells - Beginning with the July 2011 Board, each Board approved funding shell now clearly 
shows the bond source(s) for each project, as highlighted in the Attachment. 


 
STAFF ANALYSIS/STATEMENTS 
 


Every district with either an apportionment or an unfunded approval has certified that they will initiate and enforce an 
LCP by signing the Form SAB 50-04 and/or the Form SAB 50-05 should they receive Proposition 47 or 55 funding.  
Despite this, there remain occasions when a district claims to be unaware of the requirements and may not realize 
them until their State funding is jeopardized.  While meeting the LCP requirements prescribed by law is ultimately the 
responsibility of the district, Staff has identified two additional steps that may be taken to further educate districts. 
 
1. Enhanced Notification to Current Awardees - At the request of the Board, Staff is in the process of sending  


letters to all districts that currently have either apportionments or unfunded approvals scheduled to receive 
funding out of either Proposition 47 or Proposition 55, explaining the LCP requirements and the potential inability 
of the Board to accommodate a bond source switch request.

2. Award Letters - After each Board meeting, the OPSC sends letters to all awardees confirming their project 


approval by the Board.  Moving forward, the letters will now include a paragraph explaining LCP requirements to 
the recipient.   


 
These additional steps are being taken in an effort to ensure that all SFP awardees are informed about the 
Proposition 47 and 55 LCP requirements.

HIGH PERFORMANCE INCENTIVE GRANT FUNDING STATUS REPORT  
 


PURPOSE 
 


To provide the State Allocation Board (Board) with a status report on High Performance Incentive (HPI) grant funding 
through July 2011. 
 


DESCRIPTION 
 
At the May 2011 meeting, the Board requested a status update on funding requests for HPI grants.  On  
January 25, 2011 the Office of Administrative Law approved HPI grant regulation changes that are intended to promote 
interest in HPI grants and increase the number of requests for HPI grant funding.  This item will present all current data 
and status on the HPI program.  
 


AUTHORITY 
 


Education Code (EC) Section 101012(a)(8) states, “The amount of one hundred million dollars ($100,000,000) for 
incentive grants to promote the use of designs and materials in new construction and modernization projects that 
include the attributes of high-performance schools, including, but not limited to, the elements set forth in Section 
17070.96, pursuant to regulations adopted by the State Allocation Board.”  
 
School Facility Program (SFP) Regulation Section 1859.71.6 outlines the HPRC and funding formulas for new 
construction projects.  
 


SFP Regulation Section 1859.77.4 outlines the HPRC and funding formulas for addition and modernization projects.  
 
BACKGROUND  


 


Proposition 1D, approved by the voters in 2006, set aside $100 million for incentive grants to promote the use of high 
performance attributes in new construction and modernization projects for K-12 schools. The high performance 
attributes are in the following categories:  


    
 Sustainable Sites  
 Energy  
 Water  
 Materials  
 Indoor Environmental Quality  


 
By meeting High Performance Rating Criteria (HPRC) within the categories, a project achieves points; more of the high 
performance attributes generally means a higher point score. Each project must achieve a minimum point score to 
qualify for an incentive grant. In order for a project to qualify for the HPI grants, a minimum of 27 points must be 
attained for new construction projects, while a minimum of 20 points for new construction additions or modernizations 
must be attained. The construction plans and supporting documentation are submitted to the 
Division of the State Architect (DSA) for review and point score verification. The verified point score is reported on a 
scorecard and submitted to the Office of Public School Construction (OPSC) as part of the complete funding request. 
The number of points verified for a project corresponds to an increase to the project’s per pupil construction base grant 
amount that can currently range from two to just over 11 percent.

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BACKGROUND (cont.) 
 


At the May 2010 meeting, the Board approved HPI grant regulation changes to promote increased participation and 
provide more funding for projects that will incorporate high performance building features.  At the  
November 2010 Board meeting, the Board approved additional regulatory updates to incorporate California Green 
Code requirements. These regulations were approved by the Office of Administrative Law and became effective on 
January 25, 2011.   


