FIVE-YEAR REPAYMENT SCHEDULE 


 
PURPOSE OF REPORT 
 


To present two school district requests (Compton Unified: 50/73437-00-021, 50/73437-03-016, and 
50/73437-03-019 and Shaffer Elementary: 57/64188-00-001) for a five-year repayment schedule. 
 


DESCRIPTION 
 


As a result of findings being submitted to the Board in the consent portion of this agenda, the 
school districts listed below are required to return Financial Hardship savings on School Facility 
Program (SFP) projects.  The Districts have agreed to the findings and have requested a five-year 
repayment schedule, in both cases, as immediate payment of the entire liability would adversely 
affect the Districts’ finances. 
 


AUTHORITY 
 


Education Code Section 17076.10(c)(2) states that “if the board determines that repayment of the 
full liability within 60 days after the board action would constitute a severe financial hardship, as 
defined by the board, for the school district, the board shall approve a plan of equal annual 
payments over a period of up to five years . . . “ 
 
Per SFP Regulation Section 1859.103, “the State’s portion of any savings . . . must be used to 
reduce the SFP financial hardship grant of that project.” 
 
Per SFP Regulation Section 1859.106.1, “Upon adoption of the audit findings by the Board and in 
lieu of the collection procedures outlined in Education Code Section 17076.10(c)(1), a school 
district, county office of education, or charter school may request a repayment schedule of up to 
five years, in equal annual installments, if the total repayment of State funds within 60 days of the 
Board action would cause the school district, county office of education, or charter school to fall 
into fiscal distress.  School districts, county offices of education, or charter schools requesting a 
repayment schedule must be in a severe hardship condition as evidenced by at least one of the 
following criteria: 
(a) For a school district or county office of education, the district or county office of education is 


listed on the current CDE List of Negative and Qualified Certifications of School Districts and 
County Offices of Education. 


(b)  For a school district or county office of education, the amount due to the State for one or more 
projects would cause the district or county office of education to be listed on the CDE List of 
Negative and Qualified Certifications of School Districts and County Offices of Education report.  
Where the financial condition of a school district is involved, the county office of education must 
submit a letter to the OPSC on behalf of its representative school districts for consideration 
substantiating that the repayment will place the district on the CDE List of Negative and Qualified 
Certifications of School Districts and County Offices of Education.  Where the financial condition of 
a county office of education is involved, the CDE must submit a letter to the OPSC on behalf of the 
county office of education for consideration substantiating that the repayment will place the county 
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AUTHORITY (cont.) 


 
office of education on the CDE List of Negative and Qualified Certifications of School Districts and 
County Offices of Education. 


(c)  For a charter school, the amount due to the State for one or more projects would cause the 
charter school severe financial hardship.  The charter school’s authorizing agency must submit 
a letter to the OPSC on behalf of the charter school for consideration substantiating that the 
repayment may result in the charter school being unable to meet its financial obligations for 
the current or subsequent two fiscal years.   


 
The repayment schedule shall include interest at the same rate as that earned on the State’s 
Pooled Money Investment Account on the date a repayment schedule is approved by the Board. 
 
The repayment schedule will commence on July 1 of the fiscal year following the repayment 
schedule approval date. 


 
BACKGROUND 
 


Current statute and regulations require the total repayment of State funds within 60 days.  In limited 
cases, the Board can authorize a repayment schedule if School Districts or County Offices of 
Education can demonstrate to the Board that repayment within 60 days would cause the entity to 
fall into fiscal distress.  


 
In order to qualify for the repayment schedule, School Districts or County Offices of Education must 
meet one of the following criteria:   


 The district or county office is listed on the current CDE List of Negative and Qualified 
Certifications of School Districts and County Offices of Education. 


 The district submits a county office of education letter to the Office of Public School 
Construction (OPSC) on behalf of the district substantiating that the repayment will place 
the district on the CDE List of Negative and Qualified Certifications of School Districts and 
County Offices of Education. 


 
Compton Unified:  50/73437-00-021, 50/73437-03-016, and 50/73437-03-019 
The District met the criteria since it is listed on the current CDE List of Negative and Qualified 
Certifications of School Districts and County Offices of Education. 
 
On July 26, 2011, the OPSC issued close-out findings on three SFP projects as noted above.  The 
findings determined that the District must return $447,298 in Financial Hardship savings.  On 
August 11, 2011 and August 17, 2011, the District concurred with these findings and subsequently 
requested a five-year repayment plan pursuant to SFP Regulation Section 1859.106.1.  The 
District has indicated that immediate payment of the full amount would subject it to severe financial 
hardship.  The District has been placed on the most recent CDE List of Negative and Qualified 
Certifications of School Districts and County Offices of Education report.  Placement on the CDE 
report confirms that the District meets the criteria for a repayment plan as set forth in Regulation 
Section 1859.106.1(a).

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BACKGROUND (cont.) 
 


Shaffer Elementary:  57/64188-00-001 
On March 7, 2011, the OPSC issued close-out findings for the SFP project noted above.  The 
findings determined that the District must return $30,544 in Financial Hardship savings.  On April 
11, 2011, the Lassen County Office of Education (COE), on behalf of the District, requested a five-
year repayment plan pursuant to SFP Regulation Section 1859.106.1.  The District also agreed to 
the project close-out item.  The Lassen COE has indicated that immediate repayment will place the 
District on the current CDE List of Negative and Qualified Certifications of School Districts and 
County Offices of Education report.  Potential placement on the CDE report as confirmed by the 
Lassen COE substantiates that the District meets the criteria for a repayment plan as set forth in 
Regulation Section 1859.106.1(b). 
 


STAFF ANALYSIS/COMMENTS 
 


Staffs has reviewed the requests and agree that both Districts meet the criteria of applicable of law 
and regulations.  Staff supports both Districts request for a five-year repayment plan.  The 
installment payments of the repayment plan would commence July 1 of the fiscal year following the 
date of Board approval, and include interest calculated at a rate equal to the current Pooled Money 
Investment Account (PMIA) rate. 
 


RECOMMENDATIONS 
 


1. Approve the Compton Unified School District’s request for a five-year repayment schedule in 
order to repay $447,298 in Financial Hardship savings at the most current interest rate (equal 
to the current PMIA rate) at the time of Board approval.  Require the annual payments to 
commence on July 1, 2012 and July 1 of each fiscal year thereafter, until July 1, 2016. 


 
2. Approve the Shaffer Elementary School District’s request for a five-year repayment schedule 


in order to repay $30,544 in Financial Hardship savings at the most current interest rate (equal 
to the current PMIA rate) at the time of Board approval.  Require the annual payments to 
commence on July 1, 2012 and July 1 of each fiscal year thereafter, until July 1, 2016.

PURPOSE OF REPORT 
 


1. To request the State Allocation Board (Board) find that a Material Inaccuracy has occurred, which resulted in 
a funding advantage for the Oak Grove Elementary School District (District). 


2. To request to levy the statutory interest penalty and loss of self-certification penalty. 
 


DESCRIPTION 
 


Per statute and regulation, school districts must certify on the Fund Release Authorization that the district has at least 
50 percent of the construction (that is detailed in the project plans) under contract. During an expenditure review of the 
five District projects, listed on Attachment C, it was discovered that the District falsely certified on the Fund Release 
Authorizations. In these instances, statute requires the Office of Public School Construction (OPSC) to notify the Board 
so that it may make a determination regarding Material Inaccuracy. 


 
AUTHORITY 
  


See Attachment A. 
  
BACKGROUND 
 


After the preliminary finding, Staff began a series of conference calls and written communications with the District 
representatives to gather additional information in order to validate the finding. Staff’s research found the District did 
not enter into the required amount of binding contracts until a combined 2,436 days after the funds were released. The 
District has worked diligently with the OPSC in providing requested documents and taking the time to have several 
conference calls with the OPSC. This is the District’s first potential finding of Material Inaccuracy. 


 
Further Staff research reinforced that the District did not have 50 percent of its projects’ construction under binding 
contract at the time that the certifications were made.  Therefore, the District falsely certified the Fund Release 
Authorizations and received a funding advantage on the projects. 


