NEW CONSTRUCTION SUB-COMMITTEE

PURPOSE OF REPORT

To present the State Allocation Board (Board) with recommendations from the State Allocation Board Sub-
committee on New Construction (Sub-committee).

DESCRIPTION

This item is to seek Board direction regarding recommendations from the Sub-committee concerning the future
of the School Facility Program (SFP). The Sub-committee discussed and made recommendations on the
following four topics: Level Il developer fees, the transfer of Overcrowding Relief Grant (ORG) bond authority,
extending the remaining new construction bond authority, and accepting applications beyond authorized bond
authority.

BACKGROUND

At the September 2011 State Allocation Board (Board) meeting, the members created a sub-committee to
consider the future of the SFP. In particular, the members wished to take a look at where we stand with New
Construction bond authority between now and the next potential school facilities bond that could be placed on
the ballot.

The Sub-committee had three main goals:
o Delaying level Ill developer fees,
e  program preservation, and
e placing the State in the best position possible to pass a school facilities bond in 2014

On November 7, 2011 the Sub-committee met to begin discussion on how to proceed with the SFP as the
amount of remaining New Construction bond authority nears depletion. The Sub-committee met to continue
these discussions on January 11, 2012. A final meeting was held on February 14, 2012 to reach a consensus
and direct Staff to present the Sub-committee’s recommendations to the full Board.

As of the January 2012 Board meeting, less than $150.1 million remains in New Construction (NC) bond
authority and $410.0 million remains in Modernization bond authority. Based on the typical processing timeline
of applications and the average monthly drawdown on authority, NC bond authority will be exhausted in April
2012. Modernization bond authority is expected to be exhausted in October 2012.

At the February 14, 2012 Sub-committee meeting, the following bond authority drawdown charts were
presented:

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SUBCOMMITTEE RECOMMENDATIONS

Listed below are the Sub-committee recommendations and a brief description of each topic discussed at the
February 14, 2012 Sub-committee meeting. For more detailed information on all of the options presented see
the agenda item for the February 12, 2012 Sub-committee meeting which is available on the Office of Public
School Construction website at www.dgs.ca.gov/opsc.

Level lll Developer Fees

Recommendation: Recommend to the Legislature to suspend Level Il developer fees through
December 31, 2014.

The Sub-committee discussed the possible fiscal impacts that the implementation of Level Ill developer fees
could have on the State of California. There was a consensus between Sub-committee members that the
implementation of Level Il developer fees would negatively impact the State of California. Based on this
information it is the Sub-committee’s recommendation to support suspension of Level Ill developer fees through
December 31, 2014. This provides motivation for all parties to work together to place a bond on the November,
2014, ballot or sooner and to work together for passage of the bond.

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SUBCOMMITTEE RECOMMENDATIONS (cont.)

Transfer of remaining ORG bond authority

Recommendation: The majority of the Committee Members agreed not to suggest (to the legislature) a transfer
of ORG authority at this time.

The Sub-committee discussed the possible transfer of bond authority from the ORG program. Transferring
ORG bond authority would require legislative action. The Sub-committee did receive opposition to a transfer
from Stakeholders as districts have indicated that they have projects in construction or nearing completion for
which they will be submitting funding requests. After deliberation, there was consensus amongst the legislative
Committee members not to suggest a transfer ORG authority at this time.

Regulation of remaining bond authority

Recommendation: Direct the Board to regulate the remaining bond authority to extend the current program of
providing unfunded approvals until the end of 2014.

Discussion at the Sub-committee dealt heavily with extending the State school facility funding programs into the
future. The focus of the discussion was on how the State could best position itself to pass a school facilities
bond in 2014. Two options were considered: 1) regulating remaining authority to keep the program running
through the end of 2014 or 2) exhausting bond authority and using an unfunded approvals list to demonstrate
that extending the remaining NC bond authority until the end of 2014.

Future acceptance and processing of funding applications

Recommendation: Continue to accept applications beyond the current available bond authority and develop a
method for tracking these projects.

Compiling a list of projects once the program has exceeded all available bond authority will help demonstrate
the need for a future school facilities bond. There was, however, some discussion regarding the type of list that
should be used. The options considered were a traditional unfunded approval list in which applications are
processed to the Board in the current fashion or a simplified list that provides project information with a date
stamp each application. The latter list would be moved to an unfunded list once the parameters of the next
bond are determined. The Sub-committee recommends creation of the simplified list with details to be
developed by staff and/or the Implementation Committee.

RECOMMENDATION
Seek the Board’s direction on all Sub-committee recommendations.
BOARD ACTION

In considering this Item, the SAB took separate actions on the four recommendations as follows:
Recommendation #1 requested that the Legislature suspend the Level Ill developer fees through December 31,
2014. A motion was made, and carried, to approve Recommendation #1. Recommendation #2 transferred the
ORG Program bond authority. The SAB did not act on this recommendation because the New Construction
Sub-Committee members agreed not to suggest to the Legislature to take this action at this time.
Recommendation #3 regulated the remaining bond authority by directing the SAB to regulate the remaining
bond authority to extend the current program of providing unfunded approvals until the end of 2014. A motion
was made, and failed, to approve Recommendation #3. Recommendation #4 continued to accept applications
beyond the current bond authority and develop a method for tracking these projects. A motion was made, and
carried, to accept and date stamp applications with the Implementation Committee proposing all options so the
SAB can have a robust discussion regarding this issue.
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ATTACHMENT A
AUTHORITY

Education Code (EC) Section 17070.35(a) states, “In addition to all other powers and duties as are granted
to the board by this chapter, other statutes, or the California Constitution, the board shall do all of the
following:
(1) Adopt rules and regulations, pursuant to the rulemaking provisions of the Administrative
Procedure Act, Chapter 3.5 (commencing with Section 11340) of Part 1 of Division 3 of
Title 2 of the Government Code, for the administration of this chapter...
(2) Establish and publish any procedures and policies in connection with the administration of
this chapter as it deems necessary...”

EC Section 17075.10(B) requires that the district has made all reasonable efforts to impose all levels of local
debt capacity and development fees, and that the school district is unable to participate in the program
pursuant to this chapter except as set forth in this article.

EC Section 17076.10(d) states, “If a school district has received an apportionment, but has not met the
criteria to have funds released pursuant to Section 17072.32 or 17074.15 within a period established by the
board, but not to exceed 18 months, the board shall rescind the apportionment and deny the district's
application.

EC Section 17620 states “(a) (1) The governing board of any school district is authorized to levy a fee,
charge, dedication, or other requirement against any construction within the boundaries of the district, for
the purpose of funding the construction or reconstruction of school facilities, subject to any limitations set
forth in Chapter 4.9 (commencing with Section 65995) of Division 1 of Title 7 of the Government Code. This
fee, charge, dedication, or other requirement may be applied to construction only as follows:

(A) To new commercial and industrial construction. The chargeable covered and enclosed space of
commercial or industrial construction shall not be deemed to include the square footage of any structure
existing on the site of that construction as of the date the first building permit is issued for any portion of that
construction.

(B) To new residential construction.

(C) (i) Except as otherwise provided in clause (ii), to other residential construction, only if the resulting
increase in assessable space exceeds 500 square feet. The calculation of the "resulting increase in
assessable space" for this purpose shall reflect any decrease in assessable space in the same residential
structure that also results from that construction. Where authorized under this paragraph, the fee, charge,
dedication, or other requirement is applicable to the total resulting increase in assessable space.

(if) This subparagraph does not authorize the imposition of a levy, charge, dedication, or other requirement
against residential construction, regardless of the resulting increase in assessable space, if that construction
qualifies for the exclusion set forth in subdivision (a) of Section 74.3 of the Revenue and Taxation Code.

(D) To location, installation, or occupancy of manufactured homes and mobilehomes, as defined in
Section 17625.

(2) For purposes of this section, “construction" and "assessable space" have the same meanings as
defined in Section 65995 of the Government Code.

(3) For purposes of this section and Section 65995 of the
Government Code, "construction or reconstruction of school facilities" does not include any item of
expenditure for any of the following:

(A) The regular maintenance or routine repair of school buildings and facilities.
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(B) The inspection, sampling, analysis, encapsulation, or removal of asbestos-containing materials, except
where incidental to school facilities construction or reconstruction for which the expenditure of fees or other
consideration collected pursuant to this section is not prohibited.

(C) The purposes of deferred maintenance described in Section
17582.

(4) The appropriate city or county may be authorized, pursuant to contractual agreement with the
governing board, to collect and otherwise administer, on behalf of the school district, any fee, charge,
dedication, or other requirement levied under this subdivision. In the event of any agreement authorizing a
city or county to collect that fee, charge, dedication, or other requirement in any area within the school
district, the certification requirement set forth in subdivision (b) or (c), as appropriate, is deemed to be
complied with as to any residential construction within that area upon receipt by that city or county of
payment of the fee, charge, dedication, or other requirement imposed on that residential construction.

(5) Fees or other consideration collected pursuant to this section may be expended by a school district for
the costs of performing any study or otherwise making the findings and determinations required under
subdivisions (a), (b), and (d) of Section 66001 of the
Government Code, or in preparing the school facilities needs analysis described in Section 65995.6 of the
Government Code. In addition, an amount not to exceed, in any fiscal year, 3 percent of the fees collected in
that fiscal year pursuant to this section may be retained by the school district, city, or county, as appropriate,
for reimbursement of the administrative costs incurred by that entity in collecting the fees. When any city or
county is entitled, under an agreement as described in paragraph (4), to compensation in excess of that
amount, the payment of that excess compensation shall be made from other revenue sources available to
the school district. For purposes of this paragraph, "fees collected in that fiscal year pursuant to this section"
does not include any amount in addition to the amounts specified in paragraphs (1) and (2) of subdivision
(b) of Section 65995 of the Government Code.

(b) A city or county, whether general law or chartered, or the Office of Statewide Health Planning and
Development shall not issue a building permit for any construction absent certification by the appropriate
school district that any fee, charge, dedication, or other requirement levied by the governing board of that
school district has been complied with, or of the district's determination that the fee, charge, dedication, or
other requirement does not apply to the construction. The school district shall issue the certification
immediately upon compliance with the fee, charge, dedication, or other requirement.

(c) If, pursuant to subdivision (c) of Section 17621, the governing board specifies that the fee, charge,
dedication, or other requirement levied under subdivision (a) is subject to the restriction set forth in
subdivision (a) of Section 66007 of the Government Code, the restriction set forth in subdivision (b) of this
section does not apply. In that event, however, a city or county, whether general law or chartered, shall not
conduct a final inspection or issue a certificate of occupancy, whichever is later, for any residential
construction absent certification by the appropriate school district of compliance by that residential
construction with any fee, charge, dedication, or other requirement levied by the governing board of that
school district pursuant to subdivision (a).

(d) Neither subdivision (b) nor (c) shall apply to a city, county, or the Office of Statewide Health Planning
and Development as to any fee, charge, dedication, or other requirement as described in subdivision (a), or
as to any increase in that fee, charge, dedication, or other requirement, except upon the receipt by that city,
county, or the Office of Statewide Health Planning and Development of notification of the adoption of, or
increase in, the fee or other requirement in accordance with subdivision (c) of Section 17621.”

