PRIOR MINUTES 
 
A motion was made, and carried, to approve the March 28, 2012 SAB meeting Minutes. 
 
EXECUTIVE OFFICER’S STATEMENT 
 
The Executive Officer informed the Board of the following: 
 
General Obligation Bond Sale 
On April 12, 2012, the State Treasurer’s Office sold approximately $1.34 billion in general obligation bonds.  
Staff was happy to announce that the School Facility Program (SFP) would receive $619.5 million of the bond 
proceeds.  Staff was evaluating the projects submitted in the Priorities in Funding certification round and 
matching up the cash with the projects.  It was reported that staff would be presenting the Priorities in Funding 
apportionments as soon as possible. 
 
Transfer of Critically Overcrowded Schools (COS) Bond Authority to New Construction 
The deadline to submit Proposition 55 COS final apportionment applications was April 4, 2012.  Staff received 
one application for approximately $11.7 million (50 percent State share).  The remaining unconverted COS 
preliminary apportionments were rescinded automatically.  In accordance with the SFP Regulations, $145 
million in unused COS bond authority was transferred to the Proposition 55 New Construction account.  The 
transfer was reflected in the Status of Funds report on page 55 of this agenda. 
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EXECUTIVE OFFICER’S STATEMENT (cont.) 
 
Transfer of Critically Overcrowded Schools (COS) Bond Authority to New Construction (cont.) 
The transfer of bond authority allowed staff to move all projects from the list of “New Construction Funding 
Applications Received Past Existing Authority” to the SFP workload list for processing.  After the COS 
application has been processed, any remaining COS bond authority would be transferred to the Proposition 55 
New Construction account.  
 
Upcoming Rules and Procedures Sub-Committee Hearing 
At its March 2012 meeting, the SAB directed staff to reconvene the Rules and Procedures Sub-Committee.  A 
hearing was tentatively scheduled for Wednesday, May 30, 2012.  The time and location would be determined, 
and the hearing information would be posted to the OPSC Website at 
http://www.dgs.ca.gov/opsc/AboutUs/sab.aspx. 
 
Upcoming Audit Sub-Committee Hearing 
The Audit Sub-Committee met on April 10, 2012, and will continue discussion at a future hearing.  Hearing 
information will be posted to the OPSC Website at http://www.dgs.ca.gov/opsc/AboutUs/sab.aspx. 
 
Update on Aromas-San Juan Unified – Request for Seismic Trenching Funding 
At its March 2012 meeting, the SAB directed staff to explore options to fund trenching to test for geological faults 
at the Aromas-San Juan Unified School District, San Juan Elementary School.  Staff continues to research this 
issue and anticipates presenting findings and options to the SAB at the June 2012 meeting. 
 
Compton Unified School District Appeal Request Update 
Staff has been working with the Office of the Attorney General to review a legal opinion submitted by the 
Compton Unified School District regarding its appeal request to retain Financial Hardship funds.  Therefore, staff 
will present the District’s appeal to the SAB at a future meeting. 
 
Santee Elementary School District – Fund Release Update 
The Santee Elementary School District met the Labor Compliance Program requirements related to the fund 
release for its Hill Creek School project, and will be withdrawing its appeal request.  As a result, staff was able to 
process the District’s Form SAB 50-05, Fund Release Authorization, on April 13, 2012.

REPORTS, DISCUSSION, AND INFORMATION ITEMS 
 
Department of Defense Funding Program 
 
Mr. Patrick O’Brien, representing the United States Department of Defense (DOD), Office of Economic 
Adjustment, addressed the SAB and provided background of how this funding program originated and the 
methodology used in assessing the affected military base school sites.  He stated that there is $500 million in 
available funding of which the Federal Government will provide 80 percent of the funds and the affected school 
districts would need to provide 20 percent.  He indicated that there are seven school sites in the State of 
California that are eligible for the program funding.  Ms. Moore indicated that the process by which the Federal 
Government took in assessing these schools was very different than the process currently utilized by the State 
of California.  She further stated that the Federal Government looked at each component individually and 
provided an estimated cost for that component, rather than providing the State portion of the funding for the 
project and then the school district complete the project.  The Chair established the Military Base DOD Sub-
committee with Ms. Moore as the Chair, Assembly Members Buchanan and Hagman, and Mr. Almanza that 
would work with the staff and Mr. O’Brien to try and come up with alternative funding sources for the school 
districts that cannot come up with the 20 percent match (approximately $23 million) and bring options back to 
the full SAB as soon as possible.  The SAB accepted the report as presented.

Said 
documents were acted upon by the Board at its meeting on May 30, 2012. 
 
 WHEREAS, the Board has previously approved or determined to be approvable a number of projects for 
construction or modernization eligibility of facilities for school districts and is making apportionments and/or unfunded 
approvals for the grant amounts for projects that meet the Board’s criteria for the apportionment of grants pursuant to 
Education Code Sections 17072.10, 17078.52, 17078.70, 17079 or 17074.10 or Board Regulations 1859.81.1 or 
1859.83; 
 
 WHEREAS, Treasury Regulations Section 1.150-2 require the State (on whose behalf the Board is acting) 
to declare its reasonable intent to provide grant funding to school districts, in accordance with Board policy and law, 
for costs of the projects with proceeds of State bonds; 
 
 NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED: 
 


1. This Resolution is adopted by the Board for the purposes of establishing compliance with Treasury 
Regulations Section 1.150-2 and this Resolution does not bind the Board to make any additional 
apportionment or bind the State to incur any indebtedness. 


 
2. The Board anticipates that some or all of the school districts listed on the list of “Projects” referred

SCHOOL FACILITY PROGRAM 


 
 


PURPOSE OF REPORT 
 


To adjust the baseline eligibility for new construction and modernization projects under the  
Leroy F. Greene School Facilities Act of 1998. 
 


DESCRIPTION 
 


The districts listed on Attachment A have received eligibility approval for new construction.  There 
has been a change in their baseline in accordance with the California Code of Regulations relating 
to the Leroy F. Greene School Facilities Act of 1998, Section 1859.51. 
 
The districts listed on Attachment B have received eligibility approval for modernization.  There has 
been a change in their baseline in accordance with the California Code of Regulations relating to 
the Leroy F. Greene School Facilities Act of 1998, Section 1859.61. 


 
RECOMMENDATIONS 
 


1. Approve an adjustment to the new construction eligibility baseline determination as shown on 
Attachment A. 


 
2. Approve an adjustment to the modernization eligibility baseline determination as shown on    


Attachment B. 
 
3. Provide that this approval of adjusted eligibility determination does not constitute a commitment for 


future funding by the State Allocation Board.

SCHOOL FACILITY PROGRAM UNFUNDED APPROVALS 


 
 
PURPOSE OF REPORT 


To present to the State Allocation Board (Board) a list of School Facility Program (SFP) applications for unfunded 
approval. 


DESCRIPTION 


At the January 2012 Board meeting, the Board elected to provide an increase adjustment of 3.76 percent to SFP 
projects for calendar year 2012.  The projects listed on the Attachment reflect the Board’s action of the adoption of 
the 3.76 percent increase based on the Marshall & Swift Eight California Cities Index.  In addition, the project 
applications represent SFP new construction and modernization projects in date order of a complete application 
being received by the Office of Public School Construction (OPSC).   


 
AUTHORITY 


 
SFP Regulation Section 1859.2 defines an Unfunded List (Lack of AB 55 Loans) as an information list of unfunded 
projects that was created due to the State’s inability to provide interim financing from the Pooled Money Investment 
Account (AB 55 loans) to fund school construction projects as declared in the Department of Finance Budget Letter 
#33 issued on December 18, 2008. 
 
SFP Regulation Section 1859.95 states:  
 
“When the Board has no funds to apportion …, the Board will also accept and process applications for 
apportionment for purposes of developing an Unfunded List based on the date the application is ready for 
Apportionment, with the exception of New Construction funding applications that utilize eligibility generated by the 
Alternative Enrollment Projection.   
 
An application for funding included on an Unfunded List is eligible for reimbursement subject to adjustments in the 
New Construction Grants amount pursuant to Section 1859.77.”  


 
BACKGROUND 
 


At the March 11, 2009 SAB meeting, the Board requested that Staff continue to process applications to the Board 
for unfunded approval, up to the bonding authority.  The Attachment reflects applications being presented for 
unfunded approval, including SFP modernization and new construction projects in date order of a complete 
application being received by the OPSC.  The list also includes health and safety facility hardship applications for 
funding that have been processed and are ready for approval regardless of received date.  The unfunded approval 
of the applications as reflected on the Attachment will not constitute a guarantee of future funding. 


 
RECOMMENDATIONS 
 


1. Approve the SFP applications as presented on the Attachment.

To present a Charter School Facilities Program (CSFP) project preliminary apportionment for rescission. 
 


DESCRIPTION 
 


The Para Los Niño’s Charter School received a Preliminary Charter School Apportionment on May 26, 2010.  The 
project will now be constructed using alternative funding and the Charter School has requested to rescind its CSFP 
project.   
 


AUTHORITY 
 


SFP Regulation Section 1859.166(a) states: “A complete request to convert a Preliminary Charter School 
Apportionment to a Final School Apportionment pursuant to Section 1859.165 shall be made within four years of the 
date of the Preliminary Charter School Apportionment unless the Charter School received approval of an extension 
pursuant to Section 1859.166.1.” 
 
SFP Regulation Section 1859.166(c) states: If (a) is not met, and the Charter School has received an advance release 
of funds as provided in Section 1859.164.2, the following will occur: 
(1) The Preliminary Charter School Apportionment shall be rescinded and any remaining Preliminary Charter 
School Apportionment, not released to the Charter School, shall be transferred to the Unrestricted Charter 
School Fund within the appropriate Charter School Facility Account, and; 
(2) Funds released pursuant to Section 1859.164.2(a) shall be reduced to cost incurred and closed-out pursuant to 
Section 1859.106 with a corresponding SFP new construction baseline eligibility adjustment for the pupils assigned to 
the Preliminary Charter School Application. The adjustment to the baseline eligibility shall be based on the ratio of the 
number of unhoused pupils pursuant to Section 1859.162.2 and the project capacity which generated the project 
funding to the eligible expenditures. Any funds released are subject to the fifty percent local matching share 
requirement as required by EC 17078.54(d). Funds returned pursuant to Section 1859.106 shall be transferred to the 
Unrestricted Charter School Fund within the appropriate Charter School Facility Account, and; 
(3) Funds released pursuant to Section 1859.164.2(b) shall be subject to the provisions of Section 1859.171. 
 


BACKGROUND 
 


The CSFP allows applicants to draw down an advance release of design funds based on the Preliminary Charter 
School Apportionment.  In August 2011, the Charter School received $833,378 in advance funding for design 
purposes.  The Charter School did not utilize any pupil grants from the Los Angeles Unified School District’s (District) 
unhoused pupil eligibility.     
 


The Charter School’s project consisted of the rehabilitation of buildings located on an existing school site in the District.  
Originally, the CSFP project encompassed a portion of the existing school site to be used by the Charter School.  The 
District had a separate Overcrowding Relief Grant (ORG) project that encompassed the rest the buildings on the site 
and would be used by the District.  The District is now seeking funding through the ORG for the entire site, including 
the portion originally funded through the CSFP.

PURPOSE OF REPORT 
 


To present Pasadena Unified School District’s (District) request to deposit proceeds from the sale 
of a school site property, which was purchased with district funds, into the school district’s General 
Fund. 
 


DESCRIPTION 
 


The District listed on the Attachment is requesting State Allocation Board approval for the transfer 
of site sale proceeds into its General Fund for one-time expenditures. The District requests this 
approval under the authority of Education Code (EC) Section 17463.7. 
 


AUTHORITY 
 


EC Section 17463.7 provides that a school district can deposit proceeds from the sale of surplus 
property into the General Fund for any one-time general fund purpose. 
 


BACKGROUND 
 
EC Section 17463.7 eliminates the ten-year lockout from School Facility Program New 
Construction funding imposed under EC Section 17462 if the surplus site was purchased with local 
funds.  EC Section 17463.7 authorizes the use of site sale proceeds for one-time expenditures as 
long as the costs are not related to a school district’s on-going operations. “One-time Expenditures” 
means costs paid by the general fund of a school district that are nonrecurring in nature and do not 
commit the school district to incur costs in the future, and are exclusive of Ongoing Expenditures. 
 
Under EC Section 17463.7, school districts are ineligible for hardship funding under the Deferred 
Maintenance Program for a period of five years after the proceeds are deposited into the General 
Fund.  In addition, a school district’s financial hardship assistance shall be reduced by an amount 
equal to that of a school district’s one-time expenditure(s).  A school district must certify the 
following: 
 


 that it has no major deferred maintenance needs; 
 that the site sale does not violate local bond restrictions; and 
 that the real property is not suitable to meet projected school construction needs for the 


next ten years. 
 
The school district must also present a plan to its School Board regarding the one-time 
expenditures and explain why these expenditures will not result in on-going fiscal obligations for 
the school district.

EXEMPTIONS FOR INDEPENDENT STUDY FACILITIES 


 


PURPOSE OF REPORT 
 
To present the District’s request for an exemption from the definition of “School Buildings” for certain 
facilities used for independent study. 
 


DESCRIPTION 
 


The Twin Rivers Unified School District (District) operates independent study programs at facilities that 
are not located at regular school sites and is requesting an exemption from the definition of "school 
buildings", as described in Education Code (EC) Section 17283, for that facility. 
 


Senate Bill 1563, Chapter 1089, Statutes of 1989 authorizes any school district or county office of 
education to request an exemption from the State Allocation Board for a building or structure or portion 
of a building or structure used for independent study from the definition of “School Building”.  These 
buildings do not have to meet the Field Act requirements but must comply with local health and safety 
standards. 
 


The District has certified that it has satisfied the legal requirements under EC Section 17289 for the 
exemption. 
 


AUTHORITY 
 


EC Section 17283 states:  “School Building” as used in this article means and includes any building 
used, or designed to be used, for elementary or secondary school purposes and constructed, 
reconstructed, altered, or added to, by the state or any city or city and county, or by any political 
subdivision or by any school district of any kind within the state, or by any regional occupational center 
or program created by or authorized to act by an agreement under joint exercise of power, or by the 
United States government, or any agency thereof.” 
 


EC Section 17289 states “In order to provide alternative, community-based educational opportunities 
through independent study, any school district or county office of education may request an exemption 
from the State Allocation Board for a building or structure, or portion of a building or structure, from the 
definition of “school buildings” within the meaning of Section 17283.  The exemptions may be granted for 
no longer than two years and exemptions are renewable.  An exemption may only be granted if the 
school district or county office of education demonstrates to the satisfaction of the State Allocation Board 
all of the following: 
(a)  The building or structure, or portion of building or structure, satisfies all of the following:

PURPOSE OF REPORT 
 


To present advance apportionment options for a potential Seismic Mitigation Program (SMP) project for the District. 
 
DESCRIPTION 


 
At the March 28, 2012 State Allocation Board (Board) meeting, Staff presented the District’s request for Financial 
Hardship status based upon “other evidence” of reasonable effort as approved by the Board.  On May 14, 2012, the 
District submitted a letter to the Office of Public School Construction (OPSC) rescinding that appeal request; 
however, the District indicates that it still has need for “pre-construction funding.”  The District’s immediate need for 
funding is to complete the evaluation of the geologic conditions at the San Juan School site, which will determine 
whether or not the District can rehabilitate, replace, or replace and relocate the affected buildings on the site under 
the SMP.  As an alternative to the District’s request, the Board directed Staff to explore other advance apportionment 
options for the District’s proposed project.  This item presents the results of Staff’s review of alternative advance 
apportionment options. 


 
AUTHORITY 
 


SFP Regulation Section 1859.82 states the following:  
A district is eligible for facility hardship funding to replace or construct new classrooms and related facilities if 
the district demonstrates there is an unmet need for pupil housing or the condition of the facilities, or the lack of 
facilities, is a threat to the health and safety of the pupils. A facility hardship is available for: 
(a) New classrooms and/or subsidiary facilities (corridors, toilets, kitchens and other non-classroom space) or 
replacement facilities if either (1) or (2) are met: 
(1) The facilities are needed to ensure the health and safety of the pupils if the district can demonstrate to the 
satisfaction of the Board that the health and safety of the pupils is at risk. Factors to be considered by the Board 
shall include the close proximity to a major freeway, airport, electrical facility, high power transmission lines, 
dam, pipeline, industrial facility, adverse air quality emission or other health and safety risks, including structural 
deficiencies required by the Division of the State Architect (DSA) to be repaired, seismic mitigation of the Most 
Vulnerable Category 2 Buildings as verified by the DSA, traffic safety or because the pupils reside in remote 
areas of the district and transportation to existing facilities is not possible or poses a health and safety risk. The 
total available funding for seismic mitigation related and ancillary costs for the Most Vulnerable Category 2 
Buildings is $199.5 million. 
(A) If the request is for replacement facilities, a cost/benefit analysis must be prepared by the district and 
submitted to the OPSC that indicates the total costs to remain in the classroom or related facility and mitigate 
the problem is at least 50 percent of the Current Replacement Cost of the classroom or related facility. The 
cost/benefit analysis may include applicable site development costs as outlined in Section 1859.76. If the cost 
to remain in the classroom or related facility is less than 50 percent of the Current Replacement Cost, the 
district may qualify for a Modernization Excessive Cost Hardship Grant for rehabilitation costs pursuant to 
Section 1859.83 (e) or a grant not to exceed 50 percent of the cost estimate that has been reviewed and 
approved by the OPSC and approved by the board for seismic rehabilitation.

