EXECUTIVE OFFICER'S STATEMENT

The Executive Officer informed the Board of the following:

State General Obligation Bond Sale

The OPSC was pleased to announce that $341.6 million became available from the most recent bond sale from
Propositions 47, 55, and 1D to School Facility Program (SFP) projects. It was stated that a consent only SAB
meeting would be scheduled for Monday, April 7, 2014 at 3:00 p.m. to expedite the disbursement of the bond
proceeds.

Priority Funding Filing Round

It was noted that the seventh Priority Funding filing period would begin on May 14, 2014 and close on

June 12, 2014. Priority Funding requests with original signatures must be physically received by the OPSC
before the close of business on June 12, 2014. These requests would be valid from July 1, 2014 through
December 31, 2014. The OPSC reminds school districts that the regulations regarding Non-Participation in the
Priority Funding Process are in effect.

Upcoming Charter School Facilities Program Filing Round

The upcoming Charter School Facilities Program filing round would begin on April 1, 2014 through

May 30, 2014. Charter schools and school districts would be able to submit applications for Preliminary Charter
School Apportionments. The Application for Charter School Preliminary Apportionment (Form SAB 50-09), and
all other supporting documents would need to be physically received by the OPSC at 707 Third Street, West
Sacramento, CA 95605 prior to 5:00 p.m. on May 30, 2014.

The OPSC continued to host workshops for the 2014 Charter School Facilities Program Filing Round across the
State. Workshops were held in Hesperia, Pacoima, Oakland, Sacramento, Fresno, and La Mesa. It was stated
that the April 1, 2014 workshop would begin at 1:30 p.m. and would be presented in a webinar format.

Cinnabar Elementary/Sonoma 57/70649-00-002

A motion was made to approve the reinstatement of the priority funding apportionment for the project (57/70649-
00-002), effective March 26, 2014, with the following conditions:

1. The Phase One contract in the amount of $193,000 that did not comply with the Labor Code is not
considered part of the scope of work for this project.
2. The project shall receive a non-compliance penalty for not meeting Labor Code requirements; the
penalty shall be $5,886.
A. The non-compliance penalty [$5,886] was calculated based on the number of days this project was
out of compliance with the law multiplied by the General Obligation Bond rate in place at the start date
of non-compliance (3.99%**) multiplied by the value of the non-compliant contract [$193,000]. **Divided
by 365 days to convert to a daily interest rate.
3. There shall be a reduction of the entire Prevailing Wage Monitoring grant in the amount of $4,268.
Therefore, the total reduction in the grant is $203,154 [$193,000+$5,886+%4,268] and the reinstatement of the
project apportionment is $1,253,123 [$1,456,277 - $203,154].

Charter School Facilities Program Rehabilitation Apportionment (San Francisco Unified)

This item was approved with the Consent portion of the Agenda. The SAB approved the staff's
recommendations.

Consideration of Additional Programs Required to Participate in the Priority Funding Process

Mr. Juan Mireles, representing the SAB staff, presented this item to the SAB. There was much discussion
surrounding the effective date for implementing the proposed regulations. Representatives from the Glendale
Unified School District indicated that the District would not be ready to participate until January 2015 based on
the District’s plan of action regarding its ten Overcrowding Relief Grant (ORG) Program applications. During the
discussion, a comment was made by an SAB member suggesting that if the District was unable to meet the
timelines of the Priority Funding process, the District could try to appeal to the SAB and inform the Board of its
progress. A motion was made to approve Option #3 on an non-emergency basis, which would require ORG,
Career Technical Education Facilities Program (CTEFP), and Charter School Facilities Program (CSFP)
[excluding CSFP advance release of design and/or site acquisition funds from a Preliminary Charter School
Apportionment] to participate in the Priority Funding process. Applicants would be subject to the Priority
Funding participation requirements set forth in Regulation Section 1859.90.3 as soon as October 1, 2014. In
addition, the Option provides 12 months for CTEFP projects to obtain CDE and Division of the State Architect
plan approvals once the SAB has approved a Priority Funding apportionment and submit the plans to the
OPSC, upon which CTEFP applicants would have 90 days to meet the requirements of a Priority Funding
apportionment fund release.

Recommendation #2 stipulated that upon conversion or rescission of any of the 11 projects shown on
Attachment C, any authority previously reserved for but not needed by that project be made available
immediately for other charter school purposes.

Recommendation #3 declared that unfunded applications would remain valid for eight months after awarding
PA.

FUND RELEASES FOR PRIORITY FUNDING APPORTIONMENTS

April 7, 2014 Apportionments

The Board approved $372.2 million in priority funding apportionments for 103 projects and 44 school districts on
April 7, 2014. Districts that received a priority funding apportionment are required to submit a valid Fund Release
Authorization (Form SAB 50-05) containing an original signature by Monday July 7, 2014. If the Form SAB 50-05
is not physically received at the Office of Public School Construction (OPSC) by 5:00 PM on Monday July 7,
2014, the project will either return to the Unfunded List (Lack of AB 55 Loans) with a new approval date of
Monday July 7, 2014 or be rescinded without further Board action depending on whether or not one of these has
already occurred.

As of Friday, May 16, 2014, the OPSC has received 36 Forms SAB 50-05 in the amount of $91,973,973. Two
projects received automatic fund releases and did not require the submittal of Form SAB 50-05. These projects
represent a total of $1,385,262 in apportionments.

PRIORITY FUNDING FILING ROUND

The current priority funding filing period began on May 14, 2014 and will close on June 12, 2014. Priority funding
requests with original signatures must be physically received by the OPSC before the close of business on
June 12, 2014. These requests will be valid from July 1, 2014 through December 31, 2014.

There are currently 81 projects for 41 school districts on the Unfunded List (Lack of AB 55 Loans) totaling
$217,279,726 that could submit a request for participation in this filing round. As of May 16, 2014, Staff has
received four requests from four districts in the amount of $39,940,186.

The OPSC reminds school districts that the requirements for Participation in the Priority Funding Process are in
effect (SFP Regulation Section 1859.90.3). There are two ways for a school district to not participate in the priority
funding process as follows:

e Not submit a valid priority funding request in the 30-day filing period, or

e Submit a valid priority funding request but fail to submit a valid Fund Release Authorization (Form SAB
50-05) to request the release of funds after the State Allocation Board (Board) approves an
apportionment.

The second time that either of these occurs, the funding for the project will be rescinded without further action by
the Board. For additional information, please refer to the Procedures for School Facility Program Funding.
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CHARTER SCHOOL FACILITIES PROGRAM FILING ROUND UPDATE

The Charter School Facilities Program (CSFP) filing round is currently open. The application filing period opened
on April 1, 2014 and will close on May 30, 2014. The Application for Charter School Preliminary Apportionment
(Form SAB 50-09), and all other supporting documents must be physically received by the OPSC at 707 Third
Street, West Sacramento, CA 95605 prior to 5:00 p.m. on May 30, 2014.

As of May 14, 2016, OPSC has received 23 applications requesting an estimated amount of approximately
$186.8 million for charter school preliminary apportionments this CSFP Filing Round.

The
reimbursement of such costs is consistent with the State’s budgetary and financial circumstances,
and in accordance with Board policy, as no other funds or accounts of the State have been
budgeted or are available to pay the costs of the projects on either a short-term or a long-term
basis.

The Board, acting on behalf of the State, hereby declares that it is the State’s official intent to use
proceeds of general obligation bonds that may become available for such purpose, consistent with
the requirements of law that are in effect at the time the funds are available, to provide grants in
accordance with applicable laws and regulations.

PURPOSE OF REPORT

To present to the State Allocation Board (Board) a list of School Facility Program (SFP) applications for unfunded
approval.

DESCRIPTION

At the January 2013 Board meeting, the Board elected to provide an increase adjustment of 3.13 percent to SFP
projects for calendar year 2013. The projects listed on the Attachment reflect the Board’s action of the adoption of
the 3.13 percent increase based on the Marshall & Swift Eight California Cities Index. In addition, the project
applications represent SFP new construction and modernization projects in date order of a complete application
being received by the Office of Public School Construction (OPSC).

AUTHORITY

SFP Regulation Section 1859.2 defines an Unfunded List (Lack of AB 55 Loans) as an information list of unfunded
projects that was created due to the State’s inability to provide interim financing from the Pooled Money Investment
Account (AB 55 loans) to fund school construction projects as declared in the Department of Finance Budget Letter
#33 issued on December 18, 2008.

SFP Regulation Section 1859.95 states:

“When the Board has no funds to apportion ..., the Board will also accept and process applications for
apportionment for purposes of developing an Unfunded List based on the date the application is ready for
Apportionment, with the exception of New Construction funding applications that utilize eligibility generated by the
Alternative Enroliment Projection.

An application for funding included on an Unfunded List is eligible for reimbursement subject to adjustments in the
New Construction Grants amount pursuant to Section 1859.77.”

BACKGROUND

At the March 11, 2009 SAB meeting, the Board requested that Staff continue to process applications to the Board
for unfunded approval, up to the bonding authority. The Attachment reflects applications being presented for
unfunded approval, including SFP modernization and new construction projects in date order of a complete
application being received by the OPSC. The list also includes health and safety facility hardship applications for
funding that have been processed and are ready for approval regardless of received date. The unfunded approval
of the applications as reflected on the Attachment will not constitute a guarantee of future funding.

RECOMMENDATIONS

A funding application that received an apportionment under Chapter 12 or Chapter 12.5 may not be rescinded and re-
approved under the provisions of any amended law or administrative regulation unless specifically authorized by other
applicable law.

A funding application, with the exception of funding applications identified in Subsection (a) below, that has received an
approval pursuant to Section 1859.95, but has not received an apportionment, may receive an adjustment as allowed under
Sections 1859.71, 1859.71.2(c), 1859.78.4(b) or 1859.78 at the time the apportionment is made. If the adjustment is a result
of Sections 1859.71.2(c) or 1859.78.4(b), the district must submit an amended Form SAB 50-04. The amended application
shall retain its OPSC processing date. No other adjustments may be made, including those resulting from changes to the
regulations prior to final funding by the SAB. As an alternative, the application may be withdrawn and resubmitted for SAB
approval under the provisions of any amended or new regulation that becomes effective prior to the apportionment for the
project. The district must first request from the OPSC that the application be withdrawn and removed from the Unfunded List.
The district may then resubmit the application to the OPSC under the provisions of the amended or new regulation once it is
effective. The resubmitted application will receive a new processing date by the OPSC. School districts that have already
received a site apportionment under Section 1859.81.1(a) may withdraw the application and file as an environmental
hardship pursuant to Section 1859.75.1 without forfeiting their original site apportionment, provided that the new application
does not exceed the amount already apportioned.

A funding application, with the exception of funding applications identified in Subsection (a) below, submitted to the

OPSC that has not received an approval will receive funding under the provisions of the regulations that were in effect when
the application was submitted to the OPSC and any funding adjustment authorized by Sections 1859.71.2(c) or 1859.78.4(b).
If the funding adjustment is a result of Sections 1859.71.2(c) or 1859.78.4(b), the district must submit an amended Form SAB
50-04. The amended application shall retain its OPSC processing date.

At the option of the district, a funding application submitted to the OPSC that has not received an approval may be withdrawn
and resubmitted for SAB approval under the provisions of any amended or new regulation once it is effective. The district
must request that the application be withdrawn and removed from the OPSC workload list.

The resubmitted application will receive a new processing date by the OPSC.

At the option of the district, an Approved Application for Career Technical Education Facilities Project Funding submitted to
OPSC prior to January 1, 2012 may be resubmitted for the purpose of requesting the funding as prescribed in Section
1859.71.6 or Section 1859.77.4, as applicable. To request that funding, the district must submit an amended Form SAB
50-10 at least 90 days prior to requesting an Apportionment pursuant to Section 1859.90.1 or 1859.90.2 or receiving an
Apportionment pursuant to Section 1859.195. The amended application shall retain its original OPSC processing date.

