PRIORITY FUNDING FILING ROUND 


 


The most recent priority funding filing period opened on May 13, 2015 and closed on June 11, 2015. School districts were 


required to submit priority funding requests with original signatures to the OPSC before the close of business on June 11, 


2015.  There are currently 68 projects for 35 school districts on the Unfunded List (Lack of AB 55 Loans) totaling $220 


million that could have submitted a request for participation in this filing round.  The OPSC received requests for 43 projects. 


These requests will be valid from July 1, 2015 through December 31, 2015.   


 


Of the remaining projects, two projects totaling $8.3 million received one occurrence for non-participation in priority funding 


and remain on the Unfunded List (Lack of AB 55 Loans). An additional 12 projects, totaling $11.2 million, received a second 


occurrence for non-participation. In accordance with School Facility Program (SFP) Regulations, these projects are 


rescinded without further Board action.  


 


STATUS OF FUND RELEASES FOR PRIORITY FUNDING APPORTIONMENTS  


 


On April 15, 2015, the State Allocation Board (Board) approved $113.6 million in priority funding apportionments for 41 


projects representing 22 school districts. Districts that receive a priority funding apportionment on April 15, 2015 are required 


to submit a valid Fund Release Authorization (Form SAB 50-05) containing an original signature by Tuesday, July 14, 2015 


to the OPSC.  


 


As of Monday, June 22, 2015, the OPSC received 17 Forms SAB 50-05 totaling $67.6 million. Staff continues to reach out to 


those remaining Districts that have not yet submitted the Forms SAB 50-05 for their funding.  


 


If the Form SAB 50-05 is not physically received at the OPSC by 5:00 PM on July 14, the project will be rescinded without 


further Board action and may be returned to the Unfunded List with a new approval date of July 14, 2015; unless the school 


district receives a second non-participation occurrence. Any project receiving a second non-participation occurrence will be 


rescinded without further Board action. 


 


REQUIREMENTS FOR PARTICIPATION IN PRIORITY FUNDING 


 


OPSC reminds school districts that the requirements for Participation in the Priority Funding Process are in effect (SFP 


Regulation Section 1859.90.3). There are two ways for a school district to not participate in the priority funding process as 


follows: 


 


 Not submit a valid priority funding request in the 30-day filing period, or 


 Submit a valid priority funding request but fail to submit a valid Form SAB 50-05 to request the release of funds 


after the Board approves an apportionment. 


 


The second time that either of these occurs, the funding for the project will be rescinded without further action by the Board.   


For additional information, please refer to the Procedures for School Facility Program Funding.   


 


CHANGES IN OPSC BUDGET 


 


Effective July 1, 2015, the Office of Public School Construction (OPSC) will be reduced by 37 positions due to decreased 


workload. Twelve of the 37 positions were vacant.  Of the remaining 25 positions, many of the affected Staff have already 


accepted opportunities in other positions within the Department of General Services, and some have moved to other 


departments. The reductions in workforce will not result in any layoffs.  
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REGULATIONS UPDATE 


 


On July 1, 2015, the proposed regulations from the implementation of Assembly Bill 308 Chapter 496, Statutes of 2013 will 


become effective.  These regulations establish the Return of Real Property Sale Proceeds Program. 


 


NEXT STATE ALLOCATION BOARD MEETING 


 


There will be no monthly meeting for July 2015. 


 


The next meeting is tentatively scheduled for Wednesday, August 26, 2015.

 This Resolution of the State Allocation Board (hereafter referred to as the “Board”) is applicable to the 


appropriate sections of the Education Code and is described and filed in the office of the Executive Officer and will be 


made available to all interested parties as the Resolution pertains to the documents attached hereto.  Said 


documents were acted upon by the Board at its meeting on June 30, 2015. 


 


 WHEREAS, the Board has previously approved or determined to be approvable a number of projects for 


construction or modernization eligibility of facilities for school districts and is making apportionments and/or unfunded 


approvals for the grant amounts for projects that meet the Board’s criteria for the apportionment of grants pursuant to 


Education Code Sections 17072.10, 17078.52, 17078.70, 17079 or 17074.10 or Board Regulations 1859.81.1 or 


1859.83; 


 


 WHEREAS, Treasury Regulations Section 1.150-2 require the State (on whose behalf the Board is acting) 


to declare its reasonable intent to provide grant funding to school districts, in accordance with Board policy and law, 


for costs of the projects with proceeds of State bonds; 


 


 NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED: 


 


1. This Resolution is adopted by the Board for the purposes of establishing compliance with Treasury 


Regulations Section 1.150-2, and this Resolution does not bind the Board to make any additional 


apportionment, or bind the State to incur any indebtedness.  
 


2. The Board anticipates that some or all of the school districts listed on the list of “Projects” referred 


to in this Resolution will pay certain capital expenditures in connection with some or all of the 


project costs prior to the issuance of bonds by the State to pay for the grants for the projects.  The 


reimbursement of such costs is consistent with the State’s budgetary and financial circumstances, 


and in accordance with Board policy, as no other funds or accounts of the State have been 


budgeted or are available to pay the costs of the projects on either a short-term or a long-term 


basis. 


 


3. The Board, acting on behalf of the State, hereby declares that it is the State’s official intent to use 


proceeds of general obligation bonds that may become available for such purpose, consistent with 


the requirements of law that are in effect at the time the funds are available, to provide grants in 


accordance with applicable laws and regulations. 


 


4. This Resolution shall be continuously available for inspection by the general public during normal 


business hours at the offices of the Board at 707 3rd Street, West Sacramento, California, 


commencing within one week after the date of enactment of this Resolution. 


 


5. Any eligibility determination does not constitute a commitment of future funding by the Board. 


 


I, the undersigned, duly authorized as the Executive Officer of the State Allocation Board, do hereby certify the 


foregoing to be true and correct, and that this Resolution was adopted at a meeting of said Board on 


June 30, 2015 at Sacramento, California.

PURPOSE OF REPORT 


To present to the State Allocation Board (Board) a list of School Facility Program (SFP) applications for unfunded 


approval. 


DESCRIPTION 


At the April 2015 Board meeting, the Board elected to provide an increase adjustment of 4.27 percent to SFP 


projects for calendar year 2015.  The projects listed on the Attachment reflect the Board’s action of the adoption of 


the 4.27 percent increase based on the RS Means Construction Cost Index.  In addition, the project applications 


represent SFP new construction and modernization projects in date order of a complete application being received 


by the Office of Public School Construction (OPSC).   


 


AUTHORITY 


 


SFP Regulation Section 1859.2 defines an Unfunded List (Lack of AB 55 Loans) as an information list of unfunded 


projects that was created due to the State’s inability to provide interim financing from the Pooled Money Investment 


Account (AB 55 loans) to fund school construction projects as declared in the Department of Finance Budget Letter 


#33 issued on December 18, 2008. 


