A motion was made, and carried, to approve the August 26, 2015 and September 8, 2015 SAB Minutes.

EXECUTIVE OFFICER’S STATEMENT

The Executive Officer informed the Board of the following:

Current Priority Funding Filing Round

The current priority funding filing round opened on November 11, 2015 and closed on December 10, 2015.
School districts are required to submit priority funding requests to OPSC before the close of business on
December 10, 2015. Currently, there are 15 projects for ten school districts on the Unfunded List (Lack of AB
55 Loans) totaling $87.4 million that could submit a request for participation in this filing round.

EXECUTIVE OFFICER’S STATEMENT (cont.)

Status of Fund Releases for Priority Funding Apportionments

The SAB approved $190.9 million in priority funding apportionments for 53 projects representing 26 school
districts on September 8, 2015. School districts that received a priority funding apportionment had until Monday,
December 7, 2015 to submit a valid Fund Release Authorization (Form SAB 50-05) to OPSC. The OPSC has
received 19 Forms SAB 50-05 totaling $100.3 million as of November 20, 2015.

Cost of August Bond Sale

At the August 2015 SAB meeting, the SAB inquired whether the State would incur increased costs for the
General Obligation Bond sale that was held on August 26, 2015 from which the School Facility Program (SFP)
received bond proceeds. The Treasurer’s office indicated that general market interest rates were slightly higher
in August 2015 compared to the March and April 2015 sales. In addition, the Treasurer’s office provided OPSC
a link to the report that provides information on the market for the State’s bonds and provides details on factors
that affect the market, etc. The report can be found at: http://www.treasurer.ca.gov/publications/dar/2015.pdf.

Regulation Update

SFP regulatory amendments were approved by the Office of Administrative Law on November 3. 2015, and are
in effect January 1, 2016. These amendments implement Senate Bill 854, Chapter 28, Statutes of 2014, which
remove the additional prevailing wage monitoring grant for projects with a public works contract awarded on or

after June 20, 2014.

FUND RELEASES FOR SEPTEMBER 8, 2015 PRIORITY FUNDING APPORTIONMENTS

On September 8, 2015, the Board approved $190.9 million in priority funding apportionments for 53 projects
representing 26 school districts, which included seven Career Technical Education Facilities Program (CTEFP)
projects. Of the 53 projects only 36 were required to submit a valid Fund Release Authorization (Form SAB 50-05)
containing an original signature by Monday, December 7, 2015 to the Office of Public School Construction (OPSC).

As of December 7, 2015, the OPSC received 33 Forms SAB 50-05 totaling $174.7 million. The other three projects
were for advance fund releases for Preliminary Charter School Apportionments. The Forms SAB 50-05 were not
submitted, so the projects have received a new unfunded approval date of December 7, 2015. However, per
regulation advance fund releases do not receive an occurrence for non-participation.

Of the remaining 17 projects, 10 projects received automatic fund releases and the other seven were CTEFP projects
that were approved as a reservation of funds. Those school districts with CTEFP projects have 12 months from the
apportionment date to submit the required California Department of Education and Division of the State Architect
approvals to OPSC, which is September 7, 2016. Once the required documents are submitted, the districts will have
90 days to submit a valid Form SAB 50-05.

RESULTS OF DECEMBER PRIORITY FUNDING ROUND FILING PERIOD

During the recent Tenth Priority Funding Round filing period, which was open from November 11, 2015 through
December 10, 2015, applicants submitted requests for priority funding Apportionments for 21 of 28 possible projects
totaling $80.5 million. Two applicants did not submit requests for three projects. One project was rescinded due to
receiving a second occurrence for non-participation resulting in $7.98 million in new construction bond authority being
returned. The other two projects totaling $14.2 million received a new unfunded approval date of December 10, 2015
as it was the first occurrence of non-participation. Those districts that submitted a request are eligible to receive an
Apportionment from January 1 through June 30, 2016.

REGULATION UPDATES

Amendments to School Facility Program (SFP) Regulation Section 1859.76(d) are now in effect which extends the
additional grant for Site Development for one year. This grant will no longer be effective as of January 1, 2017 unless
otherwise extended by amendments as adopted by the State Allocation Board (Board).

As a result of Senate Bill 869, Chapter 39, Statutes of 2014, the Board adopted regulation amendments to Sections
1859.93 and 1859.93.1 to distribute available High Performance Incentive and CTEFP bond authority amongst the
SFP New Construction and Modernization projects on the Unfunded List, with health and safety projects receiving
priority. These regulation amendments are now in effect and funds will be transferred when the processing of the
health and safety projects is complete and grant amounts are finalized. Amendments to the Application for Funding
(Form SAB 50-04) are also in effect and posted to the website with a new revision date of 02/15.

NEXT STATE ALLOCATION BOARD MEETING

The February 24, 2016 SAB meeting has been canceled. The next SAB meeting is scheduled for March 9, 2016.

The Board anticipates that some or all of the school districts listed on the list of “Projects” referred
to in this Resolution will pay certain capital expenditures in connection with some or all of the
project costs prior to the issuance of bonds by the State to pay for the grants for the projects. The
reimbursement of such costs is consistent with the State’s budgetary and financial circumstances,
and in accordance with Board policy, as no other funds or accounts of the State have been
budgeted or are available to pay the costs of the projects on either a short-term or a long-term
basis.

The Board, acting on behalf of the State, hereby declares that it is the State’s official intent to use
proceeds of general obligation bonds that may become available for such purpose, consistent with
the requirements of law that are in effect at the time the funds are available, to provide grants in
accordance with applicable laws and regulations.

This Resolution shall be continuously available for inspection by the general public during normal
business hours at the offices of the Board at 707 31 Street, West Sacramento, California,
commencing within one week after the date of enactment of this Resolution.

Any eligibility determination does not constitute a commitment of future funding by the Board.

PURPOSE OF REPORT

To present to the State Allocation Board (Board) a list of School Facility Program (SFP) applications for unfunded
approval.

DESCRIPTION

The project applications represent SFP new construction and modernization projects in date order of a complete
application being received by the Office of Public School Construction (OPSC).

AUTHORITY

SFP Regulation Section 1859.2 defines an Unfunded List (Lack of AB 55 Loans) as an information list of unfunded

projects that was created due to the State’s inability to provide interim financing from the Pooled Money Investment
Account (AB 55 loans) to fund school construction projects as declared in the Department of Finance Budget Letter
#33 issued on December 18, 2008.

SFP Regulation Section 1859.95 states:

“When the Board has no funds to apportion ..., the Board will also accept and process applications for
apportionment for purposes of developing an Unfunded List based on the date the application is ready for
Apportionment, with the exception of New Construction funding applications that utilize eligibility generated by the
Alternative Enrolliment Projection.

An application for funding included on an Unfunded List is eligible for reimbursement subject to adjustments in the
New Construction Grants amount pursuant to Section 1859.77.”

