Mr. Bruce Funk, representative of a now disbanded citizens group, expressed his cr·ncern with the Fremont 
Unified School District's original application and the misrepresentation of enrollment numbers by the District to 
stop a reorganization from happening.

Ms. Theresa Gain, Director of Facilities for Fremont Unified School District, reported that the District has spent 
endless hours with the opse staff to not only amend the numbers, but to get to the root of the original mistake 
and to show them it was not intentional. They currently have a new cons,ultant because they have found that a 
major portion of this issue was computational errors that were included by their first consultant in those 
applications.
