EXECUTIVE OFFICER'S STATEMENT 

The Executive Officer informed the Board of the following items: 

• The first charter school (Vaughn High School Academy) to successfully convert their 
preliminary apportionment into a final apportionment was included in the Consent portion 
of the agenda for approval. 

• 2,060 schools submitted their School Facilities Needs Assessments to the OPSC by 
January 1, 2006.
