1.  Thumbnail:

Open the original photograph in PaintShop Pro.

Resize it to 100 by 100 (Image/Resize)

Give it a name that ends in ‘-th’ or ‘-sm’ and .jpg.

2.  Web page photo:

Open the original photograph in PaintShop Pro.

Crop if you wish (manually crop; and then Image/Crop to Selection)

Fix the Brightness if you wish (Color/Adjust)

Fix the Contrast if you wish (Color/Adjust)

Resize it to 400 by 400 px (Image/Resize)

Give it a name that ends in ‘-on’ or ‘-yes’ and .jpg.
