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In order to code the appearance and layout of a page, you could add the HTML tags and all the attributes as you needed them, over and over through out the web page.  Consistency would be unlikely.  Errors would be very likely.  Or, you could set up the tags with the necessary attributes and then apply each anywhere on the web page with only one word.
I.  Style – Class (entire page):

A.  Without Styles:  If you needed 10 identical paragraphs and you wanted them Bold, in Italics, Red, Larger, and Centered, you would have to list all the tags and attributes, …10 times.
For example:
	<p align=”center”> <b> <i> <font color=”red” size=”+1”> A paragraph that goes on for several lines.</font> </i> </b> </p>




B.  With Styles:  You could gather all your tags and attributes and label them as a class (such as, ‘para’).  And then when ever you need the tags and attributes, you call that class.
We do need seven parts with no quotations:

a Selector, a Brace, a Property, a Colon, a Value, a Semi-colon, and a Brace.

The Selector is any descriptive word, without blanks, preceded by a period.  You get to choose the descriptive word.

Selector{Property:Value;}            .para {text-align:center;}

	For example:

.para {text-align:center; font-weight:bold; font-style:italic; font-size: 110%; color:#ff0000;}




And then on the web page, you would code the paragraph and its class as follows:

<p class=”para”>First paragraph goes here.</p>

<p class=”para”>Second paragraph goes here.</p>

<p class=”para”>Third paragraph goes here.</p>

II. Style - Tags (entire page):
A.  Without Styles:  If you needed 10 identical subheaders and you wanted them in Italics, Green, Larger, and Centered, you would have to list all the tags and attributes, …10 times.

For example:
	<h4 align=”center”> <i> <font color=”green” size=”+1”> A Page SubHeader </font> </i> </h4>




B.  With Styles:  You could gather all your tags and attributes and label them as a class (such as, ‘subhead’).  And then when ever you need the tags and attributes, you call that class.
We do need seven parts with no quotations:

a Selector, a Brace, a Property, a Colon, a Value, a Semi-colon, and a Brace.

The Selector is any HTML tag.  That HTML tag will be affected throughout the page.

For example:
	h4 {text-align:center; font-style:italic; font-size: 110%; color:#00ff00;}




And then on the web page, you would code the subheader and its class as follows:

<h4 class=”subhead”>First SubHead</h4>

<h4 class=”subhead”>Second SubHead</h4>

<h4 class=”subhead”>Third SubHead</h4>

III. Embedded Style Declaration – for the entire page:
All the style definitions are declared between the <head> and the </head> tag of a web page.  This way the style may be applied to any location on that web page.

	<head> <title> My Page </title>
<style type=”text/css”>

.para {text-align:center; font-weight:bold; font-style:italic; font-size: 110%; color:#ff0000;}
h4 {text-align:center; font-style:italic; font-size: 110%; color:#00ff00;}

</style>
</head>




IV. Inline Style Declaration – for the isolated instance:

You may need a different style on only one line.  This method is called ‘inline’.

For example: 

	<span style=” font-weight:bold; font-style:italic; font-size: 110%; color:#0000ff;”>word</span>



Code on the web page:

<p>This is a paragraph that has a larger, and bolder blue <span style=” font-weight:bold; font-style:italic; font-size: 110%; color:#0000ff;”>word</span> in italics right in the middle.</p>


V. External Style Declaration – for the entire web site:
You could declare the style for the classes and tags that you want displayed uniformly throughout all the web pages in the website.   You would just have to declare your styles one time on a separate page that you save as a text file with the proper extension (.css).

For example:

All the style declarations would be pulled out of the <head></head> section of your web page, and then entered on a separate text file.  The text file would be saved as ‘mystyles.css’, or whatever you wished.  Notice that there are no quotation marks anywhere on this text file.
	/* ------    mystyles.css   ------   */
.para {text-align:center; font-weight:bold; font-style:italic; font-size: 110%; color:#ff0000;}
h4 {text-align:center; font-style:italic; font-size: 110%; color:#00ff00;}




The <head></head> section would instead have the following code:
	<head>   <title>My web page</title>

<link rel=”stylesheet”  type=”text/css”  href=”mystyles.css” />
</head>

Look at the resume I have handed out.

· You will need a style declaration for several classes. 
(Let us discuss how many?  Which ones are they?)
· Create an HTML web page with the 4 fundamental tags (html, head, title, body) properly opened and closed.

· Call an external style sheet that you will create from the classes you will need in order to recreate the resume I handed out. (link rel=”… />  Remember, no quotation marks anywhere on the external css page.
· In the body of the document, you should use only the classes you declared and the following tags:

            <div> <hr /> <br />

· In order to change the margin of a paragraph you should use:

            margin-left:100px;  

Do not use ‘text-indent:100px’ because that only works for one line. 
It does not work for an entire paragraph.
(Of course the number of pixels you need will depend on your page.)
· Common styles you will need:
font-size
font-family 
font-weight
font-style
margin-left
color 
(for example, #ff0000 for red; #00ff00 for green; #0000ff for blue.)

Refer to the other sample handouts I gave you for options on the few values these properties can take.  Remember that there are no quotation marks in the <head> section or the external css page.
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
