	description: Significant increase in SB/DVBE participation at CSP-Solano
	Justification for nomination: After careful analysis of Contracting Activity Reports and utilizing guidelines identified in The Department of Corrections and Rehabilitation Procurement Handbook and the Department of General Services Procurement Division Broadcast Bulletins,  the Procurement and Services Officer II at California State Prison Solano (CSP-Solano) determined the need to improve SB/DVBE participation.  The statewide participation goals for disabled veteran business enterprise (DVBE) is not less than 3 percent. The statewide participation goal for Small Business (SB) is 25 percent of all dollars spent during each fiscal year.

Through a proactive approach the Procurement Department, specifically the Procurement and Services Officer II, implemented steps to improve communications, monitoring and education with all departments at CSP-Solano to ensure that SB/DVBE goals were met or exceeded.  

As a result of these efforts DVBE participation increased from 5.4 percent in FY 09/10 to 8.81 percent in FY 11/12, an increase of 3.41 percent.  A much greater increase in SB participation was realized as CSP-Solano's improvement went from 49.13 percent in FY 09/10 to 69.08 percent in 
FY 11/12, an increase of 19.95 percent.




	How did the Agency improve SBDVBE participation: The Agency improved SB/DVBE participation by continued emphasis on the use of SB/DVBE by all Departments at California State Prison Solano. The Procurement and Services Officer II provided guidance and direction for all Department heads identifying the need to include at least two SB/DVBE quotes for contract purchases and services. Procurement staff were trained to screen all contract purchase and service requisitions to ensure that the expectation to include SB/DVBE in the bidding process was met. Increased communications between Procurement staff and the ordering departments identifying new SB/DVBE vendors also helped expand the utilization of these enterprises.

	Increase in SBDVBE participation: As a result of these efforts DVBE participation increased from 5.4 percent in FY 09/10 to 8.81 percent in FY 11/12, an increase of 3.41 percent. 
 
A more significant increase in SB participation was realized as CSP-Solano's improvement went from 49.13 percent in FY 09/10 to 69.08 percent in FY 11/12, an increase of 19.95 percent.

These results show that CSP-Solano significantly increased their SB/DVBE participation during the three year period from FY 09/10 through FY 11/12. 
 
The statewide participation goals for DVBE of not less than 3 percent and the statewide participation goal for SB of  25 percent of all dollars spent during each fiscal year were more than doubled as a result of the the Procurement Department's efforts and leadership at CSP-Solano.

	Results achieved: In FY 09/10 California State Prison Solano spent $4,556,257 in total contract dollars.  The total DVBE portion of this expenditure was $248,808 and the SB amount was $2,238,699.

In FY 11/12 CSP-Solano had total contract expenditures of $4,712,809.  The total DVBE portion of this expenditure was $415,162 and the SB amount was $3,255,757.

The results achieved during the three year period were an increase in expenditures for DVBE of $166,354  and an increase in expenditures for SB of $1,017,058.

As a result of these efforts DVBE participation increased from 5.4 percent in FY 09/10 to 8.81 percent in FY 11/12, an increase of 3.41 percent.
