	Justification for nomination: The California Technology Agency (CaTA) is committed to achieving the state's annual participation goals with certified small and disabled veteran-owned business enterprises.  With the revision of Procurement Policies and Procedures, it was able to significantly increase its Small Business (SB) and Disabled Veteran Business Enterprise (DVBE) participation levels.  The Agency’s Executive Management fully supports the Procurement Policies and Procedures.  For these reasons, the CaTA should be nominated for a SARA Award. 

	How did the Agency improve SBDVBE participation: The Agency’s Executive Management fully supports the revision of Procurement Policies and Procedures for implementing new ideas and allowing participation of certified SB and DVBE’s.
In October 2011, CaTA started revising its Procurement Procedures (PP), including solicitation documents, which highly encourages Procurement Analysts to first look into certified SB's and DVBE's for every procurement transaction under $250,000 including CAL-Card purchases and when using any Leverage Procurement Agreement (LPA) for goods and/or services of any monetary value.  The PP resulted into efficiency in procurement workflow and allowed participation of multiple business entities.  The enhancement of PP continued as we encourage Procurement Analysts to under-go process improvement as deemed necessary.
In addition, CaTA participated in the vendor forum and outreach on November 3, 2011 which introduced numerous SB and DVBE’s to Technology Agency’s procurement programs. This event led several certified SB and DVBE’s be added to CaTA’s vendor pool for solicitation.
Lastly, CaTA provides the tools, including State Contracting Manuals, CaTA PP, and DGS Cal-PCA training classes, to educate and train new Procurement Analysts to initially look at certified businesses for every transaction.   The Agency’s SB/DVBE Advocate also keeps procurement analysts aware of SB and DVBEs vendors who can provide goods and/or services needed for the Agency.
As a result of these changes, there was a significant increase in the participation of SB and/or DVBEs. See Results achieved for specific numbers.  The Agency hopes these changes will continue to assist in achieving SB/DVBE participation in future years.

	Increase in SBDVBE participation: During Fiscal Year 2011/2012, the CaTA had achieved a small business (SB) participation rate of 31.16%; an increase of 18.29% over last fiscal year.  The CaTA had achieved a disabled veteran business enterprise (DVBE) participation rate of 3.49%; an increase of 1.22% over the last fiscal year.
	Results achieved: For Fiscal Year 2011/12, CaTA contracted out for a total dollar amount of $96,954,770.  The total dollar amount to DVBEs was $3,380,587 for a total percentage of 3.49; total dollar amount to SBs was $15,474,047; and total dollar amount to Micro Businesses (MB) was $14,734,401, for a total percentage of 31.16.
