Dear Vendors,

Pursuant to Public Contract Code Section 12101.2, the State of California has entered into negotiations with the vendor community of the repetitively used state terms and conditions that are contained in the state’s model contract.

As part of this effort, the Department of General Services (DGS) invited the vendor community and its customer departments to submit comments on the state’s General and Special Provisions.  The state assembled a team from within DGS and the California Technology Agency who reviewed and considered all submissions for changes.  Consequently, the team proposed one of the following actions: accepted the changes, developed modifications, or rejected the changes.  The state will publish, on the Procurement Division website, all comments received from vendors with the state’s response and rationale on January 25, 2013. 

Revisions to the state’s documents include GSPD for IT red-lines and elimination of all four of the IT Special Provisions.  These documents, and the state’s response to the vendor’s proposed changes, will be available here no later than January 25, 2013.
 
To facilitate our combined efforts, the state invites you to attend the Vendor Community Forums.  Each forum will be held at the DGS Headquarters, in West Sacramento, on the dates below, each starting at 10:00 am in the Executive Dining Room.  During these sessions attendees will have an opportunity to provide constructive comments to the state’s proposed revisions.  The state will take the lead on discussions related to areas within the terms and conditions where common misunderstandings often exist. These forums will be held on the following days:

· Tuesday, February 19th will focus on Acceptance, Warranty, and Maintenance 
· Wednesday, February 20th will focus on Limitation of Liability and Indemnification issues
· Thursday, February 21th, meeting will focus on the three termination clauses: Convenience, Non-Appropriations of Funds, and Cause 

Should participants want to present any examples which may clarify or support their previously submitted request for changes, or comment on the state’s proposed changes, in advance of the meeting, they should be submitted in the same format used by the state (URL link) to document and respond to the vendor community’s request for changes by February 10, 2013., The state will make every attempt to review submittals in advance of the scheduled forums.
