	Would increase the period of certification revocation and suspension for SB or DVBE program violations, and additionally require the revocation of the business’ seller’s permit for additional or subsequent violations. Would impose civil penalties against any person who knowlingly and fraudulently represents that a commercially useful function is being performed by a DVBE.  Additionally, would require that any existing contract between awarding department and contractor be terminated if the contractor knowingly and fraudulently represents that a CUF is performed by a SB or DVBE.  Would require termination of any existing contract and SCO to withhold payments (except outstanding invoices). Would require those found guilty of fraud to pay costs of awarding department and DGS.

	Would require prospective bidders having 10 or more employees residing in CA, other than a certified SB or DVBE, that bid on a contract over $1 million to certify under penalty of perjury, that it provides fitness and wellness benefits to its employees.  Fitness and wellness benefits include, but not limited to, gym, weight training room, aerobics space, swimming pool, running track or indoor/outdoor site used for competitive sports events or games.  Also, may include subsidizing membership in health club, financial support of athletic team, etc.

	Would require state agencies to prepare an annual report regarding personal services and consulting services contracts entered into by the agency and to transmit that report to the Dept. of Finance within 60 working days after the end of the fiscal year for submission to the Legislature.  Contractors must provide specific information to awarding departments. Failure to do will result in the contractor being unable ineligible for any future personal services or consulting services contracts and would cease payment for any ongoing contracts until the information is provided. Would not apply to contracts for confidential expert consulting services that are protected by attorney-client privilege. Report would be available to the public.

	Would increase the threshold amount when using the SB/DVBE option to less than $250,000, which would be adjusted every 2 years.  Would also require the contractor, upon completion of a public contract for which a commitment to achieve SB or DVBE participation goals was made, to report the actual percentage of SB or DVBE participation that was achieved.

	Would include a DVBE among the entities to whom higher penalties are payable under the CA Prompt Payment Act.

	Amends Section 2808 of the Penal Code and adds Section 2808.5, relating to the Prison Industry Authority (PIA).  Would require PIA to comply with provisions of the law that give preferences to SBs and DVBEs.

	Would establish a statewide participation goal of not less than 2% for developmentally disabled business enterprises to participate in all contracts awarded by a state department for goods and services.  Also, would impose a civil penalty for initial and subsequent violations of providing false or fraudulent information relative to qualification for a person w/developmental disabilities business enterprise and also provides for suspension from bidding on or participating for specified periods of time.
