	Would require the Office of the Small Business Advocate to commission a study of the costs of state regulations on small businesses that is parallel to the study on the impact of regulatory costs on small firms conducted by the federal Small Business Administration.  The Office would also be required to make recommendations on how to reduce the cost impact of existing and future regulations as well as to convene a small business advisory committee to provide advice based on the study and recommendations.  The study would be completed by 6-1-07.
