EXECUTI VE ORDER W 115-95

VWHEREAS, HR 2739 becane effective January 1, 1995; and

WHEREAS, HR 2739, anong other things, preenpts a State's authority to
regul ate “rates, routes and services" for intrastate trucki ng operations; and
will result in an inproved business environnent for California conmpanies and
trucking firnms; and

WHEREAS, the California Public Utilities Conmi ssion anticipated the
federal effort to elimnate rate regulation of nost intrastate trucking
operations (other than those carryi ng household goods), and declared its
intention to concentrate on safety, insurance, and consumer protection
concerns; and

WHEREAS, these conplinentary state and federal initiatives now require
reexam nation of the State's traditional methods of ensuring hi ghway
transportation safety and adequate |evels and proof of insurance for highway
carriers; and

WHEREAS, such reexam nation should focus on regulatory and enforcenent
prograns designed to nininmze the adverse inpacts that the comrercial vehicle
nonitoring, regulation, inspection and enforcenent prograns have on
California' s transportation industry while continuing to maintain a high
| evel of safety;

NOW THEREFORE, |, PETE WLSON, Governor of the State of California, by
virtue of the power and authority vested in me by the Constitution and
statutes of the State of California, do hereby issue this order to becone
effective i nmedi atel y:

1. Wth the potential for federal preenption of the Public Utilities
Commi ssion 'S regul atory authority effective January 1, 1995, the
California Hi ghway Patrol is directed to exercise a |leadership role
t hrough utilization of its current inspection, enforcenent, and
regul atory oversight authority on the notor carrier industry and to
pursue actively appropriate enforcenment and crimnal action against those
carriers identified as unsafe for continued operation. The H ghway
Patrol's primary purpose will be to protect the citizens of the State of
California fromunnecessary deaths, injuries, and property danage and to
mai ntai n the highest |evel of comrercial vehicle safety possible.

Wthin 30 days of the issuance of this Executive Order, the Secretary of

t he Busi ness, Transportation, and Housing Agency shall convene and chair a
task force consisting of representatives fromthe California H ghway
Patrol, the Public Utilities Comm ssion, the Board of Equalization, the
Department of Toxic Substances Control, the California Departnent of
Transportation, the Departnment of Mdtor Vehicles, the California Trucking
Associ ation, the National Private Truck Council, the Hi ghway Carriers
Associ ation, the Omer Operators |ndependent Drivers Association, the
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Attorney's Association, and representatives of both the Senate and
Assenbly Transportation Conmittees.

The task force shall expeditiously identify both interimand permanent
strategies that are needed to inprove and streamine oversight of the
notor carrier industry, including nonitoring, inspection enforcenent, and
safety regulation prograns. Additionally, these strategies should allow
for the effective use of state resources, establish processes that would
ensure appropriate |levels of notor carrier safety, and at the sanme tine,
streamine this regulatory function to mnimze the adverse inpacts on
California' s transportation industry.

The task force shall report its findings on identified strategi es and any
recommendations for |egislative action to the Governor within 30 days of
the task force's convening.
