EXECUTI VE ORDER W 92-94

VWHEREAS, restoring and revitalizing the State's urban centers continues
to be a priority of this Administration; and

WHEREAS, graffiti has becone a major problemon urban transportation
facilities and has created a blight in nany urbani zed areas of California;
and

WHEREAS, traffic safety and congestion problens are magnified when road
signs are targets; and

WHEREAS, the defacing of transportation facilities creates visual
pol I uti on and degrades nei ghborhoods; and

WHEREAS, property values are severely |lowered where witings are
preval ent; and

VWHEREAS, cl ean urban roads and nei ghbor hoods pronote econom ¢ i nvest nent
and a sense of security in those areas; and

WHEREAS, renoval of the writings consunes |arge quantities of tine and
nmoney whi ch have to be diverted fromother public service activities; and

WHEREAS, California Departnent of Transportation expenditures for cleanup
of g graffiti last year were 25 tines what they were in 1990; and

WHEREAS, Multi-Agency Graffiti Intervention Committees (MAG C) have been
formed in major urban areas of the State to coordinate State and | ocal -
efforts tot prevent graffiti; and Caltrans and the MAG Cs have undertaken
nunerous efforts in this regard;

NOW THEREFORE, |, PETE WLSON, Governor of the State of California, by
virtue of the power and authority vested in me by the Constitution and
statutes of the State of California, do hereby issue this order to becone
effective i nmedi atel y:

1. There is hereby created the Graffiti Renoval and Intervention Program
(GRIP)

The program shall be admini stered and coordinated by the California
Departnent of Transportation (Caltrans) and shall enlist the
cooperation of the California Conservation Corps (CCC), |ocal |aw
enforcenment agencies, courts and probati on departnents.

Caltrans, through the Graffiti Renoval and Intervention Program
shal I :

* expand cooperative agreenents with the CCC to enpl oy CCC nenbers
in Caltrans' graffiti cleanup efforts;
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seek agreements with juvenile courts, district attorneys and
probation departnments to establish work prograns whereby

of fenders nust work cleaning up graffiti for a portion of their
sent ence;

in cooperation with MAG Cs, develop, with local and state | aw
enf orcenment agencies, tougher |laws/fines/penalties for graffiti
of f enders;

cooperate with city police, sheriffs, the California H ghway
Patrol, and district attorneys to apprehend and successfully
prosecute fel ony vandal cases;

and work with civil courts to inplenent restitution procedures.
