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THIRD ADDENDUM TO REQUEST FOR PROPOSAL (RFP) DATED APRIL 2, 2013 FOR AN AFFORDABLE HOUSING DEVELOPMENT:
1. We believe that the parking lot on the surplus property is currently leased by an outside party. If so, when does that lease expire and what does the lease say about assignment?

Any existing tenancies are on a month-to-month basis and can be terminated with 30-days’ notice.

1. Under “SCHEDULE” in the selection criteria section of the RFP, there are three processes (Buyer’s Execution of Purchase Agreement; State’s Review and Recommendation; State’s Execution of Purchase Agreement) that are to be completed within 60 days of selection. Will these processes happen sequentially or will they occur simultaneously?

The processes occur sequentially. Following review of the proposals, the selected proposer/buyer will receive formal notice of selection to receive the property subject to the terms of the purchase and sale agreement which must be executed by the buyer within 60 days of receipt of the notice. Following the state’s execution of the purchase and sale agreement, the buyer must close escrow within 60 days. 

1. Under “SCHEDULE” in the selection criteria section of the RFP, it notes that the “State’s Review and Recommendation,” is to be completed within 60 days of selection. Does “review and recommendation” refer to the purchase agreement, the entire proposal, or something else? Could you provide any more information on what the review and recommendation entail?

The review and recommendation refers to the review of the proposals and recommendation to notify the proposer of their selection. (See answer to question number 2 above.) The proposals are reviewed for the consistency of the proposed affordable housing project with the statutory requirements and responsiveness to the RFP.
