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Chapter 834, Statutes of 2006 (SB 834) created the Office of the State Chief
Information Officer (OCIO), and its responsibilities were expanded via Chapter 183,
Statutes of 2007 (SB 90) as described in Government Code Sections 11545 and 11546.

Chapter 404, Statutes of 2010 (AB 2408), renamed the OCIO the California Technology
Agency (Technology Agency) and transferred the responsibilities of the OCIO to the
Technology Agency.

Chapter 352, Statutes of 2013 (AB 1317) abolished the California Technology Agency
and transferred its responsibilities and authority to the California Department of
Technology (Department of Technology) within the newly-created Government
Operations Agency. (GRP 2, 2012)