 
STAFF COMMENTS / STATEMENTS 
 


To date there have been a total of 178 applications received by the OPSC; 153 for new construction and 25 for 
modernization. Of those, 161 applications have been approved by the Board either with an apportionment or unfunded 
approval; 141 for new construction and 20 for modernization. There has been an average of 34.8 high performance 
rating criteria points for these applications. The OPSC has received 15 applications since the new regulations became 
effective on January 25, 2011, 10 for new construction and 5 for modernization.  As of the July Board meeting, the 
remaining bond authority for future applications for the HPI Program is $69,915,822.

PURPOSE OF REPORT   


 
 To present the Board with a second quarterly update on Calexico Unified School District’s fund release status 


regarding the accelerated funding approved on February 23, 2011. 
 
DESCRIPTION 
 


On February 23, 2011, the Board approved the District’s request for accelerated funding for modernization 
funding application number 57/63099-00-004 for Jefferson Elementary School, which had sustained damage 
during a 7.2 magnitude earthquake in Baja California. As part of the funding approval, the Board requested that 
Staff present quarterly updates on the status of the fund release request for this project. On June 15, 2011, Staff 
received the Fund Release Authorization (Form SAB 50-05) for this project. Therefore, this is the second and final 
quarterly update. 


 
AUTHORITY  
 


Education Code (EC) Section 17070.35(a)(2) states that the Board shall “[e]stablish and publish any procedures 
and policies in connection with the administration of (the SFP) as it deems necessary.” 
 
EC Section 17076.10(d) states that, “If a school district has received an apportionment, but has not met the 
criteria to have funds released pursuant to Sections 17072.32 or 17074.15 within a period established by the 
board, but not to exceed 18 months, the board shall rescind the apportionment and deny the district’s 
application.” 
 
School Facility Program (SFP) Regulations Section 1859.90 states that, “...the OPSC will release State funds that 
the Board has apportioned to the district after submittal, by the district, of the Form SAB 50-05, subject to the 
availability of financing provided by the Pooled Money Investment Board for bond-funded projects...a district must 
submit the Form SAB 50-05 within 18 months of the Apportionment of the SFP grant...” 
 


BACKGROUND 
 


On April 4, 2010, a magnitude 7.2 earthquake occurred in Baja California, Mexico. Damage extended across the 
border into Imperial County and many border cities. One of the hardest hit areas was the city of Calexico. The 
earthquake was followed by more than 350 aftershocks. Subsequent to the main earthquake, representatives 
from the Division of the State Architect (DSA) and the California Emergency Management Agency (Cal EMA) 
toured the most significantly damaged areas to perform preliminary damage assessments. On April 13, 2010, 
Governor Arnold Schwarzenegger declared a State of Emergency in Imperial County and signed Executive Order 
S-06-10. A Presidential Disaster Declaration for Imperial County was declared on May 7, 2010.

Jefferson Elementary School sustained damage to 26 classrooms due to drop-ceiling failures. Outside awnings 
also collapsed at the site. Based on a structural engineer report which declared that, “The suspended plaster 
ceiling is heavy and poses a serious life-safety concern and should be addressed immediately and prior to 
allowing occupancy of the elementary school campus,” the District closed off access to the permanent structures 
and housed pupils in portable classrooms. 
 
As part of the consent agenda at the February 23, 2011 Board meeting, the District received an Unfunded 
Approval for the modernization project at Jefferson Elementary. The District also requested that the Unfunded 
Approval be immediately granted an Apportionment so that the District may begin the necessary repairs. The 
Board approved the District’s request and required that quarterly reports be presented to future meetings to 
provide updates on the fund release status. 


 


STAFF ANALYSIS/STATEMENTS 
 


This project received an Apportionment using the past practice of providing 18 months to access the fund release 
versus the current Apportionment through a priority funding round which requires that a fund release be submitted 
within 90 days. The District had until August 23, 2012 (18 months) to submit a fund release request.  In its initial 
request to the Board, the District stated that a fund release request would be submitted within 90 days of 
receiving an Apportionment. 
 
On May 25, 2011, Staff presented the first quarterly update, which stated that the District had not yet submitted 
the Form SAB 50-05 for this project. 
 
On June 15, 2011, the District submitted its Form SAB 50-05, and Staff has processed the fund release request. 
Therefore, this report serves as the second and final quarterly fund release status update.