 
If the Board finds that the District has a Material Inaccuracy, the Board shall require the District to repay a statutory 
interest penalty.  The total interest amount calculated for the five projects listed on Attachment C is $540,386. 
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STAFF ANALYSIS / STATEMENTS 
 


The Education Code (EC) provides as follows: 
 


EC Section 17072.32 (Premature Fund Release):  The essential element necessary to meet the criteria in this EC Section 
is to have “…a binding contract for the completion of the approved project.” The District submitted fund release requests 
using the Fund Release Authorization form, on which the District specifically checked the following certification: 


 


“The District certifies it has entered into a binding contract(s) for at least 50 percent of the construction included in the 
plans applicable to the state funded project.” 


 
To confirm compliance with this SFP requirement, an accurate certification is necessary. The District falsely certified 
because it did not yet have 50 percent of the construction under contract. 


 
EC Section 17070.51(a) (False Certification - Potential Material Inaccuracy):  This EC Section requires that when eligibility 
or funding application related information is found to have been falsely certified by school districts, architects or design 
professionals, the OPSC shall notify the Board. Material Inaccuracy is further defined in the regulations that the falsely 
certified information allowed the school district to gain an advantage in the funding process. 
 
There are three major issues for consideration by the Board: 
 
1. Material Inaccuracy 


 
The District falsely certified on its Fund Release Authorization submittals. Under the law and regulations governing 
Material Inaccuracy, the term “falsely certified” is used. It is not necessary for the Board to determine that the 
certifications were knowingly false or intentionally misleading. The term in this context is the simple and common 
meaning: inaccurate or not true. This standard does not require a finding of any intent or specific knowledge on the 
part of a district. Staff recommends that the Board find that a Material Inaccuracy occurred for the District’s 
projects.   


 
2. Interest Penalty 


 
If the Board finds the District’s projects have a Material Inaccuracy, EC Section 17070.51(b) requires that the 
District shall repay the funding received as a result of the false certification, which in this case is the interest 
calculated from the fund release date to the date when the District awarded a binding contract for at least 50 
percent of the construction included in the plans. Since the funds were prematurely released to the District, the 
District received a funding advantage and the State lost interest on these funds during the period of time that the 
funds should have remained in the state bond fund accruing interest. The statutory interest penalty on these 
projects is $540,386.  


 
The interest calculation was based on the warrant amounts, the number of days of the premature fund release, 
and at the interest rate at the time of the warrant release. The number of days used in the interest penalty 
calculation is determined by the period between the fund release date and the date of the award of construction 
contract that meets the Fund Release Authorization threshold, which is when the District has binding contact(s) for 
at least 50 percent of the construction included in the plans. 
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STAFF ANALYSIS / STATEMENTS (cont.) 


 


3. Loss of Self-Certification Privileges 
 


In the event the Board makes a Material Inaccuracy finding, the law also requires that the District be prohibited 
from self-certifying project information on subsequent applications for a period of up to five years. The regulations 
require that the Board shall charge the District an amount of $100 per hour for the additional hours to process and 
review the District’s subsequent applications for SFP funding. Based on the combined number of days of the 
funding advantage (2,436 days), and Staff’s methodology for making these recommendations (Attachment B), 
Staff is recommending a loss of self-certification privileges for a period of five years, until September 28, 2016.  


 


District’s Position 
 


The District agrees that a premature fund release occurred for these five projects, and it agrees to repay the amount 
owed. The District believes that the early fund release requests submitted by previous administrators were not 
intentional. The District requests that the Board act with leniency in determining the length of the loss of self-
certification penalty. It would like to assure the Board that it is capable of self-certifying in the future since it has 
enacted additional procedures, which now require a careful review of all official documentation. 


 


Staff Response to District’s Position 
 


The District acknowledges a premature fund release occurred on the five projects listed on Attachment C. Although, 
the error was made by a prior administration and may be unintentional, it resulted in an early release of funds giving 
the District a funding advantage over other districts. The premature fund release also resulted in 1) lost interest during 
the period of time these funds should have remained in the State bond fund accruing interest and 2) added additional 
debt service costs to the State. 
 


The OPSC’s intent is not to unduly penalize any one particular district; rather, the goal is to treat all school districts as 
fairly as possible. The recommendations in this item are consistent with Material Inaccuracy law, regulation, and past 
Board actions.   
 


RECOMMENDATIONS 
 


1. Find that a Material Inaccuracy occurred for each SFP Application Number listed on Attachment C. 
 


2. Require the District to repay $540,386 as shown on Attachment C.  
 


Payment of the entire amount is due within 60 days of the Board action; or, payment is due in installments, with 
interest, within a period of no more than five years from the Board action. 


 


3. Prohibit the District from self-certification on project information for a period of five years, until September 28, 
2016. Specify that the District will be charged an amount of $100 per hour for the additional hours necessary to 
process and review the District’s applications submitted during the timelines prescribed in SFP Regulation Section 
1859.104.1(c)(2). 


 


BOARD ACTION 
 


 In considering this Item, the State Allocation Board 1) found that a Material Inaccuracy occurred for each SFP 
application, project numbers 57/69625-00-015, 57/69625-00-017 through 020; 2) required the District to repay 
$540,386 and that payment of the entire amount would be due within 60 days of the Board action, or payment would 
be due in installments, with interest, within a period of no more than five years from the Board action; and 3) prohibited 
the District from self-certification on project information for a period of four years, three months, until December 28, 
2015, and specified that the District would be charged an amount of $100 per hour for the additional hours necessary 
to process and review the District’s applications submitted during the timelines prescribed in SFP Regulation Section 
1859.104.1(c)(2). 
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ATTACHMENT A 
 


AUTHORITY 
 


 Fund Release Criteria 
 


EC Section 17072.32 states “For any project that has received an apportionment pursuant to Section 17072.30, funding 
shall be released in amounts equal to the amount of the local match upon certification by the school district that the 
school district has entered into a binding contract for completion of the approved project.” 
 
SFP Regulation Section 1859.90 states, “With the exception of an apportionment made pursuant to Sections 
1859.81.1(e) or 1859.81.2, or of an Inactive Apportionment subject to Section 1859.96, the OPSC will release State 
funds that the Board has apportioned to the district after submittal, by the district, of the Form SAB 50-05, subject to the 
availability of financing provided by the Pooled Money Investment Board for bond-funded projects.”   
 
Material Inaccuracy Statute (Education Code Section 17070.51) 
 
Statute provides that the Board may make a Material Inaccuracy finding and take appropriate actions to impose the 
school district’s penalties as follows: 


 


EC Section 17070.51 states, “(a) If any certified eligibility or funding application related information is found to have been 
falsely certified by school districts, architects or design professionals, hereinafter referred to as a material inaccuracy, the 
Office of Public School Construction shall notify the board. 
   (b) The board shall impose the following penalties if an apportionment and fund release has been made based upon 
information in the project application or related materials that constitutes a material inaccuracy. 
   (1) Pursuant to a repayment schedule approved by the board of no more than five years, the school district shall repay 
to the board, for deposit into the 1998 State School Facilities Fund, the 2002 State School Facilities Fund, or the 2004 
State School Facilities Fund, as the case may be, an amount proportionate to the additional funding received as a result 
of the material inaccuracy including interest at the rate paid on moneys in the Pooled Money Investment Account or at 
the highest rate of interest for the most recent issue of state general obligation bonds as established pursuant to the 
Chapter 4 (commencing with Section 16720), of Part 3 of Division 4 of Title 2 of the Government Code, whichever is 
greater. 
   (2) The board shall prohibit the school district from self-certifying certain project information for any subsequent 
applications for project funding for a period of up to five years following the date of the finding of a material inaccuracy or 
until the district's repayment of the entire amount owed under paragraph (1). Although a school district that is subject to 
this paragraph may not self-certify, the school district shall not be prohibited from applying for state funding under this 
chapter. The board shall establish an alternative method for state or independent certification of compliance that shall be 
applicable in these cases. The process shall include, but shall not be limited to, procedures for payment by the school 
district of any increased costs associated with the alternative certification process. 
   (c) For school districts found to have provided material inaccuracies when a funding apportionment has occurred, but 
no fund release has been made, the board shall direct its staff to reduce the apportionment as necessary to reflect the 
actual nature of the project and to disregard the inaccurate information or material, and paragraph (2) of subdivision (b) 
shall apply. 
   (d) For those school districts found to have provided material inaccuracies when no funding apportionment or fund 
release has been made, the inaccurate information or materials shall not be considered, and paragraph (2) of 
subdivision (b) shall apply. The project may continue if the application, minus the inaccurate materials, is still complete.” 
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Page Two 
 
AUTHORITY (cont.) 