Budget Letter 10-09 requires that if there are insufficient bond proceeds, departments and agencies are
responsible for prioritizing the projects that will be funded consistent with the prioritization criteria outlined
(including job creation). It also indicates that if bond proceeds are not managed efficiently, additional bonds
may not be sold for the program.
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Government Code (GC) Section 15503 states, “Whenever the board is required to make allocations or
apportionments under this part, it shall prescribe rules and regulations for the administration of, and not
inconsistent with, the act making the appropriation of funds to be allocated or apportioned. The board shall
require the procedure, forms, and the submission of any information it may deem necessary or appropriate.
Unless otherwise provided in the appropriation act, the board may require that applications for allocations or
apportionments be submitted to it for approval.”

GC Section 65995(b)(3) requires the maximum square footage assessment for development be “increased
in 2000 and every two years thereafter, according to the adjustment for inflation set forth in the statewide
cost index for class B construction, as determined by the State Allocation Board at its January Board
meeting...effective as of the date of that meeting.”

School Facility Program (SFP) Regulation Section 1859.90 states, “With the exception of an apportionment
made pursuant to Sections 1859.81.1(e) or 1859.81.2, or of an Inactive Apportionment subject to Section
1859.96, the OPSC will release State funds that the Board has apportioned to the district after submittal, by
the district, of the Form SAB 50-05, subject to the availability of financing provided by the Pooled Money
Investment Board for bond-funded projects. With the exception of an apportionment made for a Type Il
Joint-Use Project, not part of a qualifying SFP Modernization project, pursuant to Article 12 of these
Regulations, a district must submit the Form SAB 50-05, within 18 months of the Apportionment of the SFP
grant for the project or the entire New Construction Adjusted Grant, Modernization Adjusted Grant or Type |
or II, part of a qualifying SFP Modernization project, Joint-Use Project apportionment shall be rescinded
without further Board action, and the pupils housed in the project, if applicable, will be added back to the
district’s baseline eligibility. The district may refile a new application for the project subject to district
eligibility and priority funding at the time of resubmittal.

If the apportionment was made for a Type Il Joint-Use Project, not part of a qualifying SFP Modernization
project, pursuant to Article 12 of these Regulations, the district must submit Form SAB 50-05 within 18
months of the date the plans and specifications for the Joint-Use Project that have been approved by the
DSA and the CDE are submitted to the OPSC or the apportionment shall be rescinded without further Board
action.

Subject to the availability of financing provided by the Pooled Money Investment Board for bond-funded
projects, the OPSC will release State funds that have been apportioned by the Board pursuant to Section
1859.81.1(e) to the district within 30 calendar days of the apportionment.”

SFP) Regulation Section 1859.90 states, “The priority funding process allows the Board to distribute
available funds to districts or charter schools who request an Apportionment or an advance release of funds
from a Preliminary Apportionment or Preliminary Charter School Apportionment during specific 30-calendar
day filing periods beginning with July 27, 2011 and continuing with the 2"d Wednesday of January and the
2nd Wednesday of July each calendar year. Certifications are valid until the next filing period begins.
Requests must be physically received by the OPSC by the 30th calendar day to be considered valid. During
any priority funding process a district or charter school must submit the Form SAB 50-05 within a specified
time period of the Apportionment or approved advance release of funds request, pursuant to (a)(2) or (b)(2)
of this section. Projects receiving an apportionment as part of the priority funding process for which the
OPSC does not physically receive an original signature copy of the Form SAB 50-05 within the appropriate
time limit shall be rescinded without further Board action.

(a) In order to be considered for an Apportionment, approved advance release of design funds from a
Preliminary Charter School Apportionment, or approved advance release of environmental hardship site
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acquisition funds from a Preliminary Apportionment, the district or charter school must provide a written
statement signed by an authorized representative that includes each of the project application numbers, and
the type of apportionment request (e.g., Apportionment, separate apportionment for design or site
acquisition), within the 30 calendar day filing period that contains all of the following:

(1) Request to convert the unfunded approval to an Apportionment or to receive an approved advance
release of funds; and
(2) Concurrence with a 90 calendar day time limit on fund release; and
(3) Acknowledgement that a valid, original signature Form SAB 50-05 must be submitted and physically
received by the OPSC within the 90 calendar day time limit and failure to do so will result in the rescission of
the Apportionment or approved advance release of funds request without further Board action; and
(4) For those receiving an Apportionment, acknowledgement that by participating in the priority funding
process, the district or charter school is waiving its right to a standard 18 month timeline for fund release
submittal.

(b) In order to be considered for an approved advance release of site acquisition funds from a Preliminary
Charter School Apportionment, the district or charter school must provide a written statement signed by an
authorized representative within the 30 calendar day filing period that contains all of the following:

(1) Request to convert the advance release of funds to an approved advance release of funds request; and,
(2) Concurrence with a 180 calendar day time limit on fund release; and
(3) Acknowledgement that a valid, original signature Form SAB 50-05 must be submitted and physically
received by the OPSC within the 180 calendar day time limit and failure to do so will result in the rescission
of the approved advance release of funds request without further Board action; and
(4) Acknowledgement that it must provide evidence that it has entered into the Charter School Agreements
within 90 calendar days of approval of the advance release of funds request and failure to do so will result in
the rescission of the approval without further Board action.

In the event that the amount of requests received during a specific 30-day filing period exceeds the funds
available, the Board shall apportion based on the unfunded approval date and the application received date
up to the available cash from each bond source. Projects that have requested to participate in the priority
funding process for which an Apportionment cannot be provided shall retain their date order position on the
Unfunded List. Request letters of projects not converted to apportionments will not be returned to the district
or kept by the Office of Public School Construction.

For purposes of this section “rescinded” or “rescission” shall mean that the apportionment or approved
advance release of funds request returns to unfunded approval status with a new unfunded approval date.
The new unfunded approval date will be 90 calendar days after the apportionment date. The district or
charter school will not be required to re-submit the application and no further application review will be
required.

OPTIONS FOR THE EXECUTION OF THE 2012 GRANT AMOUNTS

PURPOSE OF REPORT

To provide information regarding the history of unfunded lists under the School Facility Program (SFP),
allowing the State Allocation Board (Board) to consider options for the execution of the 2012 annual grant
adjustments to SFP project approvals.

DESCRIPTION

At its January 2012 meeting, an item was presented that provided options for the execution of the 2012
grant amounts and whether to apply the adjustment to projects on the unfunded approvals list. The Board
requested Staff return with further information outlining the previous decisions made regarding adjustments
to unfunded approvals. This item presents the history of Board decisions.

AUTHORITY

Education Code (EC) Section 17070.63 (a) states: “The total funding provided under this chapter shall
constitute the State's full and final contribution to the project and for eligibility for state facilities funding
represented by the number of unhoused pupils for which the school district is receiving the state grant. As a
condition of receipt of funds, a school district shall certify that the grant amount, combined with local funds,
shall be sufficient to complete the school construction project for which the grant is intended.”

For New Construction grant, EC Section 17072.10(b) states, “The board shall annually adjust the per-
unhoused-pupil apportionment to reflect construction cost changes, as set forth in the statewide cost index
for class B construction as determined by the Board.”

For Modernization funding, EC Section 17074.10(b) states, “The board shall annually adjust the factors set
forth in subdivision (a) according to the adjustment for inflation set forth in the statewide cost index for class
B construction, as determined by the board.”

SFP Regulation Section 1859.2 defines “Class B Construction Cost Index [(CCI)]” as a “construction factor
index for structures made of reinforced concrete or steel frames, concrete floors, and roofs, and accepted
and used by the Board.”

SFP Regulation Section 1859.71 states, “The new construction per-unhoused-pupil grant amount, as
provided by Education Code Section 17072.10(a), will be adjusted annually based on the change in the
Class B Construction Cost Index as approved by the Board each January.”

SFP Regulation Section 1859.78 states, “The modernization per-unhoused-pupil grant amount, as provided
by Education Code Section 17074.10(a), will be adjusted annually based on the change in the Class B
Construction Cost Index as approved by the Board each January.”

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BACKGROUND

At its January 2012 meeting, the Board approved the Marshall & Swift Eight California Cities CCI adjustment
for 2012 grant amounts, which will be applied to all projects awarded unfunded approvals in 2012. At the
same meeting, Staff presented an action item (Attachment A) providing options for the execution of the
annual grant adjustments to SFP unfunded approvals. This item provided the Board options for how to
apply the 2012 grant amounts to unfunded approvals currently on the unfunded list with 2009, 2010, and
2011 approval dates. In considering the item, the Board requested that Staff provide a detailed history of
prior Board actions made in similar circumstances.

STAFF ANALYSIS/STATEMENTS

The Board has maintained an unfunded list in the past during periods when bond authority and/or cash
proceeds have been exhausted. There have been five separate occasions when an unfunded list was
required.

Lack of Proposition 1A Modernization Cash (5-26-99 through 7-5-2000)

The Kindergarten-University Public Education Facilities Bond Act of 1998 (Proposition 1A) was designed in
such a way that while bond authority was available at all times, the cash to support the authority was made
available separately: $3.35 billion was available at the inception of the SFP and $3.35 billion was made
available on or after July 1, 2000. At the May 26, 1999 meeting ample bond authority remained, but the cash
for modernization had been exhausted. In response, the Board established an unfunded list for
modernization projects. The second infusion of Proposition 1A cash allowed the Board to apportion all of
these projects at the July 5, 2000 meeting. A grant adjustment for the 2000 CCl increase was applied to
these projects.

Exhaustion of Proposition 1A Modernization Authority (9-27-00 through 11-6-02)
Exhaustion of Proposition 1A New Construction Authority (1-3-01 through 11-6-02)

In September 2000, the Board established an unfunded list for SFP modernization projects due to the
exhaustion of bond authority. A separate unfunded list for SFP new construction projects was established at
the January 3, 2001 meeting, due to the exhaustion of Hardship bond authority. Following the passage of the
Kindergarten-University Public Education Facilities Bond Act of 2002 (Proposition 47) bond authority was
established. All modernization and new construction unfunded approvals were given an apportionment at the
December 18, 2002 meeting. A grant adjustment for the 2002 CCl increase was applied to these projects.

Exhaustion of Proposition 55 Modernization Authority (4-26-06 through 12-6-06)
In April 2006, the Board established an unfunded list for SFP modernization projects when the bond authority
was exhausted. Following the passage of the Kindergarten-University Public Education Facilities Bond Act of

2006 (Proposition 1D) bond authority was established. At its January 2007 meeting, the Board apportioned
all modernization projects on the unfunded list and all projects were increased to the 2007 CCI grant amount.

Lack of Ability to Access Assembly Bill (AB) 55 Loans (1-28-09 through present)

Due to the State’s inability to provide interim financing from the Pooled Money Investment Account in the
form of AB 55 loans to fund school construction projects as of December 18, 2008 in spite of the availability
of bond authority, a new unfunded list for all projects was established at the January 28, 2009 meeting.
These projects were calculated using the 2009 CCl amounts and some of these remain on the unfunded list
today.

Since the 2010 CCI was the first decrease in the history of the SFP, the Board elected at its January 2010
meeting to only apply the adjusted grant amounts to a project awarded an unfunded approval on or after
March 2010. Additionally, the Board expressed a desire to adjust those projects in the future should the
grant amounts increase in 2011. When the CCl increased in 2011, the Board elected to apply the 2011
grant amounts to all projects originally awarded 2010 amounts.

The following chart summarizes the history of SFP unfunded lists, including a breakout of those projects
currently on the unfunded list:

An unfunded list has been used at various times by the Board when insufficient bond authority or cash is
available to award apportionments. CCl adjustments have generally been applied when there is either ample
bond authority available or a large influx of additional bonding authority has become available to augment
projects on the unfunded list. However, there has not been a precedent for instances such as the current
unfunded approvals list, for which there is both a lack of cash and diminishing bond authority remaining with
no anticipated influx of additional authority in the near future.