(B) If the request is for replacement facilities that included structural and/or seismic deficiencies, the 
cost/benefit analysis must also include a report from a licensed design professional identifying the minimum 
work necessary to obtain DSA approval. The report must contain a detailed cost estimate of the repairs. The 
report and cost estimate shall be subject to review by the OPSC for conformance with the Saylor Current 
Construction Cost Publication and, at the OPSC’s discretion, the DSA. For seismic deficiencies of the Most 
Vulnerable Category 2 Buildings, the report and the cost estimate for the minimum work necessary must be 
reviewed by the DSA. 
(C) The seismic mitigation projects must meet all of the following requirements: 
1. The construction contract was executed on or after May 20, 2006; 
2. The project funding provided shall be for the minimum work necessary to obtain DSA approval; 
3. The building is designed for occupancy by students and staff; and 
4. The DSA concurs with a report by a structural engineer, which identifies structural deficiencies that pose an 
unacceptable risk of injury to its occupants in a seismic event. If the unacceptable risk of injury is due to the 
presence of faulting, liquefaction or landslide, these hazards must be documented by a geologic hazards report 
prepared by an engineering geologist in accordance with California Building Code, Part 2, Chapter 18, section 
1803A and with the concurrence of the California Geological Survey. 
The structural engineer’s report shall conform to the guidelines prepared by the DSA, in accordance with 
Education Code Section 17310. 
 


SFP Regulation Section 1859.83(e) states the following: 
Excessive Cost for rehabilitation of facilities the Board has determined are a health and safety risk to the pupils 
pursuant to Section 1859.82(a)(1) and the cost/benefit analysis to mitigate the problem and remain in the facility 
is less than 50 percent of the Current Replacement Cost of the facility. If the district qualifies, the district is 
eligible for funding of rehabilitation costs as a modernization project. If the Approved Application is received on 
or before April 29, 2002, the grant amount provided is 80 percent of the amount of the cost estimate required in 
Section 1859.82(a)(1) that has been reviewed by the OPSC and approved by the Board. If the Approved 
Application is received after April 29, 2002, the grant amount provided is 60 percent of the amount of the cost 
estimate required in Section 1859.82(a) (1) that has been reviewed by the OPSC and approved by the Board. 
For any project funded in whole or in part from Proposition 47 or Proposition 55 for which the construction 
contract is awarded prior to January 1, 2012, the district may be eligible for the funding provided to initiate and 
enforce a LCP as prescribed in Section 1859.78.1(a). For any project for which the construction contract is 
awarded on or after January 1, 2012, the grant may be adjusted in the manner prescribed in Section 
1859.78.1(b) and subject to the limitations established in Section 1859.78.1(c). 


 
BACKGROUND 


 
On December 12, 2011, the District submitted two appeals.  The first appeal was for a finding of Financial Hardship 
based on “other evidence of reasonable effort as approved by the SAB.”  The second appeal is for “conceptual approval 
with special request for immediate funding for seismic testing and trenching” of a potential facility hardship project.   
 
Seven of the buildings at the site meet the eligibility requirements for the SMP program as the Most Vulnerable 
Category 2 Buildings and the area’s ground shaking potential. However, the school is located very close to the San 
Andreas Fault, and therefore it is possible there are active trace faults on the campus. If the site does have trace 
faults, the rehabilitation option may not be allowed since existing law and regulations place restrictions on the scope 
of work permitted for a school building within 50 feet of a known active fault or fault trace.  The only way to determine 
if the site has these conditions is to conduct a geological hazard study, including trenching. The estimated cost for 
the trenching work is $203,900. The District must conduct the Geological Hazard Study to appropriately assess the 
scope (rehabilitation versus replacement) of the project.

At the March 28, 2012 meeting, Staff presented the District’s request for Financial Hardship approval.  Based on the 
information presented, the Board did not take action on the District’s request.  In consideration of the District’s 
circumstances, the Board directed Staff to explore the possibility providing funding solely for the Geological Hazard 
Study as an alternative method of meeting the District’s current need.   
 
The Board also directed Staff to contact the Seismic Safety Commission (SSC) to request approval to use any 
remaining grant funds for purposes of funding seismic testing such as this one.  The funds in question were interest 
earned from a $200,000 grant the SSC provided to the OPSC in November 2009 to contract for structural 
engineering services to conduct seismic evaluations for potentially eligible sites (it was this grant that helped to 
identify the District’s buildings as Most Vulnerable Category 2 buildings).  In addition to this specific direction, Staff 
was directed to explore other available funding solutions for the District. 
 
On May 14, 2012 the District withdrew the previously submitted School District Appeal Request (Form SAB 189) for 
Financial Hardship consideration.   
 


STAFF ANALYSIS/STATEMENTS 
 


As directed, Staff has completed a thorough analysis of current School Facility Program (SFP) Regulations that could 
provide advance apportionment options for a potential SMP project for the District.  Staff also sought out other 
funding options outside the SFP by examining other State, Federal, and university level programs in addition to the 
SSC grant funding previously provided.  Based on Staff’s review, the only option available to the Board to provide an 
advance apportionment in this situation is to amend the current regulations to create a new funding process.   
 
Current SFP Regulations 
The SFP Regulations allow for funding in advance of California Department of Education (CDE) and Division of the 
State Architect (DSA) plan approval only for specific types of projects, which includes the following: 


 Financial Hardship Status 
 Charter School Facilities Program (CSFP) Preliminary Apportionment 
 Career Technical Education Facilities Program (CTEFP) Full Loan. 
 


All opportunities to access advance funding through the SFP (CSFP, CTEFP, and Financial Hardship) are specifically 
prescribed in SFP Regulations and/or the Education Code.  The District’s request does not meet the requirements in 
statute and regulation to provide an advance fund release or apportionment under these programs. 
 
Under the current SMP Regulations, the Board is not able to provide funding to the District to identify the minimum 
work required to mitigate the structural deficiencies or geologic hazards.  SFP Regulation Section 1859.82 defines 
the requirements for obtaining funding for Facility Hardship and SMP projects.  It provides a broad range of 
circumstances under which a project may be eligible, direction on what supporting documentation is needed and the 
formula for how to determine the level of funding that may be provided to a qualifying project.   
 
The Facility Hardship and SMP Regulations are designed to mitigate a health and safety hazard.  The District is 
aware that it has buildings on the site eligible for a structural Facility Hardship due to their Most Vulnerable Category 
2 classification and the area’s ground shaking potential, but is still in the process of identifying whether the problem is 
also geological.  A geological threat would change the scope of the project dramatically, potentially leading to a 
relocation of buildings or the entire school.  The District must identify the problem through pre-planning work such as 
trenching before the minimum work required to mitigate the threat can be established.  The final mitigation plan would 
be designed specific to the identified hazard(s).  Only after the District develops a mitigation plan could the District 
seek a conceptual approval for Facility Hardship.  The District would then need to obtain DSA and CDE plan approval 
before it could submit an Application for Funding (Form SAB 50-04).

Geological Hazard Studies are considered a planning cost under the SFP program and would be an eligible 
expenditure under the SFP, but is not eligible to be funded in advance because it does not fall under the advance 
funding opportunities described above (CSFP, CTEFP, and Financial Hardship). It also does not conform to the 
Facility Hardship or SMP Regulations as an eligible, stand-alone project.  Staff has consulted with legal counsel, who 
concurs with Staff’s interpretation of statute and regulation in these cases. 
 
Absent an amendment to these regulations, there is no allowance to provide an advance apportionment.   
 
Other Considerations 
Staff explored potential avenues for funding outside of the SFP for the District to consider.  When contacted, the SSC 
advised Staff that the grant funds could not to be used for any other purpose than their original intent and that the 
unused funds must be returned. 


 
Staff also contacted other entities, such as the California School Finance Authority, the CDE, the Federal Emergency 
Management Agency (FEMA), and some California universities to identify potential funding sources.  FEMA does 
have a multi-step federal grant program that the District may wish to consider.  This program provides funding for 
pre-disaster mitigation.  Additionally, some universities have stated that geology departments sometimes trench sites 
as part of course work and many universities have California Geological Survey (CGS) branches on their campuses.  
Such projects would actually be funded through a grant from either United States Geological Survey (USGS) or the 
National Science Foundation (NSF).  The District could also consider applying directly to the USGS or NSF for a 
grant.  If the university were able to secure such a grant, the District would likely still need to contract with a heavy 
equipment company and find a State-level registered geologist to oversee the project.  The District may wish to 
consider these opportunities, although Staff recognizes that they would not provide immediate funding for the District. 
 
Potential SFP Regulation Amendment  
In order to provide advance funding for the District, the Board could consider amending the current SFP Regulations 
to provide SMP projects the opportunity to access advance funding for testing, design, etc. outside of a finding of 
Financial Hardship.  The parameters and requirements of how to qualify for this type of advance fund release would 
be established in regulation and would need to go through the regulatory process.   
 
Staff would need direction from the Board as to the scope, intent, and limitations of a potential regulatory change.  
Potential parameters the Board may wish to consider include the following: 


 Minimum eligibility criteria for qualification, such as a SMP eligibility approval from DSA 
 Time limit for submittal of a full funding application 
 Offset the full grant by the advance apportionment 


 
It is important to note that Financial Hardship and CTEFP applicants are required to demonstrate financial need to 
receive an advance apportionment.  Charter schools typically do not have access to the resources (local bonds, 
developer fees) of a traditional school district and need advance fund releases to get qualifying projects started.  
Trenching, structural evaluations, soil testing and other similar costs are often necessary start-up costs to determine 
the course of mitigation work.  They are similar to design and other pre-construction costs, and are typically eligible 
project expenditures.  For a non-Financial Hardship project, the district would cover these costs up front and they 
would qualify as part of the district’s matching share.  The SFP only provides advance funding for these costs to 
applicants with a demonstrated financial need.  Therefore, allowing an advance apportionment for a district without a 
demonstrated financial need would be a substantial change to the SFP.  Such a change could set a precedent for 
potential future regulatory changes to create advance apportionments for pre-construction costs in other SFP 
programs, as well.

Another potential result of such a regulatory change is a reduction in SMP funds available to mitigate seismic 
hazards.  A regulation change could allow more applicants to access the limited SMP funds, by qualifying for 
advance apportionment for pre-construction work.  If the applicants do not move forward with construction projects, 
more SMP funding could be directed to the assessment of hazards and less on mitigating hazard.  Therefore, 
allowing an advance apportionment for a district without a demonstrated financial need is a substantial change to the 
SFP. 
 
As directed, Staff explored all potential options to provide funding for the District’s appeal request.  Staff has 
determined that amending the regulations is the only method available.  Unless the Board directs Staff to develop 
regulatory changes, the District’s request cannot be accommodated under the SFP. 
 


RECOMMENDATION 
 


Seek Board direction on whether to develop SFP Regulation changes and the scope, intent, and limitations of such a 
change.

PREVAILING WAGE MONITORING GRANTS 


 
PURPOSE OF REPORT 
 


To provide apportionments for the prevailing wage monitoring (PWM) grant to 38 previously-approved projects. 
 
DESCRIPTION 


 
On December 14, 2011, the State Allocation Board (Board) approved amendments to the School Facility 
Program (SFP) regulations that implemented prevailing wage monitoring compliance requirements specified in 
Chapter 7, Statutes of 2010 (Senate Bill [SB] X2 9 - Padilla) and amended by Chapter 378, Statutes of 2011 
(Assembly Bill [AB] 436 - Solorio). On March 26, 2012, the amended SFP regulations became effective, which 
authorize the Board to provide the new PWM grant. Staff is presenting increases to 38 project apportionments, 
included as Attachment A, to provide the PWM grant. 
 


AUTHORITY 
 


See Attachment B. 
 
BACKGROUND 
 


On December 14, 2011, the Board approved amendments to the SFP regulations that implemented PWM 
compliance requirements specified in SB X2 9 and amended by AB 436. On January 1, 2012, the Department of 
Industrial Relations’ (DIR) regulations implementing the PWM requirements in this legislation went into effect. On 
March 26, 2012, the amended SFP regulations became effective, authorizing the Board to begin providing the 
new PWM grant for all SFP projects with a construction contract awarded after January 1, 2012 regardless of 
bond source. This grant is intended to assist districts in covering the DIR fee for monitoring and enforcement of 
the prevailing wage requirements for all State bond funded projects. The DIR fee is capped at one quarter of one 
percent of the total State bond apportionment. Staff is presenting increases to provide the PWM grant to projects 
that received apportionments on December 14, 2011 and March 28, 2012. 


 
STAFF ANALYSIS/STATEMENTS 
 


At the December 2011 meeting, the Board approved 377 priority funding apportionments. At the March 2012 
meeting, the Board approved 15 priority funding apportionments. Staff is presenting increases to 38 projects for 
the PWM grant. Each funding application was approved with a special condition that the Apportionment would 
not be considered full and final until any necessary PWM grant adjustments were made. These 38 projects 
awarded construction contracts after January 1, 2012 which triggered the new PWM requirement and are now 
eligible to receive the PMW grant adjustment. The grant increases total $105,711 for the 38 projects. With the 
recent bond sale, sufficient cash is now available to provide the increases. The additional grants range from 
$642 to $8,672 per project. Additionally, the bond source of each of these apportionments is the Kindergarten-
University Public Education Facilities Bond Act of 2006 (Proposition 1D). The amended adjusted grants are 
provided in Attachment A.

These amended adjusted grants are not changes for errors or omissions; therefore, the approval is not being 
backdated to the original apportionment date due to the effective date of the amended regulations. Normally, 
these increases would be new unfunded approvals and these districts would have to wait to participate in the 
priority funding process to obtain the grant increase. These increases are small amounts and they do not prevent 
other projects from receiving full funding.  
 
Requiring districts to follow the entire priority funding process to obtain relatively small grant amounts could be 
onerous. Therefore, Staff recommends that the Board approve immediate apportionments. By approving these 
adjustments, the Board will make the apportionments full and final. 


 
Fund Release Requirements for PWM Increases  
 
Immediate PWM grant increase apportionments for the 38 funding applications will be under the 18-month time 
limit on fund release process pursuant to SFP Regulation Section 1859.90, as they are being provided outside of 
the priority funding process.  


 
The 35 projects that received apportionments in December 2011 have already submitted Fund Release 
Authorizations (Forms SAB 50-05). However, these districts must submit an additional Form SAB 50-05 for the 
PWM grant apportionment within 18 months. The new due date is November 23, 2013. Staff anticipates that 
these districts will not need the full 18 months and will be able to submit their additional Forms SAB 50-05 
immediately since they have already met the fund release requirements for the original apportionments. 
 
Forms SAB 50-05 have not yet been submitted for the three remaining apportionments approved on March 28, 
2012. These districts only need to submit one Form SAB 50-05 to receive both apportionments.  


 
For projects still on the Unfunded List (Lack of AB 55 Loans) that are subject to the prevailing wage monitoring 
requirements, Staff will make the necessary adjustments for the PWM grant at a future meeting. 
 


RECOMMENDATION 
 


Approve increased apportionments totaling $105,711 for the prevailing wage monitoring grant to the 38 projects 
in Attachment A.

AUTHORITY 
 
Labor Code (LC) Section 1720 states: 
“(a) As used in this chapter, "public works" means: (1) Construction, alteration, demolition, installation, or repair work 
done under contract and paid for in whole or in part out of public funds, except work done directly by any public utility 
company pursuant to order of the Public Utilities Commission or other public authority. For purposes of this 
paragraph, "construction" includes work performed during the design and preconstruction phases of construction 
including, but not limited to, inspection and land surveying work….. 
  (b) For purposes of this section, "paid for in whole or in part out of public funds" means all of the following: 
  (1) The payment of money or the equivalent of money by the state or political subdivision directly to or on behalf of 
the public works contractor, subcontractor, or developer. 
  (2) Performance of construction work by the state or political subdivision in execution of the project. 
  (3) Transfer by the state or political subdivision of an asset of value for less than fair market price. 
  (4) Fees, costs, rents, insurance or bond premiums, loans, interest rates, or other obligations that would normally be 
required in the execution of the contract, that are paid, reduced, charged at less than fair market value, waived, or 
forgiven by the state or political subdivision. 
  (5) Money loaned by the state or political subdivision that is to be repaid on a contingent basis. 
  (6) Credits that are applied by the state or political subdivision against repayment obligations to the state or political 
subdivision.” 
 