(a) A district that submitted an Approved Application request for either a Modernization Adjusted Grant or a
Separate Design Apportionment for a modernization project pursuant to Section 1859.81.1 that meets the
criteria in (1) and (2) below must submit a new Form SAB 50-04 that meets the criteria in Subsections (b) or (c) no later
than 60 calendar days after the effective date (September 16, 2002) of this Subsection:

(1) The Approved Application was received by the OPSC after April 29, 2002 but no later than the date this
Subsection becomes effective (September 16, 2002).

(2) The Approved Application has not received an approval or has received an approval pursuant to Section
1859.95, but has not received an apportionment.

(b) The new Form SAB 50-04 identifies the same number of pupils assigned to the original project or a lesser amount that is
not less than 37.5 percent of the pupils originally assigned to the project (round up). In this case, the district will be
required to contribute additional funds to the project to meet the 40 percent district contribution required pursuant to
Section 1859.79(h). If the project was approved as a financial hardship project under the provisions of Section 1859.81,
the project shall maintain its financial hardship status, however, the district will be subject to a financial review pursuant to
Section 1859.81(a) to determine if there are additional district funds available for the project.

In this case, the district
will not be required to contribute additional funds to the project to meet the 40 percent district contribution required
pursuant to Section 1859.79(b).

(d) If a new Form SAB 50-04 is submitted under the provisions of subsection (b), the Architect of Record or Design
Professional certification made on the original Form SAB 50-04 will be accepted as satisfying the requirements of the new
Form SAB 50-04.

(e) Any Approved Application request that meets the requirements of Subsection (a) will be withdrawn 60 calendar
days after the date Subsection (a) becomes effective (September 16, 2002) if the district does not submit a new
Form SAB 50-04 conforming to either Subsections (b) or (c).

PURPOSE OF REPORT

To present additional requests for unfunded approvals under the third funding cycle of the School
Facility Program (SFP) Career Technical Education Facilities Program (CTEFP).

DESCRIPTION

This item is requesting the State Allocation Board (Board) to approve unfunded approvals of
$3,495,679 for placement on the Unfunded List (Lack of AB 55 Loans) for CTEFP grants for four
projects as shown on the Attachment.

AUTHORITY

Assembly Bill 127 (Chapter 35, Statutes of 2006-Nunez and Perata) established the CTEFP within
the SFP. Education Code Section 17078.72 provides $500 million from the Kindergarten-
University Public Education Facilities Bond Act of 2006 (Proposition 1D) for qualifying applicants to
construct or modernize facilities and to purchase equipment for career technical education
programs at high schools.

SFP Regulation Section 1859.90.2 states:
The priority funding process allows the Board to distribute available funds to districts or
charter schools that request, an Apportionment or an advance release of funds from a
Preliminary Apportionment or Preliminary Charter School Apportionment, during specific
30-calendar day filling periods beginning with July 27, 2011 and continuing with the 2
Wednesday of January and the 2 Wednesday of July 2012. Requests submitted during
the filling periods described above are valid until the next filing period begins. The
specific 30-day calendar day filling periods subsequent to 2012 begin with January 9,
2013 and continue with the 2n Wednesday of May and the 2 Wednesday of November,
each calendar year. Requests submitted during a filing period beginning with January 9,
2013 are valid until June 30, 2013. Requests submitted during a filling period beginning
with the 2" Wednesday of May are valid from July 1 until December 31 of that year.
Requests submitted during a filing period beginning with the 2nd Wednesday in November
are valid from January 1 until June 30 of the following year. Requests must be physically
received by the OPSC by the 30" calendar day of each filing period to be considered
valid....

SFP Regulation Section 1859.193(d) states, “If the applicant meets the eligibility criteria in Section
1859.192, but does not have the necessary approvals from the DSA [Division of the State
Architect] and/or the CDE [California Department of Education] at the time of apportionment, the
Board may apportion funds for the Career Technical Education Facilities Project and reserve them
for a period of up to 12 months.”

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AUTHORITY (cont.)

SFP Regulation Section 1859.195(c) states, “The Board may apportion any or all remaining
available Career Technical Education Facilities funds in subsequent cycles, as deemed necessary
and practical by the Board.”

SFP Regulation Section 1859.196 states, “If Career Technical Education Facilities Project within
any funding cycle cannot be fully apportioned because insufficient funding is available, the
applicant may either accept the available funding as the full and final apportionment for the project
or refuse funding entirely. If funding is refused, the Board shall consider funding the next project
eligible for an apportionment pursuant to this Section.”

SFP Regulation Section 1859.196(d) states, “For the third and any subsequent cycles, the Board
shall apportion funds regardless of Service Region. (1) Funds shall be apportioned to the highest
ranked project in each locale. In order to continue this funding process, one project from each
locale must be apportioned. If there are no applications in a given locale(s), projects will be
apportioned in the remaining locale(s).”

SFP Regulation Section 1859.197(b) states, “If Career Technical Education Facilities funds were
reserved for the applicant pursuant to Section 1859.193(d) of these Regulations, the applicant: (1)
Has one year from the date of apportionment to submit the CDE plan approval and DSA-approved
plans and specifications, as required, to the OPSC for the Career Technical Education Facilities
Project, otherwise the apportionment shall be rescinded without further Board action.”

BACKGROUND

Under the CTEFP, a local educational agency (LEA) operating a comprehensive high school may
construct new or modernize existing facilities for career technical education programs. A Joint Powers
Authority (JPA) operating career technical education programs as of May 20, 2006 may modernize
existing facilities. The LEA is not required to demonstrate that it has unhoused pupils or that buildings
are older than 25 years to be eligible for the program. The maximum grant for a new construction
project is $3 million. The maximum grant for a modermnization project is $1.5 million. A district may
submit multiple projects on the same school site.

A financial contribution toward the cost of the CTEFP project must be equal to the State’s share
(50/50 State and District funding). The local contribution toward the project cannot be waived. The
LEA or JPA may request a loan for all or part of the local contribution if funds are not immediately
available.

The first and second funding cycles were funded by Service Region. For the third and any
subsequent cycles, funds are apportioned regardless of Service Region by geographic locale.
Funds are apportioned to the highest ranked project in each Locale (urban, suburban, or rural as
determined by the National Center for Educational Statistics).

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The third funding cycle which was presented at the October 2010 Board meeting was
oversubscribed; a total of 174 applications were received. Therefore, at the October 2010 Board
meeting, only 77 out of 174 projects received unfunded approvals totaling $93,688,429. Since
October 2010, 39 additional projects received unfunded approvals totaling $48 million; five districts
have chosen not to move forward with their seven applications. Currently, 49 projects remain
unprocessed totaling approximately $70 million.

BACKGROUND (cont.)

There is $3.5 million in bond authority from project rescissions and loan repayments that has
returned to the program from previous funding cycles and is currently available for allocation. In
May 2011, the Board approved an option to continue to provide unfunded approvals to applicants
in the third funding cycle using all available bond authority.

STAFF ANALYSIS/STATEMENTS

Of the $500 million authorized for the CTEFP, $3.5 million is available to fund these projects
totaling $3,495,679 from the remaining applications submitted during the third cycle. The
Attachment provides a listing of these applications by numerical Score based on relevant career
technical education curriculum and facility needs to increase student achievement as determined
by the CDE and Locale.

The applicants on the Attachment have not requested a loan.

The last application the Attachment has accepted a partial unfunded approval. Should future
bonding authority become available, the District would have the opportunity to receive the
remaining unfunded approval unless the partial apportionment has been made.

Fund Release Process

Upon receiving an unfunded approval, these projects will be placed on the Unfunded List (Lack of
AB 55 Loans). The District must participate in the Priority Funding (PF) process pursuant to SFP
Regulation Section 1859.90.2 in order to receive an apportionment and must submit a Fund
Release Authorization (Form SAB 50-05) within 90 days of receiving an apportionment. While a
district is normally allowed 12 months from the date of apportionment to submit the required CDE
and DSA approvals, the priority funding process limits the district to 90 days from the
apportionment to submit a valid fund release. Districts are encouraged to submit plans and
specifications for OPSC verification prior to submitting a request to participate in the priority funding
process.

Participation in the Priority Funding Process

A recent item presented at the March 2014 Board meeting will amend the current process. The
Board approved amendments to the SFP Regulation Section 1859.90.3 that would extend the PF
process to the CTEFP. The Board approved the regulatory amendments on a non-emergency
basis to provide affected applicants adequate time to prepare for their first PF filing round. The
amended regulations will likely be effective on October 1, 2014.

The amendments approved by the Board will maintain the 12-month period, enabling applicants

time to acquire CDE and DSA approvals; however, the 12-month period would begin on the date of
apportionment.

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Receipt of the CDE and DSA approved plans and specification by the Office of Public School
Construction would trigger the 90 day period for the application to meet the requirements of a PF
apportionment fund release. If an applicant does not submit the required CDE and DSA approvals
within the 12 month period, the apportionment will be rescinded pursuant to SFP Regulation
Section 1859.197 without further Board action and the CTEFP bond authority will return to the
program for reallocation.

The regulatory amendments approved by the Board do not take effect until approved by the Office
of Administrative Law.

EXEMPTION FOR INDEPENDENT STUDY FACILITIES

PURPOSE OF REPORT

To present the Visalia Unified School District’s (District) request, as shown on the Attachment, for an
exemption from the definition of “School Buildings” for certain facilities used for independent study.

DESCRIPTION

The District operates independent study programs at facilities that are not located at regular school sites
and is requesting an exemption from the definition of "School Buildings," as described in Education
Code (EC) Section 17283, for the facility.

Senate Bill 1563, Chapter 1089, Statutes of 1989 authorizes any school district or county office of
education to request an exemption from the State Allocation Board (Board) for a building or structure or
portion of a building or structure used for independent study from the definition of “School Building.”
These buildings do not have to meet the Field Act requirements but must comply with local health and
safety standards.

The District has certified that it has satisfied the legal requirements under EC Section 17289 for the
exemption.

AUTHORITY

EC Section 17283 states: “School Building” as used in this article means and includes any building
used, or designed to be used, for elementary or secondary school purposes and constructed,
reconstructed, altered, or added to, by the state or any city or city and county, or by any political
subdivision or by any school district of any kind within the state, or by any regional occupational center
or program created by or authorized to act by an agreement under joint exercise of power, or by the
United States government, or any agency thereof.”

EC Section 17289 states “In order to provide alternative, community-based educational opportunities
through independent study, any school district or county office of education may request an exemption
from the State Allocation Board for a building or structure, or portion of a building or structure, from the
definition of “school buildings” within the meaning of Section 17283. The exemptions may be granted for
no longer than two years and exemptions are renewable. An exemption may only be granted if the
school district or county office of education demonstrates to the satisfaction of the State Allocation Board
all of the following:

(a) The building or structure, or portion of building or structure, satisfies all of the following:

(1) Itis not located on a regular schoolsite.

(2) It complies with all applicable local building standards and all relevant local health and safety
standards in the community in which it is located.

(3) ltis used for independent study.

(4) It serves fewer than 25 pupils enrolled in kindergarten or any of the grades 1 to 12, inclusive, at any
one time in the building or structure, or in a portion of a building or structure where the remainder of
the building or structure is not used for instructional purposes.

(b) The use of the building or structure is critical to providing an effective alternative, community-based
program.

(c) The use of other buildings or structures that would meet seismic safety standards for school
facilities is not practical.”

Status of School Site The Cafeteria Building has been vacated and demolished. The District is
housing the students in interim housing while the new building is under
construction.