 


SFP Regulation Section 1859.95 states:  


 


“When the Board has no funds to apportion …, the Board will also accept and process applications for 


apportionment for purposes of developing an Unfunded List based on the date the application is ready for 


Apportionment, with the exception of New Construction funding applications that utilize eligibility generated by the 


Alternative Enrollment Projection.   


 


An application for funding included on an Unfunded List is eligible for reimbursement subject to adjustments in the 


New Construction Grants amount pursuant to Section 1859.77.”  


 


BACKGROUND 


 


At the March 11, 2009 SAB meeting, the Board requested that Staff continue to process applications to the Board 


for unfunded approval, up to the bonding authority.  The Attachment reflects applications being presented for 


unfunded approval, including SFP modernization and new construction projects in date order of a complete 


application being received by the OPSC.  The list also includes health and safety facility hardship applications for 


funding that have been processed and are ready for approval regardless of received date.  The unfunded approval 


of the applications as reflected on the Attachment does not constitute a guarantee of future funding.

Staff is requesting an adjustment to the previous approval of this project made at the October 16, 2014 SAB meeting.  The Site Acquisition Grant 
has been increased by $34,714 due to an increase in site costs.

STAFF ANALYSIS/STATEMENTS 


 


The District received a fund release for a modernization project at Edison High School, application number 


57/62166-00-129, in October 2011.  The District reported Useable Acres which it believed to be accurate at 


the time on the Application for Funding (Form SAB 50-04). The reported Useable Acres were later found to 


be inaccurate by the District. On the Form SAB 50-04, the District reported less Useable Acres than were 


actually available. Based on the Useable Acres reported the project received an excess grant amount of 


$466,800.  


 


On March 21, 2013 the District sent notice to the Office of Public School Construction (OPSC) clarifying that 


the Useable Acres for the site is 37.8 acres, rather than the 28.5 acres previously reported. OPSC has 


verified useable acreage of 37.82. OPSC recalculated the District’s grant amount and determined that the 


amount due back to the State, including interest, is $480,818.84 as outlined below:

Staff recommends approval of 


the attached funding item to reflect the reduction in the District’s apportionment for the excess grant amount 


and the interest.

PURPOSE OF REPORT 
 


To present Encinitas Union School District’s (District) request to deposit proceeds from the sale of 


surplus real property (Pacific View Site), which was purchased with local funds, into the District’s 


General Fund. 
 


DESCRIPTION 
 


The District is requesting State Allocation Board approval for the transfer of surplus real property 


sale proceeds into its General Fund for one-time expenditures as identified on Attachment A. The 


District requests this approval under the authority of Education Code (EC) Section 17463.7. 
 


AUTHORITY

BACKGROUND 
 


EC Section 17463.7 eliminates the ten-year lockout from the School Facility Program imposed 


under EC Section 17462 if the surplus property was purchased entirely with local funds. 


EC Section 17463.7 authorizes the use of surplus real estate sale proceeds for one-time general 


fund purposes as long as the costs are not related to a school district’s on-going operations.  The 


school district must also present a plan to its local governing board regarding the one-time 


expenditures and explain why these expenditures will not result in on-going fiscal obligations for 


the school district.

Maintenance Program for a period of five years after the proceeds are deposited into the General 


Fund.

 that it has no major deferred maintenance needs; 


 that the site sale does not violate local bond restrictions; and

To present ICEF Public Schools (Charter School) request for a one-year extension to the conversion deadline to their Lou 


Dantzler Middle School project (Application Number 54/64733-00-064).

Charter schools participating in the Charter School Facilities Program (CSFP) must convert a preliminary 


apportionment (PA) within a four-year period.  This item requests a one-year extension be applied to the conversion 


deadline for Lou Dantzler Middle School, as provided for in regulation.

BACKGROUND 


 


The CSFP provides PAs (reservations of bond authority) for new construction and rehabilitation projects.   The PA 


for a CSFP project must be converted within a four-year period to an adjusted grant apportionment meeting all the 


School Facilities Program (SFP) criteria, unless a single one-year extension is granted. 


 


Charter schools may request the State Allocation Board approve a one-year extension.  The request will be 


approved when a charter school meets one of the following sets of criteria: 


 


 The charter school has provided evidence of both of the following: 


o The California Department of Education (CDE) has made a contingent or final approval of the 


proposed site; and, 


o The Division of the State Architect (DSA) has confirmed that the final plans for the project have been 


submitted to the DSA for review and approval. 


 Other evidence satisfactory to the Board justifying the extension. 


 


STAFF ANALYSIS/COMMENTS 


 


The Charter School’s current conversion deadline is November 13, 2015.  The Charter School received a contingent 


site approval from CDE in May 2012 and submitted plans to DSA in April 2015.  The Charter School anticipates 


receiving DSA final plan approval in November 2015 and submitting a conversion application to the Office of Public 


School Construction in April of 2016.  Staff has reviewed the Charter School’s request (Attachment B), which 


provides satisfactory evidence to justify the extension.  Staff supports the Charter School’s request for a one-year 


extension to the conversion deadline.  The new conversion deadline would be November 13, 2016.   


 


RECOMMENDATION 


 


Approve the Charter School’s request for a single one-year extension to its conversion deadline.  Require that the 


PA for Lou Dantzler Middle School be converted to a final apportionment by November 13, 2016, or it will be 


rescinded and the bond authority returned to the CSFP.

PURPOSE OF REPORT 
 


To amend Envision School’s (Charter School) request for a five-year repayment schedule for the City Arts and 


Technology Charter School Charter School Facilities Program (CSFP) grant (Application Number 54/68478-28-001). 
 


DESCRIPTION 
 


As a result of findings approved by the State Allocation Board (Board) at the October 2014 meeting, the Charter 


School is required to repay the State $1,287,519.  The Charter School was approved for a five-year repayment plan, 


as immediate payment of the full amount would adversely affect the Charter School’s finances. 


 


This item requests the Board’s approval to amend the repayment plan previously approved. If approved, the Charter 


would only be required to repay the State’s share of the repayment, $643,759.50, under the original repayment plan. 


The Charter is still required to repay the CSFP loan portion, $643,759.50, through the normal loan repayment 


process. 


 


AUTHORITY 
 


Education Code Section 17076.10(c)(2) states “Notwithstanding paragraph (1), if the board determines that 


repayment of the full liability within 60 days after the board action would constitute a severe financial hardship, as 


defined by the board, for the school district, the board shall approve a plan of equal annual payments over a period 


of up to five years. The plan shall include interest on each year's outstanding balance at the rate earned on the 


state's Pooled Money Investment Account during that year. The Controller shall withhold amounts, other than basic 


aid apportionments required by Section 6 of Article IX of the California Constitution, pursuant to the plan.” 