BACKGROUND

At the March 11, 2009 SAB meeting, the Board requested that Staff continue to process applications to the Board
for unfunded approval, up to the bonding authority. The Attachment reflects applications being presented for
unfunded approval, including SFP modernization and new construction projects in date order of a complete
application being received by the OPSC. The list also includes health and safety facility hardship applications for
funding that have been processed and are ready for approval regardless of received date. The unfunded approval
of the applications as reflected on the Attachment does not constitute a guarantee of future funding.

A funding application, with the exception of funding applications identified in Subsection (a) below, that has received an
approval pursuant to Section 1859.95, but has not received an apportionment, may receive an adjustment as allowed under
Sections 1859.71, 1859.71.2(c), 1859.78.4(b) or 1859.78 at the time the apportionment is made. If the adjustment is a result
of Sections 1859.71.2(c) or 1859.78.4(b), the district must submit an amended Form SAB 50-04. The amended application
shall retain its OPSC processing date. No other adjustments may be made, including those resulting from changes to the
regulations prior to final funding by the SAB. As an alternative, the application may be withdrawn and resubmitted for SAB
approval under the provisions of any amended or new regulation that becomes effective prior to the apportionment for the
project. The district must first request from the OPSC that the application be withdrawn and removed from the Unfunded List.
The district may then resubmit the application to the OPSC under the provisions of the amended or new regulation once it is
effective. The resubmitted application will receive a new processing date by the OPSC. School districts that have already
received a site apportionment under Section 1859.81.1(a) may withdraw the application and file as an environmental
hardship pursuant to Section 1859.75.1 without forfeiting their original site apportionment, provided that the new application
does not exceed the amount already apportioned.

A funding application, with the exception of funding applications identified in Subsection (a) below, submitted to the

OPSC that has not received an approval will receive funding under the provisions of the regulations that were in effect when
the application was submitted to the OPSC and any funding adjustment authorized by Sections 1859.71.2(c) or 1859.78.4(b).

50-10 at least 90 days prior to requesting an Apportionment pursuant to Section 1859.90.1 or 1859.90.2 or receiving an
Apportionment pursuant to Section 1859.195. The amended application shall retain its original OPSC processing date.

(a) A district that submitted an Approved Application request for either a Modernization Adjusted Grant or a
Separate Design Apportionment for a modernization project pursuant to Section 1859.81.1 that meets the
criteria in (1) and (2) below must submit a new Form SAB 50-04 that meets the criteria in Subsections (b) or (c) no later
than 60 calendar days after the effective date (September 16, 2002) of this Subsection:

(1) The Approved Application was received by the OPSC after April 29, 2002 but no later than the date this
Subsection becomes effective (September 16, 2002).

(2) The Approved Application has not received an approval or has received an approval pursuant to Section
1859.95, but has not received an apportionment.

(b) The new Form SAB 50-04 identifies the same number of pupils assigned to the original project or a lesser amount that is
not less than 37.5 percent of the pupils originally assigned to the project (round up). In this case, the district will be
required to contribute additional funds to the project to meet the 40 percent district contribution required pursuant to
Section 1859.79(b). If the project was approved as a financial hardship project under the provisions of Section 1859.81,
the project shall maintain its financial hardship status, however, the district will be subject to a financial review pursuant to
Section 1859.81(a) to determine if there are additional district funds available for the project.

(c) The new Form SAB 50-04 identifies a lesser number of pupils assigned to the project that does not exceed an amount
determined by multiplying the pupils assigned to the original project by 37.5 percent (round down). In this case, the district
will not be required to contribute additional funds to the project to meet the 40 percent district contribution required
pursuant to Section 1859.79(b).

(d) If a new Form SAB 50-04 is submitted under the provisions of subsection (b), the Architect of Record or Design
Professional certification made on the original Form SAB 50-04 will be accepted as satisfying the requirements of the new
Form SAB 50-04.

(e) Any Approved Application request that meets the requirements of Subsection (a) will be withdrawn 60 calendar
days after the date Subsection (a) becomes effective (September 16, 2002) if the district does not submit a new
Form SAB 50-04 conforming to either Subsections (b) or (c).

A funding application, with the exception of funding applications identified in Subsection (a) below, that has received an
approval pursuant to Section 1859.95, but has not received an apportionment, may receive an adjustment as allowed under
Sections 1859.71, 1859.71.2(c), 1859.78.4(b) or 1859.78 at the time the apportionment is made. If the adjustment is a result
of Sections 1859.71.2(c) or 1859.78.4(b), the district must submit an amended Form SAB 50-04. The amended application
shall retain its OPSC processing date. No other adjustments may be made, including those resulting from changes to the
regulations prior to final funding by the SAB. As an alternative, the application may be withdrawn and resubmitted for SAB
approval under the provisions of any amended or new regulation that becomes effective prior to the apportionment for the
project. The district must first request from the OPSC that the application be withdrawn and removed from the Unfunded List.
The district may then resubmit the application to the OPSC under the provisions of the amended or new regulation once it is
effective. The resubmitted application will receive a new processing date by the OPSC. School districts that have already
received a site apportionment under Section 1859.81.1(a) may withdraw the application and file as an environmental
hardship pursuant to Section 1859.75.1 without forfeiting their original site apportionment, provided that the new application
does not exceed the amount already apportioned.

A funding application, with the exception of funding applications identified in Subsection (a) below, submitted to the

50-10 at least 90 days prior to requesting an Apportionment pursuant to Section 1859.90.1 or 1859.90.2 or receiving an
Apportionment pursuant to Section 1859.195. The amended application shall retain its original OPSC processing date.

(a) A district that submitted an Approved Application request for either a Modernization Adjusted Grant or a
Separate Design Apportionment for a modernization project pursuant to Section 1859.81.1 that meets the
criteria in (1) and (2) below must submit a new Form SAB 50-04 that meets the criteria in Subsections (b) or (c) no later
than 60 calendar days after the effective date (September 16, 2002) of this Subsection:

(1) The Approved Application was received by the OPSC after April 29, 2002 but no later than the date this
Subsection becomes effective (September 16, 2002).

(2) The Approved Application has not received an approval or has received an approval pursuant to Section

CHARTER SCHOOL REQUEST TO TRANSFER TITLE TO PROJECT FACILITIES

PURPOSE OF REPORT

To present Ocean Charter School’s (Charter School) request to transfer title of the project facilities for Office of
Public School Construction (OPSC) application number 54/64733-00-073 to the Los Angeles Unified School
District (District).

DESCRIPTION

The Charter School was previously approved by the State Allocation Board (Board) to hold title to the project
facilities. The Charter School has since executed its Charter School Agreements (Agreements). The Charter
School is now requesting Board approval to transfer the right to hold title back to the District in order to qualify for
additional funding offered by the District.

AUTHORITY
See Attachment A.
BACKGROUND

Education Code (EC) Section 17078.63 states that title to project facilities funded by the Charter School Facility

Program (CSFP) may be held by the school district in which the project is located, a local governmental entity, or

a the charter school. If a charter school wishes to hold title, a request to hold title must be made, unless the

Agreements were executed prior to January 1, 2010. When a charter school holds title, the following additional

security provisions must be recorded in the chain of title for the property:

e Alien on the property on behalf of the Board,

o Arestrictive covenant requiring that the facilities be used for public school purposes,

e Aremainder interest reverting to the local school district or the Board in the event the district disclaims the
interest.