 
Material Inaccuracy Regulations (SFP Regulation Sections 1859.2, 104.1, 104.2, and 104.3) 
 
SFP Regulation Section 1859.2 (Definition of Material Inaccuracy), “Means any falsely certified eligibility or funding 
application related information submitted by the school districts, architects or other design professionals that allowed the 
school district an advantage in the funding process.” 


 
SFP Regulation Section 1859.104.1states “When the Board makes a finding that a Material Inaccuracy occurred for a 
SFP Project, the district shall be subject to the following penalties: 
(a) If the Material Inaccuracy finding occurred prior to the apportionment, the district shall be: 
(1) Prohibited from self-certifying the project information for a period of up to five years from the date the Board made the 
finding of Material Inaccuracy for the project. A prohibition from self-certification of project information may be less than 
five years as determined on a case-by-case basis by the Board. 
(2) Required to file all projects pursuant to Section 1859.104.2 for the time period required in subsection (a)(1). 
(3) Subject to the fee prescribed by Section 1859.104.3. 
(b) If the Material Inaccuracy finding occurred after the apportionment but no funds have been released for the project: 
(1) The Board shall reduce the project apportionment by the additional funding received beyond the amount the district 
was entitled to for the project. 
(2) The school district shall be prohibited from self-certifying project information for a period of up to five years from the 
date the Board made the finding of Material Inaccuracy for the project. A prohibition from self-certification of project 
information may be less than five years as determined on a case-by-case basis by the Board. 
(3) The school district shall be required to file all projects pursuant to Section 1859.104.2 for the time period required in 
subsection (b)(2). 
(4) The school district shall be subject to the fee prescribed by Section 1859.104.3. 
(c) If the Material Inaccuracy finding occurred after the apportionment and funds were released for the project, the 
district: 
(1) Must repay the additional funding received beyond the amount the district was entitled to for the project with interest 
within five years from the date the Board made the finding of Material Inaccuracy. Interest shall be assessed as 
prescribed in Education Code Section 17070.51(b)(1). 
(2) Shall be prohibited from self-certifying project information for a period of up to five years from the date the Board 
made the finding of Material Inaccuracy for the project. A prohibition from self-certification of project information may be 
less than five years as determined on a case-by-case basis by the Board. 
(3) Shall be required to file all projects pursuant to Section 1859.104.2 for the time period required in subsection (c)(2). 
(4) Shall be subject to the fee prescribed by Section 1859.104.3. 
(d) The Board may direct that adjustments to the school district’s New Construction or Modernization baseline eligibility 
be made pursuant to Sections 1859.51 and 1859.61 based on the determination of Material Inaccuracy. A school district 
filing a Project Information Worksheet with the best available information at the time of filing will not be subject to a 
Material Inaccuracy for that information.” 
 
Section 1859.104.2 states “If the Board has made a finding of Material Inaccuracy pursuant to Section 1859.104.1, the 
OPSC may request supporting documentation as it deems appropriate for any application filed after a finding of material 
inaccuracy for the time prescribed in 1859.104.1(a)(1), (b)(2) or (c)(2).” 
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AUTHORITY (cont.) 


 
Material Inaccuracy Regulations (SFP Regulation Sections 1859.2, 104.1, 104.2, and 104.3) (cont.) 
 
SFP Regulation Section 1859.104.3 states that “If the Board has made a finding of Material Inaccuracy pursuant to 
Section 1859.104.1, the Board shall charge the district an amount of $100 per hour for the additional hours necessary to 
process and review the district’s applications submitted during the timelines prescribed in Section 1859.104.1(a)(1), 
(b)(2) or (c)(2). The maximum hours subject to the fee per application is the greater of 50 hours or one percent of the 
enrollment of the district as reported in Part A, the continuation high pupils reported in Part C, and the special day class 
pupils reported in Part D of Form SAB 50-01. The Board will not make a release of funds for any project subject to the 
fee in this section until the fee has been remitted to the OPSC. All fees collected shall be deposited in the School Facility 
Fund and available for apportionment as directed by the Board.”

In these instances, statute requires the Office of Public School Construction (OPSC) 
to notify the Board so that it may make a determination regarding Material Inaccuracy. 


 
AUTHORITY 
  


See Attachment A. 
  
BACKGROUND 
 


After the preliminary finding, Staff began a series of conference calls and written communications with the District 
representatives to gather additional information in order to validate the finding. Staff’s research found the District did 
not enter into the required amount of binding contracts until 11 days after the funds were released. The District has 
worked diligently with the OPSC in providing requested documents and taking the time to have several conference 
calls with the OPSC. This is the District’s first potential finding of Material Inaccuracy. 


 
Further Staff research reinforced that the District did not have 50 percent of their project’s construction under binding 
contract at the time that the certifications were made.  Therefore, the District falsely certified the Fund Release 
Authorization and received a funding advantage on the project. 


 
If the Board finds that the District has a Material Inaccuracy, the Board shall require the District to repay a statutory 
interest penalty.  The total interest amount calculated for this project is $11,394. 
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BACKGROUND (cont.) 


 
Prior Board Actions 
 
At the December 2005 Board (See Attachment B), the District was allowed a one-time exception to use fees 
associated with the construction management (CM) contract to be counted toward the Fund Release Authorization 
submittal requirements. The District was required to repay the State $774,967 in interest penalties, due to the District 
receiving funds prematurely. 
 
Due to a Board decision in 2007, CM fees are now counted toward the Fund Release Authorization submittal 
requirements, if it was signed before December 31, 2003. On the project in question, the District signed the Fund 
Release Authorization before December 31, 2003. Thus, OPSC has included the CM contract toward the submittal 
requirements. Although Staff has counted the CM contract fees toward the Fund Release Authorization submittal 
requirements, the District still has a premature fund release.   
 


STAFF ANALYSIS / STATEMENTS 
 


The Education Code (EC) provides as follows: 
 


EC Section 17072.32 (Premature Fund Release):  The essential element necessary to meet the criteria in this EC Section 
is to have “…a binding contract for the completion of the approved project.” The District submitted a fund release request 
using the Fund Release Authorization form, on which the District specifically checked the following certification: 


 


“The District certifies it has entered into a binding contract(s) for at least 50 percent of the construction included in the 
plans applicable to the state funded project.” 


 
To confirm compliance with this SFP requirement, an accurate certification is necessary. The District falsely certified 
because it did not yet have 50 percent of the construction under contract. 


 
EC Section 17070.51(a) (False Certification - Potential Material Inaccuracy):  This EC Section requires that when eligibility 
or funding application related information is found to have been falsely certified by school districts, architects or design 
professionals, the OPSC shall notify the Board. Material Inaccuracy is further defined in the regulations that the falsely 
certified information allowed the school district to gain an advantage in the funding process. 
 
There are three major issues for consideration by the Board: 
 
1. Material Inaccuracy 


 
The District falsely certified on its Fund Release Authorization submittal. Under the law and regulations governing 
Material Inaccuracy, the term “falsely certified” is used. It is not necessary for the Board to determine that the 
certification was knowingly false or intentionally misleading. The term in this context is the simple and common 
meaning: inaccurate or not true. This standard does not require a finding of any intent or specific knowledge on the 
part of a district. Staff recommends that the Board find that a Material Inaccuracy occurred for the District project.   
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STAFF ANALYSIS / STATEMENTS (cont.) 


 
2. Interest Penalty 


 
If the Board finds the District’s project has a Material Inaccuracy, EC Section 17070.51(b) requires that the District 
shall repay the funding received as a result of the false certification, which in this case is the interest calculated 
from the fund release date to the date when the District awarded a binding contract for at least 50 percent of the 
construction included in the plans. Since the funds were prematurely released to the District, the District received a 
funding advantage and the State lost interest on these funds during the period of time that the funds should have 
remained in the state bond fund accruing interest. The statutory interest penalty on this project is $11,394.  