Given the current limited bond authority within the SFP, and in order to ensure that the remaining bond
authority have the greatest impact by being applied to the most projects, it may be preferable to not provide
any CCl adjustments for projects currently on the unfunded list with approval dates prior to 2012.

RECOMMENDATION

Apply the 2012 grant amounts only to projects added to the unfunded list on or after the January 2012 meeting,
which would require no action from the Board at this time, as described in Option 1.

BOARD ACTION

In considering this Item, a motion was made, and failed, to approve Option #1, which would be to take no
action and provide no adjustments to the SFP grant amounts for any project added to the Unfunded List
prior to January 2012. A second motion was made, and failed, to approve Option #5, which would adjust
the apportionments with the 2012 CCl increase and provide authority (it would essentially set aside $44
million and then the actual expense would depend on what actually came in).

OPTIONS FOR THE EXECUTION OF THE 2012 GRANT AMOUNTS

PURPOSE OF REPORT

To provide options for the execution of the annual grant adjustments to School Facility Program (SFP) project
approvals.

DESCRIPTION

As a part of this agenda, the State Allocation Board (Board) will take action on the annual adjustment to the
SFP grants based on the change in construction costs for 2011. This item requests the Board take no
action and provide no adjustments to the SFP grant amounts for any project added to the unfunded list prior
to January 2012.

AUTHORITY

Education Code (EC) Section 17070.63 (a) states: “The total funding provided under this chapter shall
constitute the state's full and final contribution to the project and for eligibility for state facilities funding
represented by the number of unhoused pupils for which the school district is receiving the state grant. As a
condition of receipt of funds, a school district shall certify that the grant amount, combined with local funds,
shall be sufficient to complete the school construction project for which the grant is intended.”

For New Construction grant, EC Section 17072.10(b) states, “The board shall annually adjust the per-
unhoused-pupil apportionment to reflect construction cost changes, as set forth in the statewide cost index
for class B construction as determined by the Board.”

For Modernization funding, EC Section 17074.10(b) states, “The board shall annually adjust the factors set
forth in subdivision (a) according to the adjustment for inflation set forth in the statewide cost index for class
B construction, as determined by the board.”

SFP Regulation Section 1859.2 defines “Class B Construction Cost Index (CCI)” as a “construction factor
index for structures made of reinforced concrete or steel frames, concrete floors, and roofs, and accepted
and used by the Board.”

SFP Regulation Section 1859.71 states, “The new construction per-unhoused-pupil grant amount, as
provided by Education Code Section 17072.10(a), will be adjusted annually based on the change in the
Class B Construction Cost Index as approved by the Board each January.”

SFP Regulation Section 1859.78 states, “The modernization per-unhoused-pupil grant amount, as provided
by Education Code Section 17074.10(a), will be adjusted annually based on the change in the Class B
Construction Cost Index as approved by the Board each January.”

BACKGROUND

Statute requires the Board to annually adjust the pupil grants to reflect statewide construction cost changes.
Historically, the Board has used Marshall & Swift (M&S) Eight California Cities index for these adjustments,
since it most accurately reflects the conditions under which districts will be building their schools with the
SFP. The M&S Eight California Cities Index is the only Class B index that uses exclusively California cities
to capture material and prevailing wage costs in California.

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BACKGROUND (cont.)

At its January 2010 meeting, the Board adopted the M&S Eight California Cities index, which resulted in a
decrease to the per-unhoused-pupil grant of 6.74 percent. The Board elected to only apply the adjusted
grant amounts to a project awarded an unfunded approval on or after March 2010.

The 2010 decrease in the CCl was the first decrease in the history of the SFP. Because of this, the Board
expressed a desire to maintain the flexibility to specifically adjust those projects should the grant amounts
once again increase in 2011.

At its January 2011 meeting, the Board adopted the M&S Eight California Cities index, which resulted in an
increase to the per-unhoused-pupil grant of 4.28 percent with corresponding increases to 2011 project
allocations. The Board also elected to apply the 2011 CClI adjustment to the projects on the Unfunded List
beginning March 2010, in order to include all projects that were awarded using the 2010 grant amounts.
This action did not include an increase for unfunded approvals awarded prior to March 2010.

Staff is presenting a separate action item this agenda that recommends the adoption of the M&S Eight
California Cities index for 2012. If adopted, this index will result in a CCl increase of 3.76 percent.

STAFF ANALYSIS/STATEMENTS

The Board approval dates for projects on the list of unfunded approvals range from 2009 through

December 2011 and will include today’s new unfunded approvals as well. Until 2010, the current year CCI
was only applied to projects approved or apportioned in that calendar year. Since unfunded approvals are
not yet apportionments, they are not subject to the statutory “full and final” provisions and can be adjusted for
the CClI at the discretion of the Board.

2009 Unfunded Approvals

There are 13 projects currently on the unfunded list with unfunded approvals based on 2009 grant amounts.
These represent all projects with unfunded approvals through February 2010. These projects have been
eligible for apportionment but have not yet requested apportionments to this point. These projects were not
previously considered for adjustment. They were not part of the discussion at the January 2011 meeting, and
were not adjusted for either the 2010 decrease or the 2011 increase.

Until the 2012 CCl increase, 2009 was the peak level for grant amounts, because the 2011 grant amounts
were less than the 2009 amounts. If the Board adopts the M&S Eight California Cities index for 2012, the
overall increase from 2009 to 2012 would be approximately 0.91 percent. Approving adjustments for these
projects would require up to $304,858 in additional bond authority from Propositions 1A, 55, and 1D.

2010 Unfunded Approvals

There are 114 projects currently on the unfunded list with 2010 unfunded approvals. These represent all
projects with unfunded approvals from March through December 2010. These projects have also been
eligible for apportionment, but have not yet requested apportionments. Because they were subject to 2010
grant amounts that had decreased by 6.74 percent from 2009, the Board applied the 2011 grant amounts to
these projects, which resulted in a 4.28 percent increase.

Although these projects received the 2011 CCl increase, their grants are still approximately 2.7 percent
below the 2009 peak year. If the Board adopts the M&S Eight California Cities index for 2012, approving
adjustments for these projects would be a second augmentation and increase their grant by 3.76 percent.
Overall, it would result in grant amounts that are approximately 0.91 percent higher than the 2009 levels.
This action would require up to $7,937,528 in additional bond authority from Propositions 47, 55, and 1D.

2011 Unfunded Approvals

There are 323 projects currently on the unfunded list with 2011 unfunded approvals. Some of these have
had the opportunity to receive an apportionment during the most recent Priority Funding round. The
apportionments granted at the December 2011 Board meeting included three of the 28 projects that
received unfunded approvals on April 27, 2011. However, the vast majority of 2011 unfunded approvals
have not received an apportionment due to their more recent approval dates and insufficient cash proceeds
from bond sales.

These projects have awards that are approximately 2.7 percent below the 2009 peak year. If the Board
adopts the M&S Eight California Cities index for 2012, approving adjustments for these projects would
increase their grant by 3.76 percent. Overall, it would result in grant amounts that are approximately 0.91
percent higher than the 2009 levels. Providing an increase for these projects is consistent with the previous
Board action to award increases for the 2010 projects. However, that decision was based on the decrease
in the CCI. Approving adjustments for these projects would require up to $35,849,202 in additional bond
authority from Propositions 47, 55, and 1D.

Estimated Additional Bond Authority Required for Increases

were applied to projects on the list of unfunded approvals by year:

Ad(ditional Considerations

There are additional considerations for the Board when deciding how to apply the current CCI adjustment,
including the remaining bond authority. Any augmentation of existing unfunded approvals will reduce
remaining SFP bond authority, thus limiting the Board’s ability to provide future awards. After the December
2011 Board meeting, the remaining bond authority is approximately $197.1 million for new construction and
$362.3 for modernization.

If the M&S Eight California Cities index for 2012 is adopted by the Board, the projects on the workload list
will be recalculated using the 2012 grants, further reducing bond authority (please note that many of these
projects are still under review and the actual need is subject to change). Providing increases to all projects
on the unfunded list would reduce the remaining new construction and modernization authority an additional
$11.2 million and $20.1 million respectively.

Another consideration for the Board is that bond sale proceeds have not been sufficient to cover all projects
on the unfunded list. Because of this, districts may wait for an apportionment for an extended period of
time. Districts with sufficient local funds may proceed with the project and receive a reimbursement when
an apportionment is granted. Other districts are unable to proceed until an actual apportionment is
received, especially Financial Hardship districts. In either case, the grant amounts awarded for projects
approved in previous years may not align with construction costs at the time of contract execution.

Finally, the unfunded approvals list includes items for the Charter School Facilities Program and Critically
Overcrowded Schools Program, such as advance fund releases for design, site or Environmental Hardship.
These items are not truly unfunded approvals. The grants for these advance funding items are either based
on a set formula or actual costs, not the current year CCI. They were added to the list for the purposes of
providing a mechanism to fund these advances. Staff does not recommend them for adjustment at this
time, and they have not been included in this discussion. The current year grant amounts will be applied
when these projects convert to a full adjusted grant for unfunded approval or apportionment.

PURPOSE OF REPORT

To present the District’s request for approval of its new construction project, which includes a Use of Grants (UOG) for
Minimum Essential Facilities (MEF) pursuant to School Facilities Program (SFP) Regulation Section 1859.77.3.

DESCRIPTION

The District plans to expand the existing multi-purpose room into a larger facility that will accommodate physical
education curriculum and continue to provide the food service needs of the Sequoia Elementary site. The District is in
a very unique situation as the existing facility was constructed with a “false wall” to allow for future expansion. These
walls are designed to be removed without affecting the structural integrity of the building. To construct the gymnasium,
the District is requesting to use additional new construction grants that exceed the classroom capacity of the project
through the SFP Regulation Section 1859.77.3. Staff administratively denied the District’s conceptual request for UOG
funding for this project prior to receiving the official Application for Funding (Form SAB 50-04). The District submitted a
Form SAB 50-04 on October 28, 2011, as well as the Appeal Request in Attachment A.

AUTHORITY
See Attachment B.

BACKGROUND

Under SFP Regulation Section 1859.77.3, districts meeting specific requirements can request a UOG. Essentially the
district can request to use new construction eligibility, which is provided for the purpose constructing classrooms for
unhoused pupils, for another purpose. The District may build an MEF or construct classrooms at a different grade level
than the actual project. For example, if a district does not have enough 7-8 pupil grants to build a specific project, they
can use K-6 or 9-12 pupil grants as allowed in regulation. A district may elect to use pupil grants to build an MEF, such
as a gym, multipurpose room or library. Using pupil grants at a different grade level or to build an MEF requires the
district school board to certify that the State has met its obligation to house the pupils receiving grants in the project
typically by school board resolution. Using pupil grants for construction of an MEF is only allowed when an existing
MEF does not exist or is inadequately sized, as determined in SFP Regulation Section 1859.77.3.

The District has been working in phases to complete the current project. On December 15, 2010 the District received a
design apportionment for the project based on an application requesting 91 (7-8) pupil grants, and 83 (K-6) pupil
grants. The school currently serves students in grades K-8. The District received a district-wide Financial Hardship
(FH) approval on June 29, 2009 for the design phase of the application and on July 21, 2011 for the full grant phase of
the application. The full grant FH approval was valid through January 21, 2012. Design funding is intended to allow a
district to hire an architect and prepare plans for Division of the State Architect (DSA) approval. As a design request
may be made before plans are completed, Staff does not receive specific project details, unless the district requests
assistance.