LC Section 1771.3 (a)(1) states: 
“The Department of Industrial Relations shall monitor and enforce compliance with applicable prevailing wage 
requirements for any public works project paid for in whole or part out of public funds, within the meaning of 
subdivision (b) of Section 1720, that are derived from bonds issued by the state, and shall charge each awarding 
body for the reasonable and directly related costs of monitoring and enforcing compliance with the prevailing wage 
requirements on each project.” 
 
LC Section 1771.3 (a)(3) states: 
“The department, with the approval of the Director of Finance, shall determine the rate or rates, which the department 
may from time to time amend, that the department will charge to recover the  reasonable and directly related costs of 
performing the monitoring and enforcement services for public works projects; provided, however, that the amount 
charged by the department shall not exceed one-fourth of 1 percent of the state bond proceeds used for the public 
works projects.” 
 
LC Section 1771.3 (a)(4) states: 
“Notwithstanding any other provision of law, but subject to any limitations or restrictions of the bond act, the board, 
commission, department, agency, or official responsible for the allocation of bond proceeds from the bond funds shall 
consider and provide for amounts in support of the costs when allocating or approving expenditures of bond 
proceeds for the construction of the authorized project.” 
 
LC Section 1771.3 (b)(4) states: 
“Paragraph (1) of subdivision (a) shall not apply to any contract for a public works project paid for in whole or part out 
of public funds, within the meaning of subdivision (b) of Section 1720, that are derived from bonds issued by the state 
if the contract was awarded under any of the following conditions: 
  (1) The contract was awarded prior to the effective date of implementing regulations adopted by the department 
pursuant to paragraph (3) of subdivision (a).  
  (2) The contract was awarded on or after the effective date of the regulations described in paragraph (1), if the 
awarding body had previously initiated a labor compliance program approved by the department for some or all of its 
public works projects and had not contracted with a third party to conduct such program, and requests and receives 
approval from the department to continue to operate its existing labor compliance program for its public works 
projects paid for in whole or part out of public funds, within the meaning of subdivision (b) of Section 1720, that are

derived from bonds issued by the state, in place of the department monitoring and enforcing compliance on projects 
pursuant to subdivision (a). 
  (3) The contract is awarded on or after the effective date of the regulations described in paragraph (1), if the 
awarding body has entered into a collective bargaining agreement that binds all of the contractors performing work 
on the project and that includes a mechanism for resolving disputes about the payment of wages.” 
 
School Facility Program (SFP) Regulation 1859.2 states in part: 
‘“Labor Compliance Program (LCP)” shall be as described in subdivision (b) of Labor Code Section 1771.5 and 
approved by the Department of Industrial Relations (DIR). 
… 
“Total Projected Bond Apportionment” means the total State bond funds to be apportioned for the project, including 
any Financial Hardship apportionment pursuant to Section 1859.81, any funds authorized by the Authority pursuant 
to Section 1859.168, and any funds provided pursuant to Section 1859.194, but excluding the prevailing wage 
monitoring and enforcement costs grant amount provided pursuant to Section 1859.71.4(c) or 1859.78.1(b).’ 
 
SFP Regulation Section 1859.71.4, “New Construction Additional Grant Increase for Labor Compliance 
Program or Prevailing Wage Monitoring and Enforcement Costs,” states: 
“(a) After determining all other funding authorized by these Regulations, for any project funded in whole or in part 
from Proposition 47 or Proposition 55 for which the construction contract is awarded prior to January 1, 2012, and for 
which the district is required under Labor Code Section 1771.7(a) and (b) to initiate and enforce a LCP, the Board 
shall increase the per-unhoused pupil grant by 50 percent of the following calculation: 
  (1) Using the chart in (b) of this Section, determine the total amount of funding to be provided for the increased 
costs of a new construction project due to the initiation and enforcement of a LCP. 
  (2) Divide the amount determined in subsection (a)(1) by the total number of pupils, or by one if no pupils are 
assigned, in the approved application. 
  (b) The funding provided for a new construction project to initiate and enforce a LCP shall be calculated on the total 
project cost, exclusive of site acquisition costs, as follows: 


$16,000  For the first $1 million or any part thereof, plus 
1.6 percent  Of the next $1 million or any part thereof, plus 
0.25 percent  Of the next $1 million or any part thereof, plus 
0.15 percent  Of the next $1 million or any part thereof, plus 
0.32 percent  Of the next $2 million or any part thereof, plus 
0.31 percent  Of the next $2 million or any part thereof, plus 
0.46 percent  Of the next $5 million or any part thereof, plus 
0.44 percent  Of the next $5 million or any part thereof, plus 
0.42 percent  Of the next $30 million or any part thereof, plus 
0.4 percent  Of any remaining portion 


  (c) After determining all other funding authorized by these Regulations, the Board shall increase the grant by 50 
percent of one-fourth of one percent of the Total Projected Bond Apportionment for any project for which the 
construction contract is awarded on or after January 1, 2012. 
  (d) Pursuant to Labor Code Section 1771.3, any public works project paid in whole or in part from public funds that 
are derived from bonds issued by the State and for which the construction contract is awarded on or after January 1, 
2012, is subject to the DIR monitoring and enforcement of compliance with applicable prevailing wage requirements, 
unless the project is exempt from this requirement pursuant to Labor Code Section 1771.3(b). 
  (e) Any school district failing to meet the requirements in subsection (d) above shall return to the State any State   
funding for the project, including interest, at the rate paid on moneys in the Pooled Money Investment Account or at 
the highest rate of interest for the most recent issue of State general obligation bonds as established pursuant to the 
Chapter 4 (commencing with Section 16720), of Part 3 of Division 4 of Title 2 of the Government Code, whichever is 
greater. Interest to be returned shall be calculated from the date at which funds were received by the school district 
until the date of the Board’s finding. 
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AUTHORITY (cont.) 
 
  (f) If the DIR revokes the district’s internal LCP’s approval and the district fails to provide appropriate prevailing 
wage monitoring through the DIR or other exemptions as specified in Labor Code Section 1771.3, the school district 
shall return to the State any State funding received for the project, including interest, as calculated in (e), for any 
construction projects for which the violations occurred.” 
 
SFP Regulation Section 1859.78.1, “Modernization Additional Grant for Labor Compliance Program or 
Prevailing Wage Monitoring and Enforcement Costs” states: 
“(a) After determining all other funding authorized by these Regulations, for any project funded in whole or in part 
from Proposition 47 or Proposition 55 for which the construction contract is awarded prior to January 1, 2012, and for 
which the district is required under Labor Code Section 1771.7(a) and (b) to initiate and enforce a labor compliance 
program, the Board shall increase the per-unhoused pupil grant by the following calculation, less the district matching 
share required in Section 1859.79: 
  (1) Using the chart in Section 1859.71.4(b), determine the total amount of funding to be provided for the increased 
costs of a modernization project due to the initiation and enforcement of a LCP. 
  (2) Divide the amount determined in subsection (a)(1) by the total number of pupils, or by one if no pupils are 
assigned, in the approved application. 
  (b) After determining all other funding authorized by these Regulations, the Board shall increase the grant by 60 
percent of one-fourth of one percent of the Total Projected Bond Apportionment for any project for which the 
construction contract is awarded on or after January 1, 2012. 
  (c) Pursuant to Labor Code Section 1771.3, any public works project paid in whole or in part from public funds that 
are derived from bonds issued by the State and for which the construction contract is awarded on or after January 1, 
2012, is subject to the DIR monitoring and enforcement of compliance with applicable prevailing wage requirements, 
unless the project is exempt from this requirement pursuant to Labor Code Section 1771.3(b). 
  (d) Any school district failing to meet the requirements of (c) shall return to the State any State funding for the 
project, including interest, at the rate paid on moneys in the Pooled Money Investment Account or at the highest rate 
of interest for the most recent issue of State general obligation bonds as established pursuant to the Chapter 4 
(commencing with Section 16720), of Part 3 of Division 4 of Title 2 of the Government Code, whichever is greater. 
Interest to be returned shall be calculated from the date at which funds were received by the school district until the 
date of the Board’s finding. 
  (e) If the DIR revokes the district’s internal LCP’s approval and the district fails to provide appropriate prevailing 
wage monitoring through the DIR or other exemptions as specified in Labor Code Section 1771.3, the school district 
shall return to the State any State funding received for the project, including interest, as calculated in (d), for any 
construction projects for which the violations occurred.” 
 
SFP Regulation Section 1859.90.2, “Priority Funding Process”  states, 
“The priority funding process allows the Board to distribute available funds to districts or charter schools who request 
an Apportionment or an advance release of funds from a Preliminary Apportionment or Preliminary Charter School 
Apportionment during specific 30-calendar day filing periods beginning with July 27, 2011 and continuing with the 2nd 
Wednesday of January and the 2nd Wednesday of July each calendar year. Certifications are valid until the next 
filing period begins. Requests must be physically received by the OPSC by the 30th calendar day to be considered 
valid. During any priority funding process a district or charter school must submit the Form SAB 50-05 within a 
specified time period of the Apportionment or approved advance release of funds request, pursuant to (a)(2) or (b)(2) 
of this section. Projects receiving an apportionment as part of the priority funding process for which the OPSC does 
not physically receive an original signature copy of the Form SAB 50-05 within the appropriate time limit shall be 
rescinded without further Board action. 
  (a) In order to be considered for an Apportionment, approved advance release of design funds from a Preliminary 
Charter School Apportionment, or approved advance release of environmental hardship site acquisition funds from a 
Preliminary Apportionment, the district or charter school must provide a written statement signed by an authorized 
representative that includes each of the project application numbers, and the type of apportionment request (e.g., 
Apportionment, separate apportionment for design or site acquisition), within the 30 calendar day filing period that 
contains all of the following: 
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  (1) Request to convert the unfunded approval to an Apportionment or to receive an approved advance release of 
funds; and 
  (2) Concurrence with a 90 calendar day time limit on fund release; and 
  (3) Acknowledgement that a valid, original signature Form SAB 50-05 must be submitted and physically received by 
the OPSC within the 90 calendar day time limit and failure to do so will result in the rescission of the Apportionment 
or approved advance release of funds request without further Board action; and 
  (4) For those receiving an Apportionment, acknowledgement that by participating in the priority funding process, the 
district or charter school is waiving its right to a standard 18 month timeline for fund release submittal. 
  (b) In order to be considered for an approved advance release of site acquisition funds from a Preliminary Charter 
School Apportionment, the district or charter school must provide a written statement signed by an authorized 
representative within the 30 calendar day filing period that contains all of the following: 
  (1) Request to convert the advance release of funds to an approved advance release of funds request; and, 
  (2) Concurrence with a 180 calendar day time limit on fund release; and 
  (3) Acknowledgement that a valid, original signature Form SAB 50-05 must be submitted and physically received by 
the OPSC within the 180 calendar day time limit and failure to do so will result in the rescission of the approved 
advance release of funds request without further Board action; and 
  (4) Acknowledgement that it must provide evidence that it has entered into the Charter School Agreements within 
90 calendar days of approval of the advance release of funds request and failure to do so will result in the rescission 
of the approval without further Board action. 
 
In the event that the amount of requests received during a specific 30-day filing period exceeds the funds available, 
the Board shall apportion based on the unfunded approval date and the application received date up to the available 
cash from each bond source. Projects that have requested to participate in the priority funding process for which an 
Apportionment cannot be provided shall retain their date order position on the Unfunded List. Request letters of 
projects not converted to apportionments will not be returned to the district or kept by the Office of Public School 
Construction. 
 
For purposes of this section “rescinded” or “rescission” shall mean that the apportionment or approved advance 
release of funds request returns to unfunded approval status with a new unfunded approval date. The new unfunded 
approval date will be 90 calendar days after the apportionment date. The district or charter school will not be required 
to re-submit the application and no further application review will be required.” 
 
SFP Regulation Section 1859.82, “Facility Hardship” states in part: 
“A district is eligible for facility hardship funding to replace or construct new classrooms and related facilities if the 
district demonstrates there is an unmet need for pupil housing or the condition of the facilities, or the lack of facilities, 
is a threat to the health and safety of the pupils. A facility hardship is available for: 
  (a) New classrooms and/or subsidiary facilities (corridors, toilets, kitchens and other non-classroom space) or 
replacement facilities if either (1) or (2) are met: 
  (1) The facilities are needed to ensure the health and safety of the pupils if the district can demonstrate to the 
satisfaction of the Board that the health and safety of the pupils is at risk. Factors to be considered by the Board shall 
include the close proximity to a major freeway, airport, electrical facility, high power transmission lines, dam, pipeline, 
industrial facility, adverse air quality emission or other health and safety risks, including structural deficiencies 
required by the DSA to be repaired, seismic mitigation of the Most Vulnerable Category 2 Buildings as verified by the 
DSA, traffic safety or because the pupils reside in remote areas of the district and transportation to existing facilities 
is not possible or poses a health and safety risk. The total available funding for seismic mitigation related and 
ancillary costs for the Most Vulnerable Category 2 Buildings is $199.5 million. 
… 
  (2) The classroom or related facility was lost or destroyed as a result of a disaster such as fire, flood or earthquake 
and the district has demonstrated satisfactorily to the Board that the classroom or related facility was uninsurable or 
the cost for insurance was prohibitive. 
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If the district qualifies for a new or replacement school pursuant to either (1) or (2) above, the district is eligible for a 
New Construction Grant as a new construction project for the lesser of the pupils housed in the replaced facility 
based on loading standards pursuant to Education Code Section 17071.25(a)(2) or the latest CBEDS enrollment at 
the site. 
 
If the district qualifies for replacement facilities on the same site pursuant to either (1) or (2) above, the district is 
eligible for funding as a new construction project. Replacement facilities shall be allowed in accordance with the 
square footage amounts provided in the chart in Section (b) below. If the facility eligible for replacement is not shown 
in the chart in Section (b) below, the replacement facility shall be limited to the square footage replaced. The grant 
amount provided shall be $173.30 per square foot for Toilet Facilities and $96.30 per square foot for all other 
facilities. Additional funding may be provided for applicable site development costs pursuant to Section 1859.76, New 
Construction Excessive Cost Hardship Grant(s) pursuant to Section 1859.83(a), (b) or (d), therapy room pursuant to 
Section 1859.72, multilevel construction pursuant to Section 1859.73 and project assistance pursuant to Section 
1859.73.1. The amounts shown will be adjusted in the manner prescribed in Section 1859.71. For any project funded 
in whole or in part from any State bond funds for which the construction contract is awarded prior to January 1, 2012, 
the district may be eligible for the funding provided to initiate and enforce a LCP as prescribed in Section 
1859.71.4(a). For any project for which the construction contract is awarded on or after January 1, 2012, 
the grant may be adjusted in the manner prescribed in Section 1859.71.4(c) and subject to the limitations 
established in Section 1859.71.4(d). 
… 
  (b) A multi-purpose room, toilet, gymnasium, school administration or library/media center, facility that meets all the 
following: 
  (1) The facility was lost or destroyed as a result of a disaster, including but not limited to fire, flood or earthquake. 
  (2) The facility is no longer useable for school purposes as recommended by the California Department of 
Education and approved by the Board. 
  (3) The district has demonstrated satisfactorily to the Board that the facility was uninsurable or the cost of insurance 
was prohibitive. 
 