QUALIFYING CRITERIA

Funds for the purpose of seismic mitigation work or facility replacement pursuant to this section shall be
allocated by the board on a 50-percent state share basis from funds reserved for that purpose in any bond
approved by the voters after January 1, 2006. If the board determines that the seismic mitigation work of a
school building would require funding that is greater than 50 percent of the funds required to construct a
new facility, the school district shall be eligible for funding to construct a new facility under this chapter.

SFP Regulation Section 1859.82 states, “A district is eligible for facility hardship funding to replace or construct
new classrooms and related facilities if the district demonstrates there is an unmet need for pupil housing or the
condition of the facilities, or the lack of facilities, is a threat to the health and safety of the pupils.”

SFP Regulation Section 1859.82(a)(1) provides for Facility Hardship grant funding when, “The facilities are needed
to ensure the health and safety of the pupils if the district can demonstrate to the satisfaction of the Board that the
health and safety of the pupils is at risk.

SFP Regulation Section 1859.82(a)(1)(A) states:

If the request is for replacement facilities, a cost/benefit analysis must be prepared by the district and
submitted to the OPSC that indicates the total costs to remain in the classroom or related facility and
mitigate the problem is at least 50 percent of the Current Replacement Cost of the classroom or related
facility. The cost/benefit analysis may include applicable site development costs as outlined in Section
1859.76. The cost/benefit analysis shall not include increased costs associated with high performance
related costs or components, with the exception of those high performance components that were pre-
existing in the classroom or related facility. If the cost to remain in the classroom or related facility is less
than 50 percent of the Current Replacement Cost, the district may qualify for either grant below, as
applicable;

1. Modernization Excessive Cost Hardship Grant for Rehabilitation Costs pursuant to Section 1859.83(e), or
2. A grant not to exceed 50 percent of the cost estimate that has been reviewed and approved by the OPSC
and approved by the board for seismic rehabilitation.

SFP Regulation Section 1859.82(a)(1)(B) states:
If the request is for replacement facilities that included structural and/or seismic deficiencies, the cost/benefit
analysis must also include a report from a licensed design professional identifying the minimum work
necessary to obtain DSA approval. The report must contain a detailed cost estimate of the repairs. The
cost/benefit analysis shall not include increased costs associated with high performance related costs or
components, with the exception of those high performance components that were pre-existing in the
classroom or related facility. The report and cost estimate shall be subject to review by the OPSC for
conformance with the Saylor Current Construction Cost Publication and, at the OPSC’s discretion, the DSA.
For seismic deficiencies of the Most Vulnerable Category 2 Buildings, the report and the cost estimate for
the minimum work necessary must be reviewed by the DSA.

SFP Regulation Section 1859.82(a)(1)(C) states:
The seismic mitigation projects must meet all of the following requirements:

1. The construction contract was executed on or after May 20, 2006;
2. The project funding provided shall be for the minimum work necessary to obtain DSA approval;
3. The building is designed for occupancy by students and staff; and
4. The DSA concurs with a report by a structural engineer, which identifies structural deficiencies
that pose an unacceptable risk of injury to its occupants in a seismic event. If the unacceptable risk
of injury is due to the presence of faulting, liquefaction or landslide, these hazards must be
documented by a geologic hazards report prepared by an engineering geologist in accordance with
California Building Code, Part 2, Chapter 18, section 1803A and with the concurrence of the
California Geological Survey.

The structural engineer’s report shall conform to the guidelines prepared by the DSA, in accordance with
Education Code Section 17310.

SFP Regulation Section 1859.95.1(a) states:
When the Board has Insufficient Bond Authority to apportion the School District’s funding request on the
Form SAB 50-04, the following will apply:
(1) The Office of Public School Construction (OPSC) will receive and determine if the Form SAB 50-04 is
an Approved Application. To be placed on the Applications Received Beyond Bond Authority List, the
Approved Application for funding shall be accompanied by a school board resolution, as specified in
paragraph (b) of this Section. The OPSC will not determine if the Approved Application is Ready for
Apportionment.

PURPOSE OF REPORT

To present the Merced County Office of Education’s (COE) request to be allowed to submit a new set of Division of the State
Architect (DSA) approved plans and specifications for new construction funding for Office of Public School Construction
(OPSC) Application number 50/10259-00-034, while maintaining the same place on the Unfunded List (Lack of AB 55
Loans).

DESCRIPTION

The COE received an unfunded approval for the funding application listed above in January 2010. At this time, the COE is
unable to move forward with the project because the DSA approval has expired for the project and all available extensions
have been exhausted. Therefore, the COE submitted new plans to the DSA for approval and received a new DSA number.
According to the COE, the new plans contain the original scope of work and are updated to incorporate current building
code. The COE is requesting that the new plans be viewed as the same project for purposes of receiving School Facility
Program (SFP) funding. The COE is not requesting an increase to the previously approved grant amount of $2,183,910.

BACKGROUND

The COE plans to construct a new 5,000 square foot facility for Special Day Class students at Joe Stefani Elementary
School, which includes three classrooms and 1,442 square feet of therapy space. The State Allocation Board (Board)
approved a design apportionment for the project on June 2, 2006, and an unfunded approval on January 27, 2010 for the
final construction grant. On July 10, 2013, the COE received an apportionment as part of the May 2013 Priority Funding
round. However, the COE did not submit a Fund Release Authorization (Form SAB 50-05) by the October 8, 2013 deadline
(90 days). The COE would not have been able to do so due to the expiration of the DSA plan approval. Pursuant to SFP
Regulation Section 1859.90.3, the application returned to the Unfunded List (Lack of AB 55 Loans) with a new unfunded
approval date of October 8, 2013.

The COE has exhausted all available DSA extensions on the original plans, and DSA does not have the authority to approve
any further extensions. The final extension expired on June 28, 2012. The COE’s appeal was submitted to OPSC on

August 15, 2013. Since then, the COE submitted new plans to the DSA and received approval on March 11, 2014. The
history of the project approvals is included in the timeline shown on Attachment B.

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STAFF ANALYSIS/STATEMENTS

District Position

According to the COE, budget issues, workload, and staffing changes during the last six years have prevented the
completion of the project. The COE has requested to be allowed to submit a new set of DSA approved plans and
specifications to replace its expired plans, while maintaining the same place on the Unfunded List (Lack of AB 55 Loans) for
its new construction project. The COE states that this would not affect the requested grants on the Application for Funding
(Form SAB 50-04) and any differences between the old and new plans would be solely to accommodate recent changes in
building code requirements. The COE’s School District Appeal Request (Form SAB 189) is included as Attachment C for
reference.

Staff Position

The COE submitted its original funding application with DSA-approved and valid plans. However, the expiration of the
original plan approval raises the question of whether the application is now a new project.

New Project versus Existing Project

To comply with the current building codes, the District submitted a new set of plans to DSA and received approval on March
11, 2014. Both OPSC and DSA consider a new set of plans to be a new project, requiring a new application submittal. The
plans and specifications of any re-submission are reviewed by DSA as a new project and a new DSA number is issued,
pursuant to California Building Code, Title 24, Part 1, Section 4-330. Staff reviewed the new set of plans and the changes
appear to be related to compliance with current building code.

Certifications

Pursuant to SFP Regulation Section 1859.70, “A district seeking New Construction or Modernization funding shall complete
and file [Application For Funding,) Form SAB 50-04..." DSA approval of plans and specifications is a prerequisite for a
complete application for full project funding pursuant to SFP Regulation Section 1859.2. which states that an “Approved
Application(s) means a district has submitted the application and all documents to the Office of Public School Construction
that are required to be submitted with the application as identified in the General Information Section of Forms SAB 50-01;
SAB 50-02; SAB 50-03; and SAB 50-04.” The applicant for SFP funding must complete Section 21 of the Form SAB 50-04
with a valid DSA approval date that must pre-date, or be concurrent with, the application received date. Furthermore, in
Sections 21 and 23, the Architect of Record and Superintendent, respectively, certify to the approval of plans and
specifications by the DSA. A new DSA approval invalidates the original certifications, as the certifications pre-date the
actual DSA approval for the project. The COE cannot make the certifications until approval is received by the DSA. The
District submitted updated plans and specifications to DSA for approval and received approval on March 11, 2014.

A new DSA number would create a new project for OPSC, requiring the submission of a new Form SAB 50-04 and a new
place in line for funding. In this case, the new project would assume a place in line for funding based on the date it is
received by the OPSC for processing, pursuant to SFP Regulation Section 1859.93.1. OPSC processes applications based
on date order received to ensure equity in the funding process.

Participation in Priority Funding

The COE submitted a request letter to participate in the August 2010 priority funding filing round, but insufficient cash was
available to provide an apportionment. The COE did not request to participate in subsequent priority funding filing rounds in
December 2010, July 2011, January 2012, July 2012, and January 2013. Had they requested to participate, they would not
have been able to submit a valid Form SAB 50-05 during the July 2012 or subsequent rounds due to the expiration of the
DSA plan approval on June 28, 2012. The COE submitted a request to participate in the May 2013 priority funding filing
round and received an apportionment, but did not submit a Form SAB 50-05 by the October 8, 2013 deadline, and would not
have been able to do so due to the expiration of the DSA plan approval.

The COE cannot proceed with expired DSA plans due to statutory and regulatory limitations. Education Code and Title 24
of the California Building Code prohibit execution of construction contracts without the approval of project plans and
specifications by the DSA. Title 24, Part 1, Section 4-330 states, “Construction work...for a school building...shall not be
commenced, and no contract shall be let until the school board has applied for and obtained from DSA written approval of
plans and specifications.” The DSA approval for the Approved Application is expired and the COE cannot enter into
contracts for the work in the expired plans.

Education Code Section 17307 states, “no public money shall be paid for any work done under a contract or for any labor or
materials furnished in constructing or altering any building, unless the plans, specifications, and estimates comply in every
particular with the...requirements prescribed by the Department of General Services and unless the approval thereof in
writing has first been had and obtained from the Department of General Services.” The COE is currently unable to proceed
with construction of the project, as doing so would be in violation of this statute.

Since the DSA approval is not valid and the COE cannot enter into construction contracts, the COE cannot certify to Part V
of the Form SAB 50-05, which reads, “The district certifies that it has entered into a binding contract(s) for __ percent of the
construction... which received written DSA approval on __, and has issued a Notice(s) to Proceed on __ for that contract(s)
awarded on__." Therefore, a valid Form SAB 50-05 cannot be submitted and the COE cannot receive funds for the project.

Status of Current Unfunded Approval

Because the COE submitted a request to participate in the May 2013 priority funding filing round and did not submit the
Form SAB 50-05 within 90 days of the apportionment, the application returned to the Unfunded List (Lack of AB 55 Loans)
with a new unfunded approval date of October 8, 2013, pursuant to SFP Regulation Section 1859.90.3. Therefore, the
application has one occurrence of non-participation. The COE also submitted a request to participate in the recent
November 2013 priority funding filing round and received an apportionment on April 7, 2014. If the COE does not submit a
valid Form SAB 50-05 by July 7, 2014, the COE will receive a second occurrence of non-participation and the application will
be rescinded without further Board action. The COE would then be eligible to request that the original design apportionment
be reduced to costs incurred.

If the COE elected to resubmit the project for future funding, the application would be placed on the Applications Received
Beyond Bond Authority List.

Conclusion

Based on Staff analysis of SFP Regulations and past practice, a new set of DSA-approved plans would be considered a
new project, requiring a new application to OPSC and a new place in line. Accepting the new plans for the project and
maintaining the original application received date may potentially be a funding advantage, as the DSA approval date for the
plans occurred after the OPSC received date. Staff is aware of one other project that may have a similar issue. As of March
26, 2014, there were 30 new construction projects totaling $185.4 million and 108 modernization projects totaling $207.2
million on the Unfunded List (Lack of Authority). If bond authority becomes available, projects could be moved to the
Unfunded List (Lack of AB 55 Loans).