 


Per School Facility Program (SFP) Regulation Section 1859.106.1, “Upon adoption of the audit findings by the 


Board and in lieu of the collection procedures outlined in Education Code Section 17076.10(c)(1), a school district, 


county office of education, or charter school may request a repayment schedule of up to five years, in equal annual 


installments, if the total repayment of State funds within 60 days of the Board action would cause the school district, 


county office of education, or charter school to fall into fiscal distress. School districts, county offices of education, or 


charter schools requesting a repayment schedule must be in a severe hardship condition as evidenced by at least 


one of the following criteria: 


… 


(c) For a charter school, the amount due to the State for one or more projects would cause the charter school severe 


financial hardship. The charter school’s authorizing agency must submit a letter to the [Office of Public School 


Construction] OPSC on behalf of the charter school for consideration substantiating that the repayment may result in 


the charter school being unable to meet its financial obligations for the current or subsequent two fiscal years. 


 


The repayment schedule shall include interest at the same rate as that earned on the State’s Pooled Money 


Investment Account (PMIA) on the date a repayment schedule is approved by the Board. 


 


The repayment schedule will commence on July 1 of the fiscal year following the repayment schedule approval

BACKGROUND 
 


Charter schools may request the Board approve a repayment schedule when they meet the following criteria: 


 


 The amount due to the State for one or more projects would cause the charter school severe financial 


hardship. 


 The charter school’s authorizing agency must submit a letter to the OPSC on behalf of the charter school 


for consideration substantiating that the repayment may result in the charter school being unable to meet 


its financial obligations for the current or subsequent two fiscal years. 


 


The Charter School must return a total of $1,287,519 in unused grant funds and ineligible expenditures.  The 


Charter School concurred with these findings and was approved for a five-year repayment plan pursuant to SFP 


Regulation Section 1859.106.1. 


 


The Charter School qualifies because it indicates that immediate payment of the full amount would subject it to 


severe financial hardship.  Additionally, the Charter School’s authorizing agency, the San Francisco City Unified 


School District, has indicated that immediate repayment will cause the Charter School to fall into fiscal distress. 


 


This item requests the Board’s approval to amend the repayment plan previously approved. If approved, the Charter 


would only be required to repay the State’s share of the repayment, $643,759.50, under the original repayment plan. 


The Charter is still required to repay the CSFP loan portion, $643,759.50, through the normal loan repayment 


process. 


 


STAFF ANALYSIS/COMMENTS 
 


Staff has reviewed the request, which is consistent and meets the criteria of applicable law and regulations.  Staff 


supports the Charter School’s request to amend the repayment plan for the grant.  The installment payments of the 


plan will commence July 1, 2015 and includes interest calculated at the rate equal to the current Pooled Money 


Investment Account (PMIA) rate.   


 


RECOMMENDATION 
 


Approve the Charter School’s amended request for a five-year repayment schedule to repay $643,759.50 at the 


previously approved interest rate (equal to the PMIA rate at the time of 0.261%).  Require that the annual payments 


be due on July 1, 2015 and July 1 of each year thereafter, until July 1, 2019.

EXEMPTION FOR INDEPENDENT STUDY FACILITIES 
 


PURPOSE OF REPORT 


 


To present the Kern High School District’s (District) request, as shown on the Attachment, for an exemption 


from the definition of “school buildings” for certain facilities used for independent study. 
 


DESCRIPTION 
 


The District operates an independent study program at a facility that is not located at a regular school site and is 


requesting an exemption from the definition of "School building," as described in Education Code (EC) Section 


17283, for the facility. 
 


EC Section 17289 authorizes any school district or county office of education to request an exemption from the 


State Allocation Board (Board) for a building or structure or portion of a building or structure used for 


independent study from the definition of “school buildings.”  These buildings do not have to meet the Field Act 


requirements but must comply with local health and safety standards. 
 


The District has certified that it has satisfied the legal requirements under EC Section 17289 for the exemption. 
 


AUTHORITY 
 


EC Section 17283 states: “ “School building” as used in this article means and includes any building used, or 


designed to be used, for elementary or secondary school purposes and constructed, reconstructed, altered, or 


added to, by the state or any city or city and county, or by any political subdivision or by any school district of 


any kind within the state, or by any regional occupational center or program created by or authorized to act by 


an agreement under joint exercise of power, or by the United States government, or any agency thereof.” 
 


EC Section 17289 states “In order to provide alternative, community-based educational opportunities through 


independent study, any school district or county office of education may request an exemption from the State 


Allocation Board for a building or structure, or portion of a building or structure, from the definition of “school 


buildings” within the meaning of Section 17283.  The exemptions may be granted for no longer than two years 


and exemptions are renewable.  An exemption may only be granted if the school district or county office of 


education demonstrates to the satisfaction of the State Allocation Board all of the following: 


(a)  The building or structure, or portion of building or structure, satisfies all of the following: 


(1) It is not located on a regular schoolsite. 


(2) It complies with all applicable local building standards and all relevant local health and safety standards in 


the community in which it is located. 


(3) It is used for independent study. 


(4) It serves fewer than 25 pupils enrolled in kindergarten or any of the grades 1 to 12, inclusive, at any one 


time in the building or structure, or in a portion of a building or structure where the remainder of the building 


or structure is not used for instructional purposes. 


 (b)  The use of the building or structure is critical to providing an effective alternative, community-based  


  program. 


 (c) The use of other buildings or structures that would meet seismic safety standards for school   


  facilities is not practical.”

The District has provided certification that it has met the criteria as stated in EC Section 17289.  An exemption 


has been requested for two years.

DESCRIPTION  


 


Description of Health and Safety Threat The auditorium building at Polytechnic High School, in Long Beach, California 


was originally built in 1930 (and reconstructed in 1934 after the 1933 Long 


Beach earthquake) and is of the Most Vulnerable Category 2 Building Type. The 


Division of the State Architect (DSA) has concurred with the presence of the 


threat of a local or global collapse of the facility in the event of seismic activity, 


as outlined in the Eligibility Evaluation Report filed by the District’s structural 


engineer. 


 


Scope of Project 


 


The SMP eligible portion of this project will consist of the seismic retrofit and 


upgrades to the existing auditorium building.  The District also plans to do other, 


non-SMP renovations to the building. The auditorium is approximately 35,902 


square feet and includes dressing rooms in the basement, property room, loft 


stage, office, restrooms, equipment rooms, storage, and mechanical and 


electrical rooms.  The work described in the Evaluation and Design Criteria 


Report will not alter the primary use or function of the facility. 


  


Status of School Site Construction on the auditorium began in January 2015 and is expected to be 


complete in the summer of 2016.

AUTHORITY 
 
Education Code (EC) Section 17075.10(a) states:  


A school district may apply for hardship assistance in cases of extraordinary circumstances. Extraordinary 


circumstances may include, but are not limited to, the need to repair, reconstruct, or replace the most 


vulnerable school facilities that are identified as a Category 2 building, as defined in the report submitted 


pursuant to Section 17317, determined by the department to pose an unacceptable risk of injury to its 


occupants in the event of a seismic event. 