The Charter School was approved to hold title in April 2012. Agreements were executed in 2012, which identify
the Charter School as holding title to the project facilities. The Charter School has not received advance funding
for design or site acquisition and a site has not been purchased. The Charter School anticipates that total
project costs will exceed the funding that will be provided by the CSFP and has qualified for a grant offered by
the District that provides augmentation funding. A requirement of the grant is that the District must hold title to
the project facilities.

STAFF ANALYSIS / STATEMENTS

EC Section 17078.63 allows for charter schools to request to hold title to the subject property for the benefit of
the state public school system. The law does not address the scenario of a charter school requesting to transfer
title back to the school district. However, in the event that the charter school ceased to use the facility for charter
school purposes, the remainder interest security requirement would give title to the school district.

If the Charter School was allowed to transfer title back to the District, the current Agreements would no longer be
valid, as they were executed with the Charter School as title holder. Prior to the transfer of title to the District,
new Agreements would need to be executed between the State, Charter School and the District.

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Staff has determined that since there is no provision outlined in statue or regulation to transfer title back to a
school district, the OPSC does not have the authority to administratively approve this request. Except in the
event of satisfying the remainder interest security provision, Board action is necessary to transfer title back to a
school district. The Charter School’s request is attached as Attachment B.

RECOMMENDATIONS

1. Allow the Charter School to transfer title to the District.

2. Require the Charter School to execute new Agreements between the State, the District and the Charter
School, with the District identified as title holder for the project, prior to transferring title to the District.

3. Require the Charter School to provide a status update to the OPSC every three months until title has been
transferred to the District.

4. Direct Staff to present an item recommending revocation of this Board finding if the Charter School fails to
execute new Agreements prior to the transfer of title.

EXEMPTION FOR INDEPENDENT STUDY FACILITIES

PURPOSE OF REPORT

To present the Los Banos Unified School District's (District) request, as shown on the Attachment, for an
exemption from the definition of “school buildings” for certain facilities used for independent study.

DESCRIPTION

The District operates an independent study program at a facility that is not located at a regular school site and is
requesting an exemption from the definition of "School building," as described in Education Code (EC) Section
17283, for the facility.

EC Section 17289 authorizes any school district or county office of education to request an exemption from the
State Allocation Board (Board) for a building or structure or portion of a building or structure used for
independent study from the definition of “school buildings.” These buildings do not have to meet the Field Act
requirements but must comply with local health and safety standards.

The District has certified that it has satisfied the legal requirements under EC Section 17289 for the exemption.
AUTHORITY

EC Section 17283 states: “ “School building” as used in this article means and includes any building used, or
designed to be used, for elementary or secondary school purposes and constructed, reconstructed, altered, or
added to, by the state or any city or city and county, or by any political subdivision or by any school district of
any kind within the state, or by any regional occupational center or program created by or authorized to act by
an agreement under joint exercise of power, or by the United States government, or any agency thereof.”

EC Section 17289 states “In order to provide alternative, community-based educational opportunities through
independent study, any school district or county office of education may request an exemption from the State
Allocation Board for a building or structure, or portion of a building or structure, from the definition of “school
buildings” within the meaning of Section 17283. The exemptions may be granted for no longer than two years
and exemptions are renewable. An exemption may only be granted if the school district or county office of
education demonstrates to the satisfaction of the State Allocation Board all of the following:

(a) The building or structure, or portion of building or structure, satisfies all of the following:

(1) Itis not located on a regular schoolsite.

(2) It complies with all applicable local building standards and all relevant local health and safety standards in
the community in which it is located.

(3) ltis used for independent study.

(4) It serves fewer than 25 pupils enrolled in kindergarten or any of the grades 1 to 12, inclusive, at any one
time in the building or structure, or in a portion of a building or structure where the remainder of the building
or structure is not used for instructional purposes.

(b) The use of the building or structure is critical to providing an effective alternative, community-based
program.

(c) The use of other buildings or structures that would meet seismic safety standards for school
facilities is not practical.”

PURPOSE OF REPORT

To present the District’s request for a 24-month time extension to submit a complete Seismic Mitigation
Program (SMP) funding application for the previously approved conceptual approval for abandonment and
replacement of site and facilities at Hamilton Junior High.

DESCRIPTION

The District received a conceptual approval for the demolition and replacement of the gymnasium at another
location on the same site with an estimate cost of approximately $9.16 million under the School Facility
Program (SFP) Facility Hardship regulations at the March 2014 State Allocation Board (Board) meeting.
This approval required the District to submit a complete SFP new construction funding application by
September 26, 2015. The District is requesting a 24-month time extension to this deadline to allow
adequate time to submit the plans and specifications and obtain the required approvals from the Division of
the State Architect (DSA) and the California Department of Education.

BACKGROUND

The District previously received a conceptual approval at the March 2014 Board. The previous approval
incorrectly listed the application number as 51/64725-00-002. Therefore, this item amends the prior
approval to correctly reflect the application number as 51/64725-00-001.

At the March 2014 Board meeting, the District was approved for the demolition and replacement of the
gymnasium at an alternate location on the same site (Hamilton Junior High School) that is not subject to the
liquefaction hazard. The approval required the District to submit a complete funding application by
September 26, 2015. The extension request was received, prior to the due date, on September 24, 2015
(Attachments 2 and 3).

STAFF ANALYSIS/STATEMENTS

The District has eight projects that received Phase 1 DSA approval for the SMP. However, due to the
number of projects in process by the District and the uncertainty of whether there was enough local funding
available, the gymnasium project was delayed. The District has retained an architect and is currently looking
into re-using a set of existing plans. It is estimated that the plans and specifications will be submitted to DSA
by May 2016 and will receive DSA approval by December 2016.

Due to the above-mentioned circumstances, Staff supports the District’s request.

According to reports by the industry specialist, the Heating, Ventilation, and Air
Conditioning (HVAC) Equipment, located on top of Buildings A and B at
Mesquite Continuation High School, were plumbed with hard gas pipe
connections. In addition, the roof framing is not adequate to support the weight
of the HVACs. The Division of the State Architect (DSA) has reviewed the report
and concurred that there is a safety hazard.

The industry specialist’s recommendation was to put new supplemental structural

If the district qualifies, the district is eligible for funding of Rehabilitation Costs as a modernization project.
.... [f the Approved Application is received after April 29, 2002, the grant amount provided is 60 percent of
the amount of the cost estimate required in Section 1859.82(a)(1) that has been reviewed by the OPSC and
approved by the Board. An additional grant may be provided for high performance incentive pursuant to
Section 1859.77.4 provided that the high performance points attained are related to the scope of the Facility
Hardship project. For any project funded in whole or in part from Proposition 47 or Proposition 55 for which
the construction contract is awarded prior to January 1, 2012, the district may be eligible for the funding
provided to initiate and enforce a LCP as prescribed in Section 1859.78.1(a). For any project for which the
construction contract is awarded on or after January 1, 2012 the grant may be adjusted in the manner
prescribed in Section 1859.78.1(b) and subject to the limitations established in Section 1859.78.1(c).