 
The interest calculation was based on the warrant amount of $8,044,366 and using 11 days at the interest rate at 
the time. The number of days used in the interest penalty calculation is determined by the period between the fund 
release date and the date of the award of construction contract that meets the Fund Release Authorization 
threshold, which is when the District has binding contact(s) for at least 50 percent of the construction included in 
the plans. 
 


3. Loss of Self-Certification Privileges 
 


In the event the Board makes a Material Inaccuracy finding, the law also requires that the District be prohibited 
from self-certifying project information on subsequent applications for a period of up to five years. The regulations 
require that the Board shall charge the District an amount of $100 per hour for the additional hours to process and 
review the District’s subsequent applications for SFP funding. Based on the number of days of the funding 
advantage (11 days), and Staff’s methodology for making these recommendations (Attachment C), Staff is 
recommending a loss of self-certification privileges for a period of one year, until September 28, 2012.  


 
District’s Position 


 
The District does not dispute a premature fund release occurred for SFP Application Number 50/75176-00-002, but 
contends the District submitted the Fund Release Authorization under the assumption that entering into a binding 
contract with the construction manager was sufficient.  


 
The District maintains special consideration should be given to the District because this project should have been 
included in the appeal presented to the Board on December 2005. The SFP projects heard by the Board had identical 
circumstances and dates. During the appeal, the Board accepted the District’s explanation and required the District to 
repay interest due from the premature fund releases. Because the premature fund release was unintentional, the 
District does not believe it should lose its self-certification privileges. 
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Staff Response to District’s Position 
 
The District acknowledges a premature fund release occurred on SFP Application Number 50/75176-00-002.  
Although, the error was made by a prior administration and may be unintentional, it resulted in an early release of 
funds giving the District a funding advantage over other districts. The premature fund release also resulted in 1) lost 
interest during the period of time these funds should have remained in the State bond fund accruing interest and  
2) added additional debt service costs to the State.   
 
In preparation for the December 2005 SAB item, Staff worked extensively with the District. The District was asked to 
review all of their projects with premature fund release issues. The District did not identify this project as having an 
issue.  
 
The law and regulations require that districts be prohibited for self-certifying project information for a period of up to five 
years in the event the Board makes a Material Inaccuracy finding and be charged an amount of $100 per hour for the 
additional hours to process and review subsequent applications for SFP funding.   
 


RECOMMENDATIONS 
 


1. Find that a Material Inaccuracy occurred for the SFP Application Number 50/75176-00-002, which resulted in an 
early release of funds. 


 
2. Require the District to repay $11,394 as shown on Attachment D.  


 
Payment of the entire amount is due within 60 days of the Board action; or, payment is due in installments, with 
interest, within a period of no more than five years from the Board action. 


 
3. Prohibit the District from self-certification on project information for a period of one year, until September 28, 2012. 


Specify that the District will be charged an amount of $100 per hour for the additional hours necessary to process 
and review the District’s applications submitted during the timelines prescribed in SFP Regulation Section 
1859.104.1(c)(2). 


 
 
BOARD ACTION 
 
 In considering this Item, the State Allocation Board required the District to repay $5,098 in interest to the State and that 


there was no finding of a Material Inaccuracy or loss to self-certification. 
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ATTACHMENT A 
 


AUTHORITY 
 


 Fund Release Criteria 
 


EC Section 17072.32 states “For any project that has received an apportionment pursuant to Section 17072.30, funding 
shall be released in amounts equal to the amount of the local match upon certification by the school district that the 
school district has entered into a binding contract for completion of the approved project.” 
 
SFP Regulation Section 1859.90 states, “With the exception of an apportionment made pursuant to Sections 
1859.81.1(e) or 1859.81.2, or of an Inactive Apportionment subject to Section 1859.96, the OPSC will release State 
funds that the Board has apportioned to the district after submittal, by the district, of the Form SAB 50-05, subject to the 
availability of financing provided by the Pooled Money Investment Board for bond-funded projects.”   
 
Material Inaccuracy Statute (Education Code Section 17070.51) 
 
Statute provides that the Board may make a Material Inaccuracy finding and take appropriate actions to impose the 
school district’s penalties as follows: 


 


EC Section 17070.51 states, “(a) If any certified eligibility or funding application related information is found to have been 
falsely certified by school districts, architects or design professionals, hereinafter referred to as a material inaccuracy, the 
Office of Public School Construction shall notify the board. 
   (b) The board shall impose the following penalties if an apportionment and fund release has been made based upon 
information in the project application or related materials that constitutes a material inaccuracy. 
   (1) Pursuant to a repayment schedule approved by the board of no more than five years, the school district shall repay 
to the board, for deposit into the 1998 State School Facilities Fund, the 2002 State School Facilities Fund, or the 2004 
State School Facilities Fund, as the case may be, an amount proportionate to the additional funding received as a result 
of the material inaccuracy including interest at the rate paid on moneys in the Pooled Money Investment Account or at 
the highest rate of interest for the most recent issue of state general obligation bonds as established pursuant to the 
Chapter 4 (commencing with Section 16720), of Part 3 of Division 4 of Title 2 of the Government Code, whichever is 
greater. 
   (2) The board shall prohibit the school district from self-certifying certain project information for any subsequent 
applications for project funding for a period of up to five years following the date of the finding of a material inaccuracy or 
until the district's repayment of the entire amount owed under paragraph (1). Although a school district that is subject to 
this paragraph may not self-certify, the school district shall not be prohibited from applying for state funding under this 
chapter. The board shall establish an alternative method for state or independent certification of compliance that shall be 
applicable in these cases. The process shall include, but shall not be limited to, procedures for payment by the school 
district of any increased costs associated with the alternative certification process. 
   (c) For school districts found to have provided material inaccuracies when a funding apportionment has occurred, but 
no fund release has been made, the board shall direct its staff to reduce the apportionment as necessary to reflect the 
actual nature of the project and to disregard the inaccurate information or material, and paragraph (2) of subdivision (b) 
shall apply. 
   (d) For those school districts found to have provided material inaccuracies when no funding apportionment or fund 
release has been made, the inaccurate information or materials shall not be considered, and paragraph (2) of 
subdivision (b) shall apply. The project may continue if the application, minus the inaccurate materials, is still complete.” 
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AUTHORITY (cont.) 


 
Material Inaccuracy Regulations (SFP Regulation Sections 1859.2, 104.1, 104.2, and 104.3) 
 
SFP Regulation Section 1859.2 (Definition of Material Inaccuracy), “Means any falsely certified eligibility or funding 
application related information submitted by the school districts, architects or other design professionals that allowed the 
school district an advantage in the funding process.” 


 
SFP Regulation Section 1859.104.1states “When the Board makes a finding that a Material Inaccuracy occurred for a 
SFP Project, the district shall be subject to the following penalties: 
(a) If the Material Inaccuracy finding occurred prior to the apportionment, the district shall be: 
(1) Prohibited from self-certifying the project information for a period of up to five years from the date the Board made the 
finding of Material Inaccuracy for the project. A prohibition from self-certification of project information may be less than 
five years as determined on a case-by-case basis by the Board. 
(2) Required to file all projects pursuant to Section 1859.104.2 for the time period required in subsection (a)(1). 
(3) Subject to the fee prescribed by Section 1859.104.3. 
(b) If the Material Inaccuracy finding occurred after the apportionment but no funds have been released for the project: 
(1) The Board shall reduce the project apportionment by the additional funding received beyond the amount the district 
was entitled to for the project. 
(2) The school district shall be prohibited from self-certifying project information for a period of up to five years from the 
date the Board made the finding of Material Inaccuracy for the project. A prohibition from self-certification of project 
information may be less than five years as determined on a case-by-case basis by the Board. 
(3) The school district shall be required to file all projects pursuant to Section 1859.104.2 for the time period required in 
subsection (b)(2). 
(4) The school district shall be subject to the fee prescribed by Section 1859.104.3. 
(c) If the Material Inaccuracy finding occurred after the apportionment and funds were released for the project, the 
district: 
(1) Must repay the additional funding received beyond the amount the district was entitled to for the project with interest 
within five years from the date the Board made the finding of Material Inaccuracy. Interest shall be assessed as 
prescribed in Education Code Section 17070.51(b)(1). 
(2) Shall be prohibited from self-certifying project information for a period of up to five years from the date the Board 
made the finding of Material Inaccuracy for the project. A prohibition from self-certification of project information may be 
less than five years as determined on a case-by-case basis by the Board. 
(3) Shall be required to file all projects pursuant to Section 1859.104.2 for the time period required in subsection (c)(2). 
(4) Shall be subject to the fee prescribed by Section 1859.104.3. 
(d) The Board may direct that adjustments to the school district’s New Construction or Modernization baseline eligibility 
be made pursuant to Sections 1859.51 and 1859.61 based on the determination of Material Inaccuracy. A school district 
filing a Project Information Worksheet with the best available information at the time of filing will not be subject to a 
Material Inaccuracy for that information.” 
 