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In September 2011, the District met with OPSC Staff to discuss the proposed project. The purpose of the meeting was
to discuss the possibility of funding the project under SFP Regulation Section 1859.77.3. At the time, the District had
already submitted plans for review and approval to both the California Department of Education (CDE) and DSA. The
District presented conceptual ideas to staff as the funding application had not yet been submitted. At the meeting,
CDE Staff identified the proposed expanded facility as a multipurpose room, based on California Code of Regulations
Title 5 criteria.

On October 10, 2011 Staff sent a letter in response to the September 14, 2011 meeting (Attachment C). Staff
indicated it would be unable to approve the project as proposed and listed the following rationale:
o The site already has an adequately sized multipurpose room pursuant to regulation section 1859.77.3.
e The CDE identified the proposed expanded facility as a multipurpose room.

The District currently has a 4,760 square foot multipurpose facility, which includes kitchen services. The kitchen is
1,633 square feet and the multipurpose room is 3,127 square feet. As part of the current project, the District is
planning to expand the current facility. The new facility will be approximately 11,036 square feet. The gymnasium
addition will be approximately 3,873 square feet and the stage addition will be approximately 2,403 square feet.

On October 28, 2011, the District submitted a new construction application for Sequoia Union Elementary School,
application number 50/72116-00-001. The CDE Final Plan Approval Letter submitted as part of the funding application
classified the addition as a multipurpose facility. In conjunction with the application, the District submitted an appeal
requesting a UOG under SFP Regulation Section 1859.77.3. The appeal was submitted in response to Staff's denial of
the District’s conceptual plan for the project.

STAFF ANALYSIS/STATEMENTS

District Position

It is the District’s position that the project is eligible to receive UOG funding for the project under SFP Regulation
Section 1859.77.3 as the site currently does not have a gymnasium. Even though the gymnasium square footage is
being added to an existing multi-purpose room, the District believes that the building should be funded as a gymnasium
as it provides for the physical education curriculum and is appropriately sized for that purpose. Pursuant to SFP
Regulation Section 1859.77.3, “a District may request new construction grants that exceed the capacity of the project...
if the project is to construct a multipurpose, gymnasium and/or library... at an existing site that does not have an
existing or adequate facility....”

Sequoia Union Elementary School District is a small one school District located in Tulare County. As stated by the
district, “the project will serve both the school and the community. The closest gym to this rural school and community
is at least 10 miles away in the Woodlake area. This will be a great asset for Sequoia in providing for the education of
the current and future students.” Through conversations and correspondence the District has indicated the addition of
gymnasium space to the existing multipurpose room is the only way to provide indoor physical education space while
meeting the site limitations and budgetary constraints.

Staff Position

The District submitted an updated CDE Final Plan Approval Letter dated December 21, 2011 to the OPSC that
classifies the addition as a gym/multipurpose room (Attachment D). The CDE letter indicates that the project is an
expansion of the existing multipurpose room and recognizes that the project is constructing a hybrid facility that would
serve as both a multipurpose room and a gymnasium. Based on this revised information, Staff is unable to
conclusively determine that the scope of work qualifies as a gymnasium within the current regulations.

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The existing multipurpose room was originally built to allow for a future addition. The building has one wooden (false)
wall originally designed to be removed once the District was ready to proceed with an addition to the building. Even
though the District is adding 3,873 square feet of designated gymnasium space, the existing multipurpose room and
gymnasium addition will not be independent of each other. The 3,127 square feet of existing multipurpose space will
be used to house part of the gymnasium floor area. As a result, the addition and existing building space are
intertwined and cannot be viewed as separate facilities.

As the gymnasium addition cannot be separated from the existing multipurpose room, Staff classifies the new square
footage as an addition to the existing multipurpose room. Based on SFP Regulation Section 1859.77.3, the District's
current multipurpose room is considered adequate. If there is an existing facility, the existing square footage must be
inadequate. To be classified as inadequate the existing square footage must be less than 60% of the square footage
necessary for the current enrollment of the site plus the capacity of the proposed project. The calculation is as follows:

a) Site enrollment + project capacity = total eligible pupils

b) Multiply the total eligible pupils by the appropriate square footage amount from the chart in Regulation

The above calculation demonstrates that the square footage of the existing multipurpose room is adequate for either
an elementary school or middle school under SFP Regulation Section 1859.77.3. Staff understands the District’s
request to receive UOG funding as a cost effective method for providing the students and community with a
gymnasium; however, the scope of work does not fit within current SFP regulations.

Alternate Options

Classify Gymnasium and Multipurpose Room as Independent Entities

Sequoia Union Elementary is a one school District that educates K-8 students. K-8 schools are often placed in unique
situations that do not quite fit within the regulations as SFP requirements are typically put into place for K-6 or 7-8
pupils. In this case, the District is seeking to perform a very unique expansion of an existing multipurpose facility to
include gymnasium capabilities that were not previously present. This expansion is unique in that the District built the
existing facility with a false wall, with the original intent to expand the facility in the future.

The Board could make the determination to treat the gymnasium addition as an independent facility. Under this option,
the District would be adding a facility that does not currently exist on its campus. As a result the current project would
meet the intent of SFP Regulation Section 1859.77.3.

Under this option, the District would be eligible to request all 174 pupil grants. The approximate 50 percent State share
would equal $2,113,705 with a 100 percent total grant of $4,227,410.

Five Classroom Project

The application submitted by the District contained 4 classrooms. The CDE has stated that it would supersede the
Final Plan Approval Letter to indicate the project contains 5 classrooms (adding the music room included in the
proposed multi-purpose room addition). This would allow the District to request a total of 135 pupil grants for the
project (44 K-6, 91 7-8).

Under this option, the District would be eligible to request up to 135 pupil grants. The approximate 50 percent State
share would equal $1,729,043 with a 100 percent total grant of $3,458,086.

RECOMMENDATION

Seek Board direction.

BOARD ACTION

In considering this Item, the SAB approved the alternative option of classifying the gymnasium and multipurpose as
independent entities and to fund the project. In addition, it was clarified that the SAB would be funding the gymnasium
portion of the expansion project not the multipurpose portion.

AUTHORITY

School Facility Program (SFP) Regulation Section 1859.77.3 states:

New Construction Grant funds and any other funds provided by these Regulations shall be expended as set
forth in Education Code Section 17072.35; and may also be utilized for the cost incurred by the district for
the development and implementation of remedial action plan approved by the DTSC pursuant to Education
Code Section 17213.

Authorization for use of New Construction Grants for which the final plans and specifications for the project
were accepted by the DSA after January 22, 2003 may be requested as follows:

(a) A district may request new construction grants that exceed the capacity of the project based on loading
standards pursuant to Education Code Section 17071.25(a)(2) and any loading standards adopted by the
SAB by these regulations if the project is to construct a multipurpose, gymnasium and/or library, or for an
Alternative Education school to construct a multipurpose/gymnasium, library, counseling offices, and/or
conference rooms, at an existing site that does not have an existing or adequate facility of the type being
requested when all of the following is met:

(1) The district must adopt a school board resolution that has been discussed at a public hearing at a
regularly scheduled meeting of the district’s governing board on a date preceding the application filing that
includes the following:

(A) An acknowledgement that funds for the purposes of housing the excess pupils are being diverted to
another project.

(B) An acknowledgement that the State has satisfied its obligation, pursuant to Section 1859.50, to house
the pupils receiving grants in the project.

(C) A plan outlined in the resolution that identifies how the district has housed or will house the pupils
receiving grants in the project in school buildings as defined in Education Code Section 17368. The plan
must certify one of the following methods:

1. The district will construct or acquire facilities for housing the pupils with funding not otherwise available to
the SFP as a district match within five years of project approval by the SAB, and the district must identify the
source of the funds; or

2. The district will utilize higher district loading standards providing the loading standards are within the
approved district’s teacher contract and do not exceed 33:1 per classroom.

(2) The existing school site was not constructed under the SFP.

(3) The proposed project includes no more than eight classrooms.

(4) Grants requests, above 100 percent of the number of pupils to be housed, based on Special Day Class
pupil eligibility are only permitted under this subsection (a) when building a Special Day Class facility.

(5) For purposes of this section to determine if an existing facility is inadequate, the existing square footage
is less than 60 percent of the square footage necessary for the current CBEDS for the site plus the Net
School Building Capacity of the proposed project as calculated pursuant to Section 1859.82(b), except for
Alternative Education Schools. For Alternative Education Schools, refer to the following:

(6) The maximum excess pupil amount being requested for this type of use of grants request, is calculated
by the following:

(A) Multiply the current CBEDS for the site plus the Net School Building Capacity for the proposed project by
the square footage for the type of facility being requested, pursuant to Section 1859.82(b), except for
Alternative Education Schools. For Alternative Education Schools, refer to the chart above.
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(B) Multiply the product in (a)(6)(A) above by the per square foot grant amount for multipurpose, gymnasium
or library facilities pursuant to Section 1859.82(b); utilize the same per square foot grant amount for the
Alternative Education school facilities as shown in Section 1859.82(b).

(C) Divide the product in (a)(6)(B) above by the New Construction Grant amount for the project grade level,
rounded up to the nearest whole number.

(b) A district may request new construction grant eligibility determined at a different grade level than the
proposed project that does not exceed the capacity of the project, unless the project includes a request as
indicated in Section 1859.77.3(a), based on loading standards pursuant to Education Code Section
17071.25(a)(2) and any loading standards adopted by the SAB by these regulations when all of the
following is met:

(1) The district must adopt a school board resolution that has been discussed at a public hearing at a
regularly scheduled meeting of the district's governing board on a date preceding the application filing that
include the following:

(A) An acknowledgement that funds for the purposes of housing the excess pupils are being diverted to
another project.

(B) An acknowledgement that the State has satisfied its obligation, pursuant to Section 1859.50, to house
the pupils receiving grants in the project.

(C) A plan outlined in the resolution that identifies how the district has housed or will house the pupils
receiving grants in the project in school buildings as defined in Education Code Section 17368. The plan
must certify one of the following methods:

1. The district will construct or acquire facilities for housing the pupils with funding not otherwise available to
the SFP as a district match within five years of project approval by the SAB, and the district must identify the
source of the funds; or

2. The district will utilize higher district loading standards providing the loading standards are within the
approved district’s teacher contract and do not exceed 33:1 per classroom; or

3. The pupils requested from a different grade level will be housed in classrooms at an existing school in the
district which will have its grade level changed, to the grade level requested, at the completion of the
proposed SFP project.

(2) Only New Construction Grant eligibility for grades Kindergarten through 12 can be requested pursuant to
this subsection (b), and the district must use its New Construction Grant eligibility, pursuant to subsection
(b), in the following order:

(A) At the grade level of the proposed project, if available.

(B) At the lowest grade level other than the proposed project, if available.

(C) At the next highest grade level other than the proposed project.

(c) A district may request new construction eligibility based on the SFP Regulation Section 1859.77.2 or
1859.77.3, as appropriate, in place as of the date of a local bond election provided that clear language was
included in the local bond that specifically identified the proposed project, and provided that the project
meets all laws and regulations of the SFP.

If a district wishes to amend its Approved Application to include or increase its use of grants request after
the submittal to the OPSC, the district must request in writing that the Approved Application be withdrawn
and removed from the OPSC workload list. The resubmitted application will receive a new processing date
by the OPSC.