If the district qualifies, the district is eligible for funding as a new construction project. The funding amount provided 
shall be $96.30 per square foot for library/media center, school administration, gymnasium and multi-purpose 
facilities, and/or $173.30 per square foot for Toilet Facilities. A New Construction Additional Grant may be provided 
for applicable site development costs pursuant to Section 1859.76, New Construction Excessive Cost Hardship 
Grant(s) pursuant to Section 1859.83(a) and (d), therapy room pursuant to Section 1859.72, multilevel construction 
pursuant to Section 1859.73 and project assistance pursuant to Section 1859.73.1. The amounts shown will be 
adjusted in the manner prescribed in Section 1859.71. For any project funded in whole or in part from any State bond 
funds for which the construction contract is awarded prior to January 1, 2012, the district may be eligible for the 
funding provided to initiate and enforce a LCP as prescribed in Section 1859.71.4(a). For any project for which the 
construction contract is awarded on or after January 1, 2012, the grant may be adjusted in the manner prescribed in 
Section 1859.71.4(c) and subject to the limitations established in Section 1859.71.4(d).…” 
 
SFP Regulation Section 1859.83, “Excessive Cost Hardship Grant” states in part: 
“In addition to any other funding authorized by these Regulations, a district is eligible for funding as a result of 
unusual circumstances that created excessive project costs beyond the control of the district. The Excessive Cost 
Hardship Grant shall be based on any of the following:… 
  (e) Excessive Cost for rehabilitation of facilities the Board has determined are a health and safety risk to the pupils 
pursuant to Section 1859.82(a)(1) and the cost/benefit analysis to mitigate the problem and remain in the facility is 
less than 50 percent of the Current Replacement Cost of the facility. If the district qualifies, the district is eligible for 
funding of rehabilitation costs as a modernization project. If the Approved Application is received on or before April 
29, 2002, the grant amount provided is 80 percent of the amount of the cost estimate required in Section 
1859.82(a)(1) that has been reviewed by the OPSC and approved by the Board. If the Approved Application is 
received after April 29, 2002, the grant amount provided is 60 percent of the amount of the cost estimate required 
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in Section 1859.82(a) (1) that has been reviewed by the OPSC and approved by the Board. For any project funded in 
whole or in part from Proposition 47 or Proposition 55 for which the construction contract is awarded prior to January 
1, 2012, the district may be eligible for the funding provided to initiate and enforce a LCP as prescribed in Section 
1859.78.1(a). For any project for which the construction contract is awarded on or after January 1, 2012, the grant 
may be adjusted in the manner prescribed in Section 1859.78.1(b) and subject to the limitations established in 
Section 1859.78.1(c).” 
 
SFP Regulation Section 1859.106, “Program Accountability Expenditure Audit” states: 
“The projects will be audited to assure that the expenditures incurred by the district were made in accordance with 
the provisions of Education Code Section 17072.35 for new construction projects, Section 1859.120 for Joint-Use 
Projects, Section 1859.140 for Critically Overcrowded School projects, Section 1859.160 for Charter School projects, 
and Education Code Section 17074.25 and Section 1859.79.2 for modernization projects. The audit will also assure 
that the district complied with all site acquisition guidelines as provided in Education Code Sections 17072.13 and 
17072.14 and Sections 1859.74, 1859.74.1, 1859.74.2, 1859.74.3, 1859.74.4, 1859.75 and 1859.75.1.  
 
An adjustment in the SFP grant will be made for the following: 
  (a) The difference in the value of the site, relocation costs, DTSC fees, and hazardous waste/materials removal 
costs that were used to determine the New Construction Additional Grant and the actual amount paid by the district 
for the site, relocation costs, DTSC fees, and hazardous waste/materials removal costs. For applications received on 
or after January 1, 2004, the adjustment may be made regardless of whether the hazardous waste/materials removal 
costs were requested on the application for funding. 
  (b) For 50 percent of any insurance proceeds collectable by the district for displaced facilities and 50 percent of the 
net proceeds available from the disposition of displaced facilities pursuant to Section 1859.82(a) or (b). 
  (c) For any project that received funding pursuant to 1859.71.4(c) or 1859.78.1(b), 50 percent of one-fourth of one 
percent of the difference between the original Total Projected Bond Apportionment and the newly calculated amount. 
  (d) Any adjustments made pursuant to this Section will be made only if sufficient bond authority is available for the 
adjustment. If an Unfunded List has been created by the Board, then any adjustments made pursuant to this Section 
will be placed on the Unfunded List….”

Any costs incurred by the district beyond the Joint-Use Grant amount and 
the Joint-Use Partner(s) and district financial contribution pursuant to Section 1859.127, shall be the responsibility of 
the district and/or the Joint-Use Partner(s).”

Assembly Bill 436 (Solorio), Chapter 378, Statutes of 2011, requires school districts to notify the Department of Industrial Relations (DIR)
of School Facility Program projects with a public works contract awarded on or after January 1, 2012.  Except for projects exempt
pursuant to Labor Code Section 1771.3(b)(3), the DIR is required to provide prevailing wage monitoring services for the projects.

METHODS FOR ACCEPTING SCHOOL FACILITY PROGRAM APPLICATIONS ONCE BOND AUTHORITY HAS 
BEEN EXHAUSTED 


 
PURPOSE OF REPORT 
 


To present options for accepting, processing, and tracking School Facility Program (SFP) project funding 
applications once bond authority is exhausted. 
 


DESCRIPTION 
 


At the February 2012 meeting, the State Allocation Board (Board) directed Staff to bring a discussion of 
methods for accepting, processing, and tracking SFP project funding applications once bond authority is 
exhausted to the State Allocation Board Implementation Committee (Implementation Committee).  This item 
presents information, options and a chart (Attachment A) discussed by the Implementation Committee.  
 


AUTHORITY 
 
See Attachment B.  
 


BACKGROUND 
 
At the September 2011 Board meeting, the Board created a sub-committee to consider the future of the 
SFP.  In particular, members wished to discuss how to address the diminishing New Construction (NC) 
bond authority until the next potential school facilities bond could be placed on the ballot.   The New 
Construction Sub-committee (Sub-committee) met on November 7, 2011, and January 11 and February 14, 
2012.  The Sub-committee’s recommendations were presented to the Board at the February 23, 2012 Board 
meeting. 
 
In order to demonstrate ongoing school facility needs in the State, the Sub-committee recommended that 
once the NC existing authority is exhausted, the Board should continue to accept applications and develop a 
method for tracking these projects.  The SFP Regulations define two separate types of lists for cataloging 
unfunded projects.  The first is the Unfunded List.  This is a list that contains applications that have been 
approved by the Board in the event that the State has no remaining bond authority and shall be referred to 
as the Unfunded List (Lack of Authority) for this item.  The second type is the Unfunded List (Lack of AB 55 
Loans).  This list contains applications that have had bond authority reserved by the Board; however the 
State does not currently have the cash available to provide an Apportionment.  The Unfunded List (Lack of 
AB 55 Loans) is the list used to make Priority Funding apportionments. 


 
The Board directed Staff to discuss these issues at Implementation Committee.  The Board expressed some 
concerns that the use of an Unfunded List (Lack of Authority) could create a liability for the State.  
Additionally, the Board was concerned about how program changes included in a future voter approved 
facilities bond could impact current funding applications on the lists.

STAFF ANALYSIS/STATEMENTS 
 


The Board directed Staff to discuss with the Implementation Committee options for tracking and processing 
incoming funding applications once bond authority has been exhausted. Specifically, the Board requested the 
Implementation Committee to discuss whether these applications should be processed and presented to the 
Board for placement on an Unfunded List (Lack of Authority), or create a new list of applications that are not 
processed to the Board for approval until bond authority becomes available.  


 
The Implementation Committee discussion included some potential ways to address concerns raised by 
Board members regarding the creation of an Unfunded List (Lack of Authority).  One option discussed was 
to rename the list to avoid potential State liability.  Second, the Board could require districts to certify that 
projects on the Unfunded List (Lack of Authority) are not guaranteed state funding. The certifications could 
come in the form of a School Board resolution, a letter from an authorized district representative, a 
certification included on the Application for Funding (Form SAB 50-04) or other format as determined by the 
Board. The goal of the Implementation Committee for both these options would be to help eliminate any 
confusion over the purpose of the list. 


Another concern voiced at the February 2012 Board meeting was that projects on an Unfunded List (Lack of 
Authority) may not qualify for future funding if a future state bond program has different requirements 
compared to the existing program. It was noted that program changes have occurred in the past. For 
example, the Kindergarten-University Public Education Facilities Bond Act of 2004 (Proposition 47) changed 
the State and district match requirement.  The legislation stated that the new 40% district matching share 
requirement would only apply to funding applications submitted after a specified date (April 29, 2002). Any 
applications received prior to that date still retained the 20% district matching share requirement.  One 
Implementation Committee member noted that having projects on a Board approved Unfunded List (Lack of 
Authority) would warrant consideration in any future bond that would change the program rules.  Essentially, 
a list of Board approved applications could be taken into account when new bond language is being written. 


 
At the April 2012 Board meeting, it was announced that additional NC bond authority became available as a 
result of Critically Overcrowded Schools project rescissions.  As a result, approximately $228.5 million 
remained in NC bond authority. As of April 26, 2012, the NC workload list contains approximately $163.4 
million in funding applications.  This leaves approximately $65.1 million in bond authority remaining for NC 
applications that have not yet been received.   


 
Staff is estimating that applications exceeding new construction bond authority will be received by July 2012 
and applications exceeding modernization bond authority will be received by June 2012. 
 
SFP Regulation Section 1859.95 specifies that when bond authority is exhausted the Office of Public School 
Construction (OPSC) will continue to accept both eligibility and funding applications for full review and 
presentation to the Board.  Any funding applications, once approved by the Board, would then be placed on 
an Unfunded List (Lack of Authority) until such time as additional bond authority became available. The 
regulation excludes from this process any eligibility applications that use alternative enrollment projection, or 
NC funding applications based on eligibility that has been generated through an alternative enrollment 
projection.

 Implementation Committee Discussion 
 


Most Implementation Committee members expressed a preference for the OPSC to continue accepting 
funding applications for full review and presentation to the Board once bond authority is exhausted, as 
specified in SFP Regulation Section 1859.95.  All funding applications, if approved by the Board, would then 
be placed on an Unfunded List (Lack of Authority). One Implementation Committee member expressed a 
desire that, if the Board does not desire to create an Unfunded List (Lack of Authority), then applications 
should be fully processed by the OPSC but not presented to the Board (Option 3 presented below). 


 
Below are the primary reasons expressed by the Implementation Committee members for creating an 
Unfunded List (Lack of Authority): 


 Board approval provides project validation and a final grant amount 
 Keeps SFP active until a future bond is passed 
 Would provide the opportunity for faster apportionments as Projects could be transferred 


(without additional Board approval) to the Unfunded List (Lack of AB 55 Loans) once authority 
becomes available 


 Indicates need for a future bond 
 


SAB Action Provides Project Validation and Final Grant Amount 
Some of the Implementation Committee Members desire projects to be Board approved and placed on an 
Unfunded List (Lack of Authority) because it provides a level of certainty that allows local districts to 
continue using local funds for construction projects.  A project funding application could be accepted by the

OPSC but, after a comprehensive review is completed, is later determined not to be an eligible project for 
State funding.  A project on an Unfunded List (Lack of Authority) provides assurance that the project meets 
current State funding criteria and what the actual State funding would be if bond authority became available 
today.   
 
While unfunded approvals do not provide a guarantee of State funding, stakeholders have indicated that it 
allows districts to anticipate future funding, which is taken into account when spending local bond funds.  
The unfunded approvals allow districts to determine the possible scope of future projects by factoring in 
unfunded approval totals and remaining local bond funds.  Both of these elements are important for school 
districts in construction planning and cash management.  


 
Keeps the SFP Active Until a Future Bond is Passed 
Some of the Implementation Committee members also stated that continuing to fully process funding 
applications for an Unfunded List (Lack of Authority) helps to keep a State school construction program and 
its processes active until bond authority becomes available through a future bond.   


 
Faster Project Apportionments  
It was noted that the projects could be funded faster once bond authority is available, if the applications are 
fully processed for an Unfunded List (Lack of Authority).  In addition, projects placed on the list establish a 
date in line for funding, if it becomes available. 


 
Indicates Need for a Future State Bond 
An Unfunded List (Lack of Authority) could demonstrate the number of projects and the State share amount 
of project costs.  Both of which could be used to demonstrate the need for a future State school facilities 
bond. 
 
Administrative Costs 


 
The program administration costs are drawn from the SFP bond authority. These costs cover the 
administrative expenses of the OPSC, the California Department of Education (CDE) School Facilities and 
Transportation Division, the California School Finance Authority (CSFA), and the State Controller’s Office 
(SCO). Because future administrative costs will potentially limit the number of projects funded through a 
particular program, the Board asked the topic of administrative cost funding be raised at the Implementation 
Committee.   


 
When discussed at the March 2012 Implementation Committee meeting, members acknowledged that the 
administrative costs are a necessary component for continuing to process SFP applications.  No objections 
were raised to potentially reserving the necessary bond authority amount sufficient to cover the program 
administrative costs for the next several years until a future bond is passed.

Options Discussed by the Implementation Committee 
 
The following four options describe various lists that could be created to track and process funding 
applications received by the OPSC beyond existing bond authority.  These options listed in the order 
presented at the Implementation committee and are also illustrated in Attachment A.  


 
Option 1 - Use the Current Workload List 
 
The OPSC workload lists contain all complete applications that have met the application submittal 
requirements for the appropriate program such as CDE and Division of the State Architect approvals.  
Applications are placed on each list in order of date received and contain information including the district 
name, site name, application number, and estimated State grant.  However, the applications are not yet fully 
processed by the OPSC. 
 
The Board could elect to use the OPSC workload list that is currently being published to show the projects 
and the estimated eligible State funds, if bond authority becomes available. 


 Accept applications but do not process for Board approval.  
 Applications would only be processed and Board approved if bond authority became available.  


 
Because the applications are not fully processed by the OPSC, the project funding amounts on the list are 
estimates only and would likely be different if finalized.  
 
Necessary Board Action: Regulatory Amendments 
 
Option 2 - Use a Board “Acknowledged” Workload List 
 
The Board would acknowledge the current OPSC workload as a Board action. 


 Accept applications but do not process for final grant determination.  
 Applications would only be processed and Board approved if bond authority became available.  


 
Because the applications are not fully processed by the OPSC, the project funding amounts on the list are 
estimates only and would likely be different if finalized.  
 
Necessary Board Actions: Regulatory Amendments 
 
Option 3 - Process the Applications But Without Board Approval 
 
The OPSC would fully process each funding application; however they would not be presented to the Board 
until bond authority became available.  


 OPSC would accept the applications and process them using the current 15 Day and 4 Day letter 
process. 


 Applications would only be presented to the Board for approval if bond authority became available.  
 


With OPSC review, the estimated State funding amounts would be more accurate for most applications than 
the OPSC Workload List.  


Necessary Board Actions: Regulatory Amendments 
 


 
(Continued on Page Six) 
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Option 4 - Use a Board Approved “Project List” 
 
The Board would create an informal list of approved projects similar to an Unfunded List (Lack of Authority).  


 Applications would be fully processed with Board Approval. 
 Potential State funding amounts would be based on current program regulations. 
 Applications would only be placed on the Unfunded List (Lack of AB 55 Loans) if bond authority 


becomes available.  
 Districts could submit a certification acknowledging that placement on the list does not constitute a 


guarantee of State funding.   
 


Applications are fully processed and the project funding amounts are finalized and approved by the Board.  
 
Necessary Board Actions: Regulatory Amendments 
 
Current Regulations 
 
Unless the Board elects to use an alternate option, such as those presented above, the current regulations 
would remain in effect.  SFP Regulation Section 1859.95 states that the Board will “…accept and process 
applications for apportionment for purposes of developing an Unfunded List based on the date the 
application is Ready for Apportionment, with the exception of New Construction funding applications that 
utilize eligibility generated by the Alternative Enrollment Projection.” 
 
The regulation allows for the current application process to remain in place.  Staff will continue to accept 
funding applications and process them to the Board, based on date received.  Additionally, Facility Hardship 
applications will continue to be moved to the top of the list.  Each viable application will be fully processed 
for Board approval.  If there is remaining bond authority (or bond authority becomes available) the 
applications will be placed on the Unfunded List (Lack of AB 55 Loans).  If no bond authority is available 
applications will be placed on the Unfunded List (Lack of Authority).  Under these regulations, potential State 
funding amounts would be accurate based on the current SFP criteria but subject to potential future program 
changes.   
 
Conclusion 


 
The majority of the Implementation Committee members were in favor of the Board continuing to make unfunded 
approvals until the remaining bond authority is exhausted and that the Board continues to provide unfunded 
approvals through the creation of an Unfunded List (Lack of Authority), once all bond authority has been 
exhausted.  In order to reduce Board liability, the Unfunded List (Lack of Authority) can be renamed as a “Project 
List”; however, a regulation change would be required. Additionally, the Board could request that districts being 
placed on a “Project List” submit a certification acknowledging that projects are not guaranteed State funding. 


 
RECOMMENDATION 
 


Seek Board direction for accepting SFP applications once bond authority has been exhausted.