Staff is unable to administratively approve the COE’s request and is seeking Board direction.
BOARD OPTION

Pursuant to the Rules and Procedures of the State Allocation Board, ‘Staff is providing the following option for the Board’s
consideration. A positive vote by six members is required for the Board to take action that is an alternative to Staff's
administrative action. Absent a positive vote by six members of the Board, Staff's administrative action will stand and the
school district’'s appeal will be considered closed.”

Grant the COE'’s appeal.
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BOARD ACTION
In considering this Item, the SAB granted the Merced COE’s appeal for Project Number 50/10249-00-034, which would allow

the COE to maintain its place in line on the Unfunded List (Lack of AB 55 Loans) while obtaining DSA approval for a new set
of plans and meeting the requirements of the Priority Funding round by submitting the Form SAB 50-05 on or before July 7,

2014.

AUTHORITY

California Building Code, Title 24, Part 1, Section 4-330 states:
Construction work, whether for a new school building, reconstruction, rehabilitation, alteration, or addition,
shall not be commenced, and no contract shall be let until the school board has applied for and obtained
from DSA written approval of plans and specifications. Construction shall be commenced within one year
after the approval of the application; otherwise the approval may be voided. DSA may require that the plans
and specifications be revised to meet its current regulations before a renewal of the voided approval is
granted.

Renewal shall not be granted after a period of four years beyond the initial date of the application approval;
except for projects suspended pursuant to the Department of Finance Budget Letter No. 08-33 dated
December 18, 2008 (Interim Loans for General Obligation and Lease Revenue Bond Projects), which are
eligible for renewal of approval beyond four years from the initial date of the application approval.

A written request for extension of approval must be made by the school board to DSA, and shall include
evidence that the project suspension is pursuant to the Department of Finance Budget Letter No. 08-33
dated December 18, 2008. This extension of approval shall be granted by DSA for up to one additional
year, not to exceed five years from the initial date of the application approval.

The school board may complete all work or proceed with the construction of any part of the work included in
the approved plans and specifications with the intent of completing the work later. All work done and
materials used and installed must be in accordance with and in conformity to the approved plans and
specifications.

Education Code (EC) Section 17263 states: “The plans and specifications for any school building as defined in
Section 17283, together with estimates of cost, shall be submitted by the board to the Department of General
Services for approval.”

EC Section 17307 states:

No contract for the construction or alteration of any school building, made or executed by the governing
board of any school district or other public board, body, or officer otherwise vested with authority to make or
execute a contract, is valid, and no public money shall be paid for any work done under a contract or for any
labor or materials furnished in constructing or altering any building, unless the plans, specifications, and
estimates comply in every particular with the provisions of this article and the requirements prescribed by
the Department of General Services and unless the approval thereof in writing has first been had and
obtained from the Department of General Services.

SFP Regulation Section 1859.2 states:
“Approved Application(s)” means a district has submitted the application and all documents to the Office of
Public School Construction that are required to be submitted with the application as identified in the General
Information Section of Forms SAB 50-01; SAB 50-02; SAB 50-03; and SAB 50-04, as specified in Section
1859.2”

AUTHORITY (cont.)

SFP Regulation Section 1859.70 states:

A district seeking New Construction or Modernization funding shall complete and file Form SAB 50-04,
concurrently or after completing the applicable requirements in Sections 1859.20 and 1859.40. The Board
shall only provide New Construction funding if the Approved Application was received by the OPSC prior to
the date of Occupancy for any classrooms included in the construction contract. After the date of Occupancy
of any classroom in the construction contract, a district will be ineligible to seek New Construction funding
and the classrooms will be reduced from the baseline eligibility pursuant to Section 1859.51(i) if not
previously reduced.

A district affected by a reorganization election on or after November 4, 1998 may not file an application for
New Construction funding after the notification of the reorganization election until a new calculation of the
district’s baseline eligibility has been determined on the Form SAB 50-03, or the district certifies that the
reorganization election will not result in a loss of eligibility for the project for which the district is requesting
new construction grants.

A district that is newly created as a result of a reorganization election may file an application for funding after
approval of the election has been made by the State Board of Education.

SFP Regulation Section 1859.90.2 states:
The priority funding process allows the Board to distribute available funds to districts or charter schools that
request, pursuant to (a) or (b) below, as applicable, an Apportionment or an advance release of funds from
a Preliminary Apportionment or Preliminary Charter School Apportionment, during specific 30-calendar day
filing periods beginning with July 27, 2011 and continuing with the 2nd Wednesday of January and the 2nd
Wednesday of July of 2012. Requests submitted during the filing periods described above are valid until the
next filing period begins. The specific 30-calendar day filing periods subsequent to 2012 begin with January
9, 2013 and continue with the 2nd Wednesday of May and the 2nd Wednesday of November, each calendar
year. Requests submitted during the filing period beginning with January 9, 2013 are valid until June 30,
2013. Requests submitted during a filing period beginning with the 2" Wednesday of May are valid from
July 1 until December 31 of that year. Requests submitted during a filing period beginning with the 2nd
Wednesday in November are valid from January 1 until June 30 of the following year. Requests must be
physically received by the OPSC by the 30th calendar day of each filing period to be considered valid.
(a) In order to be considered for an Apportionment, approved advance release of design funds from a
Preliminary Charter School Apportionment, or approved advance release of environmental hardship site
acquisition funds from a Preliminary Apportionment, the district or charter school must provide a priority
funding request in the form of a written statement signed by an authorized representative that includes each
of the project application numbers, and the type of apportionment request (e.g., Apportionment, separate
apportionment for design or site acquisition), within the 30-calendar day filing period, and shall contain all of
the following:
(1) Statement that the request is to convert the unfunded approval to an Apportionment or to receive an
approved advance release of funds; and
(2) Acknowledgement that a valid, original signature Form SAB 50-05 must be submitted and physically
received by the OPSC within 90 calendar days of Apportionment or approved advance release of funds
request and that failure to do so will result in the rescission of the Apportionment or approved advance
release of funds request without further Board action; and
(3) Acknowledgement that, if the district submits the Form SAB 50-05 on or after July 1, 2013 and is
required to submit an LCP third party report, pursuant to Section 1859.97(b), the report will be submitted to
the OPSC and the DIR at least 60 days prior to submitting the Form SAB 50-05; and
(4) For those receiving an Apportionment, acknowledgement that by participating in the priority funding
process, the district or charter school is waiving its right to the 18 month timeline for fund release submittal
described in Section 1859.90.
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(b) In order to be considered for an approved advance release of site acquisition funds from a Preliminary
Charter School Apportionment, the district or charter school must provide a priority funding request in the
form of a written statement signed by an authorized representative within the 30-calendar day filing period,
and shall contain all of the following:

(1) Statement that the request is to convert the advance release of funds to an approved advance release of
funds request; and,

(2) Acknowledgement that a valid, original signature Form SAB 50-05 must be submitted and physically
received by the OPSC within 180 calendar days of the approved advance release of funds request and that
failure to do so will result in the rescission of the approved advance release of funds request without further
Board action; and

(3) Acknowledgement that it must provide evidence that it has entered into the Charter School Agreements
within 90 calendar days of approval of the advance release of funds request and that failure to do so will
result in the rescission of the approval without further Board action.

(c) If a district or charter school receives an Apportionment or approved advance release of funds request
through the priority funding process, the OPSC must receive a valid, original signature copy of the Form
SAB 50-05 within the specified time period, pursuant to (a)(2) or (b)(2) as applicable. If the OPSC does not
receive a valid, original signature copy of the Form SAB 50-05 within the time period:

(1) The priority funding Apportionment or approved advance release of funds request shall be rescinded
without further Board action, and

(2) If the application is not subject to rescission pursuant to Section 1859.90.3(c) as defined in Section
1859.90.3(d), the application shall return to the Unfunded List (Lack of AB 55 Loans) with a new unfunded
approval date that is 90 calendar days from the date of Apportionment or approval of the advance release of
funds request.

(d) In the event that the amount of requests received during a specific 30-calendar day filing period exceeds
the funds available, the Board shall apportion based on the unfunded approval date and the application
received date up to the available cash from each bond source. Projects that have requested to participate in
the priority funding process for which an Apportionment cannot be provided shall retain their date order
position on the Unfunded List (Lack of AB 55 Loans). Requests not converted to apportionments will not be
returned to the district or kept by the OPSC.

(e) For purposes of this section “rescinded” or “rescission” shall mean that the apportionment or approved
advance release of funds request returns to unfunded approval status with a new unfunded approval date.
The new unfunded approval date will be 90 calendar days from the apportionment date. The district or
charter school will not be required to re-submit the application and no further application review will be
required.

SFP Regulation Section 1859.90.3 states:

This section applies only to applications for new construction, modernization, Facility Hardship pursuant to
Section 1859.82 and rehabilitation pursuant to Section 1859.83(e), and specifically excludes applications for
the Charter School Facilities and Career Technical Education Facilities Programs.

(a) For each application on the Unfunded List (Lack of AB 55 Loans) for new construction, modernization,
Facility Hardship pursuant to Section 1859.82 or rehabilitation pursuant to Section 1859.83(e), the
occurrences of (1) or (2) below shall be limited after the effective date of this regulation section [March 25,
2013]:

(1) The district abstains from participating in a priority funding 30-calendar day filing period described in
Section 1859.90.2 for the application on the Unfunded List (Lack of AB 55 Loans).

(2) The application receives a priority funding Apportionment pursuant to Section 1859.90.2(a), and the
district fails to meet the fund release requirements pursuant to Section 1859.90.2(c).

(b) The first occurrence of (a)(1) or (a)(2) shall result in the following, as applicable:

(1) If ()(1) occurs, the application shall retain its place on the Unfunded List (Lack of AB 55 Loans).
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(2) If (a)(2) occurs, the priority funding Apportionment shall be rescinded and the application shall be
returned to the Unfunded List (Lack of AB 55 Loans) pursuant to Section 1859.90.2(c)(2).

(c) If subsection (b) has occurred, a subsequent occurrence of either (a)(1) or (a)(2) shall result in the
rescission of the application’s Apportionment and/or unfunded approval, as applicable, and the removal of
the application from the Unfunded List (Lack of AB 55 Loans) without further Board action. The application
shall be returned to the applicant.

(d) For purposes of subsection (c), “rescinded” or “rescission” of an unfunded approval shall mean that the
bond authority associated with the Apportionment or unfunded approval, as applicable, returns to the
appropriate School Facility Program bond authority source for reallocation. If applicable, the pupils housed
in the project will be added back to the district’s baseline eligibility pursuant to Sections 1859.51(d) for new
construction or 1859.61(d) for modernization.

Section 1859.93.1 states:
All new construction applications, except those new construction applications identified in (a) through (c)
below, shall be funded in the order of receipt of an Approved Application for funding.
(a) Approved Applications for New Construction Grant(s) funded with the proceeds of state bonds approved
by the voters prior to January 1, 2002.
(b) Approved Applications for New Construction Grant(s) authorized by Education Code Sections 17078.10
through 17078.30.
(c) Approved Applications that utilize pupil eligibility derived from the Alternative Enrollment Projection
method. These applications shall be funded in order of receipt once the OPSC and the DRU have approved
the Alternative Enrollment Projection method or the Alternative Enroliment Projection annual update.

The Application for Funding (Form SAB 50-04), Section 21 states the following:

CHARTER SCHOOL FACILITIES PROGRAM REHABILITATION SUPPLEMENTAL GRANTS

PURPOSE OF REPORT

To request State Allocation Board (Board) approval of School Facility Program (SFP) regulatory amendments to
align Charter School Facilities Program (CSFP) Rehabilitation supplemental grants with Education Code (EC)
requirements.