 


EC Section 17075.10(b)(2) states: 


Funds for the purpose of seismic mitigation work or facility replacement pursuant to this section shall be 


allocated by the board on a 50-percent state share basis from funds reserved for that purpose in any bond 


approved by the voters after January 1, 2006. If the board determines that the seismic mitigation work of a 


school building would require funding that is greater than 50 percent of the funds required to construct a 


new facility, the school district shall be eligible for funding to construct a new facility under this chapter. 


   


SFP Regulation Section 1859.82 states,  “A district is eligible for facility hardship funding to replace or construct new 


classrooms and related facilities if the district demonstrates there is an unmet need for pupil housing or the condition 


of the facilities, or the lack of facilities, is a threat to the health and safety of the pupils.” 


 


SFP Regulation Section 1859.82(a)(1) provides for Facility Hardship grant funding when, “The facilities are needed to 


ensure the health and safety of the pupils if the district can demonstrate to the satisfaction of the Board that the 


health and safety of the pupils is at risk.  Factors to be considered by the Board shall include…seismic mitigation of 


the Most Vulnerable Category 2 Buildings as verified by the DSA….” 


 


SFP Regulation Section 1859.82(a)(1)(A) states:  


If the request is for replacement facilities, a cost/benefit analysis must be prepared by the district and 


submitted to the OPSC that indicates the total costs to remain in the classroom or related facility and 


mitigate the problem is at least 50 percent of the Current Replacement Cost of the classroom or related 


facility. The cost/benefit analysis may include applicable site development costs as outlined in Section 


1859.76. The cost/benefit analysis shall not include increased costs associated with high performance 


related costs or components, with the exception of those high performance components that were pre-


existing in the classroom or related facility. If the cost to remain in the classroom or related facility is less 


than 50 percent of the Current Replacement Cost, the district may qualify for either grant below, as 


applicable: 


1. Modernization Excessive Cost Hardship Grant for Rehabilitation Costs pursuant to Section 1859.83(e), or 


2. A grant not to exceed 50 percent of the cost estimate that has been reviewed and approved by the OPSC 


and approved by the board for seismic rehabilitation.

AUTHORITY (cont.) 


 


SFP Regulation Section 1859.82(a)(1)(B) states:  


If the request is for replacement facilities that included structural and/or seismic deficiencies, the cost/benefit 


analysis must also include a report from a licensed design professional identifying the minimum work 


necessary to obtain DSA approval. The report must contain a detailed cost estimate of the repairs. The 


cost/benefit analysis shall not include increased costs associated with high performance related costs or 


components, with the exception of those high performance components that were pre-existing in the 


classroom or related facility. The report and cost estimate shall be subject to review by the OPSC for 


conformance with the Saylor Current Construction Cost Publication and, at the OPSC’s discretion, the DSA. 


For seismic deficiencies of the Most Vulnerable Category 2 Buildings, the report and the cost estimate for 


the minimum work necessary must be reviewed by the DSA. 


 


SFP Regulation Section 1859.82(a)(1)(C) states:  


 The seismic mitigation projects must meet all of the following requirements: 


1. The construction contract was executed on or after May 20, 2006; 


2. The project funding provided shall be for the minimum work necessary to obtain DSA approval; 


3. The building is designed for occupancy by students and staff; and 


4. The DSA concurs with a report by a structural engineer, which identifies structural deficiencies 


that pose an unacceptable risk of injury to its occupants in a seismic event. If the unacceptable risk 


of injury is due to the presence of faulting, liquefaction or landslide, these hazards must be 


documented by a geologic hazards report prepared by an engineering geologist in accordance with 


California Building Code, Part 2, Chapter 18, section 1803A and with the concurrence of the 


California Geological Survey. 


 


The structural engineer’s report shall conform to the guidelines prepared by the DSA, in accordance with 


Education Code Section 17310.

PURPOSE OF REPORT 


 


To present the Napa Valley Unified School District’s (District) request to allow a release of funds for apportioned seismic 


projects at Vintage High (58/66266-00-001) and Bel Aire Park Elementary (58/66266-00-002).   


 


DESCRIPTION 


 


The District has two Facility Hardship applications for seismic mitigation work totaling approximately $1.1 million that are 


unable to submit a valid fund release request because they are not in compliance with EC Section 17070.70(b) which 


requires districts to comply with all laws pertaining to school construction projects. In these cases, the projects are not in 


compliance with Prevailing Wage Monitoring (PWM) requirements set forth in Labor Code.  The purpose of this item is to 


inform the Board of these issues and provide background on how similar issues have previously been resolved.  Staff is 


seeking Board direction for the next steps for these projects.

BACKGROUND 


 


Pursuant to Education Code (EC) Section 17070.70(b), the applicant school district shall comply with all laws pertaining to 


the construction, reconstruction, or alteration of, or addition to, school buildings. Therefore, school districts are subject to the 


requirements of Labor Code. A brief history of some of the changes in Labor Code affecting School Facility Program (SFP) 


funded projects is included below. 


 


Since the approval of Assembly Bill 1506, Chapter 868, Statutes of 2002 (Wesson), school districts receiving Kindergarten-


University Public Education Facilities Bond Acts of 2002 and 2004 (Propositions 47 and 55 respectively) funding have been 


required to implement a Labor Compliance Program (LCP). In 2010, Senate Bill (SB) X2 9, Chapter 7, Statutes of 2010 


(Padilla) passed requiring Department of Industrial Relations (DIR) monitoring of PWM requirements for projects receiving 


public bond funds unless previously authorized to initiate and operate an LCP. For some projects, Staff has been unable to 


release funds due to non-compliance with these requirements. 


 


On September 30, 2011, Assembly Bill (AB) 436, Chapter 378, Statutes of 2011 (Solorio) was signed into law, amending 


many of the provisions in SBX2 9. Any public works projects for which the construction contract was awarded on or after 


January 1, 2012 was subject to its provisions, including the requirement that the DIR “enforce compliance with applicable 


prevailing wage requirements” for these projects.  Agencies, including school districts, paid a monitoring fee to DIR for 


projects paid for in whole or part out of public funds.  AB 436 also included an exception for projects for which the school 


district either had a DIR-approved in house LCP or a qualifying project labor agreement. 


 


On June 27, 2012, SB 1038, Chapter 46, Statutes of 2012 was signed into law. The bill amended Labor Code Section 1773.3 


to include a five day DIR notification requirement for all public works projects paid for in whole or part out of public funds.

BACKGROUND (cont.) 


 


On June 20, 2014, SB 854, Chapter 28, Statutes of 2014 was signed into law, which further amended public works provisions 


of the Labor Code.  SB 854 created a new public works contractor registration system that funds all of DIR’s costs and 


obligations associated with the implementation and enforcement of Labor Code set forth by SB 854 and the requirement for 


districts to pay DIR for monitoring on a bond-funded public works project.   


 


SB 854 still requires DIR to monitor and enforce prevailing wage compliance. However, any SFP project with a construction 


contract awarded on or after June 20, 2014 will not receive the additional prevailing wage monitoring grant, as compliance 


monitoring is paid for by contractor registration fees.  Public works projects are subject to DIR compliance monitoring 


pursuant to Labor Code Section 1771.4. SB 854 repealed and replaced Labor Code Section 1773.3 as set forth by AB 436; 


however, the five day DIR notification requirement remains. 