PURPOSE OF REPORT

To present the Palm Springs Unified School District's (District) request for Seismic Mitigation Program (SMP)
replacement funding in order to rehabilitate an existing facility.

DESCRIPTION

The District submitted an Application for Funding (Form SAB 50-04) requesting replacement funding for
rehabilitation work on the auditorium at Palm Springs High under the SMP. However, the cost/benefit analysis for
the project shows that the cost of rehabilitating the building exceeds the threshold set in School Facility Program
(SFP) Regulations of 50 percent of the replacement cost, which qualifies the District for replacement funding.
Because of this, the Office of Public School Construction (OPSC) is unable to administratively approve the
project for the requested funding type. The District has stated that the historical nature of the building makes
rehabilitation preferable to replacement. Therefore, the District submitted an appeal to request replacement
funding for rehabilitation work.

BACKGROUND

The District submitted a Facility Hardship request for SMP funding on June 25, 2015 for the rehabilitation
(seismic retrofitting) of the auditorium at Palm Springs High School. The building is classified as a Most
Vulnerable Category 2 Building. The District also submitted a cost/benefit analysis for the project that shows that
the cost to rehabilitate the building exceeds 50 percent of the replacement cost.

Upon completion of a review of the submitted documents, Staff concurred that the project was ineligible for
rehabilitation funding and instead qualified for the replacement funding, pursuant to SFP Regulation Section
1859.82(a)(1)(A). The District concurrently submitted a School District Appeal Request (Form SAB 189) in order
to request the use of replacement funding for the rehabilitation project. The District is requesting consideration of
this issue due to the uniqueness of the circumstances surrounding the building. The Form SAB 189 is included
as Attachment B.

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STAFF ANALYSIS/STATEMENTS

District Position
The District states the following in the attachment to the Form SAB 189:

The District respectfully requests to utilize Seismic Mitigation Program (SMP) replacement funding for which it is
eligible to instead “rehabilitate” a seismically-deficient yet historically important auditorium building on the Palm
Springs High School campus. The District would use the replacement funding for essentially the complete
replacement of the auditorium with the exception of the retention of just three (3) exterior walls and some of the
concrete foundation.

...the building was built circa 1957 and designed by renowned architect Emerson Steward Williams. The building
was designed in the distinctive example of the Modernist Architectural style and it is an example of William’s
contribution to architectural heritage in Palm Springs. It has retained its historic character. As a result, the
building has been determined to be potentially eligible for placement on the National Register of Historic Places
and the California Register of Historical Resources under the criteria that the building “embod(ies) the distinctive
characteristics of a type, period, or method of construction or that represents the work of a master, or that
possess high artistic values, or that represent a significant and distinguishable entity whose components may
lack individual attention.”

The District respectfully requests the State Allocation Board’s (Board) approval for the District to utilize SMP
replacement funding to instead tear down all but three exterior walls and some of the concrete foundation of the
auditorium building. The District believes that this request can be granted based on the following:

1) The project is essentially a replacement not a rehabilitation project.

2) The District’s desire to minimize any impacts that this project would have on the facility as a historic

resource in compliance with CEQA;

3) The Education Code (EC) does not prevent such use of replacement funding; and,

4) A past approval by the Board of a similar project that can be considered.

Replacement versus Rehabilitation

With the exception of the fact that three exterior walls and some of the concrete foundation are being retained,
the entire auditorium is being demolished and replaced with a brand new building. DSA, in conformance with
Title 24 building codes, is also requiring that the new building be designed and constructed to meet today’s
building code including all access compliance requirements as if it was a completely brand new building.
Therefore, it seems to be more appropriate to define the project as a replacement project as opposed to a
rehabilitation project.

Staff Position

Rehabilitation versus Reolacement

The District is requesting to use replacement funding for rehabilitation work of a qualifying Most Vulnerable
Category 2 building under the SMP. Under the current SFP regulations, the District qualifies for replacement
funding, but is requesting to rehabilitate the building due to its historical significance. SFP Regulations that
implement the EC have been interpreted to disallow funding for any rehabilitation that exceeds 50 percent of the
replacement cost of the facility. However, the statute governing SMP funding may allow additional flexibility. The
State Allocation Board (Board) has taken action on similar requests in the past. Staff has provided an analysis of
SFP regulation and statute below, as well as a summary of past Board actions for consideration.

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STAFF ANALYSIS/STATEMENTS (cont.)

Analysis of Statute

EC Section 17075.10(b)(2) states the following: “If the board determines that the seismic mitigation work of a
school building would require funding that is greater than the 50 percent of the funds required to construct a new
facility, the school district shall be eligible for funding to construct a new facility under this chapter (emphasis
added).” The statute does not explicitly state that the school district must construct a new facility if the
rehabilitation costs exceed 50 percent of the replacement cost of the building, only that it sha/l be eligible to do
s0. In this situation, the statute seems to protect a district’s right to construct a new facility and entitles the district
to hardship funding should the district decide to replace the facility. The statute, however, does not appear to
state that the Board would not fund the rehabilitation of the building should the district choose to rehabilitate it.

Analysis of SFP Regulation

SFP Regulation Section 1859.82(a)(1)(A) allows a building whose rehabilitation exceeds 50 percent of the
replacement cost to be eligible for replacement. It states the following: “If the request is for replacement facilities,
a cost/benefit analysis must be prepared by the district and submitted to OPSC that indicates the total costs to
remain in the classroom or related facility and mitigate the problem is at least 50 percent of the Current
Replacement.” However, the District's request is not for replacement but rather for rehabilitation. There is no
section specifically dedicated to SMP rehabilitation requests. The only mention of this type of request is under
the same section (which assumes a replacement request), which states: “If the cost to remain in the classroom
or related facility is less than 50 percent of the Current Replacement Cost, the district may qualify for a
Modernization Excessive Cost Hardship Grant for rehabilitation costs pursuant to Section 1859.83(e) or a grant
not to exceed 50 percent of the cost estimate that has been reviewed and approved by the OPSC and approved
by the board for seismic rehabilitation.”

Previously, Staff has interpreted this regulation section to mean that a district would only be eligible for the type
of project dictated by the cost/benefit analysis. Those projects where rehabilitation costs exceed 50 percent of
the replacement cost have only been approved for replacement funding, based on the current enrollment or
square footage at the site. The purpose of the 50 percent threshold is to ensure responsible use of State bond
funds, assuming that replacing a building with such extensive repair requirements with a new building is a better
use of funds.