Section 1859.104.2 states “If the Board has made a finding of Material Inaccuracy pursuant to Section 1859.104.1, the 
OPSC may request supporting documentation as it deems appropriate for any application filed after a finding of material 
inaccuracy for the time prescribed in 1859.104.1(a)(1), (b)(2) or (c)(2).” 
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AUTHORITY (cont.) 


 
Material Inaccuracy Regulations (SFP Regulation Sections 1859.2, 104.1, 104.2, and 104.3) (cont.) 
 
SFP Regulation Section 1859.104.3 states that “If the Board has made a finding of Material Inaccuracy pursuant to 
Section 1859.104.1, the Board shall charge the district an amount of $100 per hour for the additional hours necessary to 
process and review the district’s applications submitted during the timelines prescribed in Section 1859.104.1(a)(1), 
(b)(2) or (c)(2). The maximum hours subject to the fee per application is the greater of 50 hours or one percent of the 
enrollment of the district as reported in Part A, the continuation high pupils reported in Part C, and the special day class 
pupils reported in Part D of Form SAB 50-01. The Board will not make a release of funds for any project subject to the 
fee in this section until the fee has been remitted to the OPSC. All fees collected shall be deposited in the School Facility 
Fund and available for apportionment as directed by the Board.”

OVERCROWDING RELIEF GRANT PROGRAM 


 
PURPOSE OF REPORT 
 


To seek Board direction on the allocation of remaining Overcrowding Relief Grant (ORG) program bond 
authority.  


DESCRIPTION 
 


Staff is seeking Board direction on how to proceed with approximately $287.4 million in remaining 
bond authority available for the ORG program.  The Board has the option to continue allocating ORG 
funds by declaring additional funding cycles. This item includes a summary of all funding approvals to 
date and a preview of the funding applications received for the eighth cycle as of the filing deadline 
on July 29, 2011.   


 
AUTHORITY 


  


Education Code (EC) Section 101012 states, “(a)The proceeds from the sale of bonds, issued and sold for the 
purposes of this chapter, shall be allocated in accordance with the following schedule: 
   …. 
(7) The amount of one billion dollars ($1,000,000,000) shall be available for providing new construction 
funding to severely overcrowded schoolsites pursuant to Article 14 (commencing with Section 17079) of 
Chapter 12.5 of Part 10. 
   …. 
(d) (1) The Legislature may amend this section to adjust the funding amounts specified in paragraphs (1) to 
(8), inclusive, of subdivision (a), only by either of the following methods: 
(A) By a statute, passed in each house of the Legislature by roll call vote entered in the respective journals, by 
not less than two-thirds of the membership in each house concurring, if the statute is consistent with, and 
furthers the purposes of, this chapter. 


  (B) By a statute that becomes effective only when approved by the voters. 
(2) Amendments pursuant to this subdivision may adjust the amounts to be expended pursuant to paragraphs 
(1) to (8), inclusive, of subdivision (a), but may not increase or decrease the total amount to be expended 
pursuant to that subdivision. 
(e) Funds available pursuant to this section may be used for acquisition of school facilities authorized pursuant 
to Section 17280.5.” 
 
SFP Regulation Section 1859.184 states, “(a) The Board shall accept approved applications for Overcrowding 
Relief Grants as follows: 
(1) For the funding made available for this purpose for the first funding cycle, the School District shall submit 
an approved application by January 31, 2008. 
(2) The Board shall accept approved applications on a semi-annual basis thereafter. 
The Board shall apportion Overcrowding Relief Grants based upon the highest density of the eligible schools 
that have submitted an approved application. Any School District that does not receive an Overcrowding Relief 
Grant due to low school density and insufficient funds may request that its application remain with the OPSC 
for consideration in the following semi-annual funding cycle. 
(b) The Board shall apportion the Overcrowding Relief Grants as follows: 
 


(Continued on Page Two) 
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AUTHORITY (cont.) 
 
(1) For the first funding cycle, up to a maximum of $500 million for all approved applications that are received 
by January 31, 2008. 
(2) For the second funding cycle, up to a maximum of $300 million for all approved applications that are 
received by July 31, 2008, plus any remaining funds not apportioned during the previous funding cycle. 
(3) Approved applications that are received by January 30, 2009 shall be apportioned any remaining funds not 
allocated at the previous funding cycles, plus an additional $200 million. 
(4) Approved applications that are received by July 31, 2009 shall be apportioned any remaining funds not 
allocated at the previous funding cycles. 
(5) Approved applications that are received by January 29, 2010 shall be apportioned any remaining funds not 
allocated at the previous funding cycles. 
(6) Approved applications that are received by July 30, 2010 shall be apportioned any remaining funds not 
allocated at the previous funding cycles. 
(7) The Board may accept applications every six months that are received by the last business day of January 
and July until the Overcrowding Relief Grant funds are exhausted. 


 
The approved applications for Overcrowding Relief Grants filed after July 31, 2008 must provide a narrative 
that demonstrates that the project will relieve overcrowding at the eligible school, by increasing useable 
outdoor space for uses such as play areas, green space, or outdoor lunch areas. 


 
A School District may submit an approved application to request an Overcrowding Relief Grant from the 
funding provided under Proposition 1D for a project that has been occupied, if the construction contract for the 
project was signed after Board approval of these regulations. The School District must have obtained all 
project approvals required for a new construction funding application prior to the construction contract date.” 
 


BACKGROUND 
 
The ORG Program enables districts to reduce the number of portable classrooms on eligible overcrowded 
school sites by replacing them with permanent classrooms.  An overcrowded school site is defined as having 
a school site pupil population density that is equal to or greater than 175 percent pupil density recommended 
by the California Department of Education (CDE).  This program does not require new construction eligibility 
and is based upon eligibility determined by CDE.  Portables replaced using ORG Program funds must be 
removed from the eligible school site and from K-12 grade classroom use within six months of the date of 
occupancy of the new ORG funded permanent classrooms.   
 
On February 28, 2007, the Board approved SFP Regulation Section 1859.184.  This section established three 
initial ORG funding cycles with the possibility for a fourth cycle if funds remained.  In June of 2008, the Board 
approved regulations creating a fourth and fifth funding cycle. In January of 2010, the Board approved 
amended regulations, which established the sixth funding cycle and provided the Board with the option to 
establish subsequent filing rounds as needed. These regulations became effective on June 23, 2010.  
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BACKGROUND (cont.) 
 
As a result of concerns raised at the August 4, 2010 Board meeting, the Board asked Staff to discuss the 
ORG Program at a future Implementation Committee meeting in order to obtain input regarding the Program. 
Following Implementation Committee discussions in October and November of 2010, the Board approved the 
seventh and eighth ORG funding rounds at the December 2010 meeting.  Staff was directed to bring back an 
item detailing the demand for additional rounds in order to help determine the future need for the ORG 
program following the eighth funding cycle.  The eighth funding cycle closed on July 29, 2011.  


 
STAFF ANALYSIS/STATEMENTS 
 


Since the ORG Program began, seven funding cycles have been processed and approved by the Board as 
follows:

Staff is presenting the Board with the options below for the future allocation of ORG bond authority. 
 