The New Construction Grant amount provided shall be determined based on the grant amount provided in
Education Code Section 17072.10 for the grade level that generated the eligibility and any New
Construction Additional Grant or New Construction Excessive Cost Hardship Grant the district qualifies for
as provided by these regulations.
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SFP Regulation Section 1859.82(b) states:

A multi-purpose room, toilet, gymnasium, school administration or library/media center, facility that meets all
the following:

(1) The facility was lost or destroyed as a result of a disaster, including but not limited to fire, flood or
earthquake.

(2) The facility is no longer useable for school purposes as recommended by the California Department of
Education and approved by the Board.

(3) The district has demonstrated satisfactorily to the Board that the facility was uninsurable or the cost of
insurance was prohibitive.

If the district qualifies, the district is eligible for funding as a new construction project. The funding amount
provided shall be $96.30 per square foot for library/media center, school administration, gymnasium and
multi-purpose facilities, and/or $173.30 per square foot for Toilet Facilities. A New Construction Additional
Grant may be provided for applicable site development costs pursuant to Section 1859.76, New
Construction Excessive Cost Hardship

Grant(s) pursuant to Section 1859.83(a) and (d), therapy room pursuant to Section 1859.72, multilevel
construction pursuant to Section 1859.73 and project assistance pursuant to Section 1859.73.1. The
amounts shown will be adjusted in the manner prescribed in Section 1859.71. The district may be eligible for
the funding provided to initiate and enforce a LCP as prescribed in Section 1859.71.4.

Any grants provided pursuant to (b) above, shall be reduced by fifty percent of any insurance proceeds
collectable by the district for the displaced facilities and fifty percent of the net proceeds available from the
disposition of any displaced facilities.

The square footage provided, after accounting for all useable facilities on the site, shall not exceed the
following:

Any facilities eligible for facility hardship not shown in the above chart or for Alternative Education facilities
not shown in the table in Section 1859.77.3(a)(5) shall be eligible for replacement square footage equal to
the facilities replaced. For an Alternative Education school eligible for a facility hardship, utilize the square
footage provided in Section 1859.77.3(a)(5), with the exception of toilet and administration where the chart
above shall be utilized.
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Title 5 of the California Code of Regulations classifies a gymnasium as follows:

Gymnasium, Shower/Locker shall be designed to accommodate multiple use activities in accordance with
the planned enrollment:

1. The gymnasium is secured from other parts of the campus for evening and weekend events or for
public use purposes.

2. The shower/locker area is of sufficient size to allow students enrolled in the physical education
program to shower and dress each period.

3. Toilets are available for the public in facilities intended for shared community use other than in
shower/locker areas.

Office space is provided for physical education teachers.

Space is available for specialized age-appropriate physical education activities such as weight
lifting, exercise equipment usage, aerobics.

Title 5 of the California Code of Regulations classifies auxiliary areas as follows:

1.

Multipurpose/cafeteria area (indoor or outdoor) shall be adequately sized and flexibly designed to
protect students from the elements and to allow all students adequate eating time during each lunch
period and to accommodate such uses as physical education activities, assemblies, and extracurricular

activities:

A

Tables and benches or seats are designed to maximize space and allow flexibility in the
use of the space.

The location is easily accessible for student and community use, but is close to street for
delivery truck access.

Stage/platform may have a dividing wall to be used for instructional purposes but is not
intended as a classroom.

Area for the cafeteria line is designed for the flow of traffic for each lunch period.

Design of kitchen reflects its planned function; e.g., whether for food preparation or
warming only.

Space is available for refrigeration and preparation of foods to accommodate maximum
number of students planned for the school.

Office, changing, and restroom area for food preparation staff is available and shall
comply with local department of health requirements.

Ceiling height allows for clearance of light fixtures for physical education activities.

2012 ANNUAL ADJUSTMENT TO AMENDED UNFUNDED APPROVALS

PURPOSE OF REPORT

To present to the State Allocation Board (Board) a list of School Facility Program (SFP) applications that were presented
at the January 2012 Board meeting and are receiving the annual adjustment of 3.76 percent based on the Marshall &
Swift Eight California Cities Index.

DESCRIPTION

The projects listed on the Attachment represent those projects presented at the January 2012 Board meeting and which
will receive the 3.76 percent increase in the form of an unfunded approval. These projects will maintain a State
Allocation Board approval of January 2012 on the Unfunded List.

AUTHORITY

For New Construction funding, Education Code Section 17072.10(b) states, “The board annually shall adjust the per-
unhoused-pupil apportionment to reflect construction cost changes, as set forth in the statewide cost index for class B
construction as determined by the board.”

For Modernization funding, Education Code Section 17074.10(b) states, “The board shall annually adjust the factors set
forth in subdivision (a) according to the adjustment set forth in the statewide cost index for class B construction, as
determined by the board.”

SFP Regulation Section 1859.71 states, “The new construction per-unhoused-pupil grant amount, as provided by
Education Code Section 17072.10(b), will be adjusted annually based on the change in the Class B Construction Cost
Index as approved by the Board each January. ... .

SFP Regulation Section 1859.78 states, “The modernization per-unhoused-pupil grant amount, as provided by
Education Code Section 17074.10(a), will be adjusted annually based on the change in the Class B Construction Cost
Index as approved by the Board each January.”

SFP Regulation Section 1859.2 defines an Unfunded List (Lack of AB 55 Loans) as an information list of unfunded
projects that was created due to the State’s inability to provide interim financing from the Pooled Money Investment
Account (AB 55 loans) to fund school construction projects as declared in the Department of Finance Budget Letter #33
issued on December 18, 2008.

BACKGROUND

At its January 2012 meeting, the Board approved the adoption of the Marshall & Swift Eight California Cities Index for
applying the 3.76 percent increase to SFP projects for calendar year 2012. Staff is presenting the list of project
applications that were presented to the Board at its January 2012 meeting reflecting the Board's action of the adoption of
the 3.76 percent increase based on the Marshall & Swift Eight California Cities Index. The unfunded approval of the
applications reflected on the Attachment does not constitute a guarantee of future funding.

RECOMMENDATIONS

1. Approve the 3.76 percent increase for the SFP project applications as presented on the Attachment.

2. Provide that these project applications maintain a State Allocation Board approval date of January 25, 2012 on the
Unfunded List.

3. Provide that these unfunded approvals do not constitute a guarantee of future funding.

SCHOOL FACILITY PROGRAM UNFUNDED APPROVALS

PURPOSE OF REPORT

To present to the State Allocation Board (Board) a list of School Facility Program (SFP) applications for unfunded
approval.

DESCRIPTION

At the January 2012 Board meeting, the Board elected to provide an increase adjustment of 3.76 percent to SFP
projects for calendar year 2012. The projects listed on the Attachment reflect the Board’s action of the adoption of
the 3.76 percent increase based on the Marshall & Swift Eight California Cities Index. In addition, the project
applications represent SFP new construction and modernization projects in date order of a complete application
being received by the Office of Public School Construction (OPSC).

AUTHORITY

SFP Regulation Section 1859.2 defines an Unfunded List (Lack of AB 55 Loans) as an information list of unfunded
projects that was created due to the State’s inability to provide interim financing from the Pooled Money Investment
Account (AB 55 loans) to fund school construction projects as declared in the Department of Finance Budget Letter
#33 issued on December 18, 2008.

SFP Regulation Section 1859.95 states:

“When the Board has no funds to apportion ..., the Board will also accept and process applications for
apportionment for purposes of developing an Unfunded List based on the date the application is ready for
Apportionment, with the exception of New Construction funding applications that utilize eligibility generated by the
Alternative Enroliment Projection.

An application for funding included on an Unfunded List is eligible for reimbursement subject to adjustments in the
New Construction Grants amount pursuant to Section 1859.77.”

BACKGROUND

At the March 11, 2009 SAB meeting, the Board requested that Staff continue to process applications to the SAB for
unfunded approval, up to the bonding authority. The Attachment reflects applications being presented for unfunded
approval, including SFP modernization and new construction projects in date order of a complete application being
received by the OPSC. The list also includes health and safety facility hardship applications for funding that have
been processed and are ready for approval regardless of received date. The unfunded approval of the applications
as reflected on the Attachment will not constitute a guarantee of future funding.

RECOMMENDATIONS

1. Approve the SFP applications as presented on the Attachment.

2. Provide that these unfunded approvals do not constitute a guarantee of future funding.

To present a School Facility Program (SFP) modernization eligibility adjustment for approval.
DESCRIPTION

At the January 2012 SAB meeting, Staff presented the District’s appeal for approval of its modernization funding
application for Horace Mann Elementary School, Application Number 57/69666-00-047. The funding request was based
on modernization eligibility erroneously established years after the site had been demolished. The State Allocation
Board did not approve the District's request. Since the modernization eligibility established is invalid, Staff is now
presenting an adjustment to correct the modernization eligibility baseline; thus, reducing it by 513 (K-6) pupil grants and
11 (Special Day Class — Non-Severe) pupil grants.

AUTHORITY

SFP Regulation Section 1859.60 states “The district shall calculate its modernization eligibility for each school site with
the completion of Form SAB 50-03. The eligibility determination may be made by either identifying all classrooms on the
site pursuant to (a) or by the identification of all square footage on the site pursuant to (b), as follows:

(a) Identify all classrooms at the school site that would have been included in the Gross Classroom Inventory pursuant
to Section 1859.31 that are:

Permanent and at least 25 years old.

Portable and at least 20 years old.

The remaining classrooms not reported in (1) or (2) above.

Identify all square footage at the school site that is:

Permanent area and at least 25 years old.

Portable classroom area and at least 20 years old.

(k) Decreased for facilities that were deemed eligible for modernization pursuant to Sections 1859.60 and 1859.61(d)
and subsequently replaced, or will be replaced under a signed contract for construction or acquisition of facilities, in
a project funded by the district without participation from the state.”

PURPOSE OF REPORT

To present School Facility Program (SFP) project apportionments to be reduced to eligible costs incurred.

DESCRIPTION

The SFP projects listed on the Attachment are projects that received separate design grant apportionments.
The Districts have either requested to have their project reduced to costs incurred or have not met the
substantial progress requirement and have indicated that they will be unable to move forward with the SFP
projects listed on the Attachment. The Districts have requested that the apportionments be reduced to costs
incurred to recognize eligible costs for the separate design grant phase.

AUTHORITY

Pursuant to Education Code Section 17076.10(b), sufficient evidence of substantial progress for the
separate design grant apportionment shall be due 18 months from the date any funds were released to
the district. The SFP Regulation Section 1859.105 requires that when an apportionment is reduced to
project costs incurred, all State funds not used to finance eligible expenditures are to be returned to the
State Allocation Board (SAB). The SFP Regulations also stipulate that interest earned on State funds,
which is not used to finance eligible expenditures, is due to the SAB.

RECOMMENDATIONS

1. Find that the Districts are unable to meet the substantial progress requirements or indicated that they
will be unable to move forward with the projects listed on the Attachment.

To present a School Facility Program (SFP) application for rescission.
DESCRIPTION

The District has agreed to rescind its new construction project for the Barranca Elementary School, Application Number
50/64436-01-001.

AUTHORITY

Pursuant to SFP Regulation Section 1859.51(i)(5), effective April 5, 2001, “The baseline eligibility for new construction
will be reduced by the number of pupils housed...with the exception of those pupils housed or to be housed in a
classroom where the contract for the lease, lease-purchase, purchase, or construction was made no more than 180
days before the Approved Application date for funding of the classrooms included in the contract.”