ATTACHMENT B 
 


AUTHORITY 
 
Education Code (EC) Section 100410 (a) states:  


Three billion three hundred fifty million dollars ($3,350,000,000) of the proceeds of bonds issued and sold 
pursuant to this part shall be deposited in the 1998 State School Facilities Fund, which is established by 
Section 17070.40, and allocated by the State Allocation Board pursuant to this chapter. Before requesting 
the sale of bonds pursuant to Section 100432 for deposit in the State School Facilities Fund, the State 
Allocation Board shall request, pursuant to Section 100432, the sale of bonds sufficient to finance all 
projects for which application was made pursuant to the Leroy F. Greene State School Building Lease-
Purchase Law of 1976 (Chapter 12 (commencing with Section 17000) of Part 10) and for which an 
application was approved for construction, but funding was not available, prior to November 4, 1998.” 


    
EC Section 100620(a)(3) states: 


The amount of two billion nine hundred million dollars ($2,900,000,000) for new construction of school 
facilities pursuant to Chapter 12.5 (commencing with Section 17070.10) of Part 10 for those school districts 
that have filed an application with the Office of Public School Construction on or before February 1, 2002, 
including, but not limited to, hardship applications. If the amount made available for purposes of this 
paragraph is not needed and expended for the purposes of this paragraph, the State Allocation Board may 
allocate the remainder of these funds for purposes of paragraph (1).” 


 
EC Section 100620(a)(4) states: 


The amount of one billion nine hundred million dollars ($1,900,000,000) for the modernization of school 
facilities pursuant to Chapter 12.5 (commencing with Section 17070.10) of Part 10, for those school districts 
that have filed an application with the Office of Public School Construction on or before February 1, 2002, 
including, but not limited to, hardship applications. If the amount made available for purposes of this 
paragraph is not needed and expended for the purposes of this paragraph, the State Allocation Board may 
allocate these funds for purposes of paragraph (2).” 


 
EC Section 17009.5. States:  


(a) Except as set forth in Section 17052, on and after November 4, 1998, the board shall only approve and 
fund school facilities construction projects pursuant to Chapter 12.5 (commencing with Section 17070.10).  
(b) A school district with a first priority project that has received a construction approval by the Department 
of General Services, Division of the State Architect, or a joint-use project approval by the board, prior to 
November 4, 1998, for growth or modernization pursuant to this chapter shall receive funding pursuant to 
this chapter for all unfunded approved project costs as it would have received under this chapter, and the 
increased capacity assigned to the project shall be included in calculating the district's capacity pursuant to 
Chapter 12.5 (commencing with Section 17070.10). Funds received for projects described in this subdivision 
shall constitute the state's final and full contribution to these projects. The board shall not consider additional 
project funding except when otherwise authorized under Chapter 12.5 (commencing with Section 17070.10). 
(c) A school district with a second priority project that has received a construction approval by the 
Department of General Services, Division of the State Architect prior to November 4, 1998, for growth or 
modernization pursuant to this chapter shall elect to do either of the following: 
(1) Withdraw the application under this chapter, submit an initial report and application pursuant to Chapter 
12.5 (commencing with Section  17070.10), and receive per pupil allocations as set forth in Chapter 12.5 
(commencing with Section 17070.10). If the district withdraws the application, any funds previously allocated 
under this chapter for the project shall be offset from the first grant to the district under Chapter 12.5 
(commencing with Section 17070.10). 
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(2) Convert the second priority project approved under this chapter to a first priority status and receive funds 
in accordance with this chapter. 
(d) Notwithstanding priorities established pursuant to Chapter 12.5 (commencing with Section 17070.10), 
projects authorized for funding as set forth in this section shall be funded by the board pursuant to this 
chapter prior to funding other projects pursuant to Chapter 12.5  (commencing with Section 17070.10). 
(e) For purposes of funding priority for modernization grants under Chapter 12.5 (commencing with Section 
17070.10), a district that applies under subdivision (b) or paragraph (1) of subdivision (c) shall retain its 
original project approval date. 
(f) Notwithstanding Section 17017.1, West Contra Costa Unified School District shall be eligible for state 
facilities funds beginning November 4, 1998. 
(g) The State Allocation Board shall adopt regulations to ensure that an appropriate offset is made from 
funds approved pursuant to this chapter, for funds awarded to school districts pursuant to Chapter 12 
(commencing with Section 17000) prior to November 4, 1998.” 


 
School Facility Program (SFP) Regulation Section 1859.2 states: 


… 
“Approved Application(s)” means a district has submitted the application and all documents to the Office of 
Public School Construction that are required to be submitted with the application as identified in the General 
Information Section of Forms SAB 50-01, Enrollment Certification/Projection; SAB 50-02, Existing School 
Building Capacity; SAB 50-03, Eligibility Determination, (Revised 03/09); and SAB 50-04, Application for 
Funding, as specified in Section 1859.2 “Form SAB 50-04”, and the Office of Public School Construction has 
completed and accepted a preliminary approval review pursuant to Education Code Section 17072.25(a). 
… 
“Ready for Apportionment” means a final review of an Approved Application has been completed by the 
OPSC and it has been determined that it meets all requirements of law for an apportionment or eligibility 
determination, and the OPSC will recommend approval to the Board. 
… 
“Unfunded List” means an information list of unfunded projects, with the exception of the unfunded list 
defined below as “Unfunded List (Lack of AB 55 Loans)”. 
… 
“Unfunded List (Lack of AB 55 Loans)” means an information list of unfunded projects that was created due 
to the State’s inability to provide interim financing from the Pooled Money Investment Account (AB 55 loans) 
to fund school construction projects as declared in the Department of Finance Budget Letter #33 issued on 
December 18, 2008. 


 
SFP Regulation Section 1859.10 States: 


Projects approved under the LPP are subject to the regulations contained in Title 2, California Code of 
Regulations, commencing with Section 1865.1, and the SFP transition rules contained in this Article 2. 


 
SFP Regulation Section 1859.11 states:  


Joint Use projects that were approved by the Board prior to November 4, 1998, shall be eligible for funding 
pursuant to the LPP for all remaining approved but unfunded project costs. 


 
SFP Regulation Section 1859.12 states: 


Priority One new construction projects will be funded under the provisions of the LPP if the project received 
either: 1) Phase C approval by the Board prior to November 4, 1998; or 2) either Phase P or Phase P and 
Phase S, approvals, and DSA plan approval prior to November 4, 1998. 
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SFP Regulation Section 1859.13 states: 
Districts with Priority Two new construction projects which received either: 1) Phase C approval by the 
Board prior to November 4, 1998; or 2) either a Phase P or a Phase P and Phase S approval with DSA plan 
approval prior to November 4, 1998, must declare to the Board that it intends to convert the entire project to 
Priority One status by January 31, 1999 to receive funding for all remaining costs in accordance with the 
LPP provisions. 


 
If the district has not declared its intention to convert the entire project to Priority One status by January 31, 
1999, the project shall be deemed withdrawn under the provisions of the LPP and the district must submit a 
new application under the provisions of the SFP, pursuant to Section 1859.20. If the project is eligible for 
further funding under the SFP, the New Construction Adjusted Grant provided under the SFP will be 
reduced by any previous apportionments, with the exception of apportionments made for site acquisition, 
made under the LPP. 


 
SFP Regulation Section 1859.14 states: 


Priority One modernization projects that have either Phase C approval by the Board prior to November 4, 
1998, or have Phase P approval by the Board and DSA plan approval prior to November 4, 1998, may 
proceed under either (a) or (b). Districts may either: 


a) Receive funding under the provisions of the LPP; or, 
b) By January 31, 1999, withdraw the Priority One modernization LPP project and submit a 


new application for funding under the provisions of the SFP, pursuant to Section 1859.20. 
The project approval date under the LPP will be retained for the project approval date 
under the SFP. If the project is eligible for further funding under the SFP, the 
Modernization Adjusted Grant provided under the SFP will be reduced by any previous 
apportionments made under the LPP. 


 
SFP Regulation Section 1859.15 states: 


Districts with Priority Two modernization projects that have either Phase C approval by the Board prior to 
November 4, 1998, or have Phase P approval by the Board and DSA plan approval prior to November 4, 
1998, must declare to the Board that it intends to convert the entire project to Priority One status by January 
31, 1999 to receive funding for all remaining costs in accordance with the LPP provisions. 


 
If the district has not declared its intention to convert the entire project to Priority One status by January 31, 
1999, the project shall be deemed withdrawn under the provisions of the LPP and the district must submit a 
new application under the provisions of the SFP pursuant to Section 1859.20. The project approval date 
under the LPP will be retained for the project approval date under the SFP. If the project is eligible for further 
funding under the SFP, the Modernization Adjusted Grant provided under the SFP will be reduced by any 
previous apportionments made under the LPP. 


 
SFP Regulation Section 1859.15.1 states: 


Districts with LPP or SFP conversions from LPP new construction and modernization projects that meet the 
provisions of Sections 1859.12, 1859.13, 1859.14 or 1859.15 shall receive first funding priority upon 
submittal of a complete eligibility and funding application through July 5, 1999. After this date, LPP or SFP 
conversions from LPP new construction and modernization projects shall be funded in the order of the date 
of receipt of a complete application which complies with all pertinent LPP and SFP statutes and regulations. 
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SFP Regulation Section 1859.16 States: 
A district with projects not meeting the requirements of Sections 1859.11, 1859.12, 1859.13, 1859.14 and 
1859.15 must submit a new application under the provisions of the SFP pursuant to Section 1859.20 in 
order to receive funding. If the project is eligible for further funding under the SFP, the  


(a) New Construction Adjusted Grant provided under the SFP will be reduced by any previous 
apportionments, with the exception of apportionments made for site acquisition, made under the 
LPP. 


(b) Modernization Adjusted Grant provided under the SFP will be reduced by any previous 
apportionments made under the LPP. 


(c)  
 
SFP Regulation Section 1859.95 states: 


When the Board has no funds to apportion or the application does not qualify for funding because of the 
Board’s priority point mechanism pursuant to Sections 1859.91 and 1859.92, the Board will continue to 
accept and process applications for eligibility determination, with the exception of applications that include a 
request for review of an Alternative Enrollment Projection method. The Board will also accept and process 
applications for apportionment for purposes of developing an Unfunded List based on the date the 
application is Ready for Apportionment, with the exception of New Construction funding applications that 
utilize eligibility generated by the Alternative Enrollment Projection. 


 
The Board will return any applications for the review of the Alternative Enrollment Projection method and 
New Construction applications that utilize eligibility generated by the Alternative Enrollment Projection once 
the funding apportioned for these projects reaches $500 million or the Board has no funds to apportion from 
the Kindergarten-University Public Education Facilities Bond Act of 2004. 


 
If either the Executive Officer of the Board, the State Architect, the Director of School Facilities Planning 
Division within the CDE or the Chief of the School Property Evaluation and Cleanup Division within the 
Department of Toxic Substances Control certify to the OPSC that the district’s application was delayed for a 
specified number of calendar days in relation to other similar applications submitted to that agency at the 
same time, the application may, at the discretion of the Board, receive a date on the Unfunded List or 
receive funding pursuant to Section 1859.91 based on the date the application is ready for Apportionment, 
adjusted back in time for the number of calendar days the application was delayed. 


 
Applications for New Construction Adjusted Grants for a project where the site was apportioned pursuant to 
Section 1859.75.1 shall receive a date on the Unfunded List based on the date the environmental hardship 
site apportionment was made for the project. 


  
With the exception of financial hardship eligibility, a district with an application included on an Unfunded List 
shall not be required to re-establish eligibility for that application prior to apportionment.  


 
An application for funding included on an Unfunded List is eligible for reimbursement subject to adjustments 
in the New Construction Grants amount pursuant to Section 1859.77.

OPTIONS FOR JOINT-USE PROGRAM FUNDING 


 
PURPOSE OF REPORT 
 


To discuss options for using existing bond authority to fund Joint-Use Program applications filed with the Office of 
Public School Construction (OPSC) by the March 1, 2011 submittal deadline. 
 


DESCRIPTION 
 
On April 25, 2012, the State Allocation Board (Board) approved the use of $4.5 million of Class Size Reduction 
Kindergarten-University Public Education Facilities Act of 1998 (Proposition 1A) funds for the Joint-Use program, 
pending the outcome of an Attorney General’s (AG) opinion. Staff has received the AG’s opinion, which opines that it 
is allowable to use Proposition 1A new construction and modernization bond authority, totaling approximately $1 
million, for Joint-Use projects. This item presents options for using other existing bond authority to fund Joint-Use 
Program applications filed with the OPSC by the March 1, 2011 submittal deadline. 
 


AUTHORITY 
 


See Attachment A. 
 
BACKGROUND 
 


Thirteen Joint-Use funding applications were filed with the OPSC by the March 1, 2011 deadline, but Staff was 
previously unable to present the applications for approval due to insufficient Joint-Use bond authority. Staff has been 
working with the AG’s and the State Treasurer’s offices to determine whether prior bond funds could be used for 
Joint-Use projects. On April 25, 2012, the Board approved the use of $4.5 million in Proposition 1A funds to the Joint-
Use program, pending the outcome of the AG’s opinion.  


 
STAFF ANALYSIS/STATEMENTS 
 


On May 8, 2012, the AG opined that the Board may use Proposition 1A new construction and modernization 
funds, totaling approximately $1 million, for Joint-Use program projects. In accordance with the Board’s 
April 25, 2012 action, this amount is now available for Joint-Use, but it is $3.5 million less than the $4.5 million 
the Board intended. The $3.5 million in Proposition 1A Hardship funds cannot be used for Joint-Use projects, but 
can be used for other non-Joint-Use projects. 
 
Funds Currently Available for Joint-Use 
In addition to the $1 million available from Proposition 1A for Joint Use projects, there is an additional $600,000 
from other bond sources as detailed below. Only the first Joint-Use application filed with the OPSC by the 
March 1, 2011 submittal deadline (listed on Attachment C) can be funded with the available $1.6 million.

Status of Joint-Use Applications 
Staff received 13 applications by the March 1, 2011 deadline. The four projects with the highest funding priority 
have requested over $5.7 million and are already complete. The potential State share of the remaining nine 
projects is nearly $6.6 million. Four of the nine remaining projects have final Division of the State Architect (DSA) 
plan approval. The remaining five projects would need to obtain final DSA approval within 12 months if 
apportioned. Over $12.3 million (State share) has been requested for the 13 Joint-Use projects listed on 
Attachment C.

When the AG opined that the Board may use Proposition 1A new construction and modernization funds for Joint-
Use, Education Code (EC) Section 17070.90 was cited, which states that “Funds provided pursuant to this 
chapter for growth and modernization may be used for the school portion of joint-use facilities.” The AG’s opinion 
could be read to allow the Board to use new construction or modernization authority from other bond sources to 
fund Joint-Use projects. 
 
Options for Funding Joint-Use 
Staff is presenting three options for providing additional bond authority for Joint-Use, which are described below. 
The first option would provide $5.1 million for Joint-Use as intended by the Board’s action on April 25, 2012. The 
second option would provide a total of $6.1 million for Joint-Use. The third option would provide a total of $12.3 
million to fully fund all 13 Joint-Use projects. 
 


Option 1: Make a total of $5.1 million available for Joint-Use by using 
$3.5 million in Prop. 1D modernization bond authority and cash.

The Board could use Kindergarten-University Public Education Facilities Bond Act of 2006 (Proposition 1D) 
modernization bond authority and cash to provide an additional $3.5 million for Joint-Use, which would provide a 
total of $5.1 million for Joint-Use projects as the Board intended in its action on April 25, 2012. The impact to the 
modernization bond authority would be offset because the Board could use the $3.5 million in Proposition 1A 
Hardship funds to provide approvals that would have otherwise been funded from Proposition 1D modernization. 
This option would allow the Board to fully apportion the first three Joint-Use projects and provide partial funding 
for the fourth project ($536,974 out of a $1.5 million potential State grant) listed in the “Actual Apportionment 
(Option 1)” column in Attachment B. Three projects that have completed construction could potentially submit 
fund releases immediately. Final DSA plan approval and construction contracts would need to be signed for one 
project before funds can be released.

A second option would be to direct Staff to use $4.5 million in Proposition 1D modernization bond authority and 
cash for Joint-Use. With the $1.6 million that is available, this option would result in a total of $6.1 million for 
Joint-Use, allowing full funding for the first four Joint-Use projects on Attachment B. This option reduces the net 
bond authority available for incoming modernization projects by approximately $1 million, since there is only $3.5 
million in Proposition 1A Hardship funds to offset the use of $4.5 million in Proposition 1D modernization bond 
authority for Joint-Use projects. The first four Joint-Use projects listed in Attachment B will receive a full 
apportionment if this Option is adopted. As with Option 1, three projects that have completed construction could 
potentially submit fund releases immediately. One district would need to obtain final DSA plan approval and sign 
construction contracts before funds can be released for one project. 
 