DESCRIPTION

At the March 26, 2014 meeting, the Board discussed an inconsistency between the EC requirements and
several supplemental grant calculations for CSFP Rehabilitation. The Board directed Staff to draft regulatory
amendments to the CSFP Rehabilitation grants to ensure consistency with statute. EC Section 17078.54(d)
requires CSFP grants to be provided on a 50 percent State and 50 percent local basis. However, the
calculations in the SFP regulations for four supplemental grants that are available for CSFP Rehabilitation
projects were established based on a 60 percent State and 40 percent local sharing basis:

Excessive Cost Hardship Grant for accessibility and fire code requirements (actual cost option)
Excessive Cost Hardship Grant for two-stop elevator

Excessive Cost Hardship Grant for additional stop

Prevailing wage monitoring (PWM) grant

Providing CSFP Rehabilitation projects with these grants using the calculations outlined in the SFP regulations
would be not be consistent with the EC. This item seeks Board approval of conforming regulatory changes to
each of these grants, and various technical changes.

AUTHORITY

EC Section 17070.35 states:

(a) In addition to all other powers and duties as are granted to the board by this chapter, other statutes, or
the California Constitution, the board shall do all of the following:

(1) Adopt rules and regulations, pursuant to the rulemaking provisions of the Administrative Procedure Act,
Chapter 3.5 (commencing with Section 11340) of Part 1 of Division 3 of Title 2 of the Government
Code, for the administration of this chapter....

(2) Establish and publish any procedures and policies in connection with the administration of this chapter
as it deems necessary.

EC Section 17078.54(d) states:
Facilities funded pursuant to this article shall have a 50 percent local share matching obligation that may be paid
by the applicant through lease payments in lieu of the matching share, or as otherwise set forth in this article,
including, but not limited to, Section 17078.58

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BACKGROUND

SFP modernization projects and CSFP Rehabilitation projects are eligible to receive many of the same grants,
as both types of projects provide funding to extend the useful life or enhance the physical environment of
existing facilities. These grants include the two-stop elevator and additional stop grants for projects that are
required by the Division of the State Architect to install multiple stop elevators, as well as the grant to provide
additional funding for the costs associated with accessibility and fire code requirements. These projects are also
eligible for the PWM grant to help cover the costs associated with prevailing wage monitoring by the Department
of Industrial Relations. While these grants are available for CSFP Rehabilitation projects, they were developed
within the framework of the SFP modernization program and assume a 60 percent State share and 40 percent
local share.

EC Section 17078.54(d) requires CSFP grants to be provided on a 50 percent State and 50 percent local basis.

Providing CSFP Rehabilitation projects with the supplemental grants listed above in the amounts outlined in the
SFP regulations is not consistent with the EC.

STAFF ANALYSIS/STATEMENTS

Staff is presenting the regulatory amendments included in the Attachment to make the supplemental grant
calculations for CSFP Rehabilitation projects consistent with the CSFP’s 50/50 requirement in the EC. The
attachment includes proposed new regulation sections specifically related to CSFP Rehabilitation grants. The
amendments also include minor changes to references to statute and regulations, clarifications to existing CSFP
regulations, and corresponding changes to the Application for Funding (Form SAB 50-04), and Application for
Charter School Preliminary Apportionment (Form SAB 50-09). The proposed changes are described in detail
below:

Final Charter School Apportionment Determination for CSFP Rehabilitation

In order to clarify the process of calculating the Final Charter School Apportionment for CSFP Rehabilitation
projects, Staff proposes a new regulation, Section 1859.167.1 to describe the grants that comprise a Final
Charter School Apportionment request. Staff also proposes a new defined term, “Charter School Facilities
Rehabilitation Grant” for the square footage grant that CSFP Rehabilitation projects receive in lieu of a per-pupil
grant. The new SFP Regulation Section 1859.167.1(a) outlines the grant calculation. The new defined term and
regulation section allow simpler regulatory language for CSFP Rehabilitation supplemental grants, such as
geographic location, small size project, High Performance Incentive (HPI) and Urban/Security/Impacted site.

Staff proposes new regulation Sections 1859.167.2 and 1859.167.3 specifically for additional and Excessive
Cost Hardship grants for CSFP Rehabilitation, instead of adding complex modifications to the existing
supplemental grant regulations.

Prevailing Wage Monitoring Grant

SFP Regulation Section 1859.78.1(b) states, “The Board shall increase the grant by 60 percent of one-fourth of
one percent of the Total Projected Bond Apportionment for any project for which the construction contract is

awarded on or after January 1, 2012.” Staff proposes a new regulation, Section 1859.167.2, for the PWM and

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Labor Compliance Program (LCP) grants for CSFP Rehabilitation projects, which will allow for a 50 percent
PWM grant calculation that conforms to the EC. Staff also proposes amendments to clarify existing LCP and
PWM grant regulations for Preliminary Charter School Apportionments for CSFP Rehabilitation.

Excessive Cost Hardship Grant for Accessibility and Fire Code Requirements

Currently, applicants may choose one of two options for the Excessive Cost Hardship Grant for accessibility and
fire code requirements. The applicant may elect to take three percent of the base grant. The other option is a
grant based on 60 percent of the actual cost of the accessibility and fire code upgrades, as stated in SFP
Regulation Section 1859.83(f)(2). Since the EC restricts funding for CSFP rehabilitation funding to 50 percent of
the total project costs, the grant calculation must be reduced from 60 percent to 50 percent. This is reflected in
the proposed new SFP Regulation Section 1859.167.3(d), which is specifically for CSFP Rehabilitation.

Additionally, the calculation for the grant was designed with the modernization base grant in mind and not the
CSFP Rehabilitation base grant. Currently, the seven percent deduction in SFP Regulation Section
1859.83(f)(2)(A) and calculation of the grant cap in SFP Regulation Section 1859.83(f)(2)(B) were developed
around the modernization per-pupil grant. Since the CSFP Rehabilitation base grant is calculated on a per-
square foot basis rather than a pupil grant basis, the proposed regulations in the new SFP Regulation Section
1859.167.3(d)(2)(C) explain how to determine the modernization base grant for the purposes of this calculation.

Excessive Cost Hardship Grants for Two-Stop Elevator and Additional Stop

Currently, the two-stop elevator grant is $100,898, which represents the 60 percent State share. The 40 percent
local share would be $67,265, resulting in a 100 percent amount of $168,163. The regulations also provide the
same $100,898 State share amount to CSFP Rehabilitation projects, which are funded on a 50/50 basis. For a
CSFP Rehabilitation project, $100,898 represents the 50 percent State share. The resulting 100 percent amount
for a CSFP Rehabilitation project is $201,796, which is $33,633 more than the 100 percent amount provided for
modernization projects.

To ensure that each program provides the grant amounts appropriate to that program and funding model, the
proposed regulations in SFP Regulation Sections 1859.163.5(a)(5), 1859.167.3(d)(3) and 1859.167.3(d)(4)

modify the State share of the two-stop elevator and additional stop grants for CSFP Rehabilitation, as shown in
the charts below:

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Other Regulatory Changes

Defined Terms

Staff is proposing technical changes in SFP Regulation Section 1859.2 to definitions for “Financially Sound” and
“Preliminary Charter School Apportionment.” The amendments correct references to the EC and the name of the
California Code of Regulations. Staff is also proposing an amendment to the defined term, “Total Projected Bond
Apportionment” to add a reference to the new SFP Regulation Section 1859.167.2.

High Performance Incentive Grant

Staff is proposing an amendment to SFP Regulation Section 1859.77.4 to add the new defined term, “Charter
School Facilities Program Rehabilitation Grant” to the list of grants that can receive a percentage increase for
HPI. The HPI grant calculation is unchanged.

Replacement of “Charter School” and “District” with “Applicant”; Capitalization of “Charter School”

Staff is proposing technical changes throughout the SFP Regulations to replace certain instances of the words
“Charter School” and “district” with “applicant” to include all types of CSFP applicants allowed by law.

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EC Section 17078.53(b) allows applicants for CSFP funding to include a school district applying on behalf of a
charter school located in the district, as well as a charter school applying its own behalf. Staff is also proposing
technical changes to capitalize instances of “charter school” that are in lower case, for consistent use of the
capitalized defined term, “Charter School.”

Excessive Cost Hardship Grants: Geographic Location, Small Size Project, Urban/Security/Impacted Site

Staff is proposing a new regulation, Section 1859.167.3, for excessive cost hardship grants for CSFP
Rehabilitation projects, which include geographic location, small size project, Urban/Security/Impacted site, and
accessibility/fire code. The new regulation clarifies that the grants for geographic location, small size project,
Urban/Security/Impacted site are calculated by applying the appropriate percentage to the Charter School
Facilities Program Rehabilitation Grant. These grant calculations are otherwise unchanged. The existing
Sections 1859.167.2 and 1859.167.3 have been renumbered to Sections 1859.167.4 and 1859.167.5 to
accommodate the new regulation sections. Staff also proposes a change in Section 163.5(a)(2)(A) and (B) to
clarify the pupil capacity calculation used for the small size project grant for Preliminary Charter School
Apportionments.

Application for Funding (Form SAB 50-04)

Staff is proposing to add a new section and corresponding instructions to the Application for Funding
(Form SAB 50-04) specifically for supplemental grants for CSFP Rehabilitation, instead of continuing to use the
modernization sections of the form. The changes are intended to correspond with the new CSFP Rehabilitation-
specific regulation sections and to make it easier for CSFP Rehabilitation applicants to complete the form. Staff
also proposes various technical changes to the Form SAB 50-04 to clarify which sections apply to CSFP
Rehabilitation, amend the section numbering, delete an outdated instruction regarding Section 17, and correct
the spelling of the defined term, “Charter School Facilities Program Rehabilitation.”

Application for Charter School Preliminary Apportionment (Form SAB 50-09)

Staff proposes amendments to the Form SAB 50-09 to correct the name of the program and references to the
SFP regulations. Staff also proposes technical changes to replace certain instances of the words “Charter
School” and “district” with “applicant” and to capitalize instances of “charter school” that are in lower case. These
are consistent with proposed technical changes in the regulations.

RECOMMENDATIONS

1. Adopt the proposed regulations as shown in the Attachment.

2. Authorize the Executive Officer to file the proposed regulations with the Office of Administrative Law.

This Item was approved by the State Allocation Board on May 28, 2014.
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Section 1859.2. Definitions.

For the purpose of these regulations, the terms set forth below shall have the following meanings, subject to the
provisions of the Act:

“Charter School Facilities Program Rehabilitation Grant” means the amount provided pursuant to Section

1859.167.1(a).

“Financially Sound” shall have the meaning set forth in Education Code Section 17078.52(dc)(4) and California
Code of Requlations, Title 4, Califernia-Business-Regutatiens commencing with Section 10151, et seq.

“Preliminary Charter School Application” means a district filing on behalf of a eCharter sSchool or the eCharter
sSchool submitting directly on Form SAB 50-09, including all supporting documents as identified in the General
Instructions Section of that Form submitted to the OPSC and the OPSC has accepted the application for processing.

“Preliminary Charter School Apportionment” means an apportionment made pursuant to Education Code Section
17078.52(€c)(3).

“Total Projected Bond Apportionment” means the total State bond funds to be apportioned for the project, including
any Financial Hardship apportionment pursuant to Section 1859.81, any funds authorized by the Authority pursuant
to Section 1859.168, and any funds provided pursuant to Section 1859.194, but excluding the prevailing wage
monitoring and enforcement costs grant amount provided pursuant to Section 1859.71.4(c) or 1859.78.1(b) or

1859.167.2(h).