 


Prior Board Actions 
While there has not yet been any Board actions related to non-compliance with the Labor Code requirement for compliance 


monitoring by DIR, the Board has previously addressed issues concerning non-compliance with LCP requirements set forth 


in Labor Code. 


 


The Board has previously heard one action item and four appeals regarding LCP issues that resulted in bond source 


switches and/or apportionment reductions. At the May and July 2011 meetings, the Board approved bond source switches for 


two school districts that had not implemented a DIR-approved LCP.  At the October 2011 meeting, the Board approved a 


bond source switch for a third project based on the amount of authority available, resulting in a reduction and at that time 


determined that the switching of fund source was no longer an option for districts once an unfunded approval has been 


received.  The next two appeals received reductions of 20 percent and 14 percent. All five districts that had LCP issues are 


listed in the table below with the associated project reductions.

The reduction for each appeal was based on factors specific to each application.  


 


1. Belmont/Redwood Shores ESD – The Board approved a bond source switch to Proposition 1D for the full amount 


of the apportionment, less the LCP grant.  


2. Esparto ESD – The Board approved a bond source switch to Proposition 1D for the full amount of the 


apportionment, less the LCP grant.   


3. North Monterey USD – The Board approved a bond source switch to Proposition 1D Authority for the amount of 


Proposition 1D Bond Authority that was available at the time. 


4. Sanger USD – The Board approved a 20 percent reduction to each of the four applications that were part of the 


appeal.  


5. Cinnabar ESD - The apportionment was reduced by removing phase one of the project, which was not in 


compliance with Labor Code, applying a non-compliance penalty, and the removal of the PWM grant.

BACKGROUND (cont.) 
 


In October 2012, the Board approved amendments to the SFP Regulations that were developed with input from DIR to 


provide school districts with a method of obtaining approval for the LCP component of their projects.  Under these 


regulations, five districts met the new requirements and fund releases were processed without further Board action. 
 


STAFF ANALYSIS/STATEMENTS 
 


District Position 
In the School District Appeal Request (SAB 189), the District states that it “made a good faith effort to complete and 


electronically submit the PWC 100 forms within the required five days but was not successful.” It also states that it attempted 


to contact DIR for assistance and includes a timeline of events to illustrate its actions.  The complete SAB 189 is included as 


Attachment B for reference.  
 


Staff Position 
The OPSC is unable to release funds for two of the District’s SFP projects due to non-compliance with EC Section 


17070.70(b) which requires districts to comply with all laws pertaining to school construction projects. Labor Code Section 


1771.4 states that all public works projects are subject to compliance monitoring and enforcement by DIR. In order to initiate 


the review process, Labor Code Section 1773.3 requires a school district to notify DIR within five (5) days of awarding the 


construction contract for public works projects. The current non-compliance issues concern DIR notification.  
 


The project at Vintage High (58/66266-00-001) will seismically rehabilitate five classroom buildings and the project at Bel Aire 


Park Elementary (58/66266-00-002) is for seismic alterations to four classroom buildings, library, and administration areas. 


Construction contracts for both projects were awarded on May 16, 2013.  
  
The District states though they made numerous attempts to submit the required PWC 100 and attempted to contact DIR for 


assistance, they were unsuccessful.  In the case of both projects, the required PWC 100 was filed with DIR on March 6, 


2013; nine months after the construction contracts were awarded. As a result of not meeting the DIR monitoring requirement, 


both projects are in violation of EC Section 17070.70(b) which requires projects to be in compliance with all school 


construction laws; therefore the OPSC is unable to release funds.  
 


DIR cannot find records of the District’s attempts to register the project or to reach out for assistance.  DIR states that it was 


able to search their email servers and found two inquiries from the prime contractor related to a different project in Napa 


Unified and a response from DIR indicating that the District needed to register the project before any information from the 


contractor could be entered.  Based on the information available and provided by the District to date, DIR is unable to confirm 


the receipt of phone calls. 
 


A chart providing specific project details and a description of the non-compliance issue is included as Attachment C.  
 


BOARD OPTIONS 
 


Pursuant to the Rules and Procedures of the State Allocation Board, “Staff is providing the following option for the Board’s 


consideration. A positive vote by six members is required for the Board to take action that is an alternative to Staff’s 


administrative action. Absent a positive vote by six members of the Board, Staff’s administrative action will stand and the 


school district’s appeal will be considered closed.” 
 


Grant the District’s appeal. 


 


BOARD ACTION 


 


In considering this Item, the SAB approved the District’s appeal request to allow a release of funds for the full State 


apportionment amounts for seismic projects at Vintage High School (58/66266-00-001) and Bel Aire Park Elementary School 


(58/66266-00-002).

EC Section 17070.70 (b) states: 


(b) The applicant school district shall comply with all laws pertaining to the construction, reconstruction, or 


alteration of, or addition to, school buildings. 


 


LC Section 1771.4 states: 


(a) All of the following are applicable to all public works projects that are otherwise subject to the 


requirements of this chapter: 


(1) The call for bids and contract documents shall specify that the project is subject to compliance 


monitoring and enforcement by the Department of Industrial Relations. 


(2) The awarding body shall post or require the prime contractor to post job site notices, as prescribed by 


regulation. 


(3) Each contractor and subcontractor shall furnish the records specified in Section 1776 directly to the 


Labor Commissioner, in the following manner: 


(A) At least monthly or more frequently if specified in the contract with the awarding body. 


(B) In a format prescribed by the Labor Commissioner. 


(4) The department shall undertake those activities it deems necessary to monitor and enforce compliance 


with prevailing wage requirements. 


(b) The Labor Commissioner may exempt a public works project from compliance with all or part of the 


requirements of subdivision (a) of this section if either of the following occurs: 


(1) The awarding body has enforced an approved labor compliance program, as defined in Section 1771.5, 


on all public works projects under its authority, except those deemed exempt pursuant to subdivision (a) of 


Section 1771.5, continuously since December 31, 2011. 


(2) The awarding body has entered into a collective bargaining agreement that binds all contractors 


performing work on the project and that includes a mechanism for resolving disputes about the payment of 


wages. 


(c) (1) The requirements of paragraph (1) of subdivision (a) shall only apply to contracts for public works 


projects awarded on or after January 1, 2015. 


(2) The requirements of paragraph (3) of subdivision (a) shall only apply to the following projects: 


(A) Projects that were subject to a requirement to furnish records to the Compliance Monitoring Unit 


pursuant to Section 16461 of Title 8 of the California Code of Regulations, prior to the effective date of this 


section. 


(B) Projects for which the initial contract is awarded on or after April 1, 2015. 


(C) Any other ongoing project in which the Labor Commissioner directs the contractors or subcontractors on 


the project to furnish records in accordance with paragraph (3) of subdivision (a). 