Prior Board Actions

Use of the 50 percent threshold is appropriate in most cases, but does not address all unique issues. In 2012
Simi Valley Unified School District submitted a similar appeal requesting to rehabilitate a building due to its
historical significance as a designated Ventura County Historical Landmark. Ultimately the Board approved the
replacement funding amount (per SFP regulations), while allowing the district to determine whether the funding
apportioned would be used to rehabilitate or replace the facility. In addition, and as part of the Board’s motion,
the district's governing board was required to approve a resolution indicating that it understands that the State’s
share would be limited to a certain dollar amount and the district/local community would need to pay the
remaining costs. The difference between the replacement grants and the rehabilitation grants was approximately
$5,700.

In another appeal from Coalinga-Huron Joint Unified School District in 2013, the district requested replacement
funding for an SMP project to rehabilitate a building that has significant historical value to the community. The
building was made of poured in place concrete. The district maintained that while this building type has a life
span advantage over other construction types, it also increases the cost of a seismic retrofit making it difficult to
qualify for rehabilitation work as part of a modernization project as the district desired. Further, the district also

maintained that it would have cost more to replace in like kind than the estimated replacement grants, due to this
building type. For that project, there was a $1.57 million difference in replacement and rehabilitation funding, and
the Board approved the district for replacement funding, limiting it to the rehabilitation amount.

The current cost/benefit analysis for the project, including additional grants, indicates an estimated replacement
cost of $4,665,889 and an estimated retrofit cost of $3,347,776 or 71.8 percent of the replacement cost. The
replacement cost is calculated based on the eligible square footage of the building, and the rehabilitation is
based on a cost estimate submitted by the District of the minimum work required to obtain the Division of the
State Architect's (DSA) approval.

Impact on Modemization Eligibility

If the Board were to provide replacement funding, the building would receive a new age for purposes of
generating modernization eligibility under SFP regulations. In June 2015, the District submitted an application to
establish modernization eligibility at the Palm Springs High site, but these applications are not currently being
processed. If the auditorium received a new age by receiving replacement funding, it could affect the future
modernization eligibility. Conversely, rehabilitation funding is limited to the minimum work required to obtain DSA
approval. If rehabilitation funding is provided, the building would not receive a new age for purposes of
generating future modernization eligibility.

Summary

As submitted, the rehabilitation work cost estimate exceeds 50 percent of the replacement cost, which qualifies
the project for replacement funding rather than rehabilitation under SFP Regulations. Given the unique situation
of the project, Staff agrees that the SFP Regulations do not address the issue presented by the District.
However, statute does not specify that buildings must be replaced if they qualify for replacement, only that “the
school district may be eligible for [replacement] funding.” Because Staff is unable to administratively approve the
District's request, Staff is seeking Board direction. Funding options for the Board’s consideration are included
below.

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BOARD OPTIONS

Without Board action, the District is eligible for replacement funding for the purposes of replacing the facilities.
At this time, the District has already entered into contracts and has begun construction. To receive replacement
funding the District would be required to obtain new DSA-approved plans and resubmit the application for
replacement funding.

Pursuant to the Aules and Procedures of the State Allocation Board, “Staff is providing the following options for
the Board’s consideration. A positive vote by six members is required for the Board to take action that is an
alternative to Staff's administrative action. Absent a positive vote by six members of the Board, Staff's
administrative action will stand and the school district’s appeal will be considered closed.”

For all SMP projects, the State portion of any and all savings which may be realized from the funding of the
project must be returned to the State.

1) Provide Rehabilitation Funding at the Rehabilitation Amount:
The Board could provide rehabilitation funding to complete the rehabilitation work based on the estimated
cost of rehabilitation. A funding item reflecting a Seismic Rehabilitation Grant and additional grants is
included as Attachment C.

Considerations
o District is only apportioned the funding needed to complete the minimum work required to
obtain DSA approval and contained in the cost estimate.
o District’s future SFP modernization eligibility for building would not be affected.

2) Provide Replacement Funding Capped at the Rehabilitation Amount and Allow Rehabilitation:
The Board could provide replacement funding to complete the rehabilitation work based on the estimated
cost of rehabilitation. A funding item reflecting an SMP replacement grant and additional grants is included
as Attachment D.

Considerations
o District is only apportioned the funding needed to complete the minimum work required to
obtain DSA approval.

e For purposes of SFP modernization eligibility, the building age would be reset to 12 months
from the DSA plan approval. The new date would be June 2, 2016.

3) Provide Replacement Funding at Replacement Amount and Allow Rehabilitation:
The Board could provide a replacement funding per SFP regulation and allow the District to use the funds to
rehabilitate the building. A funding item reflecting an SMP replacement grant and additional grants is
included as Attachment E.

Considerations

e EC does not appear to prohibit the Board from providing replacement funding.

e For purposes of SFP modernization eligibility, the building age would be reset to 12 months
from the DSA plan approval. The new date would be June 2, 2016.

o District would receive more funding than what was substantiated by the cost estimate for the
minimum work required to obtain DSA approval.

e By allocating more funds than what was substantiated, less funding may be available for other
districts’ projects in the future.

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BOARD ACTION

In considering this Item, the Board approved Option #3, which provides replacement funding at the replacement
amount [$4.66 million as shown on Attachment E, page 122] and allows rehabilitation of the building.
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ATTACHMENT A
AUTHORITY

Education Code (EC) Section 17075.10(b)(2) states that a school district applying for hardship state funding must
“demonstrate that due to unusual circumstances that are beyond the control of the district, excessive costs need to
be incurred in the construction of school facilities. Funds for the purpose of seismic mitigation work or facility
replacement pursuant to this section shall be allocated by the board on a 50-percent state share basis.....If the board
determines that the seismic mitigation work of a school building would require funding that is greater than the 50
percent of the funds required to construct a new facility, the school district shall be eligible for funding to construct a
new facility under this chapter.”

EC Section 17070.35(a) states the following:

(a) In addition to all other powers and duties as are granted to the board by this chapter, other statutes, or
the California Constitution, the board shall do all of the following:

(1) Adopt rules and regulations, pursuant to the rulemaking provisions of the Administrative Procedure Act,
Chapter 3.5 (commencing with Section 11340) of Part 1 of Division 3 of Title 2 of the Government Code, for
the administration of this chapter. However, the board shall have no authority to set the level of the fees of
any architect, structural engineer, or other design professional on any project. The initial regulations adopted
pursuant to this chapter shall be adopted as emergency regulations, and the circumstances related to the
initial adoption are hereby deemed to constitute an emergency for this purpose. The initial regulations
adopted pursuant to this chapter shall be adopted by November 4, 1998. If the initial regulations are not
adopted by that date, the board shall report to the Legislature by that date, explaining the reasons for the
delay.

SFP Regulation Section 1859.2 Definitions states in part:
“Seismic Rehabilitation Grant” means a grant allowable under Education Code Section 17075.10(a) and
(b)(2) and Section 1859.82(a)(1)(A)(2), excluding additional grants.