OPTIONS 


 
Option 1: Continue ORG Funding by Declaring Additional Filing Periods 


 
SFP Regulation Section 1859.184 prescribes when ORG applications will be accepted and apportioned.  


 
If the Board wishes to continue the program, a maximum of two funding cycles can be held each year until 
bond authority is depleted.  SFP Regulation Section 1859.184 states that funding cycles could be held every 
six months.  Filing periods would run from August 1st through January 31st and from February 1st through July 
31st.  The filing deadline for the 9th cycle could be January 31, 2012, should the Board decide to declare 
additional ORG funding cycles. 
 
If the Board wishes to continue funding the ORG through additional filing rounds, Staff is seeking direction on 
the implementation of future cycles. Below are some of the possible options for holding future filing rounds: 


 The Board can elect to approve each future funding cycle prior to the opening of the next funding 
cycle. 


 The Board can approve multiple future funding cycles, not to exceed two per calendar year. 
 The Board can direct staff to process funding cycles for Board approval on a continuous basis until all 


available funding is disbursed.   
 


Option 2: Take No Action  
 


The Board could elect to take no action at this time.  According to EC Section 101012, $1 billion in bond 
authority is allocated for the ORG program, and adjusting this amount would require legislative action.

 This Resolution of the State Allocation Board (hereafter referred to as the “Board”) is applicable to the 
appropriate sections of the Education Code and is described and filed in the office of the Executive Officer and will be 
made available to all interested parties as the Resolution pertains to the documents attached hereto.  Said 
documents were acted upon by the Board at its meeting on September 28, 2011. 
 
 WHEREAS, the Board has previously approved or determined to be approvable a number of projects for 
construction or modernization eligibility of facilities for school districts and is making apportionments and/or unfunded 
approvals for the grant amounts for projects that meet the Board’s criteria for the apportionment of grants pursuant to 
Education Code Sections 17072.10, 17078.52, 17078.70, 17079 or 17074.10 or Board Regulations 1859.81.1 or 
1859.83; 
 
 WHEREAS, Treasury Regulations Section 1.150-2 require the State (on whose behalf the Board is acting) 
to declare its reasonable intent to provide grant funding to school districts, in accordance with Board policy and law, 
for costs of the projects with proceeds of State bonds; 
 
 NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED: 
 


1. This Resolution is adopted by the Board for the purposes of establishing compliance with Treasury 
Regulations Section 1.150-2, and this Resolution does not bind the Board to make any additional 
apportionment, or bind the State to incur any indebtedness.  


 
2. The Board anticipates that some or all of the school districts listed on the list of “Projects” referred 


to in this Resolution will pay certain capital expenditures in connection with some or all of the 
project costs prior to the issuance of bonds by the State to pay for the grants for the projects.  The 
reimbursement of such costs is consistent with the State’s budgetary and financial circumstances, 
and in accordance with Board policy, as no other funds or accounts of the State have been 
budgeted or are available to pay the costs of the projects on either a short-term or a long-term 
basis. 


 
3. The Board, acting on behalf of the State, hereby declares that it is the State’s official intent to use 


proceeds of general obligation bonds that may become available for such purpose, consistent with 
the requirements of law that are in effect at the time the funds are available, to provide grants in 
accordance with applicable laws and regulations. 


 
4. This Resolution shall be continuously available for inspection by the general public during normal 


business hours at the offices of the Board at 707 3rd Street, West Sacramento, California, 
commencing within one week after the date of enactment of this Resolution. 


 
5. Any eligibility determination does not constitute a commitment of future funding by the Board.

PURPOSE OF REPORT 


 
To present Magnolia Education and Research Foundation Charter School’s request to hold title to facilities related 
to its Charter School Facilities Program (CSFP) project, Office of Public School Construction (OPSC) application 
number 54/66670-00-003. 


 
DESCRIPTION 


 
In order for a charter school to hold title to the project facilities, it must submit a written request and the Board 
must determine that the request contains all the necessary information required by law, including why title is not 
held by either the school district or a local governmental entity. 
 


AUTHORITY 
 
Education Code (EC) Section 17078.63(a)(3)(A) lists the following as an option an applicant can submit 
regarding title to the facilities:   
 


“A request that the charter school be authorized to hold fee simple title to the subject property in trust for 
the benefit of the state public school system, on which a lien shall be recorded in favor of the board for the 
total amount of funds allocated pursuant to this article….The charter school shall include with the request 
a statement outlining the reasons why ownership of the project facilities is not vested with (the school 
district or local governmental entity).  Prior to releasing any project funds, the board shall make findings 
that the applicant has submitted all of the information required by this paragraph.” 
 


EC Section 17078.63(a)(3)(B) states that the chain of title must include a restrictive covenant requiring that the 
facilities be used for public school purposes and a remainder interest reverting to the local school district or the 
board in the event the district disclaims interest. 
 
School Facility Program Regulation Section 1859.172(a)(3) states the following: “The written request must 
include a statement justifying the reasons why ownership is not vested with (the school district or local 
governmental entity).  The written request must also include the statement: I certify, as the charter school 
representative, that the information reported in this document is true and correct.” 
 


BACKGROUND 
 
Prior to 2010, title to CSFP project facilities was required to be held by the school district in which the project 
was physically located.  The passage of Senate Bill 592 allowed for title to be held by the school district in which 
the project was located, the Charter School, or a local governmental entity.  The Charter School must submit a 
written request and the Board must determine that the request contains all the necessary information required by 
law, including why title is not held by either the school district or a local governmental entity. 


 
Additional security provisions required when a charter school holds title include the following: 
 A lien on the property on behalf of the Board 
 A restrictive covenant requiring that the facilities be used for public school purposes 
 A remainder interest reverting to the local school district or the Board in the event the district disclaims the 


interest 
 
The Charter School has not requested any advance fund releases or submitted a conversion application as the 
title issue must be resolved prior to the receipt of any State funding.

STAFF ANALYSIS / STATEMENTS 


 
The Charter School has provided a letter from the Santa Ana Unified School District (Attachment B), in which the 
District declines to hold title to the project facilities “based upon information provided by (the Charter School) and 
a thorough review of the applicable Education Code sections.”  The Charter School has also provided a letter 
from the City of Santa Ana (Attachment C), which states that “the City of Santa Ana hereby expresses no 
interest in holding title in the school property,” and they also base the decision on information provided by the 
Charter School and review of the applicable EC sections. 
 
The request is included as Attachment A, and appears to contain all of the information required by the EC.  
Board approval of this request is contingent upon all of the security provisions being applied, as required by the 
EC.  If the charter school does not allow for the recording of the lien, restrictive covenant, or remainder interest, 
staff will present an item to a future Board meeting recommending revocation of the original finding.   
    


RECOMMENDATIONS 
 
1. Make a finding that the Charter School has met all of the requirements of EC Section 17078.63(a)(3)(A). 
 
2. Direct staff to present an item recommending revocation of this Board finding should the charter school fail 


to implement all of the security provisions set forth in the EC Section 17078.63(a)(3)(B).

PURPOSE OF REPORT 
 
 To authorize the purchase of State Relocatable Classrooms from the State Allocation Board (Board) under the 


previously approved Phase-Out Plan for the State Relocatable Classroom Program (SRCP). 
 
BACKGROUND 
 
 At the October 2005 meeting, the Board adopted a Phase-Out Plan for the SRCP.  The SRCP was originally 


designed to meet classroom needs for those districts impacted by excessive growth or unforeseen classroom 
emergencies.  The Phase-Out Plan was presented to the Board due to the deteriorating condition of an aging 
fleet, increasing size, cost, and liability associated with maintaining the program.  The approved Phase-Out 
Plan outlined a process for immediate disposal of all State relocatable classrooms and permitted school 
districts and other entities (Buyers) to purchase the relocatable classrooms. 


 
AUTHORITY 
 
 Education Code Section 17094 permits the Board to dispose of a State relocatable classroom to the public or 


private entity in any manner that it deems to be in the best interest of the State, if the Board deems there is no 
longer a need for the State relocatable classroom. 


 
Education Code Section 17089.2 permits the Board to accept payments in equal annual installments for an 
agreed upon term not to exceed nine years. 