Pursuant to Education Code Section 17297, before letting any contract for any construction or alteration of any school
building, the written approval of the plans, as to safety of design and construction, by the Department of General
Services, shall be first had and obtained.

BACKGROUND

After review, it was determined that the Application for Funding (Form SAB 50-04) received from the District was
submitted more than 180 calendar days after the execution of the construction contracts. The District executed a
construction contract on September 15, 2000, whereas the Form SAB 50-04 was received on May 25, 2001. Therefore,
the construction contract was entered 252 days prior to the submittal of the Form SAB 50-04.

Additionally, the District's construction contracts were executed prior to obtaining approval from the Division of the State
Architect (DSA) of the plans and specifications. The District received the DSA’s approval on October 30, 2000, which is
after the District’s construction contract was executed on September 15, 2000.

RECOMMENDATIONS

1. Rescind the application listed above.
2. Approve a decrease of $79,841 in the State Apportionment [Bonds/2002-Nov.; 047-501] from $79,841 to $0.

3. Require the District to return State funds in the amount of $79,841, including interest in the amount of $9,909, for a
total of $89,750.

DESCRIPTION

The SFP projects listed on the Attachment received State adjusted grant apportionments over 18 months ago but
did not submit Fund Release Authorizations within the 18-month time limit specified by law; therefore, the State
Allocation Board (SAB) must rescind the apportionments.

AUTHORITY

Pursuant to Education Code Section 17076.10(d) any school district that received a SFP apportionment must have
funds released within 18 months or the Board shall rescind the adjusted State grant. In order to have funds
released, a district must certify that it has entered into a binding contract for at least 50 percent of the construction
cost of the buildings in the plans or that funds are needed to purchase a site, and that its matching project share is
either on deposit, already expended or will be expended on the project.

Further, Regulation Section 1859.90 states, “A district must submit the Fund Release Authorization within 18

months of the apportionment of the SFP grant for the project or the entire New Construction or Modernization
Grant shall be rescinded by the Board, and the pupils housed in the project will be added back to the district’s
baseline eligibility.”

LEGAL ANALYSIS

The SAB Legal Counsel has opined: “Education Code Section 17076.10(d) requires the SAB to rescind an
apportionment made and deny a district’s application for funding if the district has not met the criteria to have
funds released pursuant to Education Code Sections 17072.32 or 17074.15 within a period not to exceed 18
months. Nothing in law authorizes the granting of an extension beyond the 18-month period.”

RECOMMENDATIONS
1. Rescind the State adjusted grant apportionments for the projects listed on the Attachment in accordance
with the law.
2. Direct Staff to adjust the districts’ baseline eligibility, according to the "Reinstated Pupil Grants" on the
Attachment.

UPDATE ON PRIORITY FUNDING CERTIFICATION PERIOD

The recent 30-day Priority Funding certification filing period ended on February 9, 2012. School districts and charter
schools submitted requests to be eligible to receive priority funding apportionments for projects on the unfunded
approvals list. The Office of Public School Construction (OPSC) has received requests for 250 projects from 117
districts, representing approximately $768 million in unfunded approvals. Approximately $1.4 billion of unfunded
approvals were eligible to participate in this filing period which represents 507 projects from 164 districts. Requests
will be valid until July 10, 2012. The next 30-day PIF filing period begins on Wednesday, July 11, 2012.

Staff has identified approximately $60 million in available cash proceeds to provide apportionments to projects on the
Unfunded Approvals list. Staff will bring forward these apportionments to the March Board meeting.

UPDATE ON RESULTS OF SOLAR HEARING

An informational hearing on solar energy and energy efficient project options for California schools was held on
December 5, 2012. This meeting came at the request of a Board member concerned with the importance of funding
and knowledge for solar energy and energy efficient projects outside the School Facility Program. The OPSC is
currently working with the California Energy Commission and the Division of the State Architect to gather information
concerning the variety of programs available to districts. The goal is to work with these other entities in creating a
portal of online resources related to energy savings and plan future outreach events to districts. Staff will continue to
provide the Board with updates as more information becomes available.

JOINT-USE PROGRAM

The Joint-Use program allows school districts to utilize funds from a joint-use partner to build a joint-use project the
district would not otherwise be able to build due to lack of financial resources. Through the Joint-Use program, the
Board has provided unfunded approvals and/or apportionments on a yearly basis through a funding round process.
At this time, Staff will not be accepting applications for a 2012 Joint-Use funding round because there is insufficient
bond authority to fund projects with applications received in 2011.

ADMINISTRATION COSTS

In the January 2012 Status of Funds Financial Report, Staff posted the transfer of School Facility Program
administration costs for four budget years (08/09, 09/10, 10/11 and 11/12) from Modernization to the Overcrowded
Relief Grant (ORG) Program. These costs cover the administrative expenses of the OPSC, the California Department
of Education and the State Treasurer’s office. This resulted in a net increase in available Modernization bond
authority in the amount of $73.2 million and a commensurate decrease in ORG authority. In the prior years (02/03,
03/04, 04/05 and 05/06), costs were posted from New Construction bond authority. Beginning in 06/07, Staff began
posting the administration cost to the Modernization bond authority. In 2011, Staff moved forward with posting the
administrative cost to the ORG as opposed to the modernization fund due to the rapidly declining Modernization and
New Construction bond authority.

With a quorum present, Mr. Reyes, Chair, called the meeting to order at 4:04 p.m.

The Chair brought up the Project Information Worksheet (PIW) and stated that the PIW had been held over
several times because Senator Runner had an interest in it. He indicated that he did not know when Senator
Runner would be back and asked what the will of the Board would be regarding the PIW. He suggested that
perhaps the PIW be sent to the Implementation Committee to work out some of the issues and come up with
ways to streamline and apply the PIW to other programs. The SAB was in agreement with the direction to the
Implementation Committee. The Chair also addressed the Closed Session and stated that there was no need to
hold a Closed Session since the issue had been resolved.

PRIOR MINUTES

A motion was made, and carried, to approve the Minutes from the December 14, 2011 SAB meeting; however,
Ms. Oropeza abstained from voting on the Minutes because she was not in attendance at that meeting.

Fund Releases for December 2011 Priority Funding Apportionments

At the December 2011 meeting, the SAB approved $923.8 million for Priority Funding Apportionments for 377
projects. As a result of that action and as of January 20, 2012, the OPSC received a total of 194 fund release
requests for $442.7 million and nearly $369.6 million was released for 169 projects. The SAB was reminded
that districts that received a Priority Funding Apportionment on December 14, 2011 would have to complete a
Fund Release Authorization (Form SAB 50-05) containing an original signature, and submit it to the OPSC by
Tuesday, March 13, 2012. If the Form SAB 50-05 was not physically received at the OPSC by 5:00 p.m. on
Tuesday, March 13, 2012, the project would be rescinded without further Board action and would receive a new
Unfunded Approval date of March 13, 2012.

New Priorities in Funding Certification Period Currently Open

The new 30-day Priority Funding certification filing period commenced on January 11, 2012 and expired on
Thursday, February 9, 2012. As of Friday, January 20, 2012, the OPSC received certifications for 83 projects
from 46 school districts, representing approximately $273 million in unfunded approvals. Currently, there were
464 projects from 153 school districts, representing approximately $1.31 billion on the Unfunded Approvals List.

It was stated that all previously submitted certifications expired. Therefore, school districts and charter schools
must submit new certifications in order to be eligible to receive Priority Funding Apportionments for projects on
the Unfunded Approvals List. It was noted as a reminder that all projects approved in the January 2012 agenda
were also eligible to participate. Certifications with original signatures must be physically received by the OPSC
before 5:00 p.m. on Thursday, February 9, 2012. The new certifications would be valid through July 10, 2012.

New Construction Sub-Committee Hearing Update

The SAB’s New Construction Sub-Committee held its second hearing on January 11, 2012. Assembly Member
Joan Buchanan presented an overview of the hearing, which was included in the Reports Section of the
January 25, 2012 SAB Agenda. It was noted that the Sub-Committee would have its third hearing on Monday,
February 6, 2012 from 3:30 p.m. to 5:30 p.m. The Sub-Committee agenda and a link to the webcast were
posted on the OPSC Website at: http://www.dgs.ca.gov/opsc/aboutus/sab/archives.aspx.

Prevailing Wage Monitoring Requirements Information Session

The OPSC and the Department of Industrial Relations held an information session on the new prevailing wage
monitoring requirements that became effective on January 1, 2012. It was stated that additional information was
made available on the OPSC Website and that the webcast would be posted in two to three days at:
http://www.dgs.ca.gov/opsc/aboutus/sab/archives.aspx.

New Use of Modernization Funds

For modernization applications submitted on or after January 1, 2012, local educational agencies could use
School Facility Program (SFP) modernization funds on characteristics of high performance or “green” schools.
These characteristics could include, but are not limited to, new renewable energy systems such as photovoltaic
systems (solar panels). Senate Bill 128 (Lowenthal), Chapter 622, Statutes of 2011, added Education Code
Section 17074.25(b), which authorizes this expanded use of modernization funds. High performance
characteristics are eligible expenditures whether they make up the entire scope or only a portion of the
modernization project. The OPSC is available to assist local educational agencies that intend to submit a
funding application for a modernization project that includes high performance characteristics.
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EXECUTIVE OFFICER’'S STATEMENT (cont.)

In response to this topic, Senator Lowenthal thanked the OPSC staff for moving forward on expanding what is
allowable under modernization by accessing high performance characteristics. He also stated that the bill
included the Career Technical Education Facilities Program (CTEFP), which would allow these types of projects
to access high performance grants and that the Implementation Committee would be working out high
performance issues associated with the CTEFP.

Charter School Facilities Program (CSFP) Advance Site and Design Funding

At its last month’s meeting, the SAB directed staff to identify available cash for CSFP advance site and design
fund releases. Approximately $27.7 million was still needed. Staff was happy to announce that approximately
$7 million became available, leaving a net need of $20.7 million. The deadline to submit fund release requests
for CSFP advance site and design approvals will be Wednesday, May 2, 2012.

Ms. Oropeza acknowledged the hard work of staff in getting the funding out quickly for the SFP projects and
stated that it does not go unnoticed.

Public Comments

Mr. Bruce Hancock, representing Hancock, Gonos & Park consulting firm, addressed the SAB regarding an
issue that the Oceanside Unified School District had placed in a letter concerning the priority funding round and
how the available funding is distributed. His belief was that when funds become available determines the list of
priority funding projects to receive those funds. He further stated that during a six-month period when there is a
priority funding list, any funds that become available should be apportioned, under the SAB’s guidelines, to
projects that are on the list at that time.

In response to this issue, the SAB requested that this issue be agendized for the February 2012 SAB meeting.