Option 3: Make a total of $12.3 million available Joint-Use by using

A third option for funding Joint-Use is to direct Staff to use Proposition 1D modernization cash and bond 
authority to provide apportionments for all 13 Joint-Use applications. Over $10.7 million in Proposition 1D 
modernization funds would be needed to cover the shortfall between the $1.6 million in Joint-Use funds and the 
$12.3 million in funding requests. This option reduces the net bond authority available for incoming 
modernization projects by $7.2 million, since only $3.5 million in Proposition 1A Hardship funds is available to 
offset the use of $10.7 million in Proposition 1D modernization bond authority. As of April 30, 2012, there is 
approximately $342.0 million in modernization funding requests on the SFP workload list, and approximately 
$388.2 million in modernization bond authority is available. Under this option, the Board would be able to fully 
fund all 13 projects listed in Attachment C. 
 
Other Considerations 
A consideration for all three options is that the funds for Joint-Use projects may not be released immediately, 
especially for projects that do not yet have final DSA plan approval. Sufficient bond authority was not previously 
available to grant unfunded approvals to allow participation in the current priority funding period with the 90-day 
time limit on fund release (TLOFR). Therefore, the Board would be providing apportionments on the 18-month 
TLOFR pursuant to School Facility Program (SFP) Regulation Section 1859.90. Also, five projects do not yet 
have DSA final plan approval and are allowed an additional 12 months to obtain final DSA and California 
Department of Education (CDE) plan approval, pursuant to the SFP Regulation Section 1859.129. The 18-month 
TLOFR would not start until the date the final CDE and DSA plan approvals are submitted. As a result, the funds 
for five of the Joint-Use projects may not be released for up to 2.5 years after apportionment.

Impact of Potential Withdrawal of Two Santee Unified Projects 
If the Board approves Options 1 or 2, Santee Unified has informed Staff that it will withdraw two projects, Hill 
Creek Elementary 52/68361-00-030 and Rio Seco Elementary, 52/68361-00-031. Staff has taken this 
information into account in the descriptions for Options 1 and 2. Currently, Santee Unified’s first project on the 
list of Joint-Use applications in Attachment C, Hill Creek Elementary 52/68361-00-030, is complete. If the Board 
is unable to approve funding for all 13 Joint-Use projects, the Hill Creek project will be withdrawn, and the District 
would like its Pepper Drive Elementary, 52/68361-00-029 project to be considered its highest priority. The 
Pepper Drive project currently needs DSA plan approval; however, the District is ready to obtain final DSA plan 
approval if funding is approved by the Board. If Santee Unified withdraws the Hill Creek and Rio Seco projects, 
then funding under Options 1 or 2 would be provided as shown in the appropriate columns in Attachment B. 
 
Staff is seeking Board direction on options for providing additional funding for Joint-Use projects, and is 
presenting the three options below. 
 


OPTIONS 
 
Option 1: Direct Staff to use $3.5 million in Proposition 1D modernization bond authority and cash for 
the Joint-Use projects received by the March 1, 2011 deadline. A total of $5.1 million in bond authority 
will be provided for Joint-Use by supplementing the available $1.6 million. 
 
Pros: 


 Consistent with the Board’s action on April 25, 2012. 
 Allows full funding for three Joint-Use projects, two of which are complete and one which needs DSA 


plan approval, and partial funding to a fourth project that is already complete. 
Cons: 


 Does not provide full funding to one completed Joint-Use project. Does not provide any funding for the 
remaining Joint-Use projects. 


 Allows apportionments for Joint-Use projects before previous unfunded approvals from other programs. 
 


Option 2: Direct Staff to use $4.5 million in Proposition 1D modernization bond authority and cash to 
fully fund four Joint-Use projects received by the March 1, 2011 deadline. A total of $6.1 million in bond 
authority will be provided for Joint-Use by supplementing the available $1.6 million. 
 
Pro: 


 Provides full funding to three completed Joint-Use projects and one project that needs DSA plan 
approval received by the March 1, 2011 deadline. 


Cons: 
 Allows apportionments for Joint-Use projects before previous unfunded approvals from other programs. 
 Reduces the net bond authority for incoming modernization projects by approximately $1 million.

Option 3: Direct Staff to use $10.7 million in Proposition 1D modernization bond authority and cash to 
fully fund the 13 Joint-Use projects received by the March 1, 2011 deadline. A total of $12.3 million in 
bond authority will be provided for Joint-Use by supplementing the available $1.6 million. 
 
Pro: 


 Provides full funding to all 13 Joint-Use projects received by the March 1, 2011 deadline. 
Cons: 


 Funds may potentially go unreleased for up to 2.5 years for five projects that have yet to obtain final 
DSA plan approval. 


 Allows apportionments for Joint-Use projects before previous unfunded approvals from other programs. 
 Reduces the net bond authority for incoming modernization projects by approximately $7.2 million. 


 
RECOMMENDATION 
 


Seek Board direction on options for providing additional funding for Joint-Use projects. 
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ATTACHMENT A 
 


AUTHORITY 
 
Education Code (EC) Section 17070.90 states, “As a part of its application, a school district shall certify that it has 
considered the feasibility of the joint use of land and facilities with other governmental entities in order to minimize 
school facilities costs. Funds provided pursuant to this chapter for growth and modernization may be used for the 
school portion of joint-use facilities.” 
 
EC Section 17077.40 states: 
   “(a) With funds made available for the purposes of this article, the board may provide a grant to fund joint-use 
projects to construct facilities on kindergarten to grade 12, inclusive, schoolsites. 
   (b) A school district may apply to the board for funding under this article for a project that meets any of the following 
criteria: 
   (1) The joint-use project is part of an application for new construction funding under this chapter, and will increase 
the size or extra cost associated with the joint use of the proposed multipurpose room, gymnasium, child care facility, 
library, or teacher education facility beyond that necessary for school use. 
   (2) The joint-use project proposes to either reconfigure existing school buildings or construct new school buildings, 
or both, to provide for a multipurpose room, a gymnasium, a library, a child care facility, or a teacher education facility 
and the project will be located at a school that does not have the type of facility for which funds are requested or the 
existing facility is inadequate. 
   (3) The joint-use project proposes to either reconfigure existing school buildings or construct new school buildings, 
or both, to provide for facilities to improve pupil academic achievement, and the plans for the facility were accepted 
for review and approval by the department prior to January 1, 2004.” 
 
EC Section 17077.45 (d) states, “If the total funding for the purposes of this article is not sufficient to fund all of the 
joint-use projects for funding under this article, the board shall first fund projects eligible under paragraphs (1), (2), 
and (3) of subdivision (b) of Section 17077.40 in that order. The board may establish other priority standards within 
that order, as necessary.” 
 
School Facility Program (SFP) Regulation Section 1859.90, “Fund Release Process” states in part, “With the 
exception of an apportionment made pursuant to Sections 1859.81.1(e) or 1859.81.2, or of an Inactive 
Apportionment subject to Section 1859.96, the OPSC will release State funds that the Board has apportioned to the 
district after submittal, by the district, of the Form SAB 50-05, subject to the availability of financing provided by the 
Pooled Money Investment Board for bond-funded projects. With the exception of an apportionment made for a Type 
II Joint-Use Project, not part of a qualifying SFP Modernization project, pursuant to Article 12 of these Regulations, a 
district must submit the Form SAB 50-05, within 18 months of the Apportionment of the SFP grant for the project or 
the entire New Construction Adjusted Grant, Modernization Adjusted Grant or Type I or II, part of a qualifying SFP 
Modernization project, Joint-Use Project apportionment shall be rescinded without further Board action, and the 
pupils housed in the project, if applicable, will be added back to the district’s baseline eligibility. The district may refile 
a new application for the project subject to district eligibility and priority funding at the time of resubmittal.  
 
If the apportionment was made for a Type II Joint-Use Project, not part of a qualifying SFP Modernization project, 
pursuant to Article 12 of these Regulations, the district must submit Form SAB 50-05 within 18 months of the date the 
plans and specifications for the Joint-Use Project that have been approved by the DSA and the CDE are submitted to 
the OPSC or the apportionment shall be rescinded without further Board action….”

AUTHORITY (cont.) 
 


SFP Regulation Section 1859.121. “Joint-Use Project Application Submittals and Apportionments” states, “The Board 
shall accept Approved Applications for Joint-Use Funding on a yearly basis as follows: 
… 
(c) For any funding that is made available for this purpose the Board will accept applications for the 2008/2009 
funding cycle from June 1, 2008 through March 1, 2009. For the 2009/2010 funding cycle and for all future funding 
cycles, the Board will accept applications from March 2 of the prior calendar year through March 1 of the current 
calendar year. Subject to the availability of financing provided by the Pooled Money Investment Board for bond-
funded projects, the Board will apportion the funding made available based on the SFP regulations in effect at that 
time.” 
 
SFP Regulation Section 1859.129 “Time Limit on Apportionment” states, “(a) If the district received an apportionment 
for a Type I Joint-Use Project or a Type II, part of a qualifying SFP Modernization project, Joint-Use Project, the 
district is subject to the time limit on the apportionment as outlined in Education Code Section 17076.10. 
  (b) If the district received an apportionment for a Type II Joint-Use Project, not part of a qualifying SFP 
Modernization project, the district: 
  (1) Has one year from the date of that apportionment to submit the plans and specifications to the OPSC for the 
Joint-Use Project that have been approved by the DSA and the CDE (plans only), otherwise the apportionment will 
be rescinded without further Board action. If, upon review by the OPSC, the final Division of the State Architect 
approved plans create a reduction in square footage that is greater than or equal to five percent of the square 
footage contained in the preliminary plans, a commensurate reduction to the apportionment pursuant to Section 
1859.125 shall be taken to the next available State Allocation Board meeting.… 
(2) Has 18 months from the date the DSA and CDE approved plans were submitted to the OPSC to submit a 
completed Form SAB 50-05 or the apportionment will be rescinded without further Board action. If the district is 
requesting an Apportionment pursuant to Section 1859.90.1 or 1859.90.2, the Board will require that this time limit be 
reduced to no more than 90 days from the date of the apportionment. 
(3) Is subject to substantial progress time limit on the apportionment as outlined in Subdivision (b) of Education Code 
Section 17076.10.”

CHARTER SCHOOL FACILITIES PROGRAM ADVANCED SITE AND DESIGN FUND RELEASES 


 
PURPOSE OF REPORT 
 


To request that the State Allocation Board (Board) extend the six-month filing period to request advanced site and 
design fund releases for Charter School Facilities Program (CSFP) projects with Preliminary Apportionments or 
Unfunded Preliminary Apportionments. 
 


DESCRIPTION 
 


At the May and August 2011 Board meetings, the Board set aside a total of $94.2 million in bond sale proceeds for 
purposes of providing advance fund releases for design and/or site acquisition to qualified CSFP projects via a filing round 
ending May 2, 2012.  Approximately $64.5 million in bond sale proceeds remains unrequested at the conclusion of this 
latest CSFP advance fund release filing round.  Staff is seeking direction on how to disburse the funds.   
 


AUTHORITY 
 
Education Code (EC) Section 17070.35(a) states, “In addition to all other powers and duties as are granted to the 
board by this chapter, other statutes, or the California Constitution, the board shall do all of the following: 
(1)  Adopt rules and regulations, pursuant to the rulemaking provisions of the Administrative Procedure Act, 


Chapter 3.5 (commencing with Section 11340) of Part 1 of Division 3 of Title 2 of the Government Code, for 
the administration of this chapter… 


(2)  Establish and publish any procedures and policies in connection with the administration of this chapter as it 
deems necessary….” 


 
EC Section 17078.25 states, “(a) Within the maximum time period set forth in Section 17078.30, the applicant shall 
have a period of up to four years from the date of the preliminary apportionment in which to complete the application 
for final apportionment.   
(b) The applicant may request a single one-year extension of the period set forth in subdivision (a). The board shall 
grant the request for the single one-year extension if it determines that the applicant has made substantial progress 
towards completing the requirements for filing an application for final apportionment. The board may grant only one 
one-year extension for the project and may only grant the extension if granting the extension would not, in total, cause 
the project to exceed the maximum time period set forth in Section 17078.30.” 


 
BACKGROUND 
 


The State’s fiscal crisis of December 2008 eliminated the ability to provide funding for CSFP advance fund releases on a 
flow basis, as the program originally intended.  Because these advances are not considered separate apportionments, 
they did not originally appear on the unfunded approvals list (they were added at the February 2011 Board meeting); no 
funding was provided for these purposes from December 17, 2008 until the Board’s actions at its August 2010 meeting.  
At its August 2010 meeting, the Board reserved bond sale proceeds specifically for this purpose and has continued to do 
so periodically since that time.  
 
The October 2011 General Obligation Bond sale generated enough cash proceeds to cover all remaining CSFP 
advance fund releases.  The third advance fund release filing round commenced November 2, 2011 and included all 
CSFP Preliminary Apportionments that had outstanding advance fund releases.  Charter applicants were given a 
deadline of May 2, 2012 to submit a valid Fund Release Authorization (Form SAB 50-05).  
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BACKGROUND (cont.) 
 


The following is a brief history of Board actions to set aside funding for CSFP advance fund releases:

The unreleased amount from each of the first two filing rounds was held over by the Board for use in the third filing 
round.  Additionally, the Board declared that once the third advance fund release filing round ended, all CSFP 
Preliminary Apportionments and Unfunded Preliminary Apportionments that had not yet had their statutory timelines 
re-activated would be re-activated as of May 3, 2012.  All CSFP Preliminary Apportionments are currently active and 
shown on Attachments A, B, and C.  
 


STAFF ANALYSIS/STATEMENTS 
 


Staff provided extensive outreach to all CSFP applicants leading up to the May 2nd filing deadline to maximize 
participation and learn of any obstacles preventing participation.  Staff sent reminder letters on November 2, 2011 and 
February 2, 2012, and contacted each applicant by phone on January 25, 2012 and again from March 8 through 15, 
2012.  A webinar was also conducted on March 15, 2012 to inform applicants of all submittal requirements and to 
address any questions or concerns about the process.  A total of six applicants submitted a valid Form SAB 50-05 for 
nine separate fund releases by May 2, accounting for $29.7 million in fund releases.  An additional four applicants with 
advances totaling $21.7 million were not able to meet the deadline, but have verbally stated they have the ability to 
meet an extended deadline as various circumstances have prevented the submittal of a valid Form SAB 50-05.  
Reasons given for the inability to submit a valid Form SAB 50-05 by May 2, 2012 included the following: 
 
 One of the applicants, which had two separate projects totaling $8.1 million in advances, is located in the Los 


Angeles area and had Form SAB 50-05s ready for pick up by overnight courier service the day prior to the 
deadline.  However, the streets where the applicant is located were closed due to the “May Day” protests on May 
1 and the courier was unable to pick up the packages for delivery to the Office of Public School Construction 
(OPSC) by May 2.  Staff has received written verification from the courier certifying their inability to pick up 
packages on that day (Attachment D). 


 One applicant, with advances totaling $6.7 million, was not found financially sound by the California School 
Finance Authority, but has indicated that this determination may change as new information becomes available at 
the end of this fiscal year (June 30). 


 One applicant, with advances totaling $6.6 million, submitted a Form SAB 50-05 for an advance fund release for 
site acquisition, but did not submit the required appraisal of the property by the May 2nd deadline.  The applicant 
indicated that an extended deadline would allow them to obtain and submit an appraisal. 


 One applicant, with advances totaling $0.3 million, has been working on the required Facilities Use Agreement 
with the local school district, but had been unable to come to terms by the deadline.  The applicant indicated that 
an extended deadline would allow them to come to terms. 
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STAFF ANALYSIS/STATEMENTS (cont.) 
 


There are 13 additional applications totaling $42.9 million that have not submitted a Form SAB 50-05.  When asked of their 
ability to participate if the deadline was extended, only one indicated that if given more time, they may be able to submit a 
complete request for funds.  The other applicants responded as follows:  one indicated they may not be going forward with 
the project; two no longer qualified for the funds set aside for site acquisition (as they will be using existing District sites for 
no cost); five were not currently capable of taking on the added expenses or workload at this time; and four did not respond 
to our request. 


 
There are three other CSFP projects that have submitted an Application for Funding (Form SAB 50-04) for Final 
Apportionment for a construction ready project.  One has already been approved by the Board for $3.2 million and is 
currently on the list of unfunded approvals.  Two other projects totaling approximately $11.6 million are on the OPSC 
workload list and are being processed for unfunded approval, for a total known need of $14.8 million for construction 
ready projects.   
 