Section 1859.77.4. Addition to a Site and Modernization Grant for High Performance Incentive.

(@) In addition to any other funding authorized by these Regulations, the Board shall provide the grant amounts
identified in Subsections (b) or (c), as applicable, if all the following are met:

(1) The project meets the mandatory measures of the California Green Building Standards, California Code of
Regulations Title 24, Part 11, as applicable.

(2) The project includes all the prerequisites in each of the five HPRC to include Sustainable Sites, Water, Energy,
Materials and Indoor Environmental Quality that are within the scope of the project, and related subcategory credits.

(3) Once the prerequisites in (a)(1) and (a)(2) have been met, the district may select the criteria and credits it
wishes to pursue to determine point award. The category, criteria and associated points are as indicated in
Section 1859.71.6(a), with the exception of (a)(3)(C) 2., Alternate Energy Sources, that has an amended point
allowance that equals three to nine points; three points for the first five percent plus one point for each additional five
percent thereafter of the site’s annual power consumption that is produced on site not to exceed 35 percent; and the
exception of (a)(3)(E)(2)f., Low emitting materials, that has an amended point allowance equal to one to four points.

(4) A minimum of four points must come from either Section 1859.71.6(a)(3)(C)1.b. and/or 2.

(5) The project, which includes a complete set of plans, must be submitted to and accepted by the DSA on or after
May 20, 2006.

(6) The DSA has reviewed the proposed project and concurs with the points specified in the HPRC.

(7) The project will not receive funding from the Energy Efficiency Account.

(8) For those projects accepted by the DSA prior to October 1, 2007, districts may utilize the 2002 CA-CHPS Criteria, and
the point standard will be in the range of 23 to 72 points. All prerequisites, credits and points obtained must be based
on the 2002 Edition requirements. Criteria and associated prerequisite or points as indicated in Section 1859.71.6
(@)(3)(D)2.a. and 4.c. and f. and (E)1.c. and 2.h. and district resolutions are ineligible, and (a)(4) is optional.

(b) Excluding Career Technical Education Facilities Projects, to determine the High Performance Incentive grant,
multiply the appropriate grant listed in (1), (2), (3), (4),-e¢ (5),0r (6) below by the percentage allowance in
accordance with the eligible high performance points in{6); (7),-e+ (8),_or (9):

(1) New Construction Grant

(2) Modernization Grant
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(3) Facility Hardship Square Footage Grant

(4) Seismic Rehabilitation Grant

(5) Modernization Excessive Cost Hardship Grant pursuant to Section 1859.83(e), excluding additional grants.

(6) Charter School Facilities Program Rehabilitation Grant

(67) For those projects accepted by the DSA prior to October 1, 2007, pursuant to (a)(8), in which the level of high
performance attained, as concurred by the DSA, is a minimum of 23 points, the New Construction or Modernization
Grant, as appropriate, will be multiplied by:

(A) Two percent at 23 points plus 0.03 percent for each point attained from 24 through 33 points; or

(B) 2.35 percent at 34 points plus 0.24 percent for each point attained from 35 through 40 points; or

(C) Four percent at 41 points plus 0.36 percent for each point attained from 42 through 54 points; or

(D)

(

9.05 percent at 55 points plus 0.060 percent for each point attained from 56 through 72 points.

78) For those projects accepted by the DSA utilizing the 2006 CA-CHPS Criteria, in which the level of high performance
attained as concurred by the DSA is a minimum of 20 points, the New Construction or Modernization Grant, as
appropriate, will be multiplied by:

(A) Two percent at 20 points plus 0.025 percent for each point attained from 21 through 33 points; or

(B) 2.35 percent at 34 points plus 0.24 percent for each point attained from 35 through 40 points; or

(C) Four percent at 41 points plus 0.36 percent for each point attained from 42 through 54 points; or

(D) 9.05 percent at 55 points plus 0.060 percent for each point attained from 56 through 77 points.

(89) For those projects accepted by the DSA utilizing the 2009 CA-CHPS Criteria, in which the level of high performance
attained as concurred by the DSA is a minimum of 20 points, the Board shall provide $250,000 one time per school
site as a High Performance Base Incentive Grant. In addition, the New Construction or Modernization Grant, as
appropriate will be multiplied by:

(A) 2.18 percent at 20 points plus 0.025 percent for each point attained from 21 through 26 points; or

(B) 2.35 percent at 27 points plus 0.24 percent for each point attained from 28 through 33 points; or

(C) Four percent at 34 points plus 0.36 percent for each point attained from 35 through 47 points; or

(D) 9.05 percent at 48 points plus 0.060 percent for each point attained from 49 through 84.

(c) For Career Technical Education Facilities Projects accepted by the DSA utilizing the 2009 CA-CHPS Criteria, in

which the level of high performance attained as concurred by the DSA is a minimum of 20 points, the Board

shall provide $250,000 one time per school site as a High Performance Base Incentive Grant.

If there are no funds remaining in the High Performance School Account or the funds remaining are insufficient to fully fund the
additional grant authorized in Subsections (b) or (c), the district may either withdraw its application and resubmit it should
additional funds be made available in the High Performance School Account or continue with the addition to an existing site/
modernization project and accept a full and final apportionment without the additional grant authorized by Subsections (b) or (c).

Any funds apportioned pursuant to this Section shall be expended only on high performance related costs (and
components as approved by the OPSC).

Section 1859.106.1. Repayment of State Funds.

Upon adoption of the audit findings by the Board and in lieu of the collection procedures outlined in Education Code
Section 17076.10(c)(1), a school district, county office of education, or eCharter sSchool may request a repayment
schedule of up to five years, in equal annual installments, if the total repayment of State funds within 60 days of the
Board action would cause the school district, county office of education, or eCharter sSchool to fall into fiscal
distress. School districts, county offices of education, or eCharter sSchools requesting a repayment schedule must
be in a severe hardship condition as evidenced by at least one of the following criteria:
(@) For a school district or county office of education, the district or county office of education is listed on the current
CDE List of Negative and Qualified Certifications of School Districts and County Offices of Education.
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(b) For a school district or county office of education, the amount due to the State for one or more projects would cause
the district or county office of education to be listed on the CDE List of Negative and Qualified Certifications of School
Districts and County Offices of Education report. Where the financial condition of a school district is involved, the
county office of education must submit a letter to the OPSC on behalf of its representative school districts for
consideration substantiating that the repayment will place the district on the CDE List of Negative and Qualified
Certifications of School Districts and County Offices of Education. Where the financial condition of a county office of
education is involved, the CDE must submit a letter to the OPSC on behalf of the county office of education for
consideration substantiating that the repayment will place the county office of education on the CDE List of Negative
and Qualified Certifications of School Districts and County Offices of Education.

(c) ForaeCharter sSchool, the amount due to the State for one or more projects would cause the eCharter
sSchool severe financial hardship. The eCharter sSchool’s authorizing agency must submit a letter to the
OPSC on behalf of the e¢Charter sSchool for consideration substantiating that the repayment may result in the
eCharter sSchool being unable to meet its financial obligations for the current or subsequent two fiscal years.

The repayment schedule shall include interest at the same rate as that earned on the State’s Pooled Money
Investment Account on the date a repayment schedule is approved by the Board.

The repayment schedule will commence on July 1 of the fiscal year following the repayment schedule approval date.

Section 1859.160. General.

An Charter-Schoolapplicant seeking a Preliminary Charter School Apportionment pursuant to the provisions of
Education Code Sections 17078.52 through 17078.66 for new construction or rehabilitation shall complete and file a
Form SAB 50-09. In addition the charterschoslapplicant must provide all required documents necessary for a
financial soundness determination.

Once the Board has approved a Preliminary Charter School Apportionment for a Preliminary Charter School Application
submitted pursuant to this Section after July 2, 2003, an Charter-Schoolapplicant seeking an advance release of funds
for site acquisition pursuant to Section 1859.164.2(b), shall be required to submit an additional Form SAB 50-09, to the
OPSC, to determine eligible site acquisition costs. An Charter-Seheslapplicant seeking an advance release of funds for
design, engineering, and other pre-construction project costs pursuant to Section 1859.164.2(a), shall not be required to
submit an additional Preliminary Charter School Application.

Section 1859.161. Preliminary Charter School Application Submittals.

An Charter-Sehoolapplicant seeking a Preliminary Charter School Apportionment shall complete and submit Form
SAB 50-09 between February 2003 and March 31, 2003, or during a period of 120 calendar days beginning 90
calendar days after an election authorizing additional funding.

The Board may establish additional application filing periods as needed.

ATTACHMENT

Section 1859.162. General Preliminary Charter School Apportionment Eligibility Criteria.

An Charter-Seheslapplicant may apply for a Preliminary Charter School Apportionment by submittal of Form SAB

50-09 if all of the following requirements are met:

(@) Prior to submission of the Preliminary Charter School Application the requirements of EC Sections 17078.53(c)
and (e) are met.

(b) Prior to submission of the Preliminary Charter School Application, a Charter School applying on its own behalf must
notify the school district where the project will be physically located of its intent to apply. This notification must occur
at least 30 days prior to the application submittal. As part of the Preliminary Charter School Application, the Charter
School must submit evidence of the date the notification was received by the school district.

(c) The Preliminary Charter School Application shall include a description of the proposed project including, but not
limited to, the identification of the number of classrooms, the grade level of the pupils to be served, the intended
opening date of the project, the Charter School General Location, and whether the project will be permanent or
portable construction.

If a eCharter sSchool project has already received a Preliminary Charter School Apportionment under the CSFP but
would like to re-apply under a future funding cycle, the original Preliminary Charter School Apportionment must be
withdrawn by the eharter-sehoolapplicant and rescinded by the Board prior to the submittal of a subsequent
application.

Section 1859.163. Approval of Applications for Preliminary Charter School Apportionments.

Prior to approving a Preliminary Charter School Apportionment, the Board will require a certification from the
Authority that the CharterSeheolapplicant is Financially Sound. In providing a Preliminary Charter School
Apportionment, the Board shall use the funding criteria established in Section 1859.164. The apportionment
provided by the Board may be 100 percent of the total project cost dependent upon the method of Gharter
Seheelthe applicant’s contribution as determined by the Authority.

Section 1859.163.1. Preliminary Charter School New Construction Apportionment Determination.

The Preliminary Charter School New Construction Apportionment shall be determined as follows:

(@) The Preliminary Charter School Apportionment for construction costs shall be equal to the sum of (1) through (8) below:

(1) The amounts shown below for each pupil, based on the project capacity, included in a Preliminary Charter
School Application:
) $5,227 for each elementary school pupil.
B) $5,534 for each middle school pupil.
C) $7,226 for each high school pupil.
D) $16,653 for each pupil that is a Severely Disabled Individual with Exceptional Needs.
) $11,137 for each pupil that is a Non-Severely Disabled Individual with Exceptional Needs.
2) Anamount equal to 12 percent of the amount determined in (1) for multilevel construction, if requested by the
Charter-Seheslapplicant.
(3) Anamount for site development cost determined, at the option of the Charter-Schesolapplicant, by one of the
following:
(A) One-half of the site development cost for the specific site as authorized by Section 1859.76.
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(B) One-half of the site development cost as authorized by Section 1859.76 using historical information in the
Charter School General Location. Historical information that may be considered to determine this estimated
cost may include prior SFP projects of the district or other districts in the Charter School General Location.

(C) $70,000 multiplied by the proposed acres requested on the Form SAB 50-09.

(4) General Site Development costs within school property lines for an addition to an existing school site project
wherein additional acreage is acquired or a new school project, determined as follows:

(A) $9,600 per proposed acre requested on the Form SAB 50-09. This sum may be increased pursuant to the
provisions in Section 1859.83(b). The per acre amount shown above shall be adjusted annually in the manner
prescribed in Section 1859.71.