(D) All projects, whether new or ongoing, on or after January 1, 2016. 


 


LC Section 1773.3 states: 


(a) (1) An awarding agency shall provide notice to the Department of Industrial Relations of any public works 


contract subject to the requirements of this chapter, within five days of the award. 


(2) The notice shall be transmitted electronically in a format specified by the department and shall include 


the name of the contractor, any subcontractor listed on the successful bid, the bid and contract award dates, 


the contract amount, the estimated start and completion dates, job site location, and any additional 


information the department specifies that aids in the administration and enforcement of this chapter. 


(b) In lieu of responding to any specific request for contract award information, the department may make 


the information provided by awarding bodies pursuant to this section available for public review on its 


Internet Web site.

State Allocation Board Meeting, June 30, 2015 


 


LABOR CODE COMPLIANCE 


 


PURPOSE OF REPORT 


 


To inform the State Allocation Board (Board) about projects that are currently unable to submit a valid fund 


release request due to non-compliance with Labor Code requirements. 


 


DESCRIPTION 


 


There are four applications for three school districts totaling approximately $5.1 million that are unable 


to submit a valid fund release request because they are not in compliance with EC Section 17070.70(b) 


which requires districts to comply with all laws pertaining to school construction projects. In these 


cases, the projects are not in compliance with Prevailing Wage Monitoring (PWM) requirements set 


forth in Labor Code.  The purpose of this item is to inform the Board of these issues and provide 


background on how similar issues have previously been resolved.  Staff is seeking Board direction for 


the next steps for the following applications: 


 Pittsburg Unified, Marina Vista Elementary 50/61788-00-010 


 Perris Union High, Pinacate Middle 57/67207-00-004 


 Lindsay Unified, Lindsay High 58/71993-00-001 and Kennedy Elementary 58/71993-00-002.

BACKGROUND 


 


Pursuant to Education Code (EC) Section 17070.70(b), the applicant school district shall comply with all 


laws pertaining to the construction, reconstruction, or alteration of, or addition to, school buildings. 


Therefore, school districts are subject to the requirements of Labor Code. A brief history of some of the 


changes in Labor Code affecting School Facility Program (SFP) funded projects is included below. 


 


Since the approval of Assembly Bill 1506, Chapter 868, Statutes of 2002 (Wesson), school districts 


receiving Kindergarten-University Public Education Facilities Bond Acts of 2002 and 2004 (Propositions 47 


and 55 respectively) funding have been required to implement a Labor Compliance Program (LCP). In 2010, 


Senate Bill (SB) X2 9, Chapter 7, Statutes of 2010 (Padilla) passed requiring Department of Industrial 


Relations (DIR) monitoring of PWM requirements for projects receiving public bond funds unless previously 


authorized to initiate and operate an LCP. For some projects, Staff has been unable to release funds due to 


non-compliance with these requirements. 


 


On September 30, 2011, Assembly Bill (AB) 436, Chapter 378, Statutes of 2011 (Solorio) was signed into 


law, amending many of the provisions in SBX2 9. Any public works projects for which the construction 


contract was awarded on or after January 1, 2012 was subject to its provisions, including the requirement 


that the DIR “enforce compliance with applicable prevailing wage requirements” for these projects.  


Agencies, including school districts, paid a monitoring fee to DIR for projects paid for in whole or part out of 


public funds.  AB 436 also included an exception for projects for which the school district either had a DIR-


approved in house LCP or a qualifying project labor agreement.

BACKGROUND (cont.) 


 


On June 27, 2012, SB 1038, Chapter 46, Statutes of 2012 was signed into law. The bill amended Labor Code Section 


1773.3 to include a five day DIR notification requirement for all public works projects paid for in whole or part out of 


public funds.  


 


On June 20, 2014, SB 854, Chapter 28, Statutes of 2014 was signed into law, which further amended public works 


provisions of the Labor Code.  SB 854 created a new public works contractor registration system that funds all of DIR’s 


costs and obligations associated with the implementation and enforcement of Labor Code set forth by SB 854 and the 


requirement for districts to pay DIR for monitoring on a bond-funded public works project.   


 


SB 854 still requires DIR to monitor and enforce prevailing wage compliance. However, any SFP project with a 


construction contract awarded on or after June 20, 2014 will not receive the additional prevailing wage monitoring 


grant, as compliance monitoring is paid for by contractor registration fees.  Public works projects are subject to DIR 


compliance monitoring pursuant to Labor Code Section 1771.4. SB 854 repealed and replaced Labor Code Section 


1773.3 as set forth by AB 436; however, the five day DIR notification requirement remains. 


 


Prior Board Actions 
The Board has previously addressed several appeals concerning non-compliance with either the LCP or the PWM 


requirements set forth in Labor Code. 


 


The Board has previously heard one action item and three appeals regarding LCP issues, and one appeal related to 


PWM requirements, that resulted in bond source switches and/or apportionment reductions. At the May and July 2011 


meetings, the Board approved bond source switches for two school districts that had not implemented a DIR-approved 


LCP.  At the October 2011 meeting, the Board approved a bond source switch for a third project based on the amount 


of authority available, resulting in a reduction and at that time determined that the switching of fund source was no 


longer an option for districts once an unfunded approval has been received.  The next two appeals received reductions 


of 20 percent and 14 percent. All five districts that had compliance issues are listed in the table below with the 


associated project reductions.

The reduction for each appeal was based on factors specific to each application.  


 


1. Belmont/Redwood Shores ESD – The Board approved a bond source switch to Proposition 1D for the full 


amount of the apportionment, less the LCP grant.  


2. Esparto ESD – The Board approved a bond source switch to Proposition 1D for the full amount of the 


apportionment, less the LCP grant.   


3. North Monterey USD – The Board approved a bond source switch to Proposition 1D Authority for the amount 


of Proposition 1D Bond Authority that was available at the time. 


4. Sanger USD – The Board approved a 20 percent reduction to each of the four applications that were part of 


the appeal.  


5. Cinnabar ESD - The apportionment was reduced by removing phase one of the project, which was not in 


compliance with Labor Code, applying a non-compliance penalty, and the removal of the PWM grant. 


 


In October 2012, the Board approved amendments to the SFP Regulations that were developed with input from DIR to 


provide school districts with a method of obtaining approval for the LCP component of their projects.  Under these 


regulations, five districts met the new requirements and fund releases were processed without further Board action. 


 


STAFF ANALYSIS/STATEMENTS 


 


The OPSC is unable to release funds for four SFP projects due to non-compliance with EC Section 17070.70(b) which 


requires districts to comply with all laws pertaining to school construction projects. Labor Code Section 1771.4 states 


that all public works projects are subject to compliance monitoring and enforcement by DIR. In order to initiate the 


review process, Labor Code Section 1773.3 requires a school district to notify DIR within five (5) days of awarding the 


construction contract for public works projects. The current non-compliance issues concern DIR notification.  