SFP Regulation Section 1859.82 states the following: “A district is eligible for facility hardship funding to replace or
construct new classrooms and related facilities if the district demonstrates there is an unmet need for pupil housing or
the condition of the facilities, or the lack of facilities, is a threat to the health and safety of the pupils.”

SFP Regulation Section 1859.82(a)(1)(A) states:

If the request is for replacement facilities, a cost/benefit analysis must be prepared by the district and
submitted to the OPSC that indicates the total costs to remain in the classroom or related facility and
mitigate the problem is at least 50 percent of the Current Replacement Cost of the classroom or related
facility...If the cost to remain in the classroom or related facility is less than 50 percent of the Current
Replacement Cost, the district may qualify for a Modernization Excessive Cost Hardship Grant for
rehabilitation costs pursuant to Section 1859.83(e) or a grant not to exceed 50 percent of the cost estimate
that has been reviewed and approved by the OPSC and approved by the board for seismic rehabilitation.

ANNUAL ADJUSTMENT TO SCHOOL FACILITY PROGRAM GRANTS

PURPOSE OF REPORT

To adopt the annual adjustment in the School Facility Program (SFP) grants based on the change in construction
costs pursuant to the Education Code (EC) and SFP Regulations and to adopt a new Class B Construction Cost
Index (CCl) on a permanent basis.

DESCRIPTION

This item presents the State Allocation Board (Board) with the annual adjustment to the SFP grants based on the
statewide cost index for Class B construction. Each year the Board adjusts the SFP grants to reflect construction cost
changes.

At the April 2015 meeting, the Board directed Staff to bring back an item to discuss adoption of a new index on a
permanent basis. Staff is presenting three cost indices for the Board’s consideration from RS Means, Engineering
News Record, and Sierra West Group.

AUTHORITY

For the New Construction grant, EC Section 17072.10(b) states, “The board annually shall adjust the per-unhoused-
pupil apportionment to reflect construction cost changes, as set forth in the statewide cost index for class B
construction as determined by the board.”

EC Section 17072.11(a)(3) states, “The board shall conduct an analysis of the relationship between the per-
unhoused-pupil grant eligibility determined under this article and the per-pupil cost of new school construction for
elementary, middle, and high school pupils.”

For Modernization funding, EC Section 17074.10(b) states, “The board shall annually adjust the factors set forth in
subdivision (a) according to the adjustment for inflation set forth in the statewide cost index for class B construction,
as determined by the board.”

Government Code Section 66452.6 states:

(a)(1) An approved or conditionally approved tentative map shall expire 24 months after its approval or
conditional approval, or after any additional period of time as may be prescribed by local ordinance, not to
exceed an additional 12 months. However, if the subdivider is required to expend two hundred thirty-six
thousand seven hundred ninety dollars ($236,790) or more to construct, improve, or finance the construction
or improvement of public improvements outside the property boundaries of the tentative map, excluding
improvements of public rights-of-way which abut the boundary of the property to be subdivided and which
are reasonably related to the development of that property, each filing of a final map authorized by Section
66456.1 shall extend the expiration of the approved or conditionally approved tentative map by 36 months
from the date of its expiration, as provided in this section, or the date of the previously filed final map,
whichever is later. The extensions shall not extend the tentative map more than 10 years from its approval
or conditional approval. . . .

(2) Commencing January 1, 2012, and each calendar year thereafter, the amount of two hundred thirty-six
thousand seven hundred ninety dollars ($236,790) shall be annually increased by operation of law
according to the adjustment for inflation set forth in the statewide cost index for class B construction, as
determined by the State Allocation Board at its January meeting. The effective date of each annual
adjustment shall be March 1. The adjusted amount shall apply to tentative and vesting tentative maps
whose applications were received after the effective date of the adjustment.
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AUTHORITY (cont.)

SFP Regulation Section 1859.71 states,
The new construction per-unhoused-pupil grant amount, as provided by Education Code Section
17072.10(a), will be adjusted annually based on the change in the Class B Construction Cost Index as
approved by the Board each January. The base Class B Construction Cost Index shall be 1.30 and the first
adjustment shall be January, 1999.

The new construction per-unhoused-pupil grant amount, as provided by Education Code Section
17072.10(a), may be increased by an additional amount not to exceed six percent in a fiscal year, or
decreased, based on the analysis of the current cost to build schools as reported on the Project Information
Worksheet (Revised 05/10) which shall be submitted with the Forms SAB 50-05 and 50-06 and as approved
by the Board.

SFP Regulation Section 1859.2 Definitions states, “Class B Construction Cost Index” is a construction factor index for
structures made of reinforced concrete or steel frames, concrete floors, and roofs, and accepted and used by the
Board.

SFP Regulation Section 1859.78 states, “The modernization per-unhoused-pupil grant amount, as provided by
Education Code Section 17074.10(a), will be adjusted annually based on the change in the Class B Construction
Cost Index as approved by the Board each January.”

BACKGROUND

Statute requires an annual adjustment to the per-unhoused-pupil grant amounts of the SFP based on the change in
the statewide Class B Construction Cost Index each January.

In April 2015, Staff presented three indices for the Board’s consideration for the 2015 Annual Adjustment to School
Facility Program grants. These indices included:

e RS Means

o Sierra West Current Construction Cost Index

e Engineering News-Record (ENR)

As part of the 2015 item, Staff presented proposed grant amounts from multiple indices that were calculated as if
each index was used every year beginning in 1999. This was to provide a more accurate, historical calculation when
considering which index to use moving forward. Staff recommended the Class B CCI from RS Means, because it
best represents conditions in California. It includes data from twelve cities within the state, while the other indices
incorporate multiple U.S. cities, only two of which are in California. The Board adopted the RS Mean index, which
resulted in an increase of 4.27 percent for the 2015 SFP grants. In addition, the Board directed Staff to bring back an
item to discuss adopting an index on a permanent basis in 2016

Pursuant to Government Code Section 66452.6(a)(2) as set forth above, the Board’s Class B CCl adjustment
determination also changes the threshold amount of public improvement costs that triggers an extension of the
expiration of tentative maps. The Board’s January 2015 CCI provided an increase of 0.78 percent based on the RS
Means rate of change from 2012-2014. This resulted in a threshold amount of $260,473.

2016 CCI Adjustment Options

Staff explored other options for the Board's consideration of a Class B Construction Cost Index for the 2016 SFP
grant adjustment. The indices that are most representative of California remain the same as those presented in April
2015 as follows:

e RS Means
e Sierra West Current Construction Cost Index
e ENR

All three indices appear to meet the SFP definition of a Class B Construction Cost Index. A brief description of each
index appears in Attachment A. Since 2009, the Board has adopted indices that are reflective of conditions in
California. Based on this practice, Staff recommends that the Board adopt the RS Means Index.

In addition, the adopted CCl adjustment would change the threshold amount for Government Code Section
66452.6(a)(2) for the period of one year commencing March 1, 2016. The current amount is $260,473. Depending on
which index the Board adopts, the resulting threshold amount would be as follows:

Conclusion
Staff has reviewed the three indices and recommends that the Board adopt the RS Means index on a permanent
basis for all future grant adjustment for the following reasons:
e RS Means uses 12 cities in California, Sierra West and ENR only include 2 California cities.
e RS Means uses more construction materials when looking at costs for its index (66 instead of 23 as
compared to Sierra West).