 
DESCRIPTION 
 
 The Buyers listed on the Attachment have complied with all provisions of the Phase-Out Plan, adopted by the 


SAB, for the purchase of State relocatable classrooms.  The cost of the relocatable classrooms are 
determined based on the age of the relocatable classrooms.  Buyers that purchase relocatable classrooms are 
responsible for all costs to move and set up the relocatable classrooms.  Three Buyers are purchasing five 
relocatable classrooms using the cash option as shown on the Attachment.

Approve the sale of five relocatable classrooms for $30,401 in revenue to the State School Building Aid Fund 
as shown on the Attachment.

SALE OF CHILDCARE, PRESCHOOL AND LATCHKEY FACILITIES 


 
 
PURPOSE OF REPORT 
 


 To authorize applicant school districts/agencies to purchase Childcare, Preschool and Latchkey leased 
facilities (Childcare) from the State Allocation Board (Board) under the amended Phase-Out Plan for the State 
Relocatable Classroom Program (SRCP). 


 


DESCRIPTION 
 


 The private entity listed on the Attachment has complied with all provisions of the Phase-Out Plan adopted by 
the Board and amended to include Childcare facilities.  The parties that purchase the Childcare facilities are 
responsible for all moving and set up costs.   


  


Currently, there is one Childcare facility available at one location.  Should the Board approve this item, all 
Childcare facilities will have been sold. 


 


AUTHORITY 
 


Education Code Section 8277.7(h) reads in part “…if there is no longer a need for the relocatable facilities, the board 
may dispose of them to public or private parties in the manner it deems to be in the best interests of the state”. 


 


BACKGROUND 
 


 At the October 2005 meeting, the Board adopted a Phase-Out Plan for the SRCP.  On February 28, 2007, the 
Board amended the Phase-Out Plan to include relocatable facilities in the Childcare Programs. 


 


The Childcare programs were created under Education Code Section 8477 et al. which required the California 
Department of Education to fund the programs and required the Office of Public School Construction to 
procure and administer the leases for the relocatable facilities.  The facilities were leased to school 
districts/agencies for one dollar per year.  The Education Code also provided reimbursement funds to the 
school districts/agencies for costs associated with moving the facilities.  The facilities now range in age from 
fourteen to twenty-four years of age and are at or nearing the end of their useful life and require repair or 
disposal due to their age and/or condition.  In addition, the funding for these programs has been depleted and 
there are insufficient funds to move, repair or pay for reimbursement costs associated with moving the 
facilities. 
 


STAFF ANALYSIS/STATEMENTS 
  


The Phase-Out Plan outlines a process for immediate disposal of all Childcare facilities and permits school 
districts/agencies to purchase the relocatable facilities for one dollar.  Since the inception of the programs, 
districts/agencies have only been charged one dollar to lease the relocatable facilities and the cost to administer the 
programs was previously subsidized by the State.

The 
first 30-calendar day filing period closed on August 25, 2011. A total of 187 school districts submitted certifications for 
504 projects (out of 710 possible projects), representing a total of $1.34 billion. 
 
Certifications will be valid until January 10, 2012. If a district’s project receives an apportionment, the district will have 
90 days from the apportionment date to submit a Fund Release Authorization (Form SAB 50-05).

With a quorum present, Mr. Reyes, Chair, called the meeting to order at 4:03 p.m.   
 
 
PRIOR MINUTES 
 
Assembly Member Hagman made a motion to approve the July 12, 2011 SAB meeting Minutes with a request 
that public comments by the Orange County Department of Education (OCDE) also be recorded in the Minutes.  
Ms. Nina Boyd, Assistant Superintendent for the OCDE, addressed the SAB and distributed a letter from the 
Superintendent which was to be made part of the August 24, 2011 SAB Agenda (incorporated by reference).  
Ms. Boyd read into the record statements from the letter.  The motion was restated, and it carried, to approve 
the July 12, 2011 SAB meeting Minutes and incorporate by reference the letter from the OCDE Superintendent 
into the August 24, 2011 SAB Agenda. 
 
 
EXECUTIVE OFFICER’S STATEMENT 
 
The Acting Executive Office informed the Board of the following: 
 
Priorities in Funding Regulations and 30-Day Certification Period 
 
At the May 25, 2011 SAB meeting, the Board approved regulations to create two certification filing periods per 
year in order for projects on the Unfunded Approvals list to receive priority funding apportionments. The first 30-
calendar day filing period began on July 27, 2011, the effective date of the regulations. Staff sent an email to all 
school districts, charter schools, and local educational agencies notifying them of the regulation changes and 
the new certification period.  The email included a link to certification instructions on the OPSC website entitled 
Procedures for School Facility Program Funding. Certifications.  It was noted that certifications must be 
physically received by the OPSC on or before the close of the filing period on August 25, 2011. 
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EXECUTIVE OFFICER’S STATEMENT (cont.) 
 
Priorities in Funding Regulations and 30-Day Certification Period (cont.) 
 
Further, it was noted that earlier in the week, staff sent an additional reminder notice to all school districts via 
email regarding the certification filing round. Staff followed up with a telephone call to those school districts with 
an Unfunded Approval on the list to ensure that all school districts were informed of the opportunity to file. As of 
Tuesday, August 23, 2011, 152 school districts submitted certifications for 345 of 666 possible projects for 
approximately $934.2 million.  Certifications for the first filing round will be valid until January 10, 2012.  If a 
school district’s project receives an apportionment, the school district will have 90 days from the apportionment 
date to submit a Fund Release Authorization (Form SAB 50-05). 
 
Seismic Mitigation Program Public Meeting 
 
The Division of the State Architect (DSA) will hold a public meeting to discuss proposed procedures and project 
requirements relating to the DSA review and approval of projects seeking funding for the Seismic Mitigation 
Program. The proposed changes are outlined in DSA Procedure 08-03, which corresponds to Program 
regulations adopted by the State Allocation Board on June 22, 2011.  The meeting will be held on Thursday, 
August 25, 2011, from 1:00 p.m. to 3:30 p.m. at the DSA Headquarters, located at 1102 Q Street, 5th Floor, 
Conference Room B, Sacramento, CA  95811.  Seismic Mitigation Program:  DSA Review Meeting Agenda 
08/25/11 (PDF - 610 KB) 
 
Labor Compliance Program (LCP) Grant Regulations Update 
 
Staff met with the Office of Administrative Law (OAL) regarding the LCP regulations.  The OAL informed staff 
that the regulations exceed statutory authority and, therefore, are not approvable.  School districts receiving 
grant approvals under Propositions 47 and 55 must have a LCP. 
 
Appeals Process Update 
 
A public comment was received at the April 27, 2011 SAB meeting regarding project approval when a portion of 
a funding item has been appealed.  It was noted that from now on when a project has an appeal component, the 
non-appeal portion will be presented for Board approval through the normal Consent Agenda, if possible.  Then, 
the appeal portion will follow the recently adopted Appeals Processing Timeline. 
 
Joint Agency Workshop 
 
On Wednesday, July 13, 2011, the OPSC, the CDE and the DSA hosted the second in a series of quarterly 
workshops on the school construction process.  There were 55 participants that attended the event in person, 
and 19 participants watched the live webcast.  The webcast and the slideshow presentation can be viewed at 
any time on the “Resources” page of the OPSC website in the “Training" section 
(http://www.dgs.ca.gov/opsc/Resources.aspx).

Ceres Unified/Stanislaus    50/71043-00-030 
 


This item was withdrawn at the request of the District. 
 