San Jose Unified/Santa Clara 57/69666-00-047

Mr. Juan Mireles, representing the SAB staff, presented this item to the SAB. He provided background on how
eligibility is established in the SFP and stated that funds cannot be accessed for new construction and
modernization unless eligibility has been established. He indicated that the District established eligibility for 45
school sites out of 57 school sites and, unfortunately, this project (Horace Mann Elementary school site), was
not one of the 45 school sites. He explained that for this school site, the District elected to move forward with
local funds and demolish a total of 17 classrooms and build back 33 classrooms and that the project was
completed in 2003. It was also stated that in 2008, the District inquired if it could establish eligibility for the
Horace Mann Elementary School site using older diagrams that reflected the ages of the buildings prior to the
replacement project. It was at this time that the OPSC staff informed the District that it could move forward with
establishing modernization eligibility for the site. The District submitted the documentation and established
eligibility at the December 2008 SAB meeting. In April 2009, the District submitted a funding application at
which point the staff re-evaluated the eligibility using the old diagrams and concluded that the eligibility was in
violation of the SFP regulations. The District withdrew its funding application and later resubmitted it requesting
reconsideration. Staff maintained its position and the District filed an appeal. Further, it was noted that although
the information provided to the District was incorrect in 2008, staff firmly believes that there is no authority and
that it goes against the requirements in the regulations. The following individuals addressed the SAB as
representatives of the District and in support of its appeal:

Senator Jean Fuller presented the District’s position to the SAB. Ms. Tracy Sharp, representing the SAB staff,
presented the staff’s position to the SAB and stated that the District had requested that the OPSC consider the
additional funding under two avenues: 1) as an error and omission on the original project for site development.
Regulation Section 1859.76 provides for eligible site development when the new buildings are in-line with the
footprint of the old buildings; and 2) an exception to the full and final apportionment for relocation costs in the
process of the project. This type of cost is defined in Title 25, California Code of Regulations, and provides for
relocation expenses for a displaced entity in the course of eminent domain proceedings. Both of these avenues
did not fit the District’s situation so the OPSC administratively denied the District's request. Senator Fuller
indicated that the District had to move since the school was on leased land from the Bureau of Reclamation.

Assembly Member
Hagman stated that if the SAB takes no action it means that what staff has done (i.e., issue follows the rules and
guidelines) has been confirmed. The SAB has to take an affirmative action to change what was administratively
done. Ms. Oropeza indicated that for all of the years she sat on the SAB, the intent was to not have the SAB
take an action. She further stated that she did not think the issue needed to go the SAB Rules and Procedures
Sub-Committee, but suggested that staff maybe write the recommendations differently to make it clearer.
Assembly Member Brownley stated that would work.

In addition, the SAB discussed making the Marshall & Swift Eight California Cities Index the permanent Index
and not compare the Marshall & Swift Ten Western States Index because the cost of construction should only
be based on the cost of construction in California.

Options for the Execution of the 2012 Grant Amounts

Mr. Michael Watanabe, representing the SAB staff, presented this item to the SAB and provided background
information concerning the SAB’s actions on the application of the Construction Cost Index on the per-pupil
grant amounts for calendar years 2010 and 2011. He pointed out how much bond authority would be needed
for the SAB to apply the 2012 Construction Cost Index to projects on the Unfunded Approvals List by year (i.e.,
pre-February 2010, 2010, and 2011. He also walked the SAB through all four staff options: 1) Option #1 — take
no action and provide no adjustments to the SFP grant amounts for any project added to the Unfunded List prior
to January 2012; 2) Option #2 — provide an increase for all projects that received unfunded approvals in 2011;
3) Option #3 — provide an increase for all projects with 2010 and 2011 unfunded approvals; and 4) Option #4 —
provide increases for all projects on the unfunded approvals list. Assembly Member Buchanan stated that she
was in support of staff's Option #1. The Chair asked for public comments and the following individuals
addressed the SAB:

e Mr. Joe Dixon, Assistant Superintendent of Facilities for the Santa Ana Unified School District, stated
that bid prices were coming up and indicated he would like to see projects on the Unfunded List going
forward receive the increase.

e Mr. Tom Duffy, representing the Coalition for Adequate Housing (CASH) organization, addressed the
guestion concerning the price is going up and what that means. He stated there have been slight
increases with the cost of labor and continued increases with the cost of materials. He indicated that
contractors have not been marking up their prices because they want to stay in business, but it is
deceptive. He also stated that the CASH would be in support of Option #4 and pointed out that there is
a provision in the 2006 bond bill that allows for a review of construction costs and that the SAB has the
ability to make an adjustment to the per-pupil grant amounts. He also stated the need to maintain the
integrity of the SFP.

e Mr. Lyle Smoot, representing the Los Angeles Unified School District, stated that he did not think the
SAB had historically denied the adjustment to projects on the Unfunded List and he asked staff to
respond to the history. He also stated that the SAB apply the increase to all projects.

e Mr. Richard Lyon, representing the California Building Industry Association, stated support for Option
#1.

He stated that the bond would create jobs and that the CASH Organization’s intent would be to press forward
and let the Governor and other legislators know the need.

JOINT-USE FUND RELEASE STATUS REPORT

PURPOSE OF REPORT

To update the State Allocation Board (Board) on the status of fund release requests for School Facility
Program (SFP) Joint-Use apportionments approved in October 2010.

DESCRIPTION

This report provides the fund release status of five Joint-Use projects that were apportioned at the
October 2010 Board meeting under the prior 18-month time limit to request a fund release. Reports
have been provided on a quarterly basis until funds are released.

AUTHORITY

SFP Regulation Section 1859.90 states, “...a district must submit the Form SAB 50-05 [Fund Release
Authorization], within 18 months of the Apportionment of the SFP grant for the project or the entire New
Construction Adjusted Grant, Modernization Adjusted Grant or Type | or II, part of a qualifying SFP
Modernization project, Joint-Use Project apportionment shall be rescinded without further Board action, and
the pupils housed in the project, if applicable, will be added back to the district’s baseline eligibility....”

BACKGROUND

At the August 25, 2010 Board meeting, an item was presented regarding cash proceeds available for
apportionment. Of the $68.51 million available, the Board directed Staff to allocate $5 million for the
Joint-Use Program.

At the October 2010 Board meeting, the Board approved apportionments for five Joint-Use projects
totaling $6,799,848. The Board requested that Staff provide quarterly updates on the status of the fund
release liquidation for these projects.

Staff provided updates on the status of fund release liquidation for the five projects at the January, April,
July, and October 2011 Board meetings. Fund release requests for all five projects have now been
submitted.

STAFF ANALYSIS / STATEMENTS

Previously, Merced Union High School District informed Staff that due to City of Merced budget issues, the

District was in the process of renegotiating the joint-use agreement. The amended joint-use agreement was
approved by the City and District. Staff received the Form SAB 50-05 on February 16, 2012 and processed
the fund release request. The 18-month time limit on fund release deadline for this project was April 6, 2012.

PRIORITY FUNDING PROCESS

PURPOSE OF REPORT

To provide the State Allocation Board (Board) with an update on the priority funding process.
DESCRIPTION

At the January 25, 2011 meeting, the Board requested Staff to provide a report detailing the priority funding
process. This request is in response to a letter submitted by a school district. In the letter, the District
requests clarification on how and when cash returning the School Facility Program (SFP) can be
reapportioned.

This report addresses the school district’s inquiry in addition to providing a general priority funding process
overview highlighting the three main steps associated with priority funding: priority funding request,
apportionment, and fund release.

BACKGROUND

At the May 2010 meeting, the Board authorized the creation of the 2010 priority funding round using

$408.3 million in available bond funds. The priority funding round was created as a way to allow the Board to
provide limited funding for school construction projects and stimulate our State’s economy through the creation
of a funding mechanism that would allow districts that are ready to submit a Fund Release Authorization (Form
SAB 50-05) the opportunity to receive funding and move forward with their projects.

Over time, the priority funding process has changed. Originally the Board took an action to create each specific
priority funding round as stated in SFP Regulation Section 1859.90.1. Each round had a 30-day request period
and coincided with a State bond sale. At the end of the request period, the Board made apportionments based
on the unfunded approval date up to the available cash from each bond source. Any requests to participate in
the priority funding round that were not converted to apportionments were returned to the districts and the
projects retained their date order position on the unfunded approval list.

At the May 2011 meeting, the Board approved amendments to SFP Regulation Section 1859.90.2 that
established priority funding request filing periods for prioritizing school construction funding as cash proceeds
became available to provide apportionments. The proposed regulations created twice yearly 30-day windows in
which school districts could request to receive an apportionment.

The amended regulations went into effect on July 27, 2011. Based on the new regulations, the first 30-day filing
period began on July 27, 2011 and ended on August 25, 2011. Attachment B demonstrates a timeline breaking
down the first two priority funding request filing periods. Subsequent filing periods will begin on the second
Wednesday of January and the second Wednesday of July each calendar year. The requests are valid until the
next filing period begins. If cash becomes available, districts that have submitted a request would be eligible for
priority funding apportionments until the next filing period begins.

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BACKGROUND (cont.)

On January 12, 2012 a school district submitted a letter questioning the process of reapportioning the cash that
is returned to the program via SFP rescissions in October, November and December of 2011. It is the school
district’s belief that these funds must be apportioned to school district’s that had valid priority funding requests at
the time the cash returned to the program.

The cash rescinded during this period (i.e., October, November and December of 2011) was not apportioned at
the January 2012 Board meeting. This resulted in the District submitting an additional letter on

January 27, 2012 and highlighting the SFP Regulation Section 1859.90. Under this regulation section, the
District states “funds that fail to meet the time limit on apportionments ... shall be rescinded without further
Board action...” The District highlights this regulation section to supports their contention that rescinded funding
must be apportioned to districts on the priority funding list as it existed at the time funds became available.

STAFF ANALYSIS/STATEMENTS

The school district has two main points of contention with the priority funding process:

1. The District believes that any cash returning to the program must be apportioned to districts that had a
valid priority funding request at the time the cash returned to the program.

For example, cash that was returned to the program in October 2011 must be apportioned to districts that
submitted a valid request between the July 27, 2011 and August 25, 2011. These projects would have been
eligible to receive an apportionment from August 26, 2011 through January 10, 2012.

Pursuant to SFP Regulation Section 1859.90.2, “The priority funding process allows the Board to distribute
available funds to districts or charter schools who request an Apportionment or an advance release of funds
from a Preliminary Apportionment or a Preliminary Charter School Apportionment during specific 30-calendar
day filing periods... (emphasis added)”

This regulation “allows” the Board to distribute available funds; it does not “require” the Board to distribute
available funds. The apportionment of bond sale proceeds and cash returning to the program are made at the
Board's discretion. Bond sale proceeds and cash made available during a specific request period may be
apportioned during that request period or may be carried over to a later request period. School districts
receiving a priority funding apportionment must have a valid request at the time an apportionment is approved
by the Board.

SFP Regulation Section 1859.90.2 does not allow the Board to provide apportionments to districts that do not
have a valid priority funding request. Based on this interpretation Staff believes the Board is unable to provide
apportionments to applications that do not currently have a valid priority funding request even though the cash
became available during a timeframe in which a district had a valid priority funding request. The school district’s
certification was not valid as of January 11, 2012, the school district is not eligible to receive an apportionment at
the January 25, 2012 Board meeting.

2. Rescinded funding should be made immediately available as projects that fail to meet their time limit on
apportionments “.... shall be rescinded pursuant without further Board action...” pursuant to SFP
Regulation Section 1859.90.

Regulation Section 1859.90 deals with a small section of the project rescission universe. These rescissions are
limited to TLOFR rescissions for a variety of SFP programs. While the regulation sections states that an
apportionment shall be rescinded without further Board action, it has been Board practice to take an action to
rescind these projects for approximately the last eight years.

Taking a public action to rescind projects serves multiple purposes. The Board action provides for the greatest
amount of program transparency. By taking action, the Board is supplying all interested parties with the
specifics concerning the bond authority and cash that will be returning to the program. It also allows the Board
to provide districts with an official document detailing the rescission of project funding, which provides an
opportunity for the least amount of possible confusion.