The table below illustrates the remaining cash proceeds from the third filing round and potential CSFP uses:

Staff is presenting four options for the disbursal of the $64.5 million remaining in reserved cash proceeds.  It should be 
noted that any Board action to extend the expired deadline would have no effect on the re-activation of the CSFP 
Preliminary Apportionments, as they have already been administratively re-activated as of May 3, 2012, per prior 
Board action.  Also, any CSFP advance fund release not provided an extension would remain in its current position 
near the top of the unfunded approvals list and would remain eligible to compete for funding in future Priority Funding 
(PF) filing periods. 
 
Option 1 – Extend the deadline to request funds for design and/or site to within 180 days of the Board’s 
approval. 
 
Given that some of the applicants had circumstances beyond their control prevent them from submitting a valid Form 
SAB 50-05 and others are relatively close to being able to meet the requirements, the Board could extend the deadline 
to submit a Form SAB 50-05 until November 26, 2012.  Doing so would allow CSFP projects additional time to meet 
the submittal requirements.  The Board could re-visit the issue of how to disburse any remaining cash at the conclusion 
of this extension period.   


 
Pros: 
 Provides another opportunity for some CSFP applicants who have worked in good faith to submit a valid Form 


SAB 50-05 and others whose inability to submit was beyond their control.  
 Keeps all of the cash within the CSFP. 


 
Con: 
 May reserve cash for projects with no intention of requesting an advance fund release within the proposed time 


extension. 
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STAFF ANALYSIS/STATEMENTS (cont.) 
 


Option 2 – Extend the deadline to request funds for design and/or site only for the five applications that 
indicated an ability to meet an extended deadline distributing the available cash in order as follows: 


 Apply $21.7 million to the five applications above 
 Apply $3.2 million to the Charter construction project on the list of unfunded approvals 
 Apply $11.6 million to two Charter construction projects on the OPSC workload list 
 Apply $28.0 million to School Facility Program (SFP) projects on the list of unfunded approvals. 


 
A total of $36.5 million would be reserved for CSFP projects under this option.  The Board would extend the deadline to 
submit a Form SAB 50-05 until November 26, 2012 only for the four applicants (five applications) who expressed an 
ability to meet an extended deadline, reserving $21.7 million for this purpose.  An additional $14.8 million would be 
reserved to fund the one “construction ready” approved CSFP conversion project on the list of unfunded approvals and 
the two others on the OPSC workload list.  Finally, the remaining funds would be used to fund other SFP projects on 
the list of unfunded approvals who submitted PF requests during the most recent filing period.  Projects would be 
apportioned based on unfunded approval date until the cash is exhausted.  These apportionments could be presented 
to the June 2012 Board meeting.  Those CSFP projects not receiving an extension would remain near the top of the 
unfunded approvals list based on their Preliminary Apportionment approval date and would still be eligible to compete 
in future PF filing periods for advance fund releases.  
 
Pros: 
 Provides funding for known CSFP advance and conversion funding needs. 
 Provides another opportunity for some CSFP applicants who have worked in good faith to submit a valid Form 


SAB 50-05 and others whose inability to submit was beyond their control.  
 Does not reserve cash for projects that have not indicated an intention of requesting an advance fund release. 


 
Cons: 
 SFP projects with earlier unfunded approval dates than the CSFP conversion projects would not be funded 
 Requires the remainder of the advance fund release applicants to wait to compete in future PF filing rounds for 


cash instead of having immediate access to cash, should their individual circumstances change. 
 


Option 3 - Extend the deadline for only those five applications ($21.7 million) that indicated an ability to meet 
an extended deadline.  Use the remaining cash ($42.8 million) to provide apportionments for SFP projects on 
the list of unfunded approvals. 
 


This option would extend the deadline only for the four applicants (five applications) who expressed an ability to meet 
an extended deadline.  This would require only $21.7 million to be reserved for this purpose.  The remaining cash 
would be used to fund other SFP projects on the unfunded approvals list who submitted PF requests during the most 
recent filing period.  Projects would be apportioned based on unfunded approval date until the cash is exhausted.  
These apportionments could be presented to the June 2012 Board meeting.  Those CSFP projects not receiving an 
extension would remain near the top of the unfunded approvals list based on their Preliminary Apportionment approval 
date and would still be eligible to compete in future PF filing periods for advance fund releases. 
 


Pros: 
 Provides funding for known CSFP advance funding needs. 
 Provides another opportunity for some CSFP applicants who have worked in good faith to submit a valid Form 


SAB 50-05 and others whose inability to submit was beyond their control.  
 Does not reserve cash for projects that have not indicated an intention of requesting an advance fund release. 


 
Con: 
 Requires the remainder of the advance fund release applicants to wait to compete in future PF filing rounds for 


cash instead of having immediate access to cash, should their individual circumstances change. 
 (Continued on Page Five) 
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STAFF ANALYSIS/STATEMENTS (cont.) 
 


Option 4 – Use all of the remaining available cash ($64.5 million) to apportion projects on the list of unfunded 
approvals. 
 
The Board could decide to not extend the deadline and instead use all of the remaining cash to provide apportionments 
for other SFP projects on the list of unfunded approvals who submitted requests during the most recent PF filing 
period.  These apportionments could be presented to the June 2012 Board meeting.  The CSFP advances would 
remain near the top of the unfunded approvals list based on their Preliminary Apportionment approval date and would 
still be eligible to compete in future PF filing periods. 
 
Pros: 
 Cash would be allocated to “construction-ready” projects. 
 Applicants with eligible CSFP advance fund releases could still participate in future PF rounds. 


 
Con: 
 Disadvantages some CSFP applicants who have worked in good faith to submit a valid Form SAB 50-05 and 


others whose inability to submit was beyond their control.

PROJECT INFORMATION WORKSHEET SUBMITTAL REQUIREMENTS 


 
PURPOSE OF REPORT 


 
To present to the State Allocation Board (Board) improvements to the Project Information Worksheet (PIW). 
 


DESCRIPTION 
 
At the January 2012 Board meeting, the Board directed staff to bring a discussion of improvements 
to the PIW to the Implementation Committee, specifically to explore streamlining the PIW, reducing 
the number of submittals, and using the worksheet for other programs in addition to new 
construction.  This item presents the results of those discussions and options for the Board’s 
consideration. 


 
AUTHORITY 


 
Education Code (EC) Section 17072.11 (b) states, “On or after January 1, 2008, the [Board] shall 
increase or decrease the per-unhoused-pupil grant eligibility determined pursuant to subdivision (a) 
by amounts it deems necessary to cause the grants to correspond to costs of new school 
construction, provided that the increase in any fiscal year pursuant to this section shall not exceed 6 
percent.” 


 
SFP Regulation Section 1859.71 states, “The new construction per-unhoused-pupil grant amount, as 
provided by Education Code Section 17072.10(a), may be increased by an additional amount not to 
exceed six percent in a fiscal year, or decreased, based on the analysis of the current cost to build 
schools as reported on the Project Information Worksheet (New 09/07) which shall be submitted with 
the Forms SAB 50-05 and 50-06 and as approved by the Board.” 


 
SFP Regulation Section 1859.104 (g) states, “A School District receiving an Apportionment for high 
performance incentive grants pursuant to Section 1859.71.6 or 1859.77.4 shall submit a completed 
Project Information Worksheet to the OPSC for all expenditures related to the additional design and 
construction costs of the high performance building components. In addition, the School District shall 
provide information related to resulting energy savings and efficiency, as well as other resulting 
benefits. The Project Information Worksheet shall be submitted with the Form SAB 50-05 and the 
District’s first and final Forms SAB 50-06 ….” 
 
SFP Regulation Section 1859.104.1 states, “A school district filing a PIW with the best information 
available will not be subject to a Material Inaccuracy for that information.” 


 
BACKGROUND  


 
The Board approved the PIW in September 2007 and modified it in May 2010 (see Attachment A).   
 
The Board approved the worksheet for the following purposes: 


 To analyze the relationship between the pupil grant eligibility and the cost of new 
construction pursuant to EC Section 17072.11(b).

 To demonstrate bond accountability. 
 To identify the changes in the bid climate over time.   
 To evaluate the High Performance Incentive (HPI) Grant. 


 
The PIW is based largely on a survey developed by a new construction grant adequacy ad hoc 
committee assembled by the Board in December 2005.  The PIW incorporates the Implementation 
Committee’s input and was tested by a sample of districts prior to Board approval.  At the time of 
development, stakeholders commented that the PIW should be independent of the Expenditure 
Report (Form SAB 50-06).  Various stakeholders/districts provided additional input that the collection 
of data for the PIW should also include all locally funded expenditures because districts only report 
the minimum expenditures necessary to establish compliance with the local match requirement on 
the Form SAB 50-06. 
 
At the March 2011 Board meeting, the Board requested that a discussion of the PIW be placed on 
the Board Agenda.  At the June and July 2011 Board meetings, OPSC staff presented information on 
567 new construction projects apportioned from 2008 to 2011, representing 84 percent of all new 
construction projects that received a full apportionment during this time.  The data presented 
included pupils housed, square footage built (by construction type), facility component types, and 
expenditures. 
 
At the January 2012 Board meeting, the Board directed staff to bring a discussion of improvements 
to the PIW to the Implementation Committee, specifically to explore: 


 Ways to streamline the PIW. 
 Reduce the number required submittals for individual projects. 
 The possibility of applying the PIW to programs other than new construction.  


 
Staff brought the PIW to the February and March 2012 Implementation Committee meetings to seek 
input and suggestions for improvement from Implementation Committee members and other 
stakeholders.  


 
STAFF ANALYSIS/STATEMENTS 


 
At the Implementation Committee meetings, members provided the following suggestions: 


 Add questions regarding Labor Compliance Programs (LCPs) or use of the Department of 
Industrial Relations (DIR) Compliance Monitoring Unit (CMU) for prevailing wage monitoring 
and enforcement. 


 Create a more direct link on the OPSC website to make it easier to find the completed PIWs 
available on the Bond Accountability website.  


 Post a blank PIW on the OPSC website to make it easier for districts to gather the 
information needed prior to completing the PIW online. 


 Use a universal record number to link OPSC, Division of the State Architect (DSA), and 
California Department of Education (CDE) records. 


 Use data already collected by the State on other forms, through the DSA and the CDE as 
well as the OPSC, to automatically populate the PIW.

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STAFF ANALYSIS/STATEMENTS (cont.) 


 
 Allow for the addition of data from Mod projects for PIWs for projects that include 


components funded through the Mod program. 
 Reduce the number of required PIW submittals for each project.  Some members 


recommended requiring the PIW only once with the final expenditure report.  Members 
noted that: 


o The first submittal, required with the Fund Release Authorization (Form SAB 50-05) 
is the least accurate. 


o If the number of required submittals is reduced to one with the final Expenditure 
Report (Form SAB 50-06) there will be a significant gap (three to six years) from 
when the district receives funding to the when the PIW is submitted.  


 


Members also expressed several concerns: 
 It can often be challenging to provide accurate information because of the preliminary 


nature of information available at the times of the first and second submittals, and because 
some questions are difficult to answer; e.g. separating site development from the building 
costs, given that contractors such as plumbers or electricians bid a whole job, not discrete 
sections based on where the pipes or wires are located. 


 The general public might interpret Project Costs Section 2.b, “Amount of accepted 
additive/deductive alternates,” as nonessential project scope changes that needlessly 
increase costs.  


 The public may misinterpret the project cost information provided in the PIW. For example, 
two schools in different parts of the State may appear to have similar project scopes, but 
factors beyond district control may increase project costs in one part of the State compared 
to the other. This public misinterpretation could create challenges for districts attempting to 
pass a local school construction bond. 
 


Streamlining the PIW 
Because the process for amending the PIW would be lengthy, OPSC staff has already initiated those 
changes which are possible without  the Office of Administrative Law’s (OAL) approval, including:   


 Adding a direct link to the page of the Bond Accountability website that allows the public to 
search for individual project information, including PIWs if available, on the OPSC website 
under “Bond Accountability.”  


 Creating a blank PIW on the OPSC website under “Forms.” 
 Working with Information Technology (IT) staff to identify PIW fields, including any in the 


“Project Funding” section, that can be automatically populated with information that districts 
provide on the Application for Funding, Form SAB 50-04 (see Attachment A). 


 Working with IT staff to identify additional fields, such as the “Total Square Feet All 
Facilites” and the “Total Building Cost Per Square Foot,” that can be automatically 
calculated using information provided in other PIW fields.   
 


Applying the PIW to Other SFP Programs 
Currently, the PIW is required for New Construction, Facility Hardship (replacement), Critically 
Overcrowded Schools, Charter Schools, Overcrowding Relief Grant Program, and certain 
Modernization projects that have received the HPI grant.  The PIW is not required for most 
Modernization projects.   At this time, Facility Hardship (rehabilitation), Joint Use, and Career 
Technical Education Facilities Program (CTEFP) projects also do not require a PIW.

Because the data collected through the PIW are designed for new construction projects, some of the 
questions would not likely be relevant for Modernization projects.  For example, the classroom 
square footage and building costs may not be as relevant as the project scope (roofing, electrical, 
etc.) and the costs associated with Americans with Disabilities Act compliance. 


 
If the PIW is to be used to capture data for other programs, it appears the worksheet may need to be 
expanded.  Perhaps entire categories exclusive to Modernization, Joint Use, and/or CTEFP project 
scope could be added to the worksheet.  If so, this could make it easier for districts to complete the 
PIW if the project included both SFP new construction and Mod funding components. 
 
Eliminating a Required Submittal 
Currently, the Board requires school districts to submit PIWs at three points during the life of a new 
construction or modernization project with HPI funding:  first with the Fund Release Authorization 
(Form SAB 50-05), second with the first annual Expenditure Report (Form SAB 50-06), and finally 
with the final Form SAB 50-06 that is submitted when the project is complete.  The first two 
submittals were required in order to begin collecting the data on the project at the earliest opportunity 
and to receive PIWs on as many projects as possible.  The final PIW at the end of the project is 
required because the data, particularly for project costs, is the most accurate.  
 
Some Implementation Committee members and other stakeholders have expressed a  preference for 
requiring only one PIW submittal.  Now that the PIW requirements have been in place for almost four 
years and most of the current new construction projects have submitted at least one PIW, OPSC 
staff has determined that eliminating one of the first two PIW submittals will not substantially reduce 
the quantity or accuracy of the PIW data collected. However, the submittal of two PIWs will provide 
valuable information on the change in construction costs over the life of a project. 
 


OPTIONS 
 
Options for reducing the number of required PIW submittals include the following (see Attachment B):   
 


Option 1 – Eliminate the 2nd PIW submittal 
Eliminate the submittal required with the first Expenditure Report, (Form SAB 50-06). 
 
The PIW would only be submitted twice: first with the Fund Release Authorization (Form SAB 
50-05) and second with the final Form SAB 50-06. 
 
If the project is 100 percent complete when the Form SAB 50-05 is submitted, the district may 
concurrently submit the final Form SAB 50-06.   In this case, the PIW would only be required 
once.  (The Form SAB 50-06 is considered final when the district indicates on the Form SAB 50-
06 that the project is 100 percent complete.)  However, if the project is not complete when the 
Form SAB 50-05 is submitted, or if the district later submits a revised Form SAB 50-06, the PIW 
would be required twice, with the Form SAB 50-05 and with the final Form SAB 50-06. 
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OPTIONS (cont.) 
 


Pros:   
 Provides information to help demonstrate bond accountability as soon as possible.  
 Eliminates the requirement of multiple PIW submittals for reimbursement projects. 
 Data will exist to evaluate the change in project construction costs for a given project over 


time. 
 


Cons:   
 If the project is not actually a reimbursement, some of the project cost and change order 


information is estimated.   
 May be difficult for some districts to complete the Form SAB 50-05, the SAB Form 50-06 


and the PIW to meet the 90-day Priorities in Funding submittal deadline. 
 
This option would require the following changes to the SFP Regulation Sections 1859.71 
and 1859.104: 
 
Section 1859.71. Adjustment to the New Construction Grant. 
 


The new construction per-unhoused-pupil grant amount, as provided by Education Code Section

Option 2 - Eliminate the 1st PIW submittal

and second with the final Form SAB 50-06. If the first Form SAB 50-06 is also the district’s final 
Form SAB 50-06, the district would not be required to submit another PIW. (The Form SAB 
50-06 is considered final when the district indicates on the Form SAB 50-06 that the project is 
100 percent complete.) 
 
Pros:   
 The information may be more accurate than PIW information submitted with the Form SAB 


50-05. 
 Data will exist to evaluate the change in project construction costs for a given project over 


time. 
 
Cons: 
 Much of the information may still be estimated on the first Form SAB 50-06. 
 Project information is not provided until one year after State funds are released.