(B) 6 percent for Elementary School Pupils and Middle School Pupils and 3.75 percent for High School Pupils of the
funding provided by Sections 1859.163.1(a)(1) multiplied by two. For purposes of this calculation, the percentage
amount for Severely Disabled Individuals with Exceptional Needs and Non-Severely Disabled Individuals with
Exceptional Needs pupils shall be based on the type of project selected by the CharterSeheslapplicant on the Form
SAB 50-09.

SCHOOL FACILITY PROGRAM REGULATORY AMENDMENTS: CONSTRUCTION COST PUBLICATION

PURPOSE OF REPORT

To request State Allocation Board (Board) approval of regulatory amendments to continue the use of specific
construction cost publications currently used for calculating certain grants in the School Facility Program (SFP).

DESCRIPTION

Staff is presenting technical amendments to the SFP regulations due to the change in titles of the construction
cost publications Saylor Current Construction Costs and Saylor Current Construction Costs Remodeling/Repair
currently used for calculating certain grants. Effective January 1, 2015, the titles will be Current Construction
Costs and Repair Remodeling Construction Costs and will continue to be published by Sierra West Group,
without reference to the “Saylor” trademark.

AUTHORITY

Education Code Section 17070.35 states in part:

(a) In addition to all other powers and duties as are granted to the board by this chapter, other statutes, or
the California Constitution, the board shall do all of the following:

(1) Adopt rules and regulations, pursuant to the rulemaking provisions of the Administrative Procedure Act,
Chapter 3.5 (commencing with Section 11340) of Part 1 of Division 3 of Title 2 of the Government
Code, for the administration of this chapter....

(2) Establish and publish any procedures and policies in connection with the administration of this chapter
as it deems necessary.

BACKGROUND

The SFP regulations state that the construction cost publications Saylor Current Construction Costs and Saylor
Current Construction Costs Remodeling/Repair are to be used to calculate certain SFP grants based on cost
estimates, including site development (off-site, service-site and utility work) for new construction, demolition
costs for replaced facilities, utility costs for permanent buildings 50 years or older in a modernization project, and
Facility Hardship.

The Saylor Current Construction Costs and Saylor Current Construction Costs Remodeling/Repair manuals are
published by Saylor Publications, Inc., which was purchased in 2011 by Sierra West Group. As a result of the
ownership change, the titles of these publications will change to Current Construction Costs and Repair
Remodeling Construction Costs and will continue to be published by the Sierra West Group, without reference to
the “Saylor” trademark, as of January 1, 2015.

STAFF ANALYSIS/STATEMENTS

It is necessary to update the SFP regulations to reflect the changes to the titles of these publications in order to
maintain consistency in the publications used in the SFP.

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STAFF ANALYSIS/STATEMENTS (cont.)

Staff has used these construction cost manuals since the inception of the SFP to calculate the specific grants
named in the background section above, which are not related to the annual adjustment to the SFP grants for
changes in the Class B construction cost index (CCl) that the Board typically adopts at its January meeting.

The proposed regulatory amendments in the Attachment do not affect the per-pupil grants for new construction
and modernization and other grants that are adjusted annually for CCI changes.

RECOMMENDATIONS

1. Adopt the proposed regulations as shown in the Attachment.

2. Authorize the Executive Officer to file the proposed regulations with the Office of Administrative Law.

Permanent Buildings.

In addition to any other funding authorized by these Regulations, the Board shall provide funding for upgrading
existing site development (utilities) work as necessary for the modernization of 50 years or older permanent buildings
equal to the lesser of (a) or (b):

The Board will approve reasonable and appropriate site development (utilities) work that meets common engineering
practices and industry standards and are consistent with the specific site conditions, if the site development costs are
consistent with the most current edition of the Sayder-Remodeling /Repair Construction Costs_publication by the
Sierra West Group. The design professional must certify that the site development (utilities) work does not exceed
the minimum requirements to develop the site to meet educational needs and/or standards.

Section 1859.82. Facility Hardship.

A district is eligible for facility hardship funding to replace or construct new classrooms and related facilities if the
district demonstrates there is an unmet need for pupil housing or the condition of the facilities, or the lack of facilities,
is a threat to the health and safety of the pupils. A facility hardship is available for:

(@ New classrooms and/or subsidiary facilities (corridors, toilets, kitchens and other non-classroom space) or
replacement facilities if either (1) or (2) are met:

(1) The facilities are needed to ensure the health and safety of the pupils if the district can demonstrate to the
satisfaction of the Board that the health and safety of the pupils is at risk. Factors to be considered by the Board
shall include the close proximity to a major freeway, airport, electrical facility, high power transmission lines,
dam, pipeline, industrial facility, adverse air quality emission or other health and safety risks, including structural
deficiencies required by the DSA to be repaired, seismic mitigation of the Most Vulnerable Category 2 Buildings
as verified by the DSA, traffic safety or because the pupils reside in remote areas of the district and
transportation to existing facilities is not possible or poses a health and safety risk. The total available funding
for seismic mitigation related and ancillary costs for the Most Vulnerable Category 2 Buildings is $199.5 million.

(A) If the request is for replacement facilities, a cost/benefit analysis must be prepared by the district and submitted
to the OPSC that indicates the total costs to remain in the classroom or related facility and mitigate the problem
is at least 50 percent of the Current Replacement Cost of the classroom or related facility. The cost/benefit
analysis may include applicable site development costs as outlined in Section 1859.76. The cost/benefit
analysis shall not include increased costs associated with high performance related costs or components, with
the exception of those high performance components that were pre-existing in the classroom or related facility.
If the cost to remain in the classroom or related facility is less than 50 percent of the Current Replacement Cost,
the district may qualify for either grant below, as applicable:

1. Modernization Excessive Cost Hardship Grant for Rehabilitation Costs pursuant to Section 1859.83(e), or
2. A grant not to exceed 50 percent of the cost estimate that has been reviewed and approved by the OPSC
and approved by the board for seismic rehabilitation.

(B) If the request is for replacement facilities that included structural and/or seismic deficiencies, the cost/benefit
analysis must also include a report from a licensed design professional identifying the minimum work necessary
to obtain DSA approval.

PROGRAM STATUS UPDATE

PURPOSE OF REPORT

To provide the State Allocation Board (Board) with an update on the status of the Career Technical Education Facilities
Program (CTEFP), the High Performance Incentive (HPI) Grant, the Overcrowding Relief Grant (ORG) program, and the
Facility Hardship Seismic Mitigation Program (SMP).

DESCRIPTION

At the March 26, 2014 meeting, a Board member requested that Staff provide an update on the status of the CTEFP, the HPI
grant, the ORG program, and the Facility Hardship SMP. This item includes updates on each of those programs based on
Board actions taken through the March 26, 2014 meeting.

BACKGROUND

The Kindergarten-University Public Education Facilities Bond Act of 2006 (Proposition 1D), approved by California voters in
2006, provided authority for the creation of the CTEFP, HPI grant, ORG program, and the Facility Hardship SMP.

Proposition 1D provided the following bond authority:

STAFF ANALYSIS/STATEMENTS

At the March 26, 2014 meeting, a Board member requested that Staff provide an update on the status of the CTEFP, the HPI

grant, the ORG program, and the Facility Hardship SMP. A description of the basic purpose and the status of each program is
presented below.

Career Technical Education Facilities Program (CTEFP)

The program provides funding to school districts and joint powers authorities (JPA) for the construction of new Career
Technical Education (CTE) facilities, modernization of existing CTE facilities, and/or purchase of equipment for the CTE
program. As directed by the Board in May 2011, Staff continues to present applications received in the third CTEFP funding
cycle for unfunded approval when bond authority becomes available.

High Performance Incentive Grant (HPI)

Provides additional funds to New Construction, Modernization, ORG, Critically Overcrowded Schools, Charter School
Facilities and CTEFP projects as an incentive to include high performance attributes in the project. High Performance
attributes include project design that promotes energy and water efficiency, maximizes the use of natural lighting, improves
indoor air quality, utilizes recycled materials, and materials that emit a minimum of toxic substances, and employs acoustics
that are conducive to teaching and learning. The regulations became effective in January 2007 and were amended in January
2011. The amended regulations incorporated the California Green Code requirements, added design criteria options for
additional credits, and provided a new base incentive grant. In total, 261 projects have included HPI grants.

Overcrowding Relief Grant Program (ORG)

The ORG program provides funding to replace portable classrooms with permanent classrooms on overcrowded school sites.
Projects must reduce overcrowding at each site that eligibility is drawn from. ORG projects must increase useable outdoor
space for play areas, green space, or outdoor lunch areas. Projects may include construction of a new school or addition of
classrooms at an existing school. While there is ORG authority available, the applications received in the 12t" ORG funding
cycle cannot be processed for unfunded approval until a future item is taken to the Board to discuss how to address the
remaining projects and authority.

Facility Hardship Seismic Mitigation Program (SMP)

Pursuant to Education Code Section 17075.10, the SMP is a sub-component of the Facility Hardship program that provides
grant funds to repair, reconstruct, or replace the “most vulnerable” school facilities that are identified as Category 2 buildings
and determined by the Division of the State Architect to pose an unacceptable risk of injury to occupants in the event of a
seismic event. Since the program regulations were first adopted in 2007, the Board has made several efforts to encourage
participation including regulation amendments adopted in 2009 and 2011. The most recent amendments that became
effective in September 2011 expanded the qualifying criteria to include all Category 2 building types.

In addition, the amendments stated that seismic mitigation projects must meet all of the following requirements:
1. The construction contract was executed on or after May 20, 2006;
2. The project funding provided shall be for the minimum work necessary to obtain DSA approval;
3. The building is designed for occupancy by students and staff; and
4. The DSA concurs with a report by a structural engineer, which identifies structural deficiencies that pose an
unacceptable risk of injury to its occupants in a seismic event. If the unacceptable risk of injury is due to the presence
of faulting, liquefaction or landslide, these hazards must be documented by a geologic hazards report prepared by an
engineering geologist in accordance with California Building Code, Part 2, Chapter 18, section 1803A and with the
concurrence of the California Geological Survey.

Since these regulation changes became effective, the Board approved 17 applications for $33 million in SMP funding. The
current OPSC workload of approximately $17.7 million noted in the chart below represents 14 SMP-eligible buildings, which
are included in seven funding applications from three school districts. Staff anticipates presenting additional funding
applications for SMP unfunded approval in June and July.

In addition, the Board previously provided conceptual approvals to two school districts for six buildings (with an estimated
State share total of $45 million). Of the six buildings with a previous conceptual approval, two buildings (from one district) are
currently in house as funding applications, with an estimated State share of $2.3 million.

Workload section of this step occurred between December 2012 and May 2013. No response was received as of May 15,
2014.

QUARTERLY JOINT-USE PROGRAM FUND RELEASE STATUS REPORT

PURPOSE OF REPORT

To update the State Allocation Board (Board) on the status of fund release requests for recent School
Facility Program (SFP) Joint-Use apportionments.

DESCRIPTION

Per Board direction, this item provides the fund release status of three Joint-Use projects that were
apportioned at the June 27, 2012 Board meeting, under the traditional 18 month time limit to request a
fund release. A fourth Joint-Use project received a reduced Apportionment at the October 24, 2012
Board meeting.

AUTHORITY

SFP Regulation Section 1859.129 states:

BACKGROUND

(a) If the district received an apportionment for a Type | Joint-Use Project or a Type II, part of a
qualifying SFP Modernization project, Joint-Use Project, the district is subject to the time limit on
the apportionment as outlined in Education Code Section 17076.10.