 


None of the four projects received DIR monitoring from the outset of construction as required by Labor Code. In each 


case, DIR was notified of the project months after the construction contracts were awarded and in some cases, after 


the projects were completed. As a result of not meeting the DIR monitoring requirement, each project is in violation of 


EC Section 17070.70(b) which requires projects to be in compliance with all school construction laws.  


 


A chart providing specific project details and a description of the non-compliance issue is included as Attachment B. 


Attachment C provides information and scope of work included in each project and a timeline showing the relation 


between contract award, DIR notification, and completion date.

AUTHORITY 


 


EC Section 17070.70 (b) states: 


(b) The applicant school district shall comply with all laws pertaining to the construction, reconstruction, or 


alteration of, or addition to, school buildings. 


 


LC Section 1771.4 states: 


(a) All of the following are applicable to all public works projects that are otherwise subject to the 


requirements of this chapter: 


(1) The call for bids and contract documents shall specify that the project is subject to compliance 


monitoring and enforcement by the Department of Industrial Relations. 


(2) The awarding body shall post or require the prime contractor to post job site notices, as prescribed by 


regulation. 


(3) Each contractor and subcontractor shall furnish the records specified in Section 1776 directly to the 


Labor Commissioner, in the following manner: 


(A) At least monthly or more frequently if specified in the contract with the awarding body. 


(B) In a format prescribed by the Labor Commissioner. 


(4) The department shall undertake those activities it deems necessary to monitor and enforce compliance 


with prevailing wage requirements. 


(b) The Labor Commissioner may exempt a public works project from compliance with all or part of the 


requirements of subdivision (a) of this section if either of the following occurs: 


(1) The awarding body has enforced an approved labor compliance program, as defined in Section 1771.5, 


on all public works projects under its authority, except those deemed exempt pursuant to subdivision (a) of 


Section 1771.5, continuously since December 31, 2011. 


(2) The awarding body has entered into a collective bargaining agreement that binds all contractors 


performing work on the project and that includes a mechanism for resolving disputes about the payment of 


wages. 


(c) (1) The requirements of paragraph (1) of subdivision (a) shall only apply to contracts for public works 


projects awarded on or after January 1, 2015. 


(2) The requirements of paragraph (3) of subdivision (a) shall only apply to the following projects: 


(A) Projects that were subject to a requirement to furnish records to the Compliance Monitoring Unit 


pursuant to Section 16461 of Title 8 of the California Code of Regulations, prior to the effective date of this 


section. 


(B) Projects for which the initial contract is awarded on or after April 1, 2015. 


(C) Any other ongoing project in which the Labor Commissioner directs the contractors or subcontractors on 


the project to furnish records in accordance with paragraph (3) of subdivision (a). 


(D) All projects, whether new or ongoing, on or after January 1, 2016. 


 


LC Section 1773.3 states: 


(a) (1) An awarding agency shall provide notice to the Department of Industrial Relations of any public works 


contract subject to the requirements of this chapter, within five days of the award. 


(2) The notice shall be transmitted electronically in a format specified by the department and shall include 


the name of the contractor, any subcontractor listed on the successful bid, the bid and contract award dates, 


the contract amount, the estimated start and completion dates, job site location, and any additional 


information the department specifies that aids in the administration and enforcement of this chapter. 


(b) In lieu of responding to any specific request for contract award information, the department may make 


the information provided by awarding bodies pursuant to this section available for public review on its 


Internet Web site.

FINANCIAL HARDSHIP PROGRAM QUALIFYING CRITERIA 
 
 
Regulation Section 1859.81.  Financial Hardship. 
 
Except for Joint-Use Projects and Career Technical Education Facilities Projects, a district is eligible for financial 
hardship to fund all or a portion of its matching share requirement after demonstrating the requirements of (a), (c), 
and (d) below: 
(a) The district is financially unable to provide all necessary matching funds for an eligible project.  To determine this, an 


analysis shall be made of the district’s financial records by the OPSC including data and records maintained by the 
CDE and the County Office of Education.  The analysis shall consist of a review of the district’s latest Independent 
Audit regarding funds available from all capital facility accounts, including, but not limited to, developer fees, funds 
generated from capital facility certificates of participation, federal grants, redevelopment funds, sale proceeds from 
surplus property, the appraised value of facilities approved for replacement pursuant to Section 1859.82, bond funds 
either encumbered, unencumbered or authorized but unsold, and savings from other SFP projects.  All funds thus 
identified that have not been expended or encumbered by a contractual agreement for a specific capital outlay purpose 
prior to the initial request for financial hardship status shall be deemed available as a matching contribution. 


 
After the initial request for financial hardship status is granted, no further encumbrances will be approved by the 
OPSC and all prospective revenue made available to the district’s capital facility accounts shall be deemed 
available as matching contribution on the subsequent financial hardship review, with the exception of: 


(1)   Approved interim housing expenditures. 
(2)   Funding to pay for previously recognized multi-year encumbrances approved at the initial financial hardship approval. 
(3)   Funding that is transferred into a Special Reserve Fund and is used for the express purpose of the Federal 


Renovation Program when the amount expended out of that fund does not exceed the maximum Federal 
Renovation Grant amount. 


(4)   Funding that is transferred into a Special Reserve Fund and is used for the express purpose of the School 
Facilities Needs Assessment Grant Program or Emergency Repair Program when the amount expended out of 
that fund does not exceed the maximum grant amount apportioned. 


(5)   Funding that is transferred into a Special Reserve Fund and is used for the express purpose of the Career 
Technical Education Facilities Program when the amount expended out of that fund does not exceed the 
applicant’s share of the maximum grant amount apportioned.  


(6)   Funding that is transferred into a Special Reserve Fund and used for the express purpose of the Overcrowding 
Relief Grant when the amount expended out of that fund does not exceed the amount of the site acquisition and 
design costs of the project and the district has submitted an approved Form SAB 50-11. 


(7)   Funding that is used for the express purpose of reimbursing the State a proportionate share of financial hardship  
       received when there has been a transfer of a special education program and title to the facility.  In addition, the  
       funding was used within five years of the title transfer. 
(8)   Funding to pay for obtaining a structural report pursuant to Section 1859.82 for an approvable and funded 


seismic mitigation project.  
(9)  All other capital facility funding for a period of three years when no subsequent financial hardship request is made 


during this period, with the exception of the funding identified in (6).  The three-year period begins with the date of 
the most recent financial hardship new construction or modernization adjusted grant funding apportionment. 
 
When Overcrowding Relief Grant funding is set aside pursuant to (6) and the School District has not submitted, 
or the OPSC has not accepted, a Form SAB 50-04 for an Overcrowding Relief Grant within three years from the 
date of deposit into the Special Reserve Fund, or the School District has not met the requirements in Sections 
1859.90 or 1859.105, remaining funds plus interest accrued at the Pooled Money Investment Board rate at that  
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time period shall be deemed available as matching contribution on a subsequent financial hardship project or be 
captured through an audit adjustment pursuant to Section 1859.106. 
 
The financial hardship analysis is subject to approval by the Board. 
 