Based on the reasons above, the RS Means index is the Class B index most reflective of construction costs in
California.

RECOMMENDATIONS

1. Adopt an increase for 2016 SFP grants based on the RS Means Construction Cost Index as shown in
Attachment B.

2. Adopt the RS Means Construction Cost Index on a permanent basis for all future annual SFP grant adjustments.

INDEX ADJUSTMENT ON THE ASSESSMENT FOR DEVELOPMENT

PURPOSE OF REPORT

To report the index adjustment on the assessment for development, which may be levied pursuant to
Education Code Section 17620.

DESCRIPTION

The law requires the maximum assessment for development be adjusted every two years by the change in
the Class B construction cost index, as determined by the State Allocation Board (Board) at its January
meeting. This item requests that the Board make the adjustment based on the change reflected using the
RS Means index.

AUTHORITY

Education Code Section 17620(a)(1) states the following: “The governing board of any school district is
authorized to levy a fee, charge, dedication, or other requirement against any construction within the
boundaries of the district, for the purpose of funding the construction or reconstruction of school facilities,
subject to any limitations set forth in Chapter 4.9 (commencing with Section 65995) of Division 1 of Title 7 of
the Government Code.”

Government Code Section 65995(b)(3) states the following: “The amount of the limits set forth in paragraphs
(1) and (2) shall be increased in 2000, and every two years thereafter, according to the adjustment for
inflation set forth in the statewide cost index for class B construction, as determined by the State Allocation
Board at its January meeting, which increase shall be effective as of the date of that meeting.”

BACKGROUND

There are three levels that may be levied for developer’s fees. The fees are levied on a per-square foot
basis. The lowest fee, Level |, is assessed if the district conducts a Justification Study that establishes the
connection between the development coming into the district and the assessment of fees to pay for the cost
of the facilities needed to house future students. The Level Il fee is assessed if a district makes a timely
application to the Board for new construction funding, conducts a School Facility Needs Analysis pursuant to
Government Code Section 65995.6, and satisfies at least two of the requirements listed in Government
Code Section 65995.5(b)(3). The Level lll fee is assessed when State bond funds are exhausted; the district
may impose a developer’s fee up to 100 percent of the School Facility Program (SFP) new construction
project cost.

In 2012 and 2014, the Board approved increases to the rates per square foot for Residential and
Commercial/Industrial based on the change in the Class B construction index according to the Marshall &
Swift (M&S) Eight California Cities Index.

In April 2015, the Board adopted the Class B construction cost index according to RS Means for the annual
adjustment to SFP grants since the Marshall & Swift index was not available. The Board considered indices
from RS Means, Sierra West, and Engineering News Record (ENR) and is considering the same three
indices again for the January 2016 adjustment.

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STAFF ANALYSIS/STATEMENTS

A historical comparison of what the assessment rates for development fees would have been for 2010, 2012
and 2014 are shown below for information. According to the RS Means, Sierra West Group and ENR
construction cost indices, the cost index for Class B construction increased by 1.05, 6.73 and 3.52 percent
respectively during the two year period of January 2014 through December 2015, requiring the assessment
for development fees to be adjusted as follows beginning January 2016:

The RS Means Index fits most appropriately for the construction projects in California because it uses 12
cities in California, while Sierra West and ENR only include 2 California cities. Therefore, as in the “Annual
Adjustment to School Facility Program Grants” item, Staff recommends that the Board adopt the RS Means
index for the adjustment on the assessment for development.

RECOMMENDATION

Increase the 2016 maximum Level | assessment for development in the amount of 1.05 percent using the
RS Means Index to be effective immediately.

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INFORMATION ITEM

FINANCIAL HARDSHIP PROGRAM QUALIFYING CRITERIA

Regulation Section 1859.81. Financial Hardship.

Except for Joint-Use Projects and Career Technical Education Facilities Projects, a district is eligible for financial
hardship to fund all or a portion of its matching share requirement after demonstrating the requirements of (a), (c),
and (d) below:

(a)

(8)

The district is financially unable to provide all necessary matching funds for an eligible project. To determine this, an
analysis shall be made of the district’s financial records by the OPSC including data and records maintained by the
CDE and the County Office of Education. The analysis shall consist of a review of the district’s latest Independent
Audit regarding funds available from all capital facility accounts, including, but not limited to, developer fees, funds
generated from capital facility certificates of participation, federal grants, redevelopment funds, sale proceeds from
surplus property, the appraised value of facilities approved for replacement pursuant to Section 1859.82, bond funds
either encumbered, unencumbered or authorized but unsold, and savings from other SFP projects. All funds thus
identified that have not been expended or encumbered by a contractual agreement for a specific capital outlay purpose
prior to the initial request for financial hardship status shall be deemed available as a matching contribution.

Atfter the initial request for financial hardship status is granted, no further encumbrances will be approved by the
OPSC and all prospective revenue made available to the district’'s capital facility accounts shall be deemed
available as matching contribution on the subsequent financial hardship review, with the exception of:

Approved interim housing expenditures.

Funding to pay for previously recognized multi-year encumbrances approved at the initial financial hardship approval.
Funding that is transferred into a Special Reserve Fund and is used for the express purpose of the Federal
Renovation Program when the amount expended out of that fund does not exceed the maximum Federal
Renovation Grant amount.

Funding that is transferred into a Special Reserve Fund and is used for the express purpose of the School
Facilities Needs Assessment Grant Program or Emergency Repair Program when the amount expended out of
that fund does not exceed the maximum grant amount apportioned.

Funding that is transferred into a Special Reserve Fund and is used for the express purpose of the Career
Technical Education Facilities Program when the amount expended out of that fund does not exceed the
applicant’s share of the maximum grant amount apportioned.

Funding that is transferred into a Special Reserve Fund and used for the express purpose of the Overcrowding
Relief Grant when the amount expended out of that fund does not exceed the amount of the site acquisition and
design costs of the project and the district has submitted an approved Form SAB 50-11.

Funding that is used for the express purpose of reimbursing the State a proportionate share of financial hardship
received when there has been a transfer of a special education program and title to the facility. In addition, the
funding was used within five years of the title transfer.

Funding to pay for obtaining a structural report pursuant to Section 1859.82 for an approvable and funded
seismic mitigation project.

(9) All other capital facility funding for a period of three years when no subsequent financial hardship request is made

during this period, with the exception of the funding identified in (6). The three-year period begins with the date of
the most recent financial hardship new construction or modernization adjusted grant funding apportionment.

When Overcrowding Relief Grant funding is set aside pursuant to (6) and the School District has not submitted,
or the OPSC has not accepted, a Form SAB 50-04 for an Overcrowding Relief Grant within three years from the
date of deposit into the Special Reserve Fund, or the School District has not met the requirements in Sections
1859.90 or 1859.105, remaining funds plus interest accrued at the Pooled Money Investment Board rate at that
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time period shall be deemed available as matching contribution on a subsequent financial hardship project or be
captured through an audit adjustment pursuant to Section 1859.106.