Fresno County Office of Education/Fresno    50/10108-00-002 
 


Mr. Rick Asbell, representing the SAB staff, presented this item to the Board.  He indicated that the Fresno COE 
decided to not construct a handicap accessible pool that was a deductive alternate in the originally approved 
plans.  Due to the removal of the handicap-accessible pool, the Fresno COE would have approximately 
$500,000 in residual funds, which it would like to use to add new scope to the project.  Staff reviewed the 
Fresno COE’s request and because the new scope was not part of the original project, adding it to the existing 
approval would expand the scope of the project.  The School Facility Program (SFP) regulations do not allow 
Financial Hardship districts to retain the State’s share of savings because the district does not contribute its full 
50 percent matching share to the project.  It was stated that by approving the Fresno COE’s request would set 
precedence that would substantially change the Financial Hardship Program by allowing Financial Hardship 
districts to essentially retain the State’s share of project savings and potentially allow an unfair advantage to 
Financial Hardship districts.  Staff has administratively denied the District’s request.  Mr. Jonathan Arambel, 
representing Assembly Member Perea’s office, presented a letter of support which stated that the Fresno COE’s 
request aligns with the State’s objectives of increasing the use of clean and renewable energy at no extra cost 
to the State and that Assembly Member Perea strongly urges the SAB to approve the request.  Mr. Jeff Becker, 
Director of Facilities for the Fresno COE, addressed the SAB and stated that the request fully complied with 
State law.  Assembly Member Buchanan stated that she did not agree that Financial Hardship dollars should be 
spent on swimming pools and that those funds should be directed to construct core facilities.  She also 
questioned when would it be reasonable to inform the SAB of a scope change?  Senator Lowenthal asked if 
scope changes in general are allowed in the SFP and asked if the SAB had ever approved the definition of a 
scope change.  The Acting Executive Officer replied to some extent they are allowed and that the issue had 
been discussed at the Implementation Committee but never elevated to the SAB.  Senator Lowenthal stated that 
this is an appropriate scope change and supports the Fresno COE’s appeal.  The SAB was in agreement that a 
discussion of allowable scope changes should be addressed at a future SAB meeting.  Assembly Member 
Brownley indicated her support of Senator Lowenthal’s statements and made a motion to accept the Fresno 
COE’s appeal, which was seconded by Senator Hancock.  Assembly Member Hagman raised concerns 
regarding the replacement of permanent classrooms with portable classrooms, which do result in savings and 
why would the SAB spend 30-year bond funds on portable buildings that will not last at least 30 years?  It was 
suggested that this issue also be discussed at a future SAB meeting.  Ms. Moore stated that she believes it 
reasonable to grant the Fresno COE’s appeal and that the CDE supports the request.  She also suggested that 
in addition to a scope change discussion include the issue of minimum essential facilities and allowing those 
facilities to be made part of the project using savings.  The Chair called for a roll-call vote and the motion, which 
would allow the Fresno COE to change the scope of its previously apportioned new construction project to 
include a solar power generation system, carried per the following votes:

CLOSED SESSION 
 
At 5:08 p.m. and in accordance with Government Code Section 11126(a)(1), the SAB convened into closed 
session to discuss issues relating to personnel matters involving the position of the Assistant Executive Officer, 
including but not limited to, appointment and employment with the SAB.  At 7:19 p.m., the SAB reconvened into 
public session and the Chair announced that no decision had been made and that the closed session would 
continue to the September 2011 SAB meeting. 
 
APPEAL ITEMS (cont.) 
 
Los Angeles Unified/Los Angeles    56/64733-00-007 
 
This item was withdrawn at the request of the District. 
 
Los Angeles Unified/Los Angeles    56/64733-00-008 
 
Mr. Juan Mireles, representing the SAB staff, presented this item to the Board.  Mr. Mireles highlighted that the 
staff has been working closely with the District to resolve several issues surrounding this funding application, but 
there was one outstanding issue that was unable to reach consensus.  The energy efficiency grant was an 
additional grant that had to be tied into another program, such as new construction or modernization.  The 
District’s project did meet the requirements to qualify for the energy efficiency grant, meaning that they 
exceeded Title 24 by 15 percent.  However, because the District requested funding for the project under the 
Overcrowding Relief Grant (ORG) Program, which was not one of the programs funded out of Proposition 47, 
staff administratively denied the District’s request.  Staff did consult with legal counsel and legal counsel 
concurred with the finding.  The project is ready for approval as an unfunded approval and regardless of the 
action taken by the SAB on this additional grant, the remainder of the project is ready for the SAB’s approval as 
shown on Attachment C (ORG unfunded approval shell).  Assembly Member Buchanan stated, and several 
other SAB members agreed, that they would be more comfortable getting a written legal opinion from Legislative 
Counsel before voting on the issue that would confirm:  1) there would be a legal basis, and 2) if there were a 
procedural problem with the project if the primary portion of the project was being funded under one bond 
source and the energy efficiency grant was funded under another bond source.  Additionally, it was mentioned 
that the issue of labor compliance would be triggered.  Ms. Shawn Atlow, representing the Los Angeles Unified 
School District, addressed the SAB and stated that the District was comfortable waiting for a legal opinion but 
asked that the SAB take action on Attachment C (ORG unfunded approval shell).  Assembly Member Hagman 
asked that staff look into at what point labor compliance is triggered, specifically if only one small part of a 
project requires labor compliance, should the entire project be subject to a labor compliance program?  A motion 
was made, and carried, to approve Attachment C (ORG unfunded approval shell) in the amount of $2,809,349 
for the project without the energy efficiency grant, and to hold over the energy efficiency discussion while a legal 
opinion from Legislative Counsel is being requested.

This item was approved with the Consent portion of the agenda.  A motion was made, and carried, to approve 
the staff’s recommendations, which the SAB:  1) made a finding that unforeseen circumstances existed at the 
site for the District’s South Region High School #9 related to the hazardous materials/waste removal and/or 
remediation, and 2) approved the District’s request for an unfunded approval for Project No. 53/64733-00-420 
including the additional amount of $13,429,613 (50 percent State share) for excess hazardous materials/waste 
removal and/or remediation costs as shown in Attachment C. 
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ACTION ITEMS (cont.) 
 
San Joaquin County Office of Education/San Joaquin    50/10397-00-007, 008, 012, 014, 015, 017, 
57/10397-00-001 and 004 
 
Mr. Rick Asbell, representing the SAB staff, presented this item to the Board.  Mr. Asbell gave a brief overview 
of the item and stated that the SAB closed eight of the San Joaquin County Office of Education (COE) projects, 
and required the return of the Financial Hardship savings at its May 2011 meeting.  Additionally, at its June 2011 
meeting, the SAB required the San Joaquin COE to repay $257,652 as part of the San Joaquin COE’s Material 
Inaccuracy penalty.  It was stated that the purpose of this item was to clarify that the $79,529 of the San Joaquin 
COE’s Financial Hardship savings could not be applied to its $257,652 Material Inaccuracy penalty.  Ms. Moore 
stated that the opinion from the Attorney General concluded that the interest accrued during the premature 
release period and already returned by the San Joaquin COE overlaps with a portion of the Material Inaccuracy 
interest payment and would be credited against such penalty.  Mr. Asbell responded that the Attorney General’s 
opinion addresses about how the money had already been returned and at the time that opinion was rendered, 
there had been no money that had come back from the San Joaquin COE.  There was much discussion 
surrounding the interpretation of the Attorney General’s opinion.  Assembly Member Buchanan indicated that 
there is a difference between a penalty and the difference in the interest arbitrage in terms of what the district 
earned and what the State earned.  Ms. Maime Starr, representing the San Joaquin COE, addressed the SAB 
and requested that regardless of the vote that the SAB clarify the issue in the legislation so that school districts 
are aware of the process.  Ms. Moore made a motion, and it was seconded, to review in light of the Attorney 
General’s opinion, the issue that has been referred to as the double dip for both the San Joaquin COE and the 
prior school district (Clay Joint) and bring it back to the SAB for action.  Assembly Member Hagman commented 
that this is a penalty to discourage behavior that the SAB does not want to see and the SAB should not be 
changing policy just because.  He stated that there is a clear description of what that penalty should be and how 
it’s calculated and once the SAB starts changing things the SAB will have to start changing a lot of different 
things.  The Chair called for a roll-call vote and the motion failed per the following votes:

Additionally, the SAB approved Recommendation #2, which augmented the previously approved set aside of 
$73.5 million in future bond sale proceeds by an additional $20.7 million, for a total of $94.2 million, to cover all 
possible future CSFP advance fund release needs.  The SAB also approved Recommendation #3, which 
declared that all Preliminary Charter School Apportionments for which advance funding is reserved will be 
reactivated effective at the conclusion of the future six-month filing period (per prior SAB direction this filing 
period would be established once additional proceeds are made available from the next bond sale).