In addition to the return of bond authority and funding to the program, the Board must return any unused pupil
grants must be returned to a district’s baseline eligibility. An item to return the pupil grants to a district’s baseline
eligibility is typically presented the Board for approval at the meeting immediately following the rescission. The
prior action to rescind a project provides staff with clear direction on when to proceed with the return of pupil
grants to the district.

While SFP Regulation Section states that projects shall be rescinded without further Board action, the policy has
been to approve rescissions as it is more beneficial to all parties involved.

Priority Funding Process Overview

In addition to clarification on the District's concerns, the Board requested that Staff provide an overview of the
priority funding process. The priority funding process has three main steps. Each step is described in detail
below:

Step 1: Priority Funding Request

SFP Regulation Section 1859.90.2 states, “The priority funding process allows the Board to distribute available
funds to districts or charter schools who request an Apportionment or an advance release of funds from a
Preliminary Apportionment or Preliminary Charter School Apportionment during specific 30-calendar day filing
periods....”

Requests to participate in a priority funding round must be physically received by the Office of Public School
Construction (OPSC) on or before the close of each specific filing period. Filing periods begin on the second
Wednesday of January and the second Wednesday of July each calendar year and are open for 30 calendar
days. These requests are valid until the next filing period begins. For example, a valid request submitted during
the January 2012 filing period will be valid until the close of business on July 10, 2012 (the next request period
opens July 11, 2012).

Each request submitted by a district must meet certain criteria. To request to convert an unfunded approval to
an apportionment, a district must submit a request letter. This letter must be signed by an authorized District
Representative and specifically indicate each project name and application number the district is requesting an
apportionment for. Additionally, each letter must contain the following statements:

1. The District understands that the time limit on fund release shall be no more than 90 days from the date
of Apportionment.

2. The District acknowledges that failure to submit a completed Fund Release Authorization (Form SAB
50-05) within the 90-day period will result in the project being rescinded without further Board action. A
rescinded application will revert back to an unfunded approval at the bottom of the unfunded list and
cannot be guaranteed bonding authority. The application will receive a new Unfunded Approval date
equivalent to the due date of the Form SAB 50-05. In the case that multiple rescissions are made by
the Board, each separate application will be placed at the bottom of the unfunded approvals list in the
order of the original unfunded approval date. The District will not be required to re-submit the
application and no further application review will be required. (Example: Two applications are rescinded
with Unfunded Approval dates of January 27, 2010 and February 24, 2010. The application that
received an Unfunded Approval on January 27 would be placed on the unfunded list first, followed by
the application that received an unfunded approval on February 24).

3. The District acknowledges that by participating in the priority funding round, the district is waiving its
right to a standard 18-month timeline for fund release.

Not all of the statements above will apply to all projects. Districts receiving an apportionment for Design Only
applications will receive an automatic fund release without submitting a Form SAB 50-05. Even though no Form
SAB 50-05 is required, these districts must still state that they will meet condition number two listed above.

When a project on the unfunded approvals list has a Financial Hardship approval, the district must undergo a
review of their financial records to determine if they have any additional funds available to contribute to their
project(s) prior to receiving an actual apportionment. For projects added to an unfunded list between February
25, 2009 and June 30, 2011, only the district’s revenue received on or after July 1, 2011 will be considered in
the calculations of available funds. Projects added to the unfunded approvals list after July 1, 2011 will be
subject to a review of additional funds available.

Step 2: Apportionment

The twice a year priority funding request process has changed the way priority funding apportionments are
made. As a result of the new system, the Board can make ongoing monthly priority funding apportionments
from cash returning to the SFP. This process makes it possible to provide apportionments to facility hardship
applications as soon as cash becomes available. Ongoing priority funding apportionments, however, are not
limited to facility hardship applications. These ongoing apportionments are made based on the unfunded
approval date of districts with valid requests.

In order to make apportionments, the Board must have available cash to match the allocated bond authority.
The Board typically has two main avenues of receiving cash in order to make apportionments, bond sale
proceeds and cash returning to the SFP. The majority of cash available for apportionments comes from bond
sale proceeds. These proceeds allow the Board to provide a large number of apportionments at a single Board
meeting. Prior to the current twice a year request system, priority funding rounds were only held if a bond sale
made cash available to the program.

Additionally, the Board is able to make apportionments from sources of cash other than bond sales, such as
cash returning to the SFP through rescissions, return of savings, Reductions to Costs Incurred (RCl), closeout
audits, etc. The total amount of cash made available through this avenue is very small compared to bond sales.
Prior to May 2011, cash returning to the program was combined with bond sale proceeds as a part of specific
priority funding rounds.

The return of cash to the SFP becomes available at different stages. Cash and authority returning from
rescissions due to Time Limit on Fund Release are immediately available for allocation at the Board’s discretion.
Cash/authority returning from closeout audits and RCIs may take time for the authority to become available for
reallocation. The authority in these instances is not made available to the Board until the cash has been
returned to the State. If a district is eligible to repay the funds on a repayment plan, it may be years before the
cash returns and the authority is available for reallocation.

Pursuant to SFP Regulation Section 1859.90.2, “In the event that the amount of requests received during a
specific 30-day filing period exceeds the funds available, the Board shall apportion based on the unfunded
approval date and the application received date up to the available cash from each bond source. Projects that
have requested to participate in the priority funding process for which an apportionment cannot be provided shall
retain their date order position on the Unfunded List. Request letters of projects not converted to apportionments
will not be returned to the district or kept by the Office of Public School Construction.”

Step 3: Fund Release

From the date that the Board converts an unfunded approval to an apportionment, the District will have 90 days
to submit a completed Form SAB 50-05 that meets all of the existing requirements. The Form SAB 50-05
submittal must contain an original signature from a designated District Representative and must be physically
received by the OPSC prior to the close of business on the 90th day. Projects that fail to meet this deadline shall
be rescinded with no further Board action. A rescinded application will revert back to an unfunded approval at
the bottom of the unfunded approvals list and cannot be guaranteed future state funding. The new unfunded
approval date will be equivalent to the due date of the Form SAB 50-05.

AUTHORITY

Budget Letter 10-09 requires that if there are insufficient bond proceeds, departments and agencies are responsible
for prioritizing the projects that will be funded consistent with the prioritization criteria outlined (including job creation).
It also indicates that if bond proceeds are not managed efficiently, additional bonds may not be sold for the program.

Government Code Section 15503 states:
Whenever the board is required to make allocations or apportionments under this part, it shall prescribe
rules and regulations for the administration of, and not inconsistent with, the act making the appropriation of
funds to be allocated or apportioned. The board shall require the procedure, forms, and the submission of
any information it may deem necessary or appropriate. Unless otherwise provided in the appropriation act,
the board may require that applications for allocations or apportionments be submitted to it for approval.

Education Code Section 17070.35(a) states:
In addition to all other powers and duties as are granted to the board by this chapter, other statutes, or the
California Constitution, the board shall do all of the following:
(1) Adopt rules and regulations, pursuant to the rulemaking provisions of the Administrative Procedure Act,
Chapter 3.5 (commencing with Section 11340) of Part 1 of Division 3 of Title 2 of the Government Code, for
the administration of this chapter...
(2) Establish and publish any procedures and policies in connection with the administration of this chapter
as it deems necessary...

SFP Regulation Section 1859.90.2 states:
The priority funding process allows the Board to distribute available funds to districts or charter schools who
request an Apportionment or an advance release of funds from a Preliminary Apportionment or Preliminary
Charter School Apportionment during specific 30-calendar day filing periods beginning with July 27, 2011
and continuing with the 2" Wednesday of January and the 2nd Wednesday of July each calendar year.
Certifications are valid until the next filing period begins. Requests must be physically received by the OPSC
by the 30th calendar day to be considered valid. During any priority funding process a district or charter
school must submit the Form SAB 50-05 within a specified time period of the Apportionment or approved
advance release of funds request, pursuant to (a)(2) or (b)(2) of this section. Projects receiving an
apportionment as part of the priority funding process for which the OPSC does not physically receive an
original signature copy of the Form SAB 50-05 within the appropriate time limit shall be rescinded without
further Board action.
(a) In order to be considered for an Apportionment, approved advance release of design funds from a
Preliminary Charter School Apportionment, or approved advance release of environmental hardship site
acquisition funds from a Preliminary Apportionment, the district or charter school must provide a written
statement signed by an authorized representative that includes each of the project application numbers, and
the type of apportionment request (e.g., Apportionment, separate apportionment for design or site
acquisition), within the 30 calendar day filing period that contains all of the following:
(1) Request to convert the unfunded approval to an Apportionment or to receive an approved advance
release of funds; and
(2) Concurrence with a 90 calendar day time limit on fund release; and
(3) Acknowledgement that a valid, original signature Form SAB 50-05 must be submitted and physically
received by the OPSC within the 90 calendar day time limit and failure to do so will result in the rescission of
the Apportionment or approved advance release of funds request without further Board action; and
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(4) For those receiving an Apportionment, acknowledgement that by participating in the priority funding
process, the district or charter school is waiving its right to a standard 18 month timeline for fund release
submittal.

(b) In order to be considered for an approved advance release of site acquisition funds from a Preliminary
Charter School Apportionment, the district or charter school must provide a written statement signed by an
authorized representative within the 30 calendar day filing period that contains all of the following:

(1) Request to convert the advance release of funds to an approved advance release of funds request; and,
(2) Concurrence with a 180 calendar day time limit on fund release; and

(3) Acknowledgement that a valid, original signature Form SAB 50-05 must be submitted and physically
received by the OPSC within the 180 calendar day time limit and failure to do so will result in the rescission
of the approved advance release of funds request without further Board action; and

(4) Acknowledgement that it must provide evidence that it has entered into the Charter School Agreements
within 90 calendar days of approval of the advance release of funds request and failure to do so will result in
the rescission of the approval without further Board action.

In the event that the amount of requests received during a specific 30-day filing period exceeds the funds
available, the Board shall apportion based on the unfunded approval date and the application received date
up to the available cash from each bond source. Projects that have requested to participate in the priority
funding process for which an Apportionment cannot be provided shall retain their date order position on the
Unfunded List. Request letters of projects not converted to apportionments will not be returned to the district
or kept by the Office of Public School Construction.

For purposes of this section “rescinded” or “rescission” shall mean that the apportionment or approved
advance release of funds request returns to unfunded approval status with a new unfunded approval date.
The new unfunded approval date will be 90 calendar days after the apportionment date. The district or
charter school will not be required to re-submit the application and no further application review will be
required.

SFP Regulation Section 1859.129(b)(2) states:
Has 18 months from the date the [Division of State Architect] DSA and [California Department of Education]
CDE approved plans were submitted to the OPSC to submit a completed Form SAB 50-05 or the
apportionment will be rescinded without further Board action. If the district is requesting an Apportionment
pursuant to Section 1859.90.1 or 1859.90.2, the Board will require that this time limit be reduced to no more
than 90 days from the date of the apportionment.”

SFP Regulation Section 1859.197 (b)(2) states:
Has 18 months from the date the CDE plan approval and DSA-approved plans and specifications, as
needed, are submitted to the OPSC to submit a completed Form SAB 50-05 or the apportionment shall be
rescinded without further Board action. If the district is requesting an apportionment pursuant to Section
1859.90.1 or 1859.90.2, the Board will require that this time limit be reduced to no more than 90 days from
the date of the apportionment.