NON-PARTICIPATION IN THE PRIORITY FUNDING PROCESS 
 
PURPOSE OF REPORT 


 
To present a report detailing the list of unfunded approvals that have not submitted requests to receive a 
priority funding apportionment during the request filing periods. 


 
DESCRIPTION 


 
The State Allocation Board (Board) established the priority funding process in May 2010 and has held four 
funding rounds since the establishment of the process.   Through priority funding, the Board has provided 
apportionments to approximately 950 projects.  While a large number of projects have received priority 
funding apportionments, many districts have elected not to participate in the process even with eligible 
applications on the list of unfunded approvals.   Attachment A provides a list of all applications that have not 
participated in the last two or more priority funding request periods.  This item seeks to make the Board 
aware of non-participation in the priority funding process and the impact of non-participation.

BACKGROUND  


 
At the May 2010 meeting, the Board created a pilot program to introduce the priority funding process.  The 
priority funding process allows the Board to allocate limited funding for school construction projects and 
stimulate our State’s economy through the creation of a funding mechanism that would allow districts that 
are ready to submit a Fund Release Authorization (Form SAB 50-05) the opportunity to receive funding and 
move forward with their projects.  Through the first priority funding round $408.3 million was apportioned in 
August 2010.  The Board has approved approximately 950 projects totaling approximately $2.97 billion in 
apportionments through a total of four priority funding rounds.   


 
In April and May of 2011, the State Allocation Board Priorities in School Construction Funding/Cash 
Management Sub-committee (Sub-committee) met to discuss topics related to the diminishing SFP bond 
authority.  One topic covered was the viability of projects on the unfunded approvals list.  The Sub-
committee was concerned that projects can remain on the list of unfunded approvals indefinitely reserving 
bond authority that could be used by other projects.  The Sub-committee determined that the issue of 
project viability should be revisited at a time when bond authority is nearing exhaustion and when the 
amount of cash available exceeds priority funding requests.   
 
As of April 30, 2012 there is approximately $83 million and $46.6 in bond authority remaining for new 
construction and modernization applications, respectively, that have not yet been received.

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STAFF ANALYSIS/STATEMENTS 


 
In an item being concurrently heard at the May 30, 2012 meeting, Staff is presenting options for accepting, 
processing, and tracking SFP project funding applications once bond authority is exhausted.  As the 
exhaustion of existing bond authority approaches, Staff is presenting this discussion on the impact of non-
participation in the priority funding process.  Staff estimates that applications exceeding new construction 
bond authority will be received by July 2012 and applications exceeding modernization bond authority will 
be received by June 2012. 
 
For each priority funding round Staff must compile a complete list of each application districts have selected 
to participate.  Once all of the requests to participate have been registered, the Board provides 
apportionments in date order received up to the amount of cash available.  While the priority funding 
process has been very successful, not all applicants on the list of unfunded approvals have elected to 
participate.   
 
Staff does not have specific information on why districts have not submitted priority funding requests for 
individual projects on the list of unfunded approvals.  There are numerous reasons why a district may not 
elect to participate in the priority funding process.  Below are a couple of the potential issues that districts 
could be facing: 


 Districts may not be able to meet the 90 day fund release requirements. 
 Districts may not be able to provide the local matching share of a project due to local fiscal issues.

As shown in the chart above, there are 143 projects on the list of unfunded approvals for which priority 
funding requests have not been submitted during two or more of the priority funding rounds.  Of these, 
requests were not submitted for 81 projects during the the last three request periods and priority funding 
requests have never been submitted for 21 projects.  Of the 81 projects, there were 20 modernization 
applications that represent a State share of $34,576,670 and 21 new construction applications that 
represent a State share of $39,116,046 in reserved bond authority.

The charts below show a breakdown by the number of projects and total amount of bond authority 
associated with projects not participating in the priority funding process.  Each chart details only applications 
for which districts were eligible to participate in the specific filing rounds yet elected not to.

Projects on the list of unfunded approvals that are not participating in the priority funding process are 
reserving bond authority that could be used by other projects that are shovel ready and/or reimbursements 
for work already in progress and/or completed.  Projects that remain on the list of unfunded approvals do not 
stimulate the economy and hinder other districts that have projects that are ready to move forward.  
Currently there is no mechanism in statute or SFP Regulation to remove an unfunded approval from the list 
of unfunded approvals. 
 
The Board could consider directing Staff to gather information and present options and/or recommendations 
to promote activity on the list of unfunded approvals at a future meeting of the Board.

AUTHORITY 
 
Education Code (EC)Section 17072.20 States: 


(a) An applicant school district that has been determined by the board to meet the eligibility requirements for 
new construction funding set forth in Article 2 (commencing with Section 17071.10) or Article 3 
(commencing with Section 17071.75) may submit at any time a request to the board for a project 
apportionment for all or a portion of the funding for which the school district is eligible. 
(b) The application shall include, but shall not be limited to, the school district's determination of the amount 
of state funding that the district is otherwise eligible for relating to site acquisition, site development, new 
construction, and hardship funding provided pursuant to Article 8 (commencing with Section 17075.10), if 
any. The amount shall be reduced by the amount of the alternative fee collected pursuant to subdivision (a) 
of Section 65995.7 of the Government Code if a reimbursement election or agreement pursuant to Section 
65995.7 of the Government Code is not in effect. 
(c) The board shall verify and adjust, as necessary, and approve the district's application. 


 
EC Section 100410 (a) states:  


Three billion three hundred fifty million dollars ($3,350,000,000) of the proceeds of bonds issued and sold 
pursuant to this part shall be deposited in the 1998 State School Facilities Fund, which is established by 
Section 17070.40, and allocated by the State Allocation Board pursuant to this chapter. Before requesting 
the sale of bonds pursuant to Section 100432 for deposit in the State School Facilities Fund, the State 
Allocation Board shall request, pursuant to Section 100432, the sale of bonds sufficient to finance all 
projects for which application was made pursuant to the Leroy F. Greene State School Building Lease-
Purchase Law of 1976 (Chapter 12 (commencing with Section 17000) of Part 10) and for which an 
application was approved for construction, but funding was not available, prior to November 4, 1998.” 


    
EC Section 100620(a)(3) states: 


The amount of two billion nine hundred million dollars ($2,900,000,000) for new construction of school 
facilities pursuant to Chapter 12.5 (commencing with Section 17070.10) of Part 10 for those school districts 
that have filed an application with the Office of Public School Construction on or before February 1, 2002, 
including, but not limited to, hardship applications. If the amount made available for purposes of this 
paragraph is not needed and expended for the purposes of this paragraph, the State Allocation Board may 
allocate the remainder of these funds for purposes of paragraph (1).” 


 
EC Section 100620(a)(4) states: 


The amount of one billion nine hundred million dollars ($1,900,000,000) for the modernization of school 
facilities pursuant to Chapter 12.5 (commencing with Section 17070.10) of Part 10, for those school districts 
that have filed an application with the Office of Public School Construction on or before February 1, 2002, 
including, but not limited to, hardship applications. If the amount made available for purposes of this 
paragraph is not needed and expended for the purposes of this paragraph, the State Allocation Board may 
allocate these funds for purposes of paragraph (2).” 


 
EC Section 17009.5. States:  


(a) Except as set forth in Section 17052, on and after November 4, 1998, the board shall only approve and 
fund school facilities construction projects pursuant to Chapter 12.5 (commencing with Section 17070.10).  
(b) A school district with a first priority project that has received a construction approval by the Department 
of General Services, Division of the State Architect, or a joint-use project approval by the board, prior to 
November 4, 1998, for growth or modernization pursuant to this chapter shall receive funding pursuant to 
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this chapter for all unfunded approved project costs as it would have received under this chapter, and the 
increased capacity assigned to the project shall be included in calculating the district's capacity pursuant to 
Chapter 12.5 (commencing with Section 17070.10). Funds received for projects described in this subdivision 
shall constitute the state's final and full contribution to these projects. The board shall not consider additional 
project funding except when otherwise authorized under Chapter 12.5 (commencing with Section 17070.10). 
(c) A school district with a second priority project that has received a construction approval by the 
Department of General Services, Division of the State Architect prior to November 4, 1998, for growth or 
modernization pursuant to this chapter shall elect to do either of the following: 
(1) Withdraw the application under this chapter, submit an initial report and application pursuant to Chapter 
12.5 (commencing with Section  17070.10), and receive per pupil allocations as set forth in Chapter 12.5 
(commencing with Section 17070.10). If the district withdraws the application, any funds previously allocated 
under this chapter for the project shall be offset from the first grant to the district under Chapter 12.5 
(commencing with Section 17070.10). 
(2) Convert the second priority project approved under this chapter to a first priority status and receive funds 
in accordance with this chapter. 
(d) Notwithstanding priorities established pursuant to Chapter 12.5 (commencing with Section 17070.10), 
projects authorized for funding as set forth in this section shall be funded by the board pursuant to this 
chapter prior to funding other projects pursuant to Chapter 12.5  (commencing with Section 17070.10). 
(e) For purposes of funding priority for modernization grants under Chapter 12.5 (commencing with Section 
17070.10), a district that applies under subdivision (b) or paragraph (1) of subdivision (c) shall retain its 
original project approval date. 
(f) Notwithstanding Section 17017.1, West Contra Costa Unified School District shall be eligible for state 
facilities funds beginning November 4, 1998. 
(g) The State Allocation Board shall adopt regulations to ensure that an appropriate offset is made from 
funds approved pursuant to this chapter, for funds awarded to school districts pursuant to Chapter 12 
(commencing with Section 17000) prior to November 4, 1998.” 


 
School Facility Program (SFP) Regulation Section 1859.2 states: 


… 
“Approved Application(s)” means a district has submitted the application and all documents to the Office of 
Public School Construction that are required to be submitted with the application as identified in the General 
Information Section of Forms SAB 50-01, Enrollment Certification/Projection; SAB 50-02, Existing School 
Building Capacity; SAB 50-03, Eligibility Determination, (Revised 03/09); and SAB 50-04, Application for 
Funding, as specified in Section 1859.2 “Form SAB 50-04”, and the Office of Public School Construction has 
completed and accepted a preliminary approval review pursuant to Education Code Section 17072.25(a). 
… 
“Ready for Apportionment” means a final review of an Approved Application has been completed by the 
OPSC and it has been determined that it meets all requirements of law for an apportionment or eligibility 
determination, and the OPSC will recommend approval to the Board. 
… 
“Unfunded List” means an information list of unfunded projects, with the exception of the unfunded list 
defined below as “Unfunded List (Lack of AB 55 Loans)”. 
… 
“Unfunded List (Lack of AB 55 Loans)” means an information list of unfunded projects that was created due 
to the State’s inability to provide interim financing from the Pooled Money Investment Account (AB 55 loans) 
to fund school construction projects as declared in the Department of Finance Budget Letter #33 issued on 
December 18, 2008. 
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SFP Regulation Section 1859.90 states: 
With the exception of an apportionment made pursuant to Sections 1859.81.1(e) or 1859.81.2, or of an 
Inactive Apportionment subject to Section 1859.96, the OPSC will release State funds that the Board has 
apportioned to the district after submittal, by the district, of the Form SAB 50-05, subject to the availability of 
financing provided by the Pooled Money Investment Board for bond-funded projects. With the exception of 
an apportionment made for a Type II Joint-Use Project, not part of a qualifying SFP Modernization project, 
pursuant to Article 12 of these Regulations, a district must submit the Form SAB 50-05, within 18 months of 
the Apportionment of the SFP grant for the project or the entire New Construction Adjusted Grant, 
Modernization Adjusted Grant or Type I or II, part of a qualifying SFP Modernization project, Joint-Use 
Project apportionment shall be rescinded without further Board action, and the pupils housed in the project, 
if applicable, will be added back to the district’s baseline eligibility. The district may refile a new application 
for the project subject to district eligibility and priority funding at the time of resubmittal. 


 
If the apportionment was made for a Type II Joint-Use Project, not part of a qualifying SFP Modernization 
project, pursuant to Article 12 of these Regulations, the district must submit Form SAB 50-05 within 18 
months of the date the plans and specifications for the Joint-Use Project that have been approved by the 
DSA and the CDE are submitted to the OPSC or the apportionment shall be rescinded without further Board 
action. 


 
Subject to the availability of financing provided by the Pooled Money Investment Board for bond-funded 
projects, the OPSC will release State funds that have been apportioned by the Board pursuant to Section 
1859.81.1(e) to the district within 30 calendar days of the apportionment. 


 
SFP Regulation Section 1859.90.2 states:  


The priority funding process allows the Board to distribute available funds to districts or charter schools who 
request an Apportionment or an advance release of funds from a Preliminary Apportionment or Preliminary 
Charter School Apportionment during specific 30-calendar day filing periods beginning with July 27, 2011 
and continuing with the 2nd Wednesday of January and the 2nd Wednesday of July each calendar year. 
Certifications are valid until the next filing period begins. Requests must be physically received by the OPSC 
by the 30th calendar day to be considered valid. During any priority funding process a district or charter 
school must submit the Form SAB 50-05 within a specified time period of the Apportionment or approved 
advance release of funds request, pursuant to (a)(2) or (b)(2) of this section. Projects receiving an 
apportionment as part of the priority funding process for which the OPSC does not physically receive an 
original signature copy of the Form SAB 50-05 within the appropriate time limit shall be rescinded without 
further Board action. 
(a) In order to be considered for an Apportionment, approved advance release of design funds from a 
Preliminary Charter School Apportionment, or approved advance release of environmental hardship site 
acquisition funds from a Preliminary Apportionment, the district or charter school must provide a written 
statement signed by an authorized representative that includes each of the project application numbers, and 
the type of apportionment request (e.g., Apportionment, separate apportionment for design or site 
acquisition), within the 30 calendar day filing period that contains all of the following: 
(1) Request to convert the unfunded approval to an Apportionment or to receive an approved advance 
release of funds; and 
(2) Concurrence with a 90 calendar day time limit on fund release; and 
(3) Acknowledgement that a valid, original signature Form SAB 50-05 must be submitted and physically 
received by the OPSC within the 90 calendar day time limit and failure to do so will result in the rescission of 
the Apportionment or approved advance release of funds request without further Board action; and 
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(4) For those receiving an Apportionment, acknowledgement that by participating in the priority funding 
process, the district or charter school is waiving its right to a standard 18 month timeline for fund release 
submittal. 
(b) In order to be considered for an approved advance release of site acquisition funds from a Preliminary 
Charter School Apportionment, the district or charter school must provide a written statement signed by an 
authorized representative within the 30 calendar day filing period that contains all of the following: 
(1) Request to convert the advance release of funds to an approved advance release of funds request; and, 
(2) Concurrence with a 180 calendar day time limit on fund release; and 
(3) Acknowledgement that a valid, original signature Form SAB 50-05 must be submitted and physically 
received by the OPSC within the 180 calendar day time limit and failure to do so will result in the rescission 
of the approved advance release of funds request without further Board action; and 
(4) Acknowledgement that it must provide evidence that it has entered into the Charter School Agreements 
within 90 calendar days of approval of the advance release of funds request and failure to do so will result in 
the rescission of the approval without further Board action. 


 
In the event that the amount of requests received during a specific 30-day filing period exceeds the funds 
available, the Board shall apportion based on the unfunded approval date and the application received date 
up to the available cash from each bond source. Projects that have requested to participate in the priority 
funding process for which an Apportionment cannot be provided shall retain their date order position on the 
Unfunded List. Request letters of projects not converted to apportionments will not be returned to the district 
or kept by the Office of Public School Construction. 


 
For purposes of this section “rescinded” or “rescission” shall mean that the apportionment or approved 
advance release of funds request returns to unfunded approval status with a new unfunded approval date. 
The new unfunded approval date will be 90 calendar days after the apportionment date. The district or 
charter school will not be required to re-submit the application and no further application review will be 
required. 


 
SFP Regulation Section 1859.129(b)(2) states: 
 Has 18 months from the date the [Division of State Architect] DSA and [California Department of Education] 


CDE approved plans were submitted to the OPSC to submit a completed Form SAB 50-05 or the 
apportionment will be rescinded without further Board action. If the district is requesting an Apportionment 
pursuant to Section 1859.90.1 or 1859.90.2, the Board will require that this time limit be reduced to no more 
than 90 days from the date of the apportionment.” 


 
SFP Regulation Section 1859.197 (b)(2) states: 


Has 18 months from the date the CDE plan approval and DSA-approved plans and specifications, as 
needed, are submitted to the OPSC to submit a completed Form SAB 50-05 or the apportionment shall be 
rescinded without further Board action. If the district is requesting an apportionment pursuant to Section 
1859.90.1 or 1859.90.2, the Board will require that this time limit be reduced to no more than 90 days from 
the date of the apportionment.