(b) If the district received an apportionment for a Type Il Joint-Use Project, not part of a qualifying
SFP Modernization project, the district:

(1) Has one year from the date of that apportionment to submit the plans and specifications to the
Office of Public School Construction (OPSC) for the Joint-Use Project that have been approved by
the [Division of the State Architect] (DSA) and the [California Department of Education] CDE (plans
only), otherwise the apportionment will be rescinded without further Board action. If, upon review
by the OPSC, the final Division of the State Architect approved plans create a reduction in square
footage that is greater than or equal to five percent of the square footage contained in the
preliminary plans, a commensurate reduction to the apportionment pursuant to Section 1859.125
shall be taken to the next available State Allocation Board meeting.

(2) Has 18 months from the date the DSA and CDE approved plans were submitted to the OPSC
to submit a completed Form SAB 50-05 or the apportionment will be rescinded without further
Board action. If the district is requesting an Apportionment pursuant to Section 1859.90.1 or
1859.90.2, the Board will require that this time limit be reduced to no more than 90 days from the
date of the apportionment.

On April 25, 2012, the Board approved the use of $4.5 million of Class Size Reduction Kindergarten-
University Public Education Facilities Act of 1998 (Proposition 1A) funds for the Joint-Use program.
This is in addition to the $600,000 in existing Joint-Use funding that was available and left $5.1 million
available to fund Joint-Use projects.

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BACKGROUND (cont.)

At the June 27, 2012 meeting, the Board approved apportionments for three Joint-Use projects totaling
$4,563,026. In addition, the Board made the remaining Joint Use funding totaling $536,974 available
for the next Joint-Use project in line. If the funds were refused, then it would be offered to the next
project in line until a project accepted the funding.

Redondo Beach Unified elected to receive a reduced apportionment using the remaining $536,974 in
Joint-Use funds for application number 52/75341-00-002, which was approved on October 24, 2012.
The Board requested that Staff provide quarterly updates on the status of the fund release liquidation
for these projects. Staff provided the last quarterly update in the January 22, 2014 agenda.

FINANCIAL HARDSHIP PROGRAM QUALIFYING CRITERIA

Regulation Section 1859.81. Financial Hardship.

Except for Joint-Use Projects and Career Technical Education Facilities Projects, a district is eligible for financial
hardship to fund all or a portion of its matching share requirement after demonstrating the requirements of (a), (c),
and (d) below:

The district is financially unable to provide all necessary matching funds for an eligible project. To determine this, an
analysis shall be made of the district’s financial records by the OPSC including data and records maintained by the
CDE and the County Office of Education. The analysis shall consist of a review of the district’s latest Independent
Audit regarding funds available from all capital facility accounts, including, but not limited to, developer fees, funds
generated from capital facility certificates of participation, federal grants, redevelopment funds, sale proceeds from
surplus property, the appraised value of facilities approved for replacement pursuant to Section 1859.82, bond funds
either encumbered, unencumbered or authorized but unsold, and savings from other SFP projects. All funds thus
identified that have not been expended or encumbered by a contractual agreement for a specific capital outlay purpose
prior to the initial request for financial hardship status shall be deemed available as a matching contribution.

After the initial request for financial hardship status is granted, no further encumbrances will be approved by the
OPSC and all prospective revenue made available to the district’s capital facility accounts shall be deemed
available as matching contribution on the subsequent financial hardship review, with the exception of:

Approved interim housing expenditures.

Funding to pay for previously recognized multi-year encumbrances approved at the initial financial hardship approval.
Funding that is transferred into a Special Reserve Fund and is used for the express purpose of the Federal
Renovation Program when the amount expended out of that fund does not exceed the maximum Federal
Renovation Grant amount.

Funding that is transferred into a Special Reserve Fund and is used for the express purpose of the School
Facilities Needs Assessment Grant Program or Emergency Repair Program when the amount expended out of
that fund does not exceed the maximum grant amount apportioned.

Funding that is transferred into a Special Reserve Fund and is used for the express purpose of the Career
Technical Education Facilities Program when the amount expended out of that fund does not exceed the
applicant's share of the maximum grant amount apportioned.

Funding that is transferred into a Special Reserve Fund and used for the express purpose of the Overcrowding
Relief Grant when the amount expended out of that fund does not exceed the amount of the site acquisition and
design costs of the project and the district has submitted an approved Form SAB 50-11.

Funding that is used for the express purpose of reimbursing the State a proportionate share of financial hardship
received when there has been a transfer of a special education program and title to the facility. In addition, the
funding was used within five years of the title transfer.

Funding to pay for obtaining a structural report pursuant to Section 1859.82 for an approvable and funded
seismic mitigation project.

(9) All other capital facility funding for a period of three years when no subsequent financial hardship request is made

during this period, with the exception of the funding identified in (6). The three-year period begins with the date of
the most recent financial hardship new construction or modernization adjusted grant funding apportionment.

When Overcrowding Relief Grant funding is set aside pursuant to (6) and the School District has not submitted,
or the OPSC has not accepted, a Form SAB 50-04 for an Overcrowding Relief Grant within three years from the
date of deposit into the Special Reserve Fund, or the School District has not met the requirements in Sections
1859.90 or 1859.105, remaining funds plus interest accrued at the Pooled Money Investment Board rate at that
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time period shall be deemed available as matching contribution on a subsequent financial hardship project or be
captured through an audit adjustment pursuant to Section 1859.106.

The financial hardship analysis is subject to approval by the Board.

(b) From the funds deemed available as a matching contribution, the district may retain $19,776 per classroom in
each enrollment reporting period for the cost to provide interim housing for the currently unhoused pupils of the
district. The amount shown shall be adjusted annually in the manner prescribed in Section 1859.71. The
number of classrooms needed for interim housing for the currently unhoused pupils shall be the sum of the
positive numbers determined in (b)(7) as follows:

(1) Determine the current enrollment of the district by grade level as shown on the latest Form SAB 50-01.

(2) Determine the New Construction Grants apportioned by grade level for all SFP projects and LPP funded under

the provisions of Sections 1859.12 or 1859.13 where the district has submitted Form SAB 50-06 indicating that

the project is 100 percent complete.

Subtract (b)(2) from (b)(1).

Determine the number of classrooms by grade level reported in Part 1, Line 8 on Form SAB 50-02.

Multiply the classrooms determined in (b)(4) by 25 for K-6, 27 for 7-12, 13 for Non-Severe and 9 for Severe.

Subtract the product determined in (b)(5) from the difference determined in (b)(3) by grade level.

Divide the difference by grade level determined in (b)(6) by 25 for K-6, 27 for 7-12, 13 for Non-Severe and 9 for

Severe and round up to the nearest whole number.

From the funds deemed available as a matching contribution, the district may also retain $19,776 per portable toilet
unit in each reporting period for the cost to provide necessary interim toilet facilities for the currently unhoused pupils
of the district. The amount shown shall be adjusted annually in the manner prescribed in Section 1859.71. The
number of toilet facilities needed for interim housing shall be the sum of the positive numbers determined in (b)(7)
divided by eight rounded up to the nearest whole number.

From the funds deemed available as a matching contribution, the district may also retain $19,776 per classroom in
each reporting period for the cost to provide necessary interim housing for the currently unhoused pupils displaced as
a result of a SAB approved seismic mitigation project pursuant to Section 1859.82. The amount shown shall be
adjusted annually in the manner prescribed in Section 1859.71. The number of classrooms needed for interim
housing shall be the quotient of the displaced pupils by 25 for K-6, 27 for 7-12, 13 for Non-Severe and 9 for Severe
and round up to the nearest whole number.

If the district's available funds, as determined by the OPSC analysis less costs for interim housing, is less than its
matching share, the district will be deemed to have met the requirements of this Subsection.

(c) The district has made all reasonable efforts to fund its matching share of the project by demonstrating it is levying the
developer fee justified under law or an alternative revenue source equal to or greater than the developer fee otherwise
justified under law at the time of request for hardship and the district meets at least one of the following:

(1) The current outstanding bonded indebtedness of the district issued for the purpose of constructing school
facilities in accordance with Education Code Section 17072.35 or 17074.25 as appropriate, at the time of
request for financial hardship status, is at least 60 percent of the district’s total bonding capacity. Outstanding
bonded indebtedness includes that part of general obligation bonds, Mello-Roos Bonds, School Facility
Improvement District Bonds and certificates of participation which the district is paying a debt service that was
issued for capital outlay school facility purposes.

(2) The district had a successful registered voter bond election for at least the maximum amount allowed under
Proposition 39 within the previous two years from the date of request for financial hardship status. The proceeds
from the bond election that represent the maximum amount allowed under the provisions of Proposition 39 must
be used to fund the district's matching share requirement for SFP project(s).

(3) Itis a County Superintendent of Schools.

(4) The district’s total bonding capacity at the time of the request for financial hardship status is $5 million or less.

(5) Other evidence of reasonable effort as approved by the SAB.
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If the district’s request for financial hardship status is denied by the Board, the district may be deemed eligible for rental
payments of $2,000 per year per classroom under the Emergency School Classroom Law of 1979 for a two year period when
relocatable classroom buildings are available and the district provides financial documentation that it is unable to afford the
full rental amount and any other information satisfactory to the Board that the rental reduction is necessary. The number of
classrooms eligible for the $2,000 rental payments shall be the sum of the numbers determined in (c)(5)(B) as follows:

(A) Determine the number of pupils by grade level that the district requested a New Construction Grant on the Form
SAB 50-04 that were denied financial hardship status.

(B) Divide the number by grade level determined in (c)(5)(A) by 25 for K-6, 27 for 7-12, 13 for Non-Severe and 9 for
Severe and round up to the nearest whole number.

(d) The district has not signed a contract for acquisition or construction of classrooms that replace existing facility(ies),
which were included in the determination of the district’s new construction eligibility pursuant to Education Code
Section 17071.75, in a locally funded project during the five-year period immediately preceding the district's
application for financial hardship assistance. This restriction may be lifted if the Board finds that unforeseen and
extenuating circumstances existed that required the district to use local funds to replace the facility(ies).

(e) If the district meets the financial hardship requirements in this Section, the amount of financial hardship is equal
to the district's matching share less funds deemed available in (a).

(1) Once a district has been notified by the OPSC that it meets the requirements of financial hardship in this Section,
the district may file Form SAB 50-04 under the provisions of financial hardship anytime within a period of 180
calendar days from the date of the OPSC notification.

(2) If the district does not submit Form SAB 50-04 under the provisions of financial hardship within 180 calendar
days of the OPSC notification of approval of financial hardship status, the district must re-qualify for financial
hardship status under the provisions of this Section by submittal of a new request for financial hardship status.

(3) If the district submits Form SAB 50-04 within 180 calendar days of the OPSC notification of approval of financial
hardship and the project(s) has been included on an unfunded list for more than 180 calendar days, a review of
the district's funds pursuant to (a) will be made to determine if additional district funds are available to fund the
district’s matching share of the project(s).

Financial hardship approval status by the OPSC for a separate design and/or site apportionment does not apply
to any subsequent funding for the project(s).

(f) If the district submits Form SAB 50-04 within 180 calendar days of the OPSC notification of approval of financial
hardship and the project(s) has been included on the “Unfunded List (Lack of AB 55 Loans)” for more than 180
calendar days as a result of the State of California’s inability to provide interim financing from the Pooled Money
Investment Account (AB 55 loans), the Board may suspend the unfunded review requirement as defined in
Regulation Section 1859.81(e). Projects added to any other unfunded list shall be subject to the review detailed
in Regulation Section 1859.81(e). Regulation Section 1859.81(f) shall become inoperative July 1, 2011.

(9) A project added to an unfunded list on or after July 1, 2011 will be subject to the review detailed in section (e)(3). For
projects added to an unfunded list between February 25, 2009 and June 30, 2011, only the district’s financial records
on or after July 1, 2011 will be considered in calculating any adjustment to the district’s matching share.