(b)   From the funds deemed available as a matching contribution, the district may retain $19,776 per classroom in 
each enrollment reporting period for the cost to provide interim housing for the currently unhoused pupils of the 
district.  The amount shown shall be adjusted annually in the manner prescribed in Section 1859.71.  The 
number of classrooms needed for interim housing for the currently unhoused pupils shall be the sum of the 
positive numbers determined in (b)(7) as follows: 


(1)   Determine the current enrollment of the district by grade level as shown on the latest Form SAB 50-01. 
(2)   Determine the New Construction Grants apportioned by grade level for all SFP projects and LPP funded under 


the provisions of Sections 1859.12 or 1859.13 where the district has submitted Form SAB 50-06 indicating that 
the project is 100 percent complete. 


(3) Subtract (b)(2) from (b)(1). 
(4) Determine the number of classrooms by grade level reported in Part 1, Line 8 on Form SAB 50-02. 
(5) Multiply the classrooms determined in (b)(4) by 25 for K-6, 27 for 7-12, 13 for Non-Severe and 9 for Severe. 
(6) Subtract the product determined in (b)(5) from the difference determined in (b)(3) by grade level. 
(7) Divide the difference by grade level determined in (b)(6) by 25 for K-6, 27 for 7-12, 13 for Non-Severe and 9 for 


Severe and round up to the nearest whole number. 
 


From the funds deemed available as a matching contribution, the district may also retain $19,776 per portable toilet 
unit in each reporting period for the cost to provide necessary interim toilet facilities for the currently unhoused pupils  
of the district.  The amount shown shall be adjusted annually in the manner prescribed in Section 1859.71.  The 
number of toilet facilities needed for interim housing shall be the sum of the positive numbers determined in (b)(7)  
divided by eight rounded up to the nearest whole number. 
 
From the funds deemed available as a matching contribution, the district may also retain $19,776 per classroom in 
each reporting period for the cost to provide necessary interim housing for the currently unhoused pupils displaced as 
a result of a SAB approved seismic mitigation project pursuant to Section 1859.82.  The amount shown shall be 
adjusted annually in the manner prescribed in Section 1859.71.  The number of classrooms needed for interim 
housing shall be the quotient of the displaced pupils by 25 for K-6, 27 for 7-12, 13 for Non-Severe and 9 for Severe 
and round up to the nearest whole number. 
 
If the district’s available funds, as determined by the OPSC analysis less costs for interim housing, is less than its 
matching share, the district will be deemed to have met the requirements of this Subsection. 
 
(c)   The district has made all reasonable efforts to fund its matching share of the project by demonstrating it is levying the 


developer fee justified under law or an alternative revenue source equal to or greater than the developer fee otherwise 
justified under law at the time of request for hardship and the district meets at least one of the following: 


(1)  The current outstanding bonded indebtedness of the district issued for the purpose of constructing school 
facilities in accordance with Education Code Section 17072.35 or 17074.25 as appropriate, at the time of  
request for financial hardship status, is at least 60 percent of the district’s total bonding capacity.  Outstanding 
bonded indebtedness includes that part of general obligation bonds, Mello-Roos Bonds, School Facility 
Improvement District Bonds and certificates of participation which the district is paying a debt service that was 
issued for capital outlay school facility purposes. 


(2)  The district had a successful registered voter bond election for at least the maximum amount allowed under 
Proposition 39 within the previous two years from the date of request for financial hardship status.  The proceeds 
from the bond election that represent the maximum amount allowed under the provisions of Proposition 39 must 
be used to fund the district’s matching share requirement for SFP project(s). 


(3)   It is a County Superintendent of Schools. 
(4)   The district’s total bonding capacity at the time of the request for financial hardship status is $5 million or less.  
(5)   Other evidence of reasonable effort as approved by the SAB. 
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If the district’s request for financial hardship status is denied by the Board, the district may be deemed eligible for rental 
payments of $2,000 per year per classroom under the Emergency School Classroom Law of 1979 for a two year period when 
relocatable classroom buildings are available and the district provides financial documentation that it is unable to afford the  
full rental amount and any other information satisfactory to the Board that the rental reduction is necessary.  The number of 
classrooms eligible for the $2,000 rental payments shall be the sum of the numbers determined in (c)(5)(B) as follows: 
(A) Determine the number of pupils by grade level that the district requested a New Construction Grant on the Form 


SAB 50-04 that were denied financial hardship status. 
(B) Divide the number by grade level determined in (c)(5)(A) by 25 for K-6, 27 for 7-12, 13 for Non-Severe and 9 for 


Severe and round up to the nearest whole number. 
(d)  The district has not signed a contract for acquisition or construction of classrooms that replace existing facility(ies), 


which were included in the determination of the district’s new construction eligibility pursuant to Education Code 
Section 17071.75, in a locally funded project during the five-year period immediately preceding the district’s 
application for financial hardship assistance.  This restriction may be lifted if the Board finds that unforeseen and 
extenuating circumstances existed that required the district to use local funds to replace the facility(ies).   


(e)  If the district meets the financial hardship requirements in this Section, the amount of financial hardship is equal 
to the district’s matching share less funds deemed available in (a). 


(1)  Once a district has been notified by the OPSC that it meets the requirements of financial hardship in this Section, 
the district may file Form SAB 50-04 under the provisions of financial hardship anytime within a period of 180 
calendar days from the date of the OPSC notification. 


(2)   If the district does not submit Form SAB 50-04 under the provisions of financial hardship within 180 calendar 
days of the OPSC notification of approval of financial hardship status, the district must re-qualify for financial 
hardship status under the provisions of this Section by submittal of a new request for financial hardship status. 


(3)   If the district submits Form SAB 50-04 within 180 calendar days of the OPSC notification of approval of financial 
hardship and the project(s) has been included on an unfunded list for more than 180 calendar days, a review of 
the district’s funds pursuant to (a) will be made to determine if additional district funds are available to fund the 
district’s matching share of the project(s). 
 
Financial hardship approval status by the OPSC for a separate design and/or site apportionment does not apply 
to any subsequent funding for the project(s). 
 


(f) If the district submits Form SAB 50-04 within 180 calendar days of the OPSC notification of approval of financial 
hardship and the project(s) has been included on the “Unfunded List (Lack of AB 55 Loans)” for more than 180 
calendar days as a result of the State of California’s inability to provide interim financing from the Pooled Money 
Investment Account (AB 55 loans), the Board may suspend the unfunded review requirement as defined in 
Regulation Section 1859.81(e).  Projects added to any other unfunded list shall be subject to the review detailed 
in Regulation Section 1859.81(e).  Regulation Section 1859.81(f) shall become inoperative July 1, 2011. 


(g)  A project added to an unfunded list on or after July 1, 2011 will be subject to the review detailed in section (e)(3).  For 
projects added to an unfunded list between February 25, 2009 and June 30, 2011, only the district’s financial records 
on or after July 1, 2011 will be considered in calculating any adjustment to the district’s matching share.