The financial hardship analysis is subject to approval by the Board.

(b) From the funds deemed available as a matching contribution, the district may retain $19,776 per classroom in
each enrollment reporting period for the cost to provide interim housing for the currently unhoused pupils of the
district. The amount shown shall be adjusted annually in the manner prescribed in Section 1859.71. The
number of classrooms needed for interim housing for the currently unhoused pupils shall be the sum of the
positive numbers determined in (b)(7) as follows:

(1) Determine the current enrollment of the district by grade level as shown on the latest Form SAB 50-01.

(2) Determine the New Construction Grants apportioned by grade level for all SFP projects and LPP funded under
the provisions of Sections 1859.12 or 1859.13 where the district has submitted Form SAB 50-06 indicating that
the project is 100 percent complete.

(3) Subtract (b)(2) from (b)(1).

(4) Determine the number of classrooms by grade level reported in Part 1, Line 8 on Form SAB 50-02.

(5) Multiply the classrooms determined in (b)(4) by 25 for K-6, 27 for 7-12, 13 for Non-Severe and 9 for Severe.

(6) Subtract the product determined in (b)(5) from the difference determined in (b)(3) by grade level.

(7) Divide the difference by grade level determined in (b)(6) by 25 for K-6, 27 for 7-12, 13 for Non-Severe and 9 for
Severe and round up to the nearest whole number.

From the funds deemed available as a matching contribution, the district may also retain $19,776 per portable toilet
unit in each reporting period for the cost to provide necessary interim toilet facilities for the currently unhoused pupils
of the district. The amount shown shall be adjusted annually in the manner prescribed in Section 1859.71. The
number of toilet facilities needed for interim housing shall be the sum of the positive numbers determined in (b)(7)
divided by eight rounded up to the nearest whole number.

From the funds deemed available as a matching contribution, the district may also retain $19,776 per classroom in
each reporting period for the cost to provide necessary interim housing for the currently unhoused pupils displaced as
aresult of a SAB approved seismic mitigation project pursuant to Section 1859.82. The amount shown shall be
adjusted annually in the manner prescribed in Section 1859.71. The number of classrooms needed for interim
housing shall be the quotient of the displaced pupils by 25 for K-6, 27 for 7-12, 13 for Non-Severe and 9 for Severe
and round up to the nearest whole number.

If the district’'s available funds, as determined by the OPSC analysis less costs for interim housing, is less than its
matching share, the district will be deemed to have met the requirements of this Subsection.

(c) The district has made all reasonable efforts to fund its matching share of the project by demonstrating it is levying the
developer fee justified under law or an alternative revenue source equal to or greater than the developer fee otherwise
justified under law at the time of request for hardship and the district meets at least one of the following:

(1) The current outstanding bonded indebtedness of the district issued for the purpose of constructing school
facilities in accordance with Education Code Section 17072.35 or 17074.25 as appropriate, at the time of
request for financial hardship status, is at least 60 percent of the district’s total bonding capacity. Outstanding
bonded indebtedness includes that part of general obligation bonds, Mello-Roos Bonds, School Facility
Improvement District Bonds and certificates of participation which the district is paying a debt service that was
issued for capital outlay school facility purposes.

(2) The district had a successful registered voter bond election for at least the maximum amount allowed under
Proposition 39 within the previous two years from the date of request for financial hardship status. The proceeds
from the bond election that represent the maximum amount allowed under the provisions of Proposition 39 must
be used to fund the district’s matching share requirement for SFP project(s).

(3) Iltis a County Superintendent of Schools.

(4) The district’s total bonding capacity at the time of the request for financial hardship status is $5 million or less.

(5) Other evidence of reasonable effort as approved by the SAB.
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If the district's request for financial hardship status is denied by the Board, the district may be deemed eligible for rental
payments of $2,000 per year per classroom under the Emergency School Classroom Law of 1979 for a two year period when
relocatable classroom buildings are available and the district provides financial documentation that it is unable to afford the
full rental amount and any other information satisfactory to the Board that the rental reduction is necessary. The number of
classrooms eligible for the $2,000 rental payments shall be the sum of the numbers determined in (c)(5)(B) as follows:

(A) Determine the number of pupils by grade level that the district requested a New Construction Grant on the Form
SAB 50-04 that were denied financial hardship status.

(B) Divide the number by grade level determined in (c)(5)(A) by 25 for K-6, 27 for 7-12, 13 for Non-Severe and 9 for
Severe and round up to the nearest whole number.

(d) The district has not signed a contract for acquisition or construction of classrooms that replace existing facility(ies),
which were included in the determination of the district's new construction eligibility pursuant to Education Code
Section 17071.75, in a locally funded project during the five-year period immediately preceding the district's
application for financial hardship assistance. This restriction may be lifted if the Board finds that unforeseen and
extenuating circumstances existed that required the district to use local funds to replace the facility(ies).

(e) If the district meets the financial hardship requirements in this Section, the amount of financial hardship is equal
to the district's matching share less funds deemed available in (a).

(1) Once a district has been notified by the OPSC that it meets the requirements of financial hardship in this Section,
the district may file Form SAB 50-04 under the provisions of financial hardship anytime within a period of 180
calendar days from the date of the OPSC notification.

(2) If the district does not submit Form SAB 50-04 under the provisions of financial hardship within 180 calendar
days of the OPSC notification of approval of financial hardship status, the district must re-qualify for financial
hardship status under the provisions of this Section by submittal of a new request for financial hardship status.

(3) If the district submits Form SAB 50-04 within 180 calendar days of the OPSC notification of approval of financial
hardship and the project(s) has been included on an unfunded list for more than 180 calendar days, a review of
the district’s funds pursuant to (a) will be made to determine if additional district funds are available to fund the
district’s matching share of the project(s).

Financial hardship approval status by the OPSC for a separate design and/or site apportionment does not apply
to any subsequent funding for the project(s).

(f) Ifthe district submits Form SAB 50-04 within 180 calendar days of the OPSC notification of approval of financial
hardship and the project(s) has been included on the “Unfunded List (Lack of AB 55 Loans)” for more than 180
calendar days as a result of the State of California’s inability to provide interim financing from the Pooled Money
Investment Account (AB 55 loans), the Board may suspend the unfunded review requirement as defined in
Regulation Section 1859.81(e). Projects added to any other unfunded list shall be subject to the review detailed
in Regulation Section 1859.81(e). Regulation Section 1859.81(f) shall become inoperative July 1, 2011.

(9) A project added to an unfunded list on or after July 1, 2011 will be subject to the review detailed in section (e)(3). For
projects added to an unfunded list between February 25, 2009 and June 30, 2011, only the district’s financial records
on or after July 1, 2011 will be considered in calculating any adjustment to the district’s matching share.
